Preserve Eggs Now
(Experimental Farms Note)

The indications are that eggs will
be dear next winter, dearer than
they were last winter so those who
want eggs had better put some down
now while they are comparatively
cheap. Do not use oats, bran, salt
or such mediums; moreoyer, the
patent preservatiyes usually advertis-
ed as being so simple and effective
had better be adopted with caution.
Better use something that has been
tried and found satisfactory.

According to Dr. Frank T. Shutt,
Dominion Chemist, lime water is one
of the best preservatives and we
quote the following from his Exhib-
ition Circular No. 42.

The method of preparation is
simply to slake one pound good quick
lime with a small quantity of water
and then stir the milk of lime so
formed into 5 gallons of water. After
the mixture has been kept well
stirred for a few hours it is allowed
to settle. The supernatant liquid,
which is now ‘‘saturated’’ limewater,
is drawn off and poured over the
eggs, previously placed in a crock or
water-tight barrel.

As exposure to the air tends to
precipitate the lime (as carbonate),
and thus to weaken the solution,
the vessel containing the eggs should
be kept covered. The air may be
excluded by a covering of sweet oil,
or by sacking upon which a paste of
lime is spread. If, after a time there
is any noficeable precipitation of the
lime, the lime-water should be
drawn or siphoned off and replaced
with a further quantity newly pre-
pared.

GENERAL PRECAUTIONS NECESSARY
TO TAKE
It is essential that attention be
paid to the following points : —
1. That perfectly fresh eggs only
be used.
2. That the eggs should through-
out the whole period of preserv-
ation be completely immersed.
Although not necessary to the
preservation of the eggs in a sound
condition a temperature of 40°F. to
45°F. will no doubt materially
assist towards retaining good flavour
or rather in arresting that ‘stale
flavour” so often characteristic of
packed eggs.
Respecting the addition of salt, it
must be stated that our experiments
—conducted now throughout fifteen
geasons—do not show any benefit to
be derived therefrom ; indeed, salt
frequently imparts a limey flavour to
the egg, probably by inducing an in-
terchange of the fluids within and
without the egg. Our advice is, do
not add any salt to the limewater.

‘ The Chinese General Knew More Than

Did the Tlhetan Buddha.

At the entrance of the lamasery at
Kumbum are eight large monuments,
which contain the ashes of eight
Buddhas, Long years ago, at the be-
ginning of the Ming dynasty, after
hard fighting the Tibetans were driven
back from Chinese territory, which
they had overrun for hundreds of
miles. When the victorious Chinese
general reached Kumbum he sent for
these eight Buddhas and said to them:
“You can read the future, Can you
tell me when you are going to die?”
One of them, shrewd enough to under-
stand the general's mind, said, “To-
morrow.” “No,” said the general; *“it
will be today.” And it was.

Quite a number of temples and
buildings make up the lamasery. The
chief temple, which is dedicated to
Tsong Kaba, the great reformer of
Tibetan Buddhism, has a roof of gold,
variously con)ectured as being from
one-eighth of an inch to half an inch
thick. Inside is a large image of
Tsong Kaba, said by some to be of
gold, but it is probably overlaid with
gold. The temple threshold is covered
with planks, and we saw many poor
deluded people prostrating themselves
in worship there. Around the main
bullding are many large prayer wheels,
which are kept well on the turn by the
devotees to obtmu merit. — Christian
Herald,

Made in one grade only-—the highest ! '

and in three other parts of the report

A Corponl of “The Guards"

l A little psychological study of the
| old soldier on the new and the new
| on the old is unfolded in a series of
letters to an English newspaper,
from which we cull the following :
Savs the new soldier : The natural
outecome of the old soldier's attitude
towards soldiering—a job verv much
like anv other job—is that he does
heroic things without feeling partic-
ularly heroic. Death in action is to
him a mischance, a piece of bad luck,
whereas to the new soldier itis "“the
supreme sacrifice.” I have heard a
drill sergeant from the Grenadier
Guards referring with contempt to
what may be called without offence
the dramatics of soldiering. “None
of your ‘Death-or-glory boys’' or
‘Die-hards’ here !"" he said.

These Guardsmen are magnificent
soldiers, with a strong pride in their
brigade and a genuine love of work
well done; their record in the
present war, particularly during the
retreat’ from Mons, is so splendid
that it is almost increditable ; and
yet to those men it was very little
more than crdinary squad drill.
They did their work according to
rule, because they believed that that
was the most skilful and safest way
to doit.

Biblical Bottles

Who made the first bottle bas
pever been determined, but the
necessity for some means of trans-
portating liquids, of which water was
undoubtedly the first to be consider-
ed, must have existed from the
beginning of the human Tuce, and it
is generally considered probable that
the first receptacle for this purpose
was made from the skin of an
animal. This was removed with as
little mutilation as possible and all
the unavoidable openings carefully
sewn up, leaving a single leg for
filling and emptying, which is tied
with a cord.

These we know were first used
ages ago by many primitive people,
and have since been employed ex-
tensively in many parts of the world,
and even to-day they may be seen in
use in some Oriental countries. It
was this kind of a bottle that was
referred to in the Bible in the much-
quoted dictum relating to putting
new wine into old bottles. The
objection to the procedure was that
the skin of an old bottle has become
fully stretched and weakened by use,
and if new wine was put into it the
pressure of the gases generated by
the continued fermentation of the
wine would burst the bottle.

