A day in this country, except in the
citie:, does not mean ten hours—it
means from sun to sun. This isa
country where everything touched by
the “magic wand'' of the manufac
turer costs so much that a pair of
boots as could be bouget at my friend
Murdoch’s, for five dollars, would cost
ten or twelve here.' All the labor in
this country belongs to the negro. He
own live on a peck of meal and two
pounds of meat, costing 35 cents each
week, sleep on a dry goods box or any
where, and wear what the “ white
folks" cast off. A Nova Scotian cannot
ecompete with a man who lives in thix
manner."” H. McLeax.

To FarMers,—The following extract
from a letter coming from Messrs. John
S. Townsend, & Co., London, to Messrs.
Runciman, Randolph & Co.,of this town.
in regard to the apple trade with Eng-
land, should be read with care by ou:
farmers : —

‘Get your packers io pack tightly—
and fruit of medium size. We have
found nothing do better here, taking it
all round then Russetts; but good
Baldwins sell well. We also often find
a lot of certain mixed kinds,—some bar-
rels of a different sort of apple than
what they are branded to be. This is fatal,
snd buyers have to chance what they
are getting.”

We sincerely trust the thorough
veniilation this subject has received
will exercise a salutary eﬁ‘ect,’ and that
our farmers will understand the import
ance of thorough packing, and also that
a little extra expense on the outside
of the barrel makes a material difference
in the price to be obtained. The Eng
lish market is evidently the future one
for Nova Scotia apples, and every effort
should be made to win the confidence
of the English people.

Sueep SteaLiNg.—Evidently about as
cool and systematic a lot of sheep
stealers were arrested on Friday morn-
ing last as ever flourished in this valley.

On
Friday morning last as Mr. Sydney
Bent, who lives at the foot of the Phin
ney Mountain, was coming out about
half past three to his work in the
valley ,he espied while on his way three
men carrying along two sheep—one of
the men he identifies as Alpheus Bent,
the other as Wiiliam Gould, the third
one he could not be sureof. He im-
mediately brought the information to
parties in the valley, who procured a
warrant and early the next morning
ten young men, including a constable
started in pursuit. Tracks were traced
across Mr. Goodwin's back pasture to
the west line and there a pen was
found, evidently made by the sheep
stealers to catch the sheep in. They
also found wool on the top rails of the
fence. So they immediately pushed
on over to the houses where the sus-
pected parties live, situated about bhalt
way between the shore and top of the
Phinney Mountain. There Alpheus
Bent was immediately arrested, and
aftera few minutes watching John
Bent and Wm. Gould were discovered
in the act of butchering a sheep. A
rush was made and both of these
worthies captured. The three were
then brought to Bridgetown, and ex-
amined before Justice Carleton, who
committed them for trial at next Su
preme Court. After this had been done
a further search of the Bent's premise
was made and four live sheep were
found, marked with Bent's mark, but
their ears gave evidence of being lately
cut. Mr. Goodwin claims these sheep as
belonging to him. We will reserve
any further comments until after the
trial.

The number of missionaries employ-
ed for some part of the year was 48
churches supplied, 85; stations occu-
pied, 196 ; weeks of labor, 1,358.

— As 80 much delay was occasioned
on the night that our unfortunate
townsman, Mr. McLean received his
tatal wound in waiting to get a war-
rant, whereby Mitchell made his escape
and caused so’' 'much after trouble in
eftecting his capture, we give the law
on the point to show that the arrest
can be made in such cases without first
obtaining a warrant:—

¢« In criminal cases, all persons, whatso-
ever are, withoutdistinction, equally liable
to arrest without warrant or precept, and
outer doors may be broken open for that
purpose. The arrest may be made, 1st,
by warrant,; 2nd, by an officer without
warrant ; 3rd, by a private person without
warrant ; or 4th, by hue and cry.”

Sad Drowning Accident.

