A TerrlMe Calamity.

N*w York, Aug. 16.—The Wleland 
which arrived to-day reports lhat on Aug. 
14th, while 30 miles south of Sable Island 
at noon saw the Danish 8. 8. Thlugvalla, 
Copenhagen for New York, with signala 
of distress. Thlngvalla had collided on 
the 13th at 4 a. m. with the Gelser, from 
N. Y., lor Copenhagen. The Oeleor sank 
in about five mluulee. 18 passengers and 
1? of crew, atnoog them Capt. Muller, 
were saved . 72 passengers aud 33 of Ibe 
crow were lost. The Wleland brought 
456 passengers from the Thlngvalla, aod 
those saved from tbe Uetaer to N. Y. The 
Thlngvalla elrock tbe Gelser on the star­
board aide amidships, between the coal 
bunkers and engine room and tore a big 
hole In her aid*. The Thlngvalla had her 
bows stove. A very heavy and dense log 
was experienced through the night. Early 
on the morning of August 14th It Is said 
an object could not be distinguished 50 
leet away by reason of I he log. Storlee 
difier as to where the liability lias, If not 
wholly to the fog and heavy sea. Boats 
were quickly recoiled aod within five min­
ute* tbe GeU$r tank. Tbe Tbangvella 
did all she oou
and paseeugereflMille etlll in doubt whether 
the Tbangvella was not dangerously 
disabled ; but owing to the heavy sea only 
31 were saved No other vessel was near 
atthe time. The Wleland on her way to 
this port was 100 miles away. At 11 30 
on the morning of tbe 14th, tbe Wleland 
was sighted. Signs of distress were made 
by tbe Tbangvella, and the transfer of 
passengers began. The sea was very 
heavy, but no mishaps occurred to the 
passenger*. Capt. Aalbers of tbe Wle­
land, tell* the following story : At ten 
o'clock- on the morning of August 14th 
we passed some wreckage floating 
In the see, and suspected an acci­
dent had happened somewhere n*ar 
ue. A little later we sailed through 
a sea ol oil and sighted a broken 
boat of the Gelser. About 11 30 we sight­
ed a steamer northward, about seven miles 
off, aod seeing a flag of distress, ran down 
to her. She proved to be the Tblngvalla, 
and Capt. Lamb of that vessel camu to ns 
In a small boat and begged ue to t«ke off 
the passengers and those who had been 
saved from the Qeieer. He said bit own 
vessel was so badly lojured lhat he expect­
ed her to sink at any moment.

Capt. Laub gave the reporters a private 
audience in Plckford A Black's office. The 
harden of hie report is as follows :

At foor o'clock on Tuesday morning, the 
lAtb, the weather was a iltiie relay, but 
there was no log. It was just ea tbs 
verge of daylight aad I beard the mate 
give orders to port the helm, nod Imme­
diately afterwards beard the telegraph ring 
reverse angines. I was below to my state­
room. I sprang set of my booh end 
rushed on deek In my nlgbt olotbee. Just 
ns I put my foot on the deck I saw a large 
black object looming up directly ahead, 
and a moment niter our ship crashed right 
Into her amidships, near the mainmast. 
The noise mode by the crash was some­
thing fearful. Onr people—both craw and 
passenger—were noxious, but quiet ; they 
were net penlc-elriekcn. The passengers 
and crew of the Oeleer were paolc-atrlcken, 
end their yelle end cries for help were 
heartrending. Onr ship struck the Oeleer 
Jest by the mate’s room. He wee in bed 
at the lime, end with splendid judgment, 
Jumped Into our chains, from whence he 
made hie way on deck. Immediately after 
the Oeleer and onr ship ported. We got 
onr honte out. They got some boats out 
too, but they oapelsed la the suction. At 
the time of the collision we were golug 
about two minutes before we itruck They 
turned their helm to the itorhoerd, and 
ours was turned to the port. Immediately 
set about to see what the damage was to 
our ship, and try to quiet the passengers, 
the officers and crew being already engag­
ed at the boats, potting on lashings and 
trying to get them out. Doting the time 
we were getting out our bonis the Oeleer 
went down. The eeeue on her deck was 
beyond description. It was far worse than 
the most realistic novel I have ever rend. 
The terrible orlee of the people, their al­
most superhuman efforts to get on to float­
ing wreckage, was far beyond my powers 
of description. The cries slopped sudden­
ly Just as the ship went down, and then 
we made every effort In onr power to try 
and save some of the unfortunate people. 
We bad only one boat launched when the 
Oeleer went down, but n few minutes after 
we eot two more In the water.

The Oeleer sank stern first Onr boat 
succeeded in rescuing about 36 lives, some 
of them passengers and some crew. There 
was oaly one woman saved. All those 
were taken In my bonis. The Oeleer's 
boats were ot no ueeletaooe whatever ; 
they went down in the vortex caused by 
the steamer’• sinking. I think most of 
the people were drowned by the suction, 
bat there most have been many killed 
while In their beds by the crash of oar 
ship. • The cries, shoutiog end screaming 
of the passengers was eomelblog frightful ; 
I think I can bear them yet.

We got those 36 on hoard, end sent the 
boats hack to search for inure, but they 
saw only the body of a women floating 
among the wreckage. Daylight was then 
shedding lots of light on everything 
around. We provided the rescued one# 
with dry clothing, hot coffee and wine, 
and did everything we could to make them 
comfortable, We had eight boats on 
board but we had not time to launch the 
other five.

It la difficult to suppose the matter will be 
allowed to end otherwise than In a perfect 
ly friendly manner.

The Globe say Cleveland makes a strong 
case against Canada and surmises I hat Can­
ada will doubtless be able to show equally 
at good a case. If the Canadians bad re­
jected the treaty, U says, It woeld be easy 
to understand why Cleveland ebon Id ask 
for retaliation, but It cannot understand 
why Cleveland (a generally just man) 
should punish Canadians lor so act of the 
American Senate. It neks if Cleveland 
has attempted to bid tor the Irish vote.

Toronto. Aug. 35 —The Jfatf» Washing­
ton special says It la already apparent that 
the president bee succeeded by hie message 
In creating s feeling and excitement which 
Is destined to Injure business interests end 
which may also tend to disturb the friendly 
political relations between the United 
States and Canada. The message U con­
sidered by politicians in Washington as

On his direct examination this 
witness said he coo Id not positively state 
that the prisoner Pblllptue iras one of the 
men he had seen behind the ambuncade, 
but It appears when he was recalled be said 
he had no doubt (pointing to Phllllplne) 
that that was the man be saw running 
away. Probably when the prisoners are 
on their trial some more Important informa­
tion may be elicited from those who have 
given testimony at the inquest. Pbilllpioe, 
in an Interview with a representative of the 
Telegraph, declares that be was aot one of 
the men whom the Indian stated he saw 
where the firing was going on, and says be 
can prove his statement by bia brothers 
and sisters who, he says, can swear that be 
wm borne at the time. With regard to the 
other prisoners they appear confident of 
being able to prove their Innocence. 01 
course, under the somewhat aospiciotn 
circumstances of the case, the Jury was 
Justified In sending the ptlsoners up for 
trial where the fnllaat Inquiry will be held 
and their guilt or innocence established.— 
St. John Telegraph.
