James Primrose, D. D. S. White Washing.

There is a custom which prevails among 
housekeepers during the springtime of the 
year denominated by them as the “ house- 
cleaning season,” but may very properly be 
designated by another term, “white wash­
ing;” and as it has often interested the writer 
very much while observing its progress, I 
have thought that a description of it might 
interest at least some of your readers.

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—To-day Queen Victoria completes the 
74th year of her age amid the heartiest good 
wishes of her millions of subjects throughout 
the world. Never at any time during her 
long reign of fifty-six years has she stood 
higher in the esteem of her subjects, and 
never has she been more worthy of that es­
teem. To-day the empire is at peace, and 
there is a friendly feeling towards it among 
the nations of the earth. To-day British 
subjects in every continent of the globe will 
join heartily in the grand old anthem of God 
Save the Queen.

If the opening of the British Imperial In­
stitute in London was the final appearance 
of Queen Victoria in a public function, it was 
certainly also one of the most brilliant and 
successful of her public appearances. As a 
good woman in exalted station she deserves 
and receives respect, and is all the more de­
serving of respect when it is remembered 
how many royal personages, of both sexes, 
even in these modern days, have given and 
are giving a far different example.

But it was not as a good woman and ex­
emplary parent that the multitudes of Bri­
tons cheered Queen Victoria, on her way to 
and from the British Imperial Institute. 
Notwithstanding the progress of radical 
opinions, loyalty is still strongly intrenched 
in the hearts of the British people. To them 
Queen Victoria stands for the royal lines 
which have ruled th island for centuries, 
and which became one when Queen Elizabeth 
died unmarried, and James of Scotland be­
came the King of England. She stands for 
Agincourt and for Cressy, for Trafalgar and 
Waterloo. The glory and the prestige of 
Great Britain are personified in the crown, 
whosoever the wearer may be, and Great 
Britaiu has had no reason to regret the day 
when the crown fell to the blushing young 
maiden who now rules, as an aged may-on, 
the most extensive empire the world has ever 
known.

The occasion which brought the Queen 
out for perhaps the last time on public pa- 

. rade in London, was one eminently worthy 
of her reign, and eminently befitting the 
closing years of what Britons call the Vic­
torian age. It was an occasion that would 
have delighted her late husband, Prince Al­
bert, that sensible adviser, whose sound, 
correct and cautious judgment is said to have 
had no little influence in preventing Great 
Britain from actively taking sides against 
the United States at the opening of the war 
of secessions. The British Imperial Insti­
tute is a fitting monument of the grandeur 
of the Victorian empire. No foreign mater­
ials enter into the construction of the mag­
nificent pile. Even the key given to the 
Queen to make the formal opening was of 
gold and diamonds and precious stones from 
the British colonies. Unlike most of Eng­
land’s monuments the Imperial Institute 
stands for peace and learning and genuine 
human progress. It was befitting that the 
opening of such an institution should be the 
closing public function of the Victorian reign.

—During recent years the American Con­
gress has passed several bills dealing with 
the question of Chinese immigration, each a 
little more restrictive than the preceding 
one. Finally, what is known as the Geary 
act was passed a year or two ago, under 
which every Chinese citizen in the United 
States is compelled to comply with certain 
conditions, more or less vexatious and humil­
iating, under a penalty of being seized and 
sent back to China forthwith. For instancj^ 
he has to a govern^
gPHH^tisënthïm
official within a certain time, be registered 
and numbered, present his photograph, and 
receive a certificate of registration. With 
the exception of the photograph, this is 
about what a man has to do who wishes to 
keep a dog in communities where a dog-tax 
is exacted. John Chinaman is patient and 
long suffering, and he has stood all the per­
secutions and ridicule heaped upon him thus 
far with but little murmuring. Now, how­
ever, he objects, and the great majority of 
them have failed to comply with the provis­
ions of the Geary act. The Chinese govern­
ment has made it known too that if its sub­
jects are sent home, every American citizen 
in China will be ordered to leave the coun­
try in the shortest of short metre. There 
are residing in China a good many American 
citizens, engaged in business or as mission­
aries and teachers. The carrying out of 
this threat would speedily bring ruin upon 
the merchants and disaster to the mission­
ary enterprises; and it remains to be seen, 
whether in view of this threat, the United 
States authoritijfe will back down and allow 
the Geary law to remain a dead letter till it 
can be repealed by the next congress, or 
carry its provisions at the risk of the disas­
trous results which may follow.

This is the first time that China has at­
tempted to retaliate upon onr neighbors. 
For years the American Congress has had 
its own way. The various Chinese restric­
tion acts have been passed in violation of 
solemn treaty obligations, and but little no­
tice has been taken of them. Now the hea­
then Chinee has reached the limit of his 
endurance and he proposes to give the Ame­
rican people a little of their own medicine. 
The opposition to the Chinese comes largely 
from the Pacific states, where they have ap­
peared in large numbers. They are not, it 
is true, desirable citizens, and there is con­
siderable force in the dislike felt towards 
them by the American people. There is the 
same opposition manifested in the western 
provinces of the dominion where they are 
also quite numerous. In Canada, however, 
our legislation has gone no farther than to 
exact a duty or head money of fifty dollars 
upon each Chinese immigrant, although just 
at present there is a pretty loud clamour be­
ing raised in British Columbia to have this 
duty doubled.

