—¢ What makes a wheel run hard?” is
a question often asked by riders who are un-
acquainted with the construction of the cy-
cle,” says the Bicycle Rider. “The proper
snswer would be a number of causes. Per-
hape the best plan for any rider whose wheel
runs hard would be to make a personal disg-
nosis of the cause. It would npt take much

then.”

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—The Granville and Victoria Beach Rail-
way Company has been duly organized un-
der the act of incorporation, as will be seen
by reference to a paragraph in another col-
umn. The corporators are wise in thus early
getting to work and placing the company in
a position to claim subsidies from both fed-
eral and provincial governments, without
which it would be impossible to attempt the
construction of the road in question. It
goes without saying that the section of the
country through which the road will pass
is and has been sorely handicapped for
want of proper railway accommodation.
Tae people of that section of the county
have paid largely, in preportior, for a free
right of way for three railways, and this fact
should entitle them to some consideration.
Granville is as much deprived of railway fa-
c'lities as if the screech of the locometive
had not yet been heard in the county.
When a railway from Halifax west was first
projected, Victoria Beach was spoken of as
the proper western terminus. Such is said
to have been the idea of the Hon, Josepb
H )we, the man who first advocated and suc-
cassfully inaugurated railroad enterprise in
this country. Iv was all right fo run a
branch to Annapoliz and thence to Yarmouth,
but every year has demonstrated the mistake
that was made in not hm'iu& the Aunapolis
terninus at Victoria Beach instead of as
as present, Had this been done, the road
would have had a magnificent decp-water
part, with a capacious and safe ‘harbor
open all the year round, within ten minates
sail of the Bay of Fundy, the natural
highway of Western Nova Scotia to Eog-
land, the Upper Provinces and the United
S:ates. Granville is one of the most fertile
sactions of the county, but the pecple of the
middle and lower sections have difficulty
in getting their produce to the proper mark-
ete. About ons-half of the soil of the dis-
trict only is under cultivation, and that
borders on the river. Away back, and
stretehing to the foet and in many places
up the sloping sides of the North Mouatain,
are thousands of acres of land, now covered
with brush and stunted wood, the soil of
which is nnsurpassed in fertility if drained
and brought uuder the plow. Oaly what
are known as old farms, handed down from
generation to genmeration, are cultivated,
while the magnificent back land is the home
of the fox and the warren of rabbits, and
will remain as such till the district iz opened
up by a railway. Then new farms will be
located, and the population largely increased.
It may be urged shat neither the benefit
which would accrue to the people of Graa-
ville, nor the difficulty they now experience
in getting the fifty thousand barrels of ap-
ples, said to be raised in that section of the
county, to market, will avail at the present
time to obtain the necessary government aid,
a8 there are many other parts of the province
in which raMroads are needed, and which
are clamoring for recogmition. We take it
that it is not alone-upon the needs of the
Granville people that the company base their
claims for a subsidy, bnt upon the fact that
this railway, when built, will give to the
farmers of the Valley the quickest, shortest
and least expensive route for shipmeat of
winter fruit and produce to the English
market. The compdny intend building a
pier and warehouse at Johmsen’s Point,
near Victoria Beach, and to have it made a
port of call. Thus in a few hours any num-
ber of cars of fruit may be made up at the
D. A. R. stations and forwarded by the
Granville and Victoria Beach line and soon
be on the way to England. The expemse of
the long haul to Halifax, or the roundabout
way to St. John via Digby or Annapolis
would be saved. Notwithstanding the great
amount of handling necessary, many thous-
ands of barrels of Annapolis county fruit
went forward via the last named ports last
winter. The more one looks at it the great-
er will appear the necessity for the speedy
comstruction of a short line between Bridge-
town and the Beach. It would undoubtedly
effect a saving of many thousands of doliars
to Valley fruit shippers.

