TOE DEEP WATEBWAVJ) PROJECT.
The natural obstacles that The Globe 

refers to In connection with the deep­
ening of the St. Lawrence route are 
not the -most serious one» that will 
have to be overcome before the pro­
posed deep waterway from the Great 
Lakes to the Ocean Is completed. The 
greatest of all obstacles is the friction 
that Is continually disturbing the 
friendly relation» of the nations on 
either side of the International bound­
ary. Once that friction is removed,all" 
the obstacles opposed by narture will 
disappear as If by magic. We agree 
with our contemporary that the con­
struction of a deep waterway to tide 
water Is the next great en­
terprise to claim the attention 
of the people of thla con­
tinent. The construction of such an 
outlet would do more to populate the 
Canadian Northwest than any other 
remedy that we could suggest. The 
prospects for securing united action on 
the part of the two nations interested, 
however, are not at all reassuring. 
It seems to be the settled policy of the 
United States to do nothing that has 
a tendency to establish the independ­
ence of this country. If we decided to 
throw In our lot with the people to the 
south of us, we could, no doubt, make 
one of the conditions of the amalga­
mation the deepening of the St.LaW- 
rence system In the same way as the 
Maritime Provinces made the building 
of the Intercolonial Railway a condi­
tion of Confederation. From the pre­
sent attitude of the United States to­
wards this country, we doubt very 
much If the two countries can be 
brought closely enough together to un­
dertake the work as a Joint enterprise. 
The Liberal party pretends to have 
the Inside track of things at Washing­
ton. If Messrs. Laurler-gnd Cartwright 
can remove the friction that exists be­
tween the two peoples, they will have 
removed the greatest obstacle that 
oppresses the Inception and comple­
tion of the deep waterways project.

THE CLEVELAND DISASTER.
SB

Slxteea Bsdles Mave Mesa Take* Oat eg
the Mirer S* Far—Mere Believed 

Is Msve Meea Lest,
Cleveland, July 17.—One more body, 

that of a man, which has not yet been 
Identified, was recovered at an early 
hour this morning from the river at 
the scene of last night’s disaster, mak­
ing the total number of dead removed 
to the Morgue U. It Is believed there 
may be other bodies In the river.

As soon as daylight appeared a large 
number *f boats were pressed Into the 
rescue service. These were manned by 
river men, who were provided with 
grappling hooks and Une». They rowed 
up and down the river, around the 
spot where the bodies were supposed to 
have gone down.

At times their grappling hooks would 
become entangled In some object at 
the bottom of the river, and the men 
would cease rowing. The crowds on 
shore would press forward and await 
In breathless expectancy the hauling 
In of the lines. The hooks would bring 
to light nothing more than a piece of 
water-logged wood. After the finding 
of the body early this morning no fur­
ther discoveries had been made up to 
noon.

Tile correspondence opens with a let­
ter fr<*n Ambassador Bayard to Lord 
Salisbury, dated Feb. 27 last, stating 

#<hat Ms instructions continued to In­
dicate an urgent desire to have the 
Guiana boundary question removed as 
soon as practicable from the atmosphere 
of possible-controversy, and proposing 
an entrance forthwith upon negotia­
tions at Washington between the Brit­
ish Ambassador and the Secretary of 
State.

Mr. Bayard added that Secretary Ol- 
ney greatly desired that there should 
be propounded a clear definition of 
the “ settlements ” by Individuals in 
the disputed territory which lt was 
understood Great Britain wished to 
be excluded from -the proposed arbitra­
tion.

Lord Salisbury, in reply, on March 3, 
said that his Government readily con­
curred ln the suggestion, and had sent 
instructions to Sir Julian Pauncefote, 
directing him to discuss the question 
either with the Venezuelan represen­
tative or the United States acting as 
the friend of Venezuela.

Lord Salisbury submitted a proposal 
for the appointment by each nation 
of two or more permanent Judicial of­
ficials to settle all matters ln dispute 
between the nations, such officials to 
choose an umpire, whose decision 
should be final. Any difference could 
be referred for arbitration, with the 
stipulation that unless accepted by 
both powers the decision should not 
be valid.

Mr. Olney proposed to make arbitra­
tion obligatory, with a proviso that by 
resolution of the Heuse jot Commons 
or Congress, declaring any particu­
lar subject to Involve the national 
honor or integrity, the same could be 
withdrawn from the operation of the 
treaty. Mr. Olney’s proposition fur­
ther set forth that ln case of a con­
troversy when the Parliament or Con­
gress was not ln session, no submis­
sion could be made until those bodies 
had an opportunity to take action. In 
case of a controversy submitted and 
passed upon, a unanimous decision of 
the arbitrators would be final; if as­
sented to by a majority only.the award 
would be final unless protested ln writ­
ing within three months of Its promul­
gation by one or the other of the par­
ties.

In case of a protest, each nation was 
to choose three Judges of Its Su­
preme Cotet, and In case of a dead­
lock between them three "learned and 
Impartial jurists" were to be selected 
to consider all the evidence and make 
an award, which should be final, 
whether unanimous or by a majority

Lord Salisbury replied, saying that 
until International arbitration was bet­
ter understood lt would be wiser for 
nations to retain ln their own hands 
some control over the ultimate results 
of any claim that might be advanced 
against their territorial rights.

