Kerensky’s Appeal

When a committee from the demo-
cratic congress visited Premier Ker-
ensky on Saturday, he addressed the
committeemen as follows:

“The growth of anarchy, the condi-
#ion of political ruin which confronts
the country, the extravagant demands
‘of various groups and the strivings in
certain quarters to restore the former
regime, force a recognition of the ne-
cessity of union and coalition. Only
the union of the bourgeoisie and demo-
cratie elements fan save the country.”

Minister of Tércign Affairs Terest-
chenko pleaded for a reconstruction of
the nation’s forces so that “the dele-
gatess who will participate in the Paris
conference on October 16, may point
out to the allies that ¢ut fighting force
has been renewed and that our boast
of sirength is no mytl.

“Owing to the vacillating character
of the congresses, whicn one day wel-
come the war ininister with his aims
for reconstruction of the army, and
the next day applaud the Bolsheviki
program, the government has passed
56 out of 197 days in a state of crisis,”
M. Terestchenko said.

Korniloff to Escape Trial.

General Korniloff probably will escape
trial by court-martial, because of techni-
calities, and be judged instead by ecivil
court on the charge o6f insubordination,
says The Novala Zhizn.

It is pointed cut that General Korni-
loff’s march toward Petrograd was by
order of the government, which, three
days after the ‘‘rebellion,” continues the
newspaper, commanded that all orders
issued by General Korniloff at the front
be carried out. Therefore, it is argued,
he can only be considered blameable
from the moment when he refused to re-
mign as commander-in-chief and this de-

mand only emanated from Premier
Kerensky, whereas General Korniloff had
been gppointed by the provisional gov-
ernment.

It is further pointed out that M. Lvoff,
who acted as mesgenger between the
general and the premier, admits that he
garbled General Xorniloff’s message,
transmitting it in the form of an ultj-
matum without phaving received instruc-
tions to do so.

SAW FIGHT AT VIM

Tells Large Audience of His
Experiences Among Men
in the Trenches.

The newly-arrived associate gener-
al secretary of the Y. M. C. A. for
Canada, Major John Brown, who will
have entire charge of the military
work of -the “Y” in Canada, delivered
an impressive address to a layge
audience Sunday afternoon —at the

Central Y. M. C. A. Major Brown .8
an old West Bnd Y. M. C. A. hoy, a
former popular assistant physical di-
rector of the “Y” in this city, and a
graduate of the University of Colum-
tia, where he gained his M.D.
last March the new Canadian agsoci~
ate general secretury was  assistant
physical director of the association at
New York, leaving in March for the

front in France, whence ho returned
lest Tuesday. ‘

In the course of his address tr.v,-
speaker dwelt upon three main
thoughts: (1) His general impres-
stons of the war; (2) his definite im-
pressions of the men at the front,
and (3) the work of the Y M. C. A

“We had scarcely left New York on
our Arip to France when we became
conscious of a really definite sense of
war itself’’ said the speaker- “Es-
corted by two American destroyers.
we noted the peculiar course which
our boat took on its journey eastward.
It changed its course Once, every 12
minutes, and must have added at
least 20 per cent. to the natural dis-
tance of the voyage.

«“wWhen we arrived in London uni-
fooms confronted us on eveny side,”
he continued. *“But more interesting
than this was the cosmopolitan aspect
of the military metropolis. Other
colonials, French, Belgians, Serbians,
many fighting races, ruhbbed shoul-
ders, as it were, in friendly camar-
aderie.” \

War Very Near.

Major Brown touched upon many
other noteworthy evidences of the
real consciousness of war which
greets one in BEngland and France &
it never can in either Canada or the

United States. The continual swoop-
ing upon London of the Boche mur-
der-planes, the incessant traveling of
. transport trains and transports, the
hilgrious tramp, tramb of the newly

trained troops om their firet visit to
the real front, the sad scenes to be
noted on the arrivals of the hospital
ships at the ports, the many injured
and maimed soldiers on the streets:

the country—all these stirred the

AGREEMENTS SATISFIED

Minerals Separation North American
Corporation Dznies Any German
Control of Business or In-

terssts,

The Toronto World has received a
copy . of the following letter addressed

to Ridout & Maybee, Toronto , by
Henry D. Willilams, counsel ior Min-
.erals Separation North American Cor-
poration:

“Your telegram Jxeceived. Since
writing you ‘I have seen and have
shown to our client, Minerals Sap-
aration North American Corporation,
the articles in The Toronto World of
September 28 and 29 and October 1,
charging that our clienis @re con-
trolled by German interests and are
unwilling to grant licegses for tle
processes in Canada
These charges are wholly false.

