One,
at least, reminds him that before this
time kings who have called in foreigners
to coerce their people have ended their
days, on the scaffold. Certainly this is
plain talk,
it is mot without reason. Last year at
the time of the conference between Kaiser
Wilhelm and the Czar, it was rumored
that the former had hinted at armed in-
tervention and that his guest hiad de-
precated it as the worst thing possible
for him. Whether this rumor bhad amny
basis or not it must persist, or we should
not find a Russian journal ‘of good stand-

: ing publishing the warning which has ap-
peared in the Rech. —n_ < ;

«Such armed intervemton is mot with-
out mrecedent in times recalled by many
pow living. Indeed, the chief beneficiary
of that/ intervention is Franz-Josef, who
might not be king of Hungary today had
not Russia sent an army ¢o cooperate
With him in suppressing the insurrection
of 184849, The Awustrions had been
fought to a gtandstill when the Russian
army entered Hungary within three weeks
of the declaration of Hungarien inde-
pendence. The weight of the Russian
sword tipped the scales against Hungary.
After a brave bul losing fight the Hun-
garian army surrendered to the Rus-
sians.

“Franz Josef was then a young man.
He had not been chastened by defeat, and
was absolutism personified. He mmie
haste to gratify his bloodthirstiness, and
Hungarian generals ‘and statesmen were
hanged by scores. Franz Josef ruled
Hungary with & rod of irom, until he was
defeated at Solferino and Magenta. Then
as Hungary wegarded his difficulties as her
opportunity, he granted  concessions,
which were completed after Prussia had
humbled him in 1866. If Frranz Josef
harbors any Wdisposition to aid ‘the czar
now, he will probably look at Hungary
and Tet I dare mot wait upon I would.’
He cannot forget, however, that but for
the aid that the czar's great-grandfather
extended to him, Hungary would in all
probability bave achieved independence
in 1840. Neither is Hungary likely to
forget. As for Germany, the march of a
German army to suppress agrarian revolt
in Russia would afford the most search-
ing test possible as to the existence of a
German ‘public opinion’ capable of modi-
fying the absolatist tendencies of the sov-
ereign.”

THE VOTE MARKET

Mr. Hearst is preparing to buy the gov-
ernorship of New York, and thereafter to
punchase the presidency, if we may believe
the Evening Post. The vote market, ac-
cording to the Post, is somewhat favorable
to Mr. Hearst’s plans. It is Mr. Hearst's

Search in Vain for Missing Girl

The weather ali
week was splendid and with the excep-
tion .of The distressing accident at Kven-
dale the first of tihe week, nothing oc-
curred to mar the pleasure of the trip in
the slightest degree.

A Great Race

Yacht Lasca, Saturday evening, July
21.—This is written at Carter's Point,
wihere more than twenty<ive yachts are
4t anchor, and where all is animation on
thia lest night of the R. K. ¥. Club’s
annual cruise. The fifteen yachts tihat
made the cruise and came down Tiver to-
gay have been joined by over a dozen
olitiers, including the steam yachts Hud-
eon, Dream, and . Zuleika, the sailers

Jagabond (a new Loat), the
Anmgrel, British Quéen, Canada, Idna,
Privitcer, Walter M., Atlantic, Helena
and others. .

Capt. Kerr’s Lasca repeated joday her
performance of yesterdaey.

“You did . well, Sid!” called Commo-
dore Thomson, i
just before Carter's Point was
by the Lasca.

Sid had certainly done well. The Lasca
had made the tun from Hampstead in full
three-quaribers of an hour less time than
any other &f the -thirteen Bailing yachts
in the mace. True, the Winogene reached
Carter's about a duarter of an lour
ahead, but she had an hour's start.