It is a generally accepted fact that
glass-making and glass bottles origin-
ated among the Egyptians, although
at what date no one has presumed to
state. Evenin Egypt, however, the
art of glass-making in its early
history appears to have been con-
fined to certain localities, and was
not practiced at all widely.--Scientific
American.

GRANT AND MARK TWAIN.

When the Humorist Took the Stump
For the General.

The year 1880 was a presidential one,
Mark Twaln was for General Garfield
and made a number of remarkable
speeches in his favor. General Grant
came to Hartford during the campaign,
and Mark Twain was chosen to make
the address of welcome, . Perhaps no
such address of welcome was ewver
made before. He began:

“] am among those deputed to wel
come you to the sincere and cordial
hospitalities of Hartford, the city of
the historie and revered Charter Oak,
of which most of the town is built.”

He seemed to be at a loss what to
say next, and, leaning over, pretended
to whisper to Grant. Then, as if he
had been prompted by the great soldler,
he straightened up and poured out a
fervid eulogy on Grant's victories, add-
ing in an aside as he finished, ‘I near-
ly forgot that part of my speech,’ to
the roaring delight of his hearers,
while Grant himself grimly smiled.

He then spoke of the general being
now out of public employment, of how
grateful to him s country was, and
how it stood ready to reward him “in
every concelvable—inexpensive way."™

Grant had smiled more than once
during the speech, and when this sen-
tence came out at the end his com-
posure broke up altogether, while the
throng shouted approval Clemens
made another speech that night at the
opera house—a speech long remember-
ed in Hartford as one of the great
efforts of his life.

A very warm friendship had growwn
op between Mark Twain and General
Grant. A year earlier, on the famous
soldier"s return from his trip around
the world, a great birthday banquet
had been given him in Chicago at
which Mark Twain’s speech had been
the event of the evening. The colonel
who Jong before had chased the young
pilot soldier through the Missouri bot-
toms had become his conquering hero,
and Grant's admiration for America’s
foremost humorist was most hearty.—
Albert Bigelow Paine in St. Nicholas.

Interesting Letter From Sergt. Taylor
Now in England

DEAR FRIENDS :\—

I am going to take a few minutes
of my time this evening to tell you a
little of what I have seen so tar in Great
Britain, for I think that if you people in
Canada could see it you would agree
with me that it is one of the most
beautiful countries in the world. I do
not want to say anything against Canada
as regards beauty, for Canada is noted all
over the world for its beautiful scenery.
But the beauty is more general in this
country.

The rolling land, and especially the
chalk cliffs around this part cf the
country, the winding roads, all paved,
and skirted on each side with their nicely
trimmed hedge fences, the groves of old
elm trees, the beautiful little streams and
canals, and here and there an old castle,
surrounded by its crumbling wall, rearing
its tower high above the shrubbery, all
lend their beauty and romance to perfect
the scenery of this old land ;

‘‘She 1s not any common earth, water,

or wood or air,

But Merlin’s Isle ot Gramayre, where

you and I may fare.”

The little villages are numerous and
very picturesque. - There are six, all
within four miles of our camp, of which
the largest is Folkestone, I guess you
have all heard of that town since the
air raid of May 25th. That was our first
thrilling experience after landing in this
country. But the Censor would likely
object if I told you anything about it, so
“mum’s the word.”

The railroads are well kept up here,
and the trains, though comical to look
at, cannot be beaten for speed. The
coaches are divided into compartments,
each holding about eight people. The
compartments are entered through doors
along the sides of the car. In some of
the more up-to-date coaches a corridor
runs along one side. The freight cars
are very small, the capacity being eight
or ten tons instead ot thirty-six or forty
as in Canada. The tickets are punched
at the stations instead of on the trains,
the only access to the platform. being
through the station house. At each
station there is a platform on each side
so that no one has to cross the tracks.

London is a wonderful city and its
traffic is enormous. I was up thereon a
week end pass about July 1st and wvisited
some of the most important places in the
city ; such as, St, Paul's Cathedral,
Westminster Abbey, the Parliament
Buildings, the Tower of ILondon, the
Royal Stables, the Zoological Gardens,
etc. They are all very interesting and it
would be useless for me to try to describe
them here. You would have to see them
to appreciate them properly.

All the soldiers get six days’ landing

leave after they arrive in this country,
with free tramsportation to any part of
the British Isles. Another fellow and I
it ours last week.
We went to London first and from
there took the East Coast express for
Edinburgh. We left London at 10 a.m.,
stopped three times on the way, at York,
Newcastle, and Berwick, and landed in
Edinburgh at 7.30 that evening, a trip ot
400 miles. So we didn’t lose any time.

Edinburgh is a very pretty city. While
there we visited the Old Castle, Holyrood
Palace, the old Scottish Parliament
House, John Knox's house, St, Giles
Cathedral, the Forth bridge, etc.

Glasgow is just an hour’s ride trom
Edinburgh by train. It is a much larger
city than Edinburgh and almost as busy
as London. The shipbuilding industry
along the Clyde is wonderful. From
Glasgow we took two interesting side
trips.