The Toronto papers bring s accounts
of the very sad drowning accident which
occurred last week at Sturgeon Point,
Ontario, by which Mr. Robert Wilkes, a
prominent merchant, and formerly M. P.
for Toronto Centre in the Dominion Par-
liament, and two of his children lost their
lives. The Toronto Globe correspondent
gives the following account of the sad
affair :—

« A very distressing drowning accident
occurred at Sturgcon Point this morning
abont 11.40 o’clock. resulting in the death
of Robert Wilkes, the well known Toronto
merchant, his only son Bertie, aged eleven,
and his daughter Florence, aged fiftecn.
Mr. Wilkes and family, cousisting of wife,
nine children, and nurses, arrived at the
hotel on Saturday noon for a snmmer holi-
day. This morning about e¢leven o'clock
the clder children went in  bathing from a
little sandy point in front of the hotel, the
mother and & number of ladies watching
them from the shore. The water is quite
shallow here, and makes a fine place for
bathing, and bathing-houscs have lately
been erected for the purpose. They had
bathing dresses and were enjoying them-
gelves finely, while Mr. Wilkes was row-
ing just outside of them. The son in-
cautiously got beyond his depth and Mr.
Wilkes rowed to bis assistaace. He threw
an oar to the struggling boy, but the latter
did not succeed in catching it and sunk.
The father, who could vot swim, jumped
from his boat and endeavoured to reach
his boy, while his daughter from her safer
point nearer shore made & rush to save her
brother. There was

A SHORT STRUGGLE AND ALL BANK,
to rise vo more in life. The alarm had
been given in the meantime by the
screams of the ladies, and in a few minu-
tes several gentlemen ran down from the
hotel. The Loats were all out, but Fre~
mont Crandell bravely sprang into the
lake, and after diviog several times
brought up the body of Miss Wilkes. The
body was yet warm, but all efforts at
resuscitation were fruitless. Efforts to
recover the body of father and son were
not successful. until balf an hour had
elapsed in the first case and an bour in the
latter. They were found in not more than
ten feet of water not fifty feet from the
shore. Medical aid was summoned, but
could not arrive in time to be of any avail.’

The shock occasioned by this terribly
sudden and dreadful disaster was very
great throughout Toronto. Mr. Wilkes
having been a leading man, a
politician of cousidcrable energy and
actively connected with many charitable
and business intcrprises.

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Rope Jumping.

As cooler weathet approaches the jump- |
ing rope will be more and more in the!
hands of girls. Properly used it is not an
objectionable plaything. But chilc{ren
-cannot be too frequently cautioned against
jumping against time or competing to see
who can jump the greatest number of
times withont stopping. In an essay on
popular ¢nstoms on public health in the
recentiy published annual report of the
Depar: - -ut of Statistics of Indiana, Dr.J.
W. Hervey, of Indianapolis, lays great
strese on the danger of this practice. None,
he says, is more injurous ; aud in illus-
tration of its evil cffects he mentions a
case of real occnrrence in that city. The
patient, a girl of twelve years, was dead
when he reached the house. He says:
« On inquiry I learned that she had jump-
ed the rope at school, a few days before,
five hundred times. Think of five huns
dred rushes of blood upon the little heart
in quick succession ! No wonder I bad to
make the certificate of death, ¢ Emboli, or
clot in the heart, caused by overheat and

kmping straight up five hundred
times.” ”

Not only does this practice throw a great
and sometimes killing strain upon the
heart, but it often causes serious injury to
the joints of the knees and hips and to the
spine. The muscular and nervous ex-
haustion, due to long continued jnmping,
must also be injurous.—Scientific American.

To Rerieve Casks FroM MusTiness.—Burn
a little sulphur in the empty caskr, bung,
and let them stand for a day .—/bid.
A Table Land Across the Gulf Stream.

In a recent dredging expedition from
Charleston, 8. C., across the Gulf Stream
Commander Bartlett, of the United States
Survey steamer Blake, was surprised to
find the depths much less than he expect-
ed. This induced him, although the trip
was one primarily for dredging, to extend
the work of sounding ; and he accordingly
ran a line of soundings nearly along the
warmest band of the Gulf Stream, com-
monly called the axis of the stream, for a
distance of 150 miles from latitude 32° to
latitude 33> 30min. north, on which he
obtained depths varying from 233 to 450
fathoms, where it was supposed that the
depths would range from 600 to 1.000
fathoms. At the northeast end of this
line, in about latiude 33~ 30min. north,
the depth suddenly increased, in adistanee
of 15 miles, from 457 to 1,386 fathoms.