The attitude of Christian nations towards
China and her people during the last score 
or so of years is rather a sad commentary 
upon our boasted civilization. From our 
point of view China is a heathen nation. 
Both England and America yearly spend 
arge sums of money in sending missionaries 
and. teachers there to convert her people 
from their religion to ours; and while these 
missionaries and teachers are telling them 
the story of peace on earth and good-will to
men, our governments are either making 
war upon them or our legislatures are pass- 
ng laws concerning them, worthy of the 
dark ages. It is not so many years since 
civilized and enlightened England forced 
upon China, even at the cannon’s mouth, 
that deadly drug, opium, which has wrought 
eueb terrible evils to the Chinese people.

The Journal and Messenger of Cincinnati, 
0., gives the following wise editorial on 
Home Rule for Ireland:—

The danger which lurks in Mr. Gladstone’s 
Home Rule bill for Ireland lurks in the cer­
tainty that it is a stop toward the secession 
of Ireland as a separate nation; its injustice 
lies in the relations of the Catholics and 
Protestants. Home Rule has a taking sound, 
especially to Americans, because with us it 
means local government uhder the national 
rule. In Great Britain it will mean the se­
cession of Ireland, precisely as the success of 
the Confederate armies would have meant 
the secession of the Southern States. If 
Ireland were as far removed from England 
as Canada or Australia, there would be no 
question about allowing it to set up as an 
independent power; but the country lies 
alongside England, and has always formed a 
good base for a foreign attack. In a war 
with France, Ireland would form the land­
ing-place for French armies. No one can 
read the terrible tales of the efforts of the 
Roman Catholics to dominate England in 
the past without seeing the danger of an in­
dependent Catholic power. Mr. Gladstone, 
as a High Church Episcopalian, has always 
had a leaning towards Catholicism. He has 
written a great deal against certain Romish 
views, but it was such a conflict as might 
take place between Baptists and Methodists, 
between whom there are more points of 
agreement than of difference; both denom­
inations belong to the ardent supporters 
of evangelical Christianity. Mr. Gladstone 
has always been disposed to favor Catholics 
rather than Dissenters. He was eager to 
disestablish the state church in Ireland in 
favor of Catholicism; until recently be has 
refused to favor the disestablishment of the 
church in Wales, which would favor Dis­
senters. For disestablishment in England, 
he has repeatedly said that his party 
wait until after his death. There 
large number of Protestants and loyal sup­
porters of the government in the North of 
Ireland, who, under the proposed Home 
Rule bill, will be utterly in Roman Catholic 
power, with all the gathered hate of 
turies. It is said that the Catholics of Ire­
land must be trusted to do justice; the 
church is ruled from Rome. So far as 
American feeling is concerned in the matter, 
it is only the subserviency of the daily press 
to Catholic interests that has created a sym­
pathy with the Catholic rule in Ireland. 
Naturally our sympathies would go out to 
the people of Ulster in the danger which 
awaits them.

Worm Considering.

Mr. Inches, Secretary for Agriculture, in 
his report, calls attention 'as follows to an 
important matter. Writing of potato bugs 
he says:—

The bugs should be more thoroughly ex­
terminated. Many farmers do not attend to 
this and others only in part The result is 

pestt spread all over the country and eat 
all they want. The tubers can only grow 
through the leaves; when the supply is de­
voured bv these bugs the crop must suffer. 
The result is, we seldom see the fine, large, 
dry potatoes that formerly were so plentiful 
all over the province. Every farmer should 
make an effort to clean his crop of these 
gluttons, and if all would do this the im­
provement in the crop would repay them for 
the labor. The cost of the small quantity of 
Paris green required is very little, so the 
labor is nearly all that can be counted. And 
here we may remark that usually far too 
much of the poison is used. The smallest 
quantity that can be applied is sufficient to 
kill the bugs. One pound of Paris green to 
eighty or one hundred gallons of water is 
sufficient, provided it is properly applied, 
which should be done as often as required to 
kill alL It is a great loss to the country to 
allow such a valuable crop to be destroyed, 
when a moderate amount of labor and cost 
will save it.

Two Monster Cruisers. — AT THE —
New York, May 18. —Information received 

by United States naval authorities is to the 
effect that the British admiralty is drawing 
up designs for two monster cruisers, which 
will be not only the largest war ships in the 
world, but the fastest. They will be known 
as the Terrible and Powerful. Each ship 
will have a length of over 500 feet and a 
beam of about 70 feet. Engines will be 
placed aboard each craft capable of develop­
ing 30,000 horse power. A speed of 25 knots 
per hour is aimed at. With these engines 
the two ships will be apace in engine capa­
city of the newCunard greyhounds Campa 
and Lucania. Their langth will be less than 
the Cunard ships, but each of the cruisers 
will possess displacement greater than either 
of the liners. Save for torpedo boats the 
speed of 25 knots per hour aimed at will 
place the Terrible and Powerful ahead of all 
speeds now attained by any vessel afloat.