-

—The fire fiend has wrought havec in
Kentviile this spring. Two of the largest
business blocks have been destroyed in spite
of the efforts of a well equipped and well or-
ganized fire company. The town used to
boast of its immunity from disaster of this
sort, and the fire laddies were wont to con-
gratulate themselves on their ability to
quickly drown any fire that might start.
But they reckoned without their host. The
town has been sorely hurt by the destruc-
tion of ®cotia and Blanchard’'s bloeks early
in 1896, and latterly by the loss of Margeson’s
and Lovett’s blocks. What has happened
in Kentville is liable to happen in our own
town at any time, and in both equipment
and practice our voblunteer firemen would
suffer in comparison with those of thatfown.
There is always danger in being lutled into
a sense of security when there is no security.

TERRIBLE SUFFERINGS OF A SHIPWRECKED
OREW.
St. John'’s, Nfld., April 27.—French miss-
ing vessel Vaillant, Captain Pierre, bound
from St. Malo for Miquelon, struck an ice-
berg on Grand Banks, 16th inst., and almost
immediately founderad. She had 73 fisher-
men on board, and all took to the boats.
Only one of these has thus far been heard
from. When she left the vessel her comple-
ment was seven men, Worn with rowing,
cold and hunger, and suffering from thirst,
the seven men looked out all day for a sail,
out could see no further than their noses,
and night fell again. The weather cleared
on the morrow, and this gave more chance
of seeing some ship rescue, but nothing came
in sight, and another day was gone. n the
second night two of the men died from ex-
posure and their bodies were thrown over-
board. Next morning a young man named
Felix died and he, too, would have been given
to the fishes if his companions had had
strength enough to lift the body, but they
had not, and so the corpse laid in the bottom
of the dory, while the four remaining sat on
the side and watched for that which had
come to young Felix. As long as they kept
their senses, the fonr men did not give way
to the longing that possessed them to forget
everything and satisfy their hunger by taking
the flesh of their dead companion. On the
fifth day, crazed by all doubt, they accepted
the last frightful resort of men in their con-
dition, and ate their friend. Then they were
delirous. It was on the 12th day of their
shipwreck that the lookout of the fishing
schr. Victor Eugene, bound for St. Pierre,
saw a tar-off speck on the ocean, which proved
to be the dory of the Vaillant, with the four
worn out men on board, raving idiots. They
were rescued and tenderly cared for, and as
soon as the Victor arrived in port, they were
taken to hospital. For a day after they had
been hoisted aboard the schooner, swathed
in blankets, their lives were despaired of,
and now the skilled physicians say it is
doubtful if they will survive the surgeon’s
knife.

Rambies About Merry, Merry England.

ITS CASTLES; ITS ABBEYs; ITS CATHEDRALS;
ITS RURAL LIFE; THE ROYAL SHIRE.

By J. Rupert Elliott.

Berkshire, for the best of reasons, has
been long termed *‘The Royal County of
England.” Away back in the shadows of
Saxon history, the Vale of the White Horse,
that beautiful stretch of country I
tween the Thames and the Berkshire Chalk
Hills, was the bunting ground of Alfred the
Great, and Wantage, then the capital of this
vale, his birthplace. Reading, another of
the famous towns of this shire, was much
loved by that ambitious and vigorous ruler,
Henry Y Here he built a great Al:by for his

It has been Windsor, however, which has
given to Berkshire its greatest claims to roy-
al distinction. This royal home has been
closely identified with the lives and doings
of every Knglish sovereign, from the time of
Edward the Confessor, to this the Diamond
Jabilee of our * Viotoria the Good.”

In the reign of Edward III, Windsor Cas.
tle harboured two captive kings, David of
Scotland, and John of France, and also held
captive, Philip, the son of the latter. And
here, at this time, was instituted the Order
of the Garter. Undoubtedly we are more
indebted to this Edward than to any other
sovereign for the royal significance of Wind-
sor Castle. As we gaze upon this pile of
towers and battlements, we instinctivel
have in mind the restorer, Edward IIL e
are impressed with the feeling that somehow
it is still Edward’s Castle, as in the days
when he left it in its great strength and
glory. We wander about its parks, that we
may view ite varied aspeots, and from all
points of the compass we gain an impressive
new feature, grand in its proportions -and
comelines. Yet we are gazing upon a dis-
tinctively Windsor Castle. There is but one
surely. Look we upon that angle which
gives us Edward’s Tower, or Salisbury Tow-
er, or Brunswick Tower, or Wakefield Tow-
er, or Caesar’s Tower, or Winchester Tower,
we have the great Round Tower proudly
rising above them all, and floating still from
above it is the Royal standard, or Union

ack.