The British Premier ln the case of 
the Venezuelan dispute objected to sub­
jecting British colonists, who had set­
tled ln the disputed territory believing 
lt to be British, to the decision of for­
eigners who would form the court of 
last resort. He proposed a commis­
sion of two British and two United 
States citizens ; to . report upon, the 
facts. On the report of this commis- groun 
slon It was stipulated that Great Bri­
tain and Venezuela endeavor to agree 
on a boundary, but, falling ln this, to 
appoint a tribunal, one British and 
one Venezuelan, they to select a third, 
to fix a boundary line, but with a pro­
viso that lt should not include as 
Venezuelan territory any territory 
which was occupied by British colon­
ists on or before Jan. 1, 1867. or as the 
territory of Great Britain any occupied 
by Venezuelans at the same time.

Mr. Olney ln reply declared that Ms 
Government was unable to accept this 
proposal.

As soon as possible the necessary ap­
paratus was procured for the conduct 
of experiments, and at the University 
and the School of Practical Science, as 
well as hi private laboratories results 
confirming the statements of Dr. Roen­
tgen and his associates were obtained.
By the reduction of the time of ex­
posure, the demonstration of the re­
flection of the rays, and In other simi­
lar ways the local workers assisted 
greatly in the development of skiagra­
phy, but It was not for gome little time 
that the value of the rays In medical 
and surgical Investigation attracted at­
tention In this city. At first the diffi­
culty of obtaining Crookes tubes suit­
able for experiments proved a handi­
cap. In March, however, Dr. Edmund 
E. King, who had from the first given 
much study to the discovery, succeed­
ed in getting the necessary apparatus, 
and shortly produced the first nega­
tives of medical subjects In Ontario.
Since that time skiagraphy has been 
successfully used In a number of local 
Instances as an aid to surgery.

Dr. King, when Interviewed yester­
day, told of several cases where the 
rays had been of assistance In deter­
mining the location of foreign bodies 
in the limbs of patients. The latest 
case, he said, was that of a Londoner, 
who had been accidentally shot. The 
bullet had been probed for, but could 
not be found, and the patient had been

Like many other Improvements un­
dertaken by the city, the work is done 
piecemeal, and in some cases there Is 
danger of the first part of the work 
being worn out before the last Is com­
pleted.
Property Committee Doles «®od Work.

The Committee on Property have 
made considerable progress in the de­
velopment and utilization of city prop­
erty this year. The old drill shed has 
been leased to the Dominion Cold 
Storage Co., whose headquarters are 
to be established at Toronto. Work 
on converting the drill shed building 
has already commenced. The St. Law­
rence Market is being improved and 
Island leases have been renewed at 
greatly Increased rentals. Thousands 
of dollars have been spent In improv­
ing the City Wharf- at Tonge-street, 
upon which extensive warehouses have 
been erected and a very large passen­
ger and freight business Is now done 
there. A substantial picket fence was 
also erected around the square bound­
ed by Yonge, Lake, Bay and Esplan­
ade-streets, which the city acquired 
under the Esplanade agreement, but 
here a fit of economy appears to have 
■truck the civic authorities, and the 
enclosed ground has been left rough 
and bare, an eyesore to everyone and 
a great detriment to the City Wharf 
adjoining. A few hundred dollars 
spent In sodding, In addition to the 
thousands spent In improving the ad­
joining property, would have complet­
ed the work and presented an attrac­
tive appearance on the water front. It 
would be a wise course to place this 
square under the Parks and Gardens 
Committee iintil Council has some other 
use for it, and Park Commissioner 
Chambers will soon convert a present 
detriment Into a pleasant and attrac­
tive appendage to the City Wharf.

In an article now being prepared for 
The Canadian Practitioner Dr. King 
tellg of experiments made with the 
object of showing that glass, contrary 
to the experiments of American ex­
perimenters, was not impervious to the 
rays. Mr. John Milne of the Incande­
scent Electric Light Company, work­
ing with a Crookes’ tube and a small 
glass vial ln which a pen nib was 

. placed, found the latter clearly de­
lta 1 fined ln the negative. The bottle was 

plainly mapped out, and it might have 
been supposed that the glass was Im­
penetrable, but the pen not being in 
the bottle and so plainly shown. Dr. 
lng repeated the experiment, with 
equal success, and the fact that the 
rays will go through glass which had 
not been previously demonstrated, is 
now accepted by scientists.

A practical illustration of the power 
of the rays was afforded the reporter 
by means of the fluoroscope, an Instru­
ment in general use as an adjunct to 
the apparatus ln experimenting with the 
Crookes' tube. Dr. King’s fluoroscope 
Is of hls own manufacture, platlno- 
caynide of barium being used. 'The 
scribe was shown many wonderful évi­
dences of the power of the light.

Clouds appear to be gathering on 

the horizon of the Board of Works
Department, which causes a. feeting
of uneasiness ln some quarters. The 
Engineer’s report in reference to the 
reduction in hls staff, which was pre- 
Sented to the Board of Works did not 
meet with the approval of all the 
members, and there was an expressed 
determination on the part of at least 
one of the members to resort todras- 
■tic measures to force a reduction. The 
next meeting of the council will be an 
interesting one as the report of the 
Board of Control on the progress of 
city work Will then be presented. The 
City Engineer, in hls report, to the 
board on this matter, has included all 
the routine work of the department, 
as well as the works of construction 
now ln progress, and also those which 
are under contract but not yet begun, 
as well as the work which is com­
pleted and merely awaiting the expi­
ration of the guarantee. Among the 
last named are the contracts for 
weighting down the conduit pipe in 
Blockhouse Bay and the harbor,and, 
the Installation of the pumping plant 
on the Island. The contract for lay-> 
lng the steel pipe in the lake Is in­
cluded. but the work will not be com­
menced for some time yet, as none 
of tbe 2350 feet of pipe which is to 
be laid has yet been delivered by the 
contractors.