“In their behalf and largely of my
own knowledge, I make the following
statement for the information of the
Canadian public:

“When the present war broke out,
in 1914, Minerals Separation Ameri-
can Syndicate (1913) Litd., a British
corporation, the predecessor of our
company, was represented in Ameriga
by one of its directors, Dr. 8. Greg-
ony, assisted by the American branch
of the German firm of Beer, Sond-
lLieimer & Co.
chairman of our predecessor as well
as of the parent British company, and
the president of the present company,
immediately and personally submitted
to the British Government in London
a ®tatement of all the-facts, amonz
which was the agreement imposed
upon the American branch of Beer,
Sondheimer & Co., that their work as
agents of the British company should
e carried on endirely separate and
apart from any German connections
cr interests. The full explanation
given, with the relevant agreements
exacted, satisfied the British Govern-
mant, apd permission was granted to
continue the relationships during the
war.

“About that time, ie., early in 1915,
the American brarch of Beer, Sond-
heimer & Co. incorporated its. busi-
ness under the laws of the State of
New York as Beer, Sondheimer & Co.
Tnc. With this corporation Minerals
Separation never had any connection
whatsoever. It was insisted that the
special agency contract as approved
by the British authorities be kept
separate, and Messrs. Elkan and
Frohnecht, both American - citizens
residing in New York, were substi-
tuted to comnduct this sole agency up
to the time when it was discontinued.

“Therfafter the ,corporation 1eer,
Sondheimer & Co., Inc.. was tempor-
arily placed 4n the British blacklist,
but subsequently removed therefrom
upon representations which satisfied
the British Government of their, neu-~
trality. It may be added that 13eer,
$ondheimer & Co. Inc, have never
been on a blacklist of the United
States Government, and have had and
continue to have frlendly relations
with the United States Government at
all times since the United States en-
tered the war.

“The agency contract between Leer,
Sondheimer & Clo., Amenican branch,
and Minemls Separation. American
Syndicate (1918) Limited, was made
in 1913, when England and Germony
were at peace. It was a ten . year
contract and it continued in force un-
til the outbreak of the war, when, oy
authority of the British Government.
it was modified as above indicated be-
focre the present corporation, Minerals
Separation North American Corpora-
tion, was formed, when it was can-
celed bygunutual consent, and again
with the "spacial p2rmission of the
British Government.

In
the City of Detroit and its immediate
environs there were 115,684 subscrib-
ers out of 900,000 inhabitants—tho
Unecle Sam was offering only about
half ass much interest as Canada pays
Canadians, In other words, only
about four out of every seven hundred
Canadians bought a war loan bond,
whereas the proportion in the United
States was more like eighty! The
sconclusion reached by the financial
authorities here was that Capadians
were not a whit less patriotic, nor a
tittle less able to subscribe than Am-
ericans, but that they ' hadn’t been
given a fair chance to understand
what was being offered them.

A recent German interview, by way. of Amster-
dam, confirms this view of the German official mind.
There is no idea among governmental authorities .of
submitting to such term§ as President Wilson, for in-
stance, suggests, altho to blind the German popula-
tion it is always said that all the powers are in sub-
stantial agreement about peace. Alsace and Lorraine
would ‘alone confute this view. Wrested from France
in a war begun by a eu.bterfuge:of Bismarck’s, the
French people are as resolved to frée these provinees
as the British are to free Belgium and Serbia. Ger-
many, says the Amsterdam authority, will give Bel-
gium full freedom when a peace settlement is reached,
and all who are fighting for Belgium may lay down
their arms, ‘“for our government will allow mo viola-
tion.” Ouida wrote in her novel, “Tricotrin,” that &
gentleman is a person who protects a lady from every-
owe but himself. , This appears to be Germany’s idea
of the code in relation to Germany. There was no
violation when the ‘‘scrap of paper’” was torn up, or
Louvain destroyed. Brussels, it iz said, is mined,
ready for the German retreat, to be blown to atoms
like St. Quentin.

With regard to Alsace-Lorraine the same authority
declares: ‘‘Here we cannot leave any of our enemies
in doubt; so long as a German army has breath, no
pcwer on' earth can wrest from her the smallest scrap
of German soil.” German soil is any soil that Ger-
many happens to have stolen, as Frederick:the Great
took Silesia from Maria Theresa in the most unscrupu-
lous way; as Bismarck took the Danish provinces of
Schleswig-Holsteim in 1864, and as Austria took
Bosnia and Herzegovina more recently.

So, he concludes—“Either peace, peace today, or
tomorrow, or tie most devastating war of- all time,
about nothing more than a piece of land which is
German, will be German and must remain German.”
It nlatters not whether this applies to Belgium, to
Serbia, to Alsace-Lorraine or to any other territory
that Gernmiany has invaded, the principle is the same,
and official Germany is incorrigible. The Hohenzollerns
and their-junker followers have nothing to lose Dby
fighting, and they have Frederick’s example to eacour-
age them to hope for gain. Thus it is that the sub-
marine menace is grave, since it may interfere with

A Splendid Volume.