The Lasca thad broken the jaws of her
gaff on Friday afternoon. At Hampstead
D. C. Slipp was sought out, and he made
@ pair of jaws of birds wood that proved
far- better than ‘the iron omes. But this
took time, and whed ‘the job was com-
pleted this morning end fthe Lasca got
under ¢ail,” all- the yachts but two had
disappeared beyond he: foot of Spoon Iss
land, with balf an bdur to over an hour’s
start. The Kelpic sailed just before the
Lasca, and was. Qui passed.. . The

Vindward thad: taken the:eastbern passage,
behind ‘the islenid, and lost the wind,
end the Lhsca easily headed ber before
the foot of the island was reached.

The Lasca now sighted the other ten
boats ahead; scettered along the river.
The wind wes strong, ‘@ smoky  sou’-
wester,” ‘and, as on the previous day in
the Washademoak, it ‘was a dead beat to
windward. The sky was partly overcast.
The Lasca raged through the ficam-streak-
ed, white-capped watérs, the spume fly-
ing in the fiaces pf her crew, and at Evan-
dale she thad overtaken and -passed the
Robin. Hood 'and was: bearing' down on
the Columbia and” Dahinda. The fleet
here presented a very - pretty picture,
tacking back and forth, heeled over and
going fast in the etiff breeze.

The Lasea passed the Oélumbia et Hogg
Island, and went after the Dahinda. Up
to “this time she had béen sailing under
reefed mainsail ‘and jib, but as the wind
1] slackened Capt. Kerr ghook out the
reef and at Gorham’s Bluff left the Sunol
and Dahinde astern. On toward Oak
Point the Lasca raced -after greater wvic-
tonies., ‘There were ebill six yachts ahead,
five of them near Oak Point and one, the
Winogene, beyond. - At times the sun-
light shimmered on thiél‘waters, and anon
the rolling clouds obscured the sun, while
the mists hung like smoke on the .sur-
rounding hills. The. atmospheric condi-

tions weve continually ehanging, and the

wind came in of varying posver. By
the time the mearest yachts ahead had
passed Oak Point the Lasca wes at their
heels,-and at the Isle of Pines the Myrtle
wag left astern. Ahead were mow the
Winogene, Gracie M., :Albon, Louvima, and
Stonmy Petrel. The last named was pass-
ed at Williame’s wharf. Running down
toward the Devil'’s Back- the Lasca, Lou-
vima, Gracie M. and Alton were now on
the same tack. The Louvima passed the
Gracie M. and Alton, and just off the De-
vil’s Back tthe Lasca accomplished the same
feat, and raced after the Louvima. It
was a pretty mace, but before Carter’s
Point was reached the Lasca was well in
the lead. . She had sailed through the
fleet, and came to anchor about a quarter
of an bour behind the Winogene. Had
she mot been veefed for the first four or

five miles, she would have headed the

Winogene, despite the thandicap of an
hour at the start. On boanrd the Lasca
were Capt. Kerr, Fred Laweon end the
Times man, and there can be no reason-
able doubt that much of ther apeed was
due to the manner in which the scnibe
tended the jib sheet and said things. For
the last hour of the run down the Reach
the wind came in squalls that blackened
the waters, and heeled the yachts over
and lifted them allong in the way that re-
joices tie yachtsman, The Lasca not only
out-footed,\but out-painted the other boate.
It was a joy to see her eating her way up
into the wind when others were falling off
to leewand. ’

There was a great race all day between
the Gracie M. and the Digby yacht Alton.
Not until nearing Carter’s Point did the
Alton make good her lead over Captain
MecLaughlin’s fleet craft. . The representa-
tives of fhe Digby Yacht Club amve splen-
did sportsmen, and are a great acquigition
on ‘this cruise. Messre. Dakin and Dun-
ham and Capt. Danforth are all popular,
and they have enjoyed every hour of their
stay on the miver. We shonld eee them
and others of the Digby fleet next year.

The manner in which ail the yachts were
handled today shéwed good eeamanship,
advantage being taken of every puff of
wind, and each boat recognizing the right
of way, thus avoiding all chance of colli-
sion. : *

The Lasca’s crew Jamented the absence
of “Uncle John” in today's race, for he
may mot see the like again; and Unele
John’s chiefest joy is a good race, well
won. Whenever the Times man thought