These depths obtained by Commodore
Bartlett appear to indicate that a subma-
rine table land may extend trom the coasts
of North and South Carolina across to the
Northern Bahamas. The development of
this table land Superintendent Patterson
proposcs to have completed next spring,
when the weather will be better adapted to
such wock than in the autuwn and winter
months.—fbid.

Tug Mexicax CALENDAR SToNE. — A
Mexican archaologist, Senor Alfredo Cha-
vero, bas written a book to prove that the
famous ¢ calendar stone'’ was never intend-
ed or used as a calendar. His study of
Asztec hieroglyphs leads him to the conclu-
sion that the stone was an altar of the
Mexican sun god, and the characters,
hitherto supposed to be signs of the zodiac,
are records of Aztec cosmogony and theo-
gony. When they are fully interpreted,
he says, we shall know positively what
progress the Aztecs bad made in’ science
and religion.—/bid.

— The Cologne Cathedral is at last fin-
ished. The first stone was laid 530 years
ago, and the last one on Saturday.

—A fi1.e ship named the Patagonia, own-
ed by Kil Bros. and others, was launch-
ed on Tuesday at Tusket. She is about
thirteen bundred tons burden.

Axxarous, Ind., Aug. 25.—A negro
baby, born'last evening here, has white
curly hair resembling sheep's wool, eves
pinkish, complexion snow white, with a
slight tinge of red on the checeks.

— An extensive coal-bed, estimated to
be capable of yielding 1,500 tons daily for
a handred years, has been discovered near
Kisgashe, Japan, and is now being worked.
A railway is to be built from it to the sea-
port t wn of Madji, which is likely to be
made an extensive paval and coaling sta-
tion.

— Gold mining in Nova Scotia is said to
have produced in 18 years more than $6,~
000,000, or $2 per day for the labor ex-
pended. The Rose lode, situated within
seven miles of Halifax, after being four
times opened and abandoned, was last year
bought by Mr. J. R. Robinson, a New
York mining capitalist, for $80,000, and
already more than returned thatsvm to
the purchaser.

— The owner of the dog Now Then of
England wants to match him against Capt.
Webb for $2,500 a side, to swim from ten
to twenty-five miles. O’Lery proposes a
match of men against horses in New York
the coming autumn, like that of last win-
ter in San Francisco, where the horses
won. In the floating and swimming line,
Angus Beckwith remained afloat in the
whale tank at the Westminster Aquarium
for thirty bours without touching the sides
or bottom of the tank, occasionally reading
or eating to while away the time; Capt.
Webb bas remained sixty hours afloat. The
water, in the former case at least, had
much extra salt thrown into it to increase
its buoyancy.

A New Loox.—Some time ago, says the
Troy (N. Y.) Press, the United States Gov-
ernment advertised for bids to furnish the

tal department with an original lock
to be used on mail bags. Isaac Turner, of
this city, who a8 acquircd some fame as
an inventor, noted the fact and devoted
his time and study to perfecting an ideal
jock. He has finally completed a piece of
mechanism which will, undoubtedly, find
favor with the authorities if the merits of
the lock are taken seriously into consider-
tion. Mr. Turner’s invention operates on
the combination system, similar to that of
a safe. It has two dials, one on each side
and & movable pin on the end which, when
properly set, partly unlock the contriv-
ance, and when again turned completely
release the hold. The lock, which is coun-
stituted of brass and steel, and which
weighs fifteen ounces, can be easily taken

rt, the combination changed and rapid-
Iy placed in working order again. The
javention was sent to Washington to-day,
aad tho inventor will anxiously await a
verdict. The sum of $25,000 has been of-
fered by the Government to the successful
eompetitor.

Giants.—That America has had her race
of giants, as well as other portions of the
earth, seems to be further demonstrated
by the skeletons tound in the recent open-
jng of an ancient mouand in Brush Creek
township, Ohio, an account of whieh is

veri in the Kansas City Review of Science.
The dimensions of some of these intereat~
ing relics of a lost race, including both
sexes are given and thsy are certainly res
markable. In one grave was found the
skeleton of a woman measuring eight feet
fn length, and besides it that of a child
three and a half feet lenr. Another grave
contained the skeletons of a man and wo-
man, the former nine and the latter eight
feet . Thirteen skeletons in all wcre
were taken from the mound, the shortest
of which, excluding the child’s, was eight,
feet long, while some of them were of the
enormous length of ten feet.