When Royalty is in residence the royal
flag is seen from day to day, from generation
to generation, by the children of Berkshire
far and near; for Windsor can be viewed
from Berkshire as well as from many other
different counties®. Thus we see it is quite
natural for the youth of Berkshire, as well
as the aged to claim theirs the * Royal
County.”

We truly are in a region where, at every
turn we see something to remind us that we
are in a land teeming with memorials of the
acts of both kings and people, out of which
our nation has became what she is to-day.
From Windsor we glide down the Thames
midst most exquisite river scenery, enhanced
in interest by the inspiration and touch of
venerable beautiful classic institutions of
high culture in our midst, for here upon our
left, overshadowing us is renowned Eaton.
Only three and a half miles is Runnymeade,
and a little beyond is Magna Charter Island.
This islet shrine of British liberty is a charm-
ing piece of country scenery. The traveller
is here shown, in excellent state of preserva-
tion, the table on which King John signed
the Great Charter. Near by are the Anker-
wick yew trees, some of which flourished in
the days of William the Conqueror, and un-
der one of which tradition says, Henry VIIL
wooed the beautiful and unfortunate Anne
Boleynt.

Trees are sacred in England, especially
those which were planted, or have been
nurtured, by the direction of Royalty.
Looking out from Windsor Castle, at George
1V.'s Gateway, between York and Lancaster
Towers, we see before us probably as fine
an avenue of Elms as exists anywhere.

These were planted in the days of Charles
II. It isa charming drive, with footpaths
on each side beneath double rows of elms.
Upon Snow Hill, across a vale three miles
distant, is the colossal equestrian statue of
George III., placed upon a lofty pile of
rough granite. Here we gather, as momen-
toes, sprigs of blooming hawthorn, and are
generously given by the care-taker a small
limb of a Norway pine.

Looking eut over the magnificent W indsor
Parky, from the sight of the *‘ Bronze Horse,”
weare strikingly reminded of the rough and
unkindly treatment of our trees in America.
We see with us, sentinels everywhere, whose
duty is to arrest nature in its efforts to beau-
tify our land—not so in England.

Berkshire can boast too, of furnishing, for
many years, and on many special occasions,
the seat of England’s parliaments. Begin-
ninﬁ the reign of Richard 1., parliament sat
at Reading, and so they were continued at
intervals to 1416. The last occasion was
during the plague in London, when parlia-
ment was adjourned from Westminister. In
1314, one Nicholas-At-Oke, a farmer near
by, presented a petition to parliament ask-
ing to be reimbursed for a quantity of oats,
which the King’s (Edward IL) servants had
taken forcibly for the benefit of the King's
chickens. He was awarded £3 11s. 4d.

It was in Berkshire also that the great
Reformation had some of its most noteworthy
beginnings. Newbury, up the Vale of the
Kennet, about 25 miles in a westerly direc-
tion from Windsor, was the scene of touch-
ing martyrdoms for the cause of religious
liberty. Christopher Shoemaker was burnt
here in 1518 for reading the Testament to
one of his scholars: Julius Palmer, an in-
quirer, was suspected of heresy. He re-
signed his position of Fellow of Magdalen
College. He was then hunted from place to
place, and in one of hie flights he went to his
mother at Ensham (another Berkshire town)
for consolation. She for cheer cursed him,
and told him to believe as his fathers.
““Faggots I have to burn thee” said she,
““more though gettest not from me.” Ashe
sorrowfully left his intolerant mother’s pre-
sence, to go to his doom, she threw an old
angel after him, with the command that he
should keep it, that he might be “a true
man.” It is a sad story. InJuly 1856, Pal-
mer is tried at Newbury before Dr. Jeffery,