In the highly important volume issued by tae conﬁ
mission of conservation on “Rural Planning and De-
velopment,” prepared by Mr. Thomas Adams, there is
the basis for a good education for aldermen. Some
aldermen may resent the suggestion, and it may be
those to whom the suggestion would be of most value
if adopted. Certainly our Toronto aldermen would
mot fail to benefit from a careful perusal of this book.
While it deals primarily with rural conditions, one goes
but a short distance before seeing that they are in-
separably bound up ‘with urban conditions also.

As the commigsion points out, “the great injury
which land development in Canada suffers from specu-
lation, meglect of public health, and want of expert
business administration’ of land settlement,” is a prob-
lem that requires attention, and it is fully considered
by Mr. Adams.

A study of the development of such a ftown as
Woodatock, N. B., with its compact and economic de-
velopment and the grain fields close up to the outer
streets of the town, preseats a marked contrast with
the scattered suburban development of Toronto indi-
cated on a map at page 116.. This, of course, is the
result of speculation. ‘‘But it is a mistake,” it 1s ob-
served, ‘“to assume that the average speculator really
makes money. What he makes in‘times_of boom he
usually loses in times of depression—unless in a few
exceptionally lucky cases.”

A book like this regards the general welfare by
the greatest good of the greatest number, and is a
mine of imformation in this respect. It is not to be
supposed that there are mno well considered plans in
Canada. Woodstock, N. B., has been mentioned.
Stratford, Ontario,  is commended for its admirable
utilization of park facilities, which are illustrated;
and St. Thomas provides an example of an inexpensive
and aitractive street for suburban and semi-rural dis-
tricts, somewhat after the style of our own St. Clair
avenue, with the addition of flower beds by the side
tracks. Narrower streets for tie suburbs
of small towns are recommended; and such illustra-
tions as that of a street in Roland Park, Baltimore,

How have the civilian
populatiansna Europe met their disas-
ters of the pest three years? What can
we learn from them? j : '
First let us make sure

what we mean by “disaster.”

merely defeat-in-action: We will take
defeat and disappointment as we have
taken them before, with our heads up
and our eyes clear and our hearts firm.
Disnsters are different. They are re-
verses whiéh we feel are due not to the
temporary superiority of the enemy but
t> mismanagement, faulty conception or
boggled cxecution, on our part. They
are the wild-cat schemes of war. In
Great Brimin the affains at the Dar:
danelles and at Kut-el-Amara are con-
sidered dicasters; in France the battle of
the Craonne Plateau last spring is, rightly
or wrongly, considered a fiasco. In Ger-

many, where public opinion is compara-
tively organised and made pant of th

military machine, rumblings were heard
in the early days concerning Rennen-
kampf's march into BEast Prussia and the
battile of the Marne.

The usual civilian reactions to disas-
ters are very simple. First the people
demand that the guilty be punished, and,
second, they ineist that the same thing
shall not heppen again. That is the
theory of it. In actval practice the people
as often as not demand that somebody
be punished and that the particular er-
rors which caused the disaster should not

be made again. Germany clearly de-
manded that some one be punished for

the setback at the oiarne; whereupon
Von Kiuck was made the scapegoat and

faded softly out of the military picture.
The brown prince was too powertul to be
cashiered for Verdun, so Von Falkenhayn
was demoted. Boehm-Ermolll was “sack-
«d” by the Austrians for his handling of
the southern armies against Russia. Pos-
sibly each of these generals had made a
mistake. Certainly each one was dis-
missed Lecause something had to be done
to allay popular discontent.

The Germans are a militaristic nation;
the French are a military nation, which
is something quite different; the British
are a political nation. And the gueerest
civilian reactions o disaster can be seen
in Britain. The French and the _Ger-
mans cashier their military leaders. The
British turn out or attempt to turn out
their political leaders.

The most notable case is that of Win=
ston Churchill, whose recent return to

office is certainly a case of the reverse
English. Mr, Churchill resigned while

Antwerp and Gailipoli, were still consid-
ered defeats, not disasters. When the
first Dardgnelles report was issued one
coulll feel the resentment of many people
that they could not hound Mr. Chunchill
out of office. He had tricked them by
getting out earlier. The affair was over
end done with, but many people clamored
for the head of Mr. Asquith and at
least one newspaper demanded that the
“old gang’’ (referring to those who had
bBeen in the government when the oper-
atiyns were begun) should be hanged, one
and -all. Something of the same sort
occurred twhen the Mesopotamia report
was issued; the official head of Lord
Hardinge was called for but Mr. Balfour
refused to make the sacrifice.