— Toronto is to have a Provincial Exhi-
bition shortly, and is ambitious to have
charge of a World's Fair next year. A
combined meeting of the directors of the
impending Industrial Exhibition and the
members of the City Council, beld on the
, unanimously agreed to a reso-
lution in favor of having an International
Exhibition at Toronto in 1881, and the
erection of a building to -cost $100,000, to
convene it.

New Yorg, Aug. 23.—The Anglo-Ame-
rican Cable Company has accomplixbed
the work of laying their new cable (which
will be known as the cable of 1880) from
Heart's Content té Valentia in a little over
eleven days.

To
meet this the Western Union Telegraph
Co. has for some time been constructing,
but has not quite eompleted, a direct wire
of the large No. 4 size to be worked as
quadruplex on the cable alone. It is not
likely the rapidly iucreasing cable busi-
ness across the Atlantic will outgrow the
now greatly increased facilities for a long
time.

— A heroic fireman on the Pennsylva-
nia Railroad the other day averted a great
wreck by bis faithful courage. The
freight train on which he was at work was
approaching Altoona, on the mountain
division, when it broke apart, the rear
section of twenty-three cars bhaving no
brakeman upon it. Bving on a heavy
down grade a collision was inevitable, and
the t.ain hands and engineer jumped off to
save themselves. The fireman stuck to
his post, started the engine ahead full
speed, breaking the force of the collision.
He then climbed back over the train and
set the brakes, bringing the cars to a stop
after a three mile run. Had he followed
the engineers example a tremendous
f.eight wreck would bave occurred,

— The following startling item of news
contained in a late cable despatch would
seem to indicate the possibility of an arm-
ed collision between Russia and Great
Britain :—

It is now ascertained, beyond a doubt,
that Russian officers were attached to the
rear guard of the enemy in the Candahar
affair, and the foreign office has communi-
cated the fact to the Court of St. Peters
burg, who deny it with a persistency that
1o ordinary instances, if the proof was not
8o positive, would tend to prove that the
information was fallacious. The proofs
are in possession of the Government, and
it is now determined that ulterior mea-
sures shall be resorted to if the Russian
authorities do not instantly issue an order
and see to its being honestly carried out
instructing the withdrawal of all their
officers in and around Afghanistan.

—The proposed canal between Bordeaux
and Narbonne will unite the waters of the
bay of Biscay and the Mediterrancan.
From the plans recently issued the under-
taking, the author of which is M. Duclerc,
will be 406 kilometres in length, the
highest point of the canal being 152
metres aboue the level of the two seas at
the Col de Naurouse, near Toulouse.
There will be 15 water levels—eight on
the Mediterranean and seven on the
Biscay side—with no fewer than 62 locks.
‘I'he depth will be 8} metres, and the
water will be supplied by the Garonne and
the Audeand smaller streams. The cost
of the whole, according to M. de Lepinay,
is estimated at 550 willions of francs, ex-
closive of the works at the Bordeaux
docks and at Narbonne, which will proba-
bly be 50 millions more. The shortening
of the passage via the straits of Gibraltar
will be at least 30 hours, and it is calcu-
lated that of the 14 million tons of goods
which at present . go by that route, nine
millions are destined for the south of
France and the north Spanish ports.

Strasburg’s Clock Outdone.