Sir William Ramsford, Sir Richard Abidges,
H. Newcombe, and the parson of Englefield.
Dr. Jeffery, who conducts the trial, becomes
too much annoyed and irritated at the an-
swers of ‘‘the boy,” and the parson takes
his place as questioner. The parley which
follows is interesting in this connection, since
it shows us that Berkshire has furnished its
advocates for the broader faith, which the
reformers fought for so bravely, and which
should be to us a sacred heritage:—

It is a delightfully calm, clear, salubrious
day in M;{ when the writer visits Windsor
Castle. ature is favoring us with weather,
a8 it has this residence of sovereigns with
variegated scenery, hill and dale, park and
forest, and delightful river. It is a day of
grand days; a day that we would fain extend
to weeks that we might fully enjoy these rich
surroundings. Then we want a full day to
look upon the external aspects of the famous
old pile before us, rearing its massive towers
and irregular walls, each tower and turret,
each wall and terrace and postern bearing
its own history of thrilling interest. But
what of the treasure house within; of court,
of art, of historical and tical associations?

* On a clear day Windsor Castle can be
seen from many points in Berks, Bucks,
Middlesex, Surrey, Oxford, Hartford, Bed-
ford, Essex, Wilts, Hants, Kent, and Sussex.
This gives something of an idea of the mag-
nificent view obtained from the Round Tow-
er of the Royal Castle, What a royal com-
mand of scene.

+ This tree is now 32 fees 6 inches in cir-
cumference.

+ Windsor Park contains 1800 acres. In
this varied and picturesque pleasure -ground
are many objects of great imterest; the Roy-
al Farms, the Royal Chapel, Bishop’s Gate,
the Royal Schools, ete.

AN AMERICAN WOMAN'S EXPERIENCE WITH
FURNITURE MADE TO ORDER.
“Qpe of the funniest experiences 1 had
in Japan,” said a woman recently, who was
d with mi y work in that
country, to a New York Tribune reporter,
was with chairs. It had never entered my
mind that what is with us such a common
article of household furniture should be an
unknown quantity to any of the subjects of
the Mikado, and it was with dismay that I
discovered the house I was to ocoupy was
quite chairless. I immediately sent for a
native carpenter, and tried to explain to him
what T wanted him to make for me. It wes
an extremely dificult task, for he was evi-
deatly unable to comprehend why any one
should desire to sit otherwise than cross leg-
ged on the floor. Unfortunately, my talent
for drawing is very limited. I realized that
faot, but until { had made several ineffectual
. attempts to portray a chair—about as easy
a subject as I could have had —I had never
raally appreciated the extent of my inca-
pwity. The drawings which the poor car-
penter finally carried off with him as models
ware such that my heart misgave me. That
I had good reason for my fears was shown
when the chairs were sent home. With the
proverbial Oriental faithfulness the man had
made precise copies of his patterns. Where
the chairs of my sketches had weakly bal:
anced backe, slanting seats and crooked legs,
80 their wooden counterparts exhibited the
same peculiarities. They were more difficult
to sit on than I should ever have imagined
chaira could possibly be. Someof them need-
el the sapport of a wall to enable them
t> make any sort of success of standing on
their legs. It was a little after this that I
gave a small reception to a few of thepaople
whose acquaintance I had made. Oae of the
first to arrive was a city official of high rank.
Anaxious, apparently, to do the correctthing
in ‘my eyes, he seated himself on -one of the
¢1:irs, very gingerly, it must be coufessed,
for he confined himself to the extreme front
edge, and looked as if he expected someacci-
dant to happen at any moment. When I
hinded him the tea and cake which com
prised thé refreshments, he took the cup in
in one hand and the plate in the other.
Then he sat there, with his hands full, not
koowing what to do in order to be free to
e1t, and looking thoroughly miserable. Af-
ter & minute or two of thissuspense, which 1
mast say I was enjoying, he begged me in a
most deprecating manuer for permission to
sit in the fashion of his country. Of course
I hastened to grant it, and I shall never for
g3t the look of relief with which he slid
geatly and gracefully on the floor. There he
deposed his cup on one side of him and his
plate of cake on the other, and proceeded to
ext and drink in comfort. The later callers
took their cue from him and fought shy of
the foreign innovation also. Considering
how the chairs looked, I don’t knowas Ican
b'ame them, but I am afraid that they would
have treated even the finest specimens of
American workmanship with like -distrust.