BELGIAN AVIATORS
RAIDENEMY POINTS

Bomb Cantonments in Re-
prisal for Attacks Behind
Fighting Lines.

Washington, Oct. 7. — Bombing of
German cantonments by Belgian avi-
ators in, reprisal for German bomps
dropping behind the fighting lines’is
announced in an official communique
reviewing operations during the past
week issued tonight by the Belglan
legation, The communique, dated at
Havre vesterday, says:

“Along the whole Belgian {ront
enemy artillery operations have been
very active during the past week, par-
ticularly in the region of Ramscapelle
where action has been most violent,
and where the Germans made use of
gas bambs.

“We have successfully replied to. the
enemy’s fire; their works, communica-
at Finsdyk,
Essén, Sovgeveld and Woumen have
been ably shelled by our artillery.,

: Bomb Fighting.

“Vigorous bomb fighting and a bom-
bardment north of Dixmude ended in
our favor,

_“In the region of Woumen, our ar-
tillery have co-operated with the
French and British during the offen-
sive of our allies on October 4. Sev-
eral enemy patrols attempted to an-
proach our lines in the sector of
Ramscapelle and Dixmude, but werc
repuSked.

“Our gviators made over 250 flights
during the week. Our scouting pa-
trols were very Ptusy and brought
down two enemy planes. During these
offensive air operations, various other
planes were forced to land within their
Hn_‘es completely out of control.

‘German cantonments have been,
.ubjected to heavy bombardment
rom our aviators as a reprisal against
numerous bombs thrown at different
points in our rear zone.”

- BEAR THE BURDEN

Foul Slander Answered By the
Figures on Recent
Fighting.

THEIR BIRTHRIGHT

Prominence Given Other Na-
tionalities Response to
Pride of Country. :

London, Oet. 7. — (Via Reuter’s Ot-
tawa Agency)—Muoch attention is be-
ing bestowed by the press on the fig-
ures published by Reiiter's, showing
the proportions of the British troops
engaged in the fighting since the 31st
of July, nainely, English, 70 per cent.;

Enemy Loses Seven Machine
Guns and Seven Hun-
dred Prisoners.

VILLAGE CAPTURED

New Position of Russians Is
Abandoned Owing to

Terrific Fire.

Petrograd, Oct. 7.—Russian troops
on the Rumeanian front captured a
helight and mpart of the Village of
Vaskoutoy, northwest of the Town
of Sereth, in a well-prepared attack
yvesterday, but later abandoned the
ground, which- was being subjected to
heavy fire by the  hostile artillery.
Prisoners to the number wof 782 and
seven machine guns were taken, says
the official communication. The state-
ment on the operations along the vari-
ous fronts reads:

“Northern front: There was a live-
lier fusillade in the Jacobstadt region.

“Western and southwestern fronts:
There were fusillades.

“Rumemnian front: At 5.30 o'clock
yesterday morning, after artillery pre-
paration, detachments from one of our
regiments captured, as the result of
a bold attack, the height and half of
the Village of Vaskoutoy, two versts
northwest of the Town of Sereth. At
one o'clock and again at three o'clock
in tpe afternoon the enemy aunched
counter-attacks, which we repelled.
QOwing to the tertrific fire of the enemy
artillery our detachments, having per-
formed their task, abandoned the Vil-
lage of Vaskoutoy and returned to
their previous position. The number
of prisoners enumerated up to the
present totals 12 officers and 750 men.
Seven machine guns also were cap-
tured. :

The need
of it was the supreme need of the day.
He closed by expressing a hope that
at this convention each one would
take home a live coal to kindle their
own league,

PERU WILLBREAK
* WITH GERMANY

Congress, by an Almost Unan-

‘imous Vote, Decides to
Sever Relations.

Lima, Peru, Oct. 5. — The Peruvian
Government probably will soon break
off diplomatic relations with Germany.
The first step was taken, today when
congress by an almost unanimous vote
decided in favor of such a course.

The Peruvian Government on Sep-
tember 26 instructed its minister at
Berlin to present to the German Gov-
ernment a demand that satisfaction
be given within eight days for the
sinking of the Peruvian barque Lor-
ton. It was added that if the demand
was not met diplomatic relations
would be broken.

The Lorton was sunk inside Span-
ish territorial waters last February
by a German, submarine. Declaring
that the sinking was unjustifiable Peru
insisted that Germany should Day an
indemnity. The German Government
offered to submit the case to a prize
court.

A despatch from Lima on October
4 said the Peruvian Government had
discovered that A. von, de Hevde. the
minister to Germany, had not deliv-
ered to the German foreign office the
ultimatum demanding satisfaction
within eight days for the sinking of
the Lorton. The minister was repri-
manded by his government and was
ordered to make the presentation im-
mediately.