A wonderful clock, said to be superior
in mechanism and the varicty cf its per.
formances to the famed Strasburg astrono-
mical and apostolic clock. The clock was
constructed at Dotroit by Prof. Felix
Meiers, a gentleman who Las devoted bis
entire life to the study of astronomy and
mechanics. It is called the American
National Astronomical Clock, and it is
probably the most complex and ingenious
horological work that the hand of man has
ever produced. The clock is 18 feet high,
8 feet wide, and 5 feet deep, and weighs,
4,000 pounds. It is wound once in fifteen
days, and is run by weights of 700 pounds.
It showe the local time in hours, minutes
and scconds, and the time of 13 other cities
of the world, among which are Washing-
ton, San Francisco, Melbourne, Pekin,
Cairo, Constantinople, St. Petersburg,
London, Berlin and Paris. It also denotes
the movement by seasons, years and
eycles, for 200 years, including leap year.
Concealed in its interior is a music-box,
which plays when death strikes each hour.
The qnarter hours are struck by an infant,
the half-hours by a youth, and the three-
quarters by a man. The South Church of
Boston, has offered $45,000 for the clock,
the price of which is $50,000.—N. Y.
Paper.

....Flushing, L. I., Aug. 27.—During
Wednesday's storm a cyclone, a mile wide
and seven miles long, swept over Little
Neck, Great Neck and Creedmoor, Hun-
dreds of acres of land were destroyed and
many buildings damaged....Killa Ab-
doala, Aug. 25.—Large numbers of Ghazis
are flocking down to join Ayoob Khan,
who could not now retreat if he wished, as
the Ghazis are determined to fight to the
last....The exact strength of the force
marching on Candahar is 2,636 Europeans,
7,150 natives and 8,000 camp followers.
(General Roberts has issued an order en-
joining justice and forbearance toward
friendly natives, and reminding the troops
that they are marching to the relief of the
garrisons  of Khelat-i-Ghilzai  and
Candahar, which are tkreatened by
a large Afghan army. General
Roberts confidently predicts the suc-
cessful accomplishmert of this object.
....London, Aug. 26.—~The news from
Afghanistan is creating a fresh and pro-
found sensation. Private telegrams re-
cuived from Quattah and Bombay bring
intelligence which more than justify the
worst interpretations put upon the mixed
and contradictory despatches received
through official sources. [t now appears
that Ayoob Khan's forces have been tre-
mendously strengthened, and the valleys
aroucd the besieged city of Candahar are
teeming with warriors. It is estimated
that Ayoob has resembled not less than
100,000 followers, most of them who are
well armed. The appearance of this host
is as though the whole country had risen
at a signal and gathered to make certain
the overthrow of Candahar, and the anni-
hilation of the Eunglish garrison and its
native allies. Friendly runners and spies
bave brought the mews to Quettah that
Ayoob’s cavalry bas desolated the line of
uoneral Robert's advance by burning tuc
grass which offered the only provender for
his animals, while another body is con-
tinually worrying bis flank by making
attacks from way-side positions. The
advantage is wholly with the Afghans and
they can inflict severe losses while not
guffering themselves. These continucd
harassments have weakened the relieving
column to a considerable degree and de-
moralized and discouraged the troops. It
18 doubtful whether General Roberts can
reach Candabar at all in condition to aid
in its defence.  With the best of fortune
he has at least three or four weeks’ ad-
ditional marching before him, and it can
scarcely be successfully made in face
of the difficultics and opposition which
are now thinking  about  him
A later despatch from Simla states jthat
a pitched battle has taken place between
Gen. Roberts’ column and a large Afghan
detail at Gundijar, a point between Khelat-
i-Ghilzai and Caudahar. Ayoob Khan's
action in interrupting Gen. Roberts ap-
proach is said to have becn most ener-
getic, displaying much skill and perfect
knowledge of the topography of the coun-
try. In Goveérnment circles it is thought
to be little. It has leaked out that the
War Office has received intelligence of a
depressing character, the details of which
are held back awaiting confirmation. At
Candahar the bombardment of the Afghan
artillery is said to be more effectively
served than at the beginning of the siege,
and Russian officers are declared having
been detected incognito directing the ope-
rations. . .. London, Aug. 30.—Gen.
Roberts, in a message to Lord Hartington,
states that he arrived at Khelatj Ghilsat
on the 23rd. He had abundant supplies
and could make his forage last until Sept,
1st. He would rest on the 24th and start
on the 25th, and hoped to telegraph from
Candahar by the 29th. Gemeral Roberts
left Ghuznee on the 6th, and had marched
136 miles in eight days. His march had
been unopposed. He had obtained plenty
of rupplies and forage, and the cavalry and
artillery horses were in good condition.