Prof. Crookes on Thought Transmission.

Professor Crookes’ suggestion that, re-
gardless of distance or intervening mattcr,
thought may be transferred by means of
ether waves from one sensitive being to
another, is attracting considerable attention.
He claims that his theory issimply an exten-
sion of the law nnder which sound is convey-
ed by atmospheric vibrations aud light by
the subtler ether vibrations. He points out
that the rapidity of vibration may be in-
creased indefinitely—from one a second to a
stage where the number per second requires
nineteen figures to exprese it. Not until we
reach the fifth stage (where the vibrations
are thirty-two a second) do we enter the re-
gion where sound can be detected by the
average human ear. On reachiog the fif-
teenth step audible sound ends. Between
the sixteenth and thirtieth stage we are ina
finely attenuated medium where vibration
becomes an electric ray. All beyond this is
s realm unexplored; but Prof. Crookes thinks
it is not unlikely that the X-.rays will be
fannd to lie between the fifty-eighth and the
sixty-first steps, and that, beyond this, ether
waves pierce the densest medium and * pass
unrefracted and unreflected along their
straight path with the velocity of light.”
He aske: *‘Is it inconceivable that intense
thought concentrated toward a sensitive be-
fng with whom the thinker is in close sym-
pithy may induce a telepathic chain, along
which brain waves can go straight to their
goal without loes of energy due to distance?”

Where Colors Come From.

Few o people — even artists themselves
—know where the colors used in the arts
come from. Itis an interesting fact that
one small paint box will often represent the
four quarters of the globe, and all sorts of
materials, animal, vegetable and mineral.

The cochineal insect supplies the carmines
and rich crimson, scarlet and purple lakes.

Sepia is the inky fluid discharged by the
devilish cattlefish. Indian yellow is from
the urine of the camel and ivery black and
bone black from ivory chips. Prussian blue
is made by fusing horses’ hoofs and other ref-
use matter with impure potassium carbonate,
an accidental discovery. Blue black is from
the charcoal of the vine-stalk. Turkey red
is derived from the madder plant of Hindo-
stan. Gamboge is a yellow sap of a tree,
which the people of Siam catch in cocoanut
shells. Raw sienna is the natural earth from
Sienna, Italy. When burned it is Burnt Si-
enna. Amber is from Umbria. India inkis
burnt camphor. Bistre is the soot of wood
sshes. Of real ultra marine there is little in
the market, as it is made from the precious
lapis lazuli, and commands a big price. Chi-
nese white is zinc, scarlet is iodide of mer-
cary and native vermilion comes from quick-
silver ore.

God never makes a half providence, any
more than a man makes a half pair of shears.
This waa one of the favorite sayings of Dr.
A. J. Gordon. What toanother man seemed
a natural impulse was to him sn impact of
the Spirit. What to others seemed mere
moods and tenses, to him were the inflections
of the divine life. When the Spirit said,
« Arise and go,” even though the way were
desert, he went, sure of finding the other
half which would make the perfect sphere
of the divine thought.

Under this conviction he preached. Rich-
ly endowed with popular gifts, he crucified
them that he might be the simple mouthpiece
of the Almighty. A born orator, he eschewed
oratory. He effaced himself, that he might
be the medium through which the divine light
might pour, unflecked by stain or color.
Let others speak according to the spirit of
the age if only he might speak according to
the spirit of God. And there came to him
almost daily such an experience as another
might call coincidence, but which to him was
evidence of divine co-operation.

One day in Dr. Blackie’s class room, in the
University of Edinburgh, at the time when
Barrie and Crockett were students, and were
preparing to tell the world the stories that
have charmed it, there was enacted a dra-
matic scene. A country boy named Geggie
was called npon torecite. Hearose, helding
his book awkwardly in his left hand.

“Take your book in your right hand,
mon!” said the teacher.

«1 hae pae right hand,” answered the
youth, as he held up the stump.

There was & moment’s silence. Tears rose
to the boy’s eyes. The students - hissec.
Dr. Blackie came down from his desk, and,
puttiog his arm around the boy, said: ““1
did not mean to hurt you, lad;” and then
turning to the class, he thanked them for the
privilege of teaching a class of gentlemen.

To-night at the close of a great meeting in
Charlottetown, in the Island Province, ‘ The
Garden of the Gulf,” Geggie, his face all
aglow with the same spirit, told me how
‘God led him that day into the Boston church
and gave him that contact with the revealed
preacher; to him, it has seemed ever since,
like a special annointing and a divine bene-
diction. Geggie is now the devoted minister
of the church in Truro, and the great Grecian
and the great evangelist are to him two of
the sweetest memories of life.

Controlling the Apple Crop.

This ie a very important question, how
to change the bearing years of the apple or-
chard. Itisnot a difficult matter toremove
theé blossoms or young fruit from small trees,
and thus put them in the way of bearing a
full crop the succeeding year. With such
large trees as are some of mine, where the
fruit can be gathered only from a 25-foot lad-
der placed round the outside and a long hand-
led fruit-picker to reach the apples in the
middle of the trees, it is a task I should great-
ly dread to pick off all the blossoms, or the
small apples as soon as they had set. It is
possible that such work would pay, even
though difficult and expensive, had it to be
done but once. But my experience prompts
me to throw out a word of caution to any
one who may think seriously of making the
experiment. It is notcertainthatthechange,
if made, will be & permanent one. A frost
or cold storm, when the trees are in bloom,
may destroy the crop of that year and bring
the bearing year round again where it was
before. I bave found another difficulty, and
not a small one—the influence of insects.
1t should be remembered by those who may
propose to change the bearing years of apple
trees that under ordinary management, or
lack of management, when there is a full crop
of apples there may not be insects enough to
allow for each apple; so there may be quitea
crop of sound fruit at the end of the season
to put in the cellar. Just insects enough to
thin the fruit as it ought to be thinned would
be a blessing to the orchardists, especially if
they would do their work early in the season
while the fruit is small. I do much of my
thinning by shortening the bearing wood in
late fall or winter, and find it much less work
than to pick off the fruit.—A4. W. Cheever
in Country Gentleman.

Early History of the Codling Moth.

At the Cornell Experiment Station at
Ithaca last year the early life history of the
codling moth worm was very closely watch-
ed. Itwasfound that when the worm hatch-
es out it is not strong enough to attack the
skin of the green apple except where it has
been kept tender by the calyx of the blossom.
Hence the great advantage of spraying just
after the apples are set, and before their in-
crease in weight turns the fruit downward.
In its upright position same portion of the
arsenic is caught on the calyx and is deposit-
ed on the skin of the apple, just under it.
As the codling moth lays her eggs near the
blossom end the young worm does not go far
before he gets a 1atal dose, the very smallest
quantity of arsenic Eroving always fatal to
him. cnhowu also that to prevent the cod-
ling worm's depredations, there is no need of
spraying until after the blossoms have fallen,
and there isno danger of poisoning bees in
search of honey.

a pecuniary value. Neatness and tasteful
ness, and trees, both orchard and ornamen-
tal, have a direct influence on price and on
the purchaser’s eagerness to buy. So well
is this understood that one large buider in
this city who buys lots, puts up residences
and then sells them, makes it an invariable
rule never to sel a price on a place until the
sidewalks aré laid, the lot levelled and sod-
ded and a few trees planted. He has learn-
ed he can ask and obtain a higher price un-
der such circamstances and make it a point
to establish them. Appearances count for
a good deal in this world.

It would be so easy this Spring to set a few
trees and shrubs, to fix up the fence and re-
hang the sagging gate, to make the flower
border the wife has begged for, or perhaps
even to plow and harrow the yard, roll it
and make the beginning of a lawn by sowing
a mixture of lawn grass seeds. Two or
three seasons and a lawn mower might make
that barren waste of weeds and dead grass
a smooth green carpet—something to catch
the eye and hold it by its neatnees and finish.
Then, the cost of a rustic screen to shut off
from view whatever is unsightly in the way
of out-buildings that cannot be removed is
next to nothing, with posts and hickory
poles to ba had for the cutting-in the woods,
while the lovely prairie rose, the clematis,
even the plebeian but pretty hop vine will
gladly avail themse)ves of its aid to climb
skyward, and that which is unpleasing is
shut from sight and that which shuts it away
made ornamental—a positive beauty.

Clover to Destroy Weeds.

Farmers who sow clover seed thinly, with
the expectation that it will spread eo as to
fill the vacant epaces, make a great mistake.
It will spread, but so slowly that weeds,
which abound in all eoil that is rich enough
to produce anything, will crowd and stunt
it. On the contrary, if the seeds are close
enough together, and the soil is in good
enough tilth and richness to make a clover
plant each two or three inches tquare of
space the clover will go very far towards
crowding out the annual weeds, like rag-
weed and charlock. These start very early,
but their early growth is slow, and they are
completely hidden under the broad leaf of
clover when it gita its third, fourth and fifth
leaves. Where the clover once gets the
start it will keep it. We have seen in grain
fields in June or July good clover growths,
and have examined under them the soil with
a microscope, finding there thousands of
weeds that have germinated and put out one
or two leaves, only to besmothered down by
the larger clover growth. It is well known
to farmers that the second year crop of
clover, if a good seedling, fills the soil so
that nothing else can grow. But the first
year’s clover crop cannot smother biennial
weeds like red root, shepherd’s purse and
the plantaine. These start in the fall and
are ready in spring to make an earlier growth
than newly grown clover can be.

Some Mistakes of Country Folks.

Country folks have a way of blundering
along through life, giving comparatively
little profound thought to the everyday prob-
lems of life. They do as their fathers did,
whom they recollect always lived till they
died, and they confidently hope to do the
same.

Country people call new ideas city fade.
It is a fad of the country people to ignoreall
fads. They can, many of them, see no reason
why a city chap should prefer unbolted
wheat bread to hot griddle cakee, nor why
fresh cream should be more acceptable to his
enlightened stomach than rancid butter.
“In a land flowing with milk and boney”
the farmer seldom tastes either; he sells the
latter and fattens the pigs with the former.

While he allows the city boarder to mono-
polize the flannels and the Jaeger union suite,
he, the farmer, sits around on damp days in
catton shirts and no coat, and wonders why
his life is made miserable with rheumatism,
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Poor Manure Does Not Pay.

Every spring many farmers have more or
less coarse manure in the barnyard, because
it is so deficient in manurial value that it is
not worth drawing on the fields. Weused to
think that leaving this manure undrawn was
a great waste of fertility. But so much of
this manure is merely grain straw, and is
made from the excrement of stock fed on
straw and corn stalke, that we begin to think
that the farmers are right. It certainly will
not pay to draw carbon to the fields when
crops need nitrogen, potash and phosphate.
More often than not such carbonaceous
coarse manure will not rot when plowed
under, and will do more harm than good.
If having such manure prevents the farmer
from using fertilizers that his crops really
need, it may easily prove an injury to him.
Whatever crops the farmer puts labor to in
growiag should not be allowed to fail because
the soil does not receive the kind of fertilizer
it neede.

Keep The Layers Young.

It is from young fowls that most eggs
come and most profit is made. Pullets of
last year's growth will lay more the coming
six months than in any other c¢qual length
of time during their lives. It is trae that
the two-year-old hens will produce eggs best
for breeding, but beyond this age, except
with the very choicest fowls, there is greater
profit to dispose of them and replace with
pullets. There is some doubt whether the
very old fowl kept because choice bred will
prodace as good pullets for laying as they
would from eggs laid when at their best for
egg production.

Why it Doun‘t Ply.

We have frequently seen eighc or ten poor
animals called milch cows in a pasture field
where there was not to be seen a spear of
grass more than about one inch above the
surface. The poor brutes were laboring hard
to collect a scanty bite to mitigate their
hunger. The owner will tell you that dairy-
ing ** doesn’t pay.” He tells the truth when
it is conducted on his system. If he would
keep four or five cows instead of eight or
ten, the pasture would get a chance togrow,
the investment in stock would be less, the
produce would be larger and of better qual-
ity.

Teasing Young Animals.

Do not allow the boys to tease the young
animals on the farm. It is very funny to
see the ** babies ” strike with their front feet
or playfully butt with their tender horns,
‘but this habit once learned means a love for
it. Soon the animal learns its own strength
and then some day there is a tragedy on the
farm. Once let the teasing start and the
boys will not be disposed to stop.

—The same farmer who puts his barnyard
or perhaps his pig pen within forty feet of
his house wouldn’t buy or rent a house in
town with a livery stable next door or across
the street. He doesn’s think anything about
it when the stable is his own and on his own
premises.

The Housrhold.

All who raise unlr own plants or annuals
in house should now sow seeds of all varie-
ties if they wish for early bloom. Although
it involves more work, yet plants thus cold
grown are far beiter for early work than hot
bed grown plants. Those having gardens,
in planning their spring work, should reserve
such space as they can spare for hardy per-
ennials. Of course you must have annuals,
bat a good selection of hardy perennials are
almost indispensable to give both variety
sad i bloom in fon with
beddicg plants. Hardy roses, delphiniums,
peonys, dicentra and many others can be
given corners and odd places that wounld
otherwise be occupied with grass or weeds,
and with care and good cultivation until
established beap source of pl
for years with but little care in spring and
sutumn. But remember that these hardy
plants must be planted out very early in
spring or in late sutumn; any attempt to re-
move them except in a dormant state is very
injurious, and in advanced growth fatal. So
if you intend to plant out this class of plants
this spring do so ae soon as the frost is out
of the ground. Prepare your soil by deep
digging, spreading in a good quantity of any
old rotud fertilizer; if not naturslly well
drai ide good drainage. When you
set the phnu out firm the soil well around
the crown and roots, mulch the sarface with
straw or refuse of any kind, if you have no
well.rotted fertilizer. Do not dig in any
green manure, &8 that is very injarious to
the roots of plants, but instead after the
plants are set out give a heavy mulch of green
manure on the surface. It pays in planting
out this class of plants to do the work thor-

oughly.
When You Wash Biankets.

Take a day by itself to wash blankets.
Do not attempt to wash them with other
clothes. Make & warm suds of white borax
soap. Do not use a brown soap, containing
rosin for this purpose. Add a tablespoonful
of ammonia to every two gallons of water
used in the ds. Let the blankets soak
for three hours in the suds. Any greasy or
specially soiled spots should be removed be-
fore puttiog in the warmsuds. Use benzine
for removing grease stains, and a brush and

Hlng the blankets on a firm line, with
abund of clothespi It is better to
dry them indoors in a thoroughly aired room,
if convenient. But it is usually difficult to
find such & place, and a secluded spot, under
the trees, where the dust and the glare of
the sun cannot reach them, is the best in the
country. They always drip a great deal, as
it is not posssible to wring them dry.

The Baby’s Bath.

—If it is y to wash ts take
out the steels in front and sides, then lay

When
quite clean let cold water run on them by
holding them under & running faucet until
the soap is all rinsed off. Pull them length-
wise until they are straight and shapely, and
let them dry in & cool place, pulling them
agair when partly dried.
