The ex-
plosion took place about nine o’clock this morning when a large ammunition ship while backing from her
pier collided with a Red Cros liner and a fire broke out in one of her holds. An attempt was made to ex-
tinguish it, but failed, and an endeavor was made to sink the ship. Before this was accomplished, the
crew deserted the ship in terror and she drifted towards one of the piers, and shortly afterwards explod-
ed. The concussion was terrific, houses were shattered and demolished, sheds torn down, and the damage
estimating millions of dollars resviting. ‘ ’

The Situation Yesterday.

With the British Army in France, Dec.
5—(By the Associated Press)—The
Germans today were still holding hands
along most of the new battle front.
Fighting was in progress around a forti-
fied farm north of Havrincourt, after an
enemy attack in the morning, but no
other offensive developed against the
British line up to noon.

There had been rumors of an attack
south of Marcoing, but it did not ma-
terialize; it is possible that it has been
postponed because of the heavy casual.ies
suffered by Von Hindenburg’s forces on
Monday.

T he Germans doubtless hope to push
back the British line and recapture the
front between I.a Vacquerie and Marco-
ing 'The sharp salient which General
Byng is holding about Bourlon Wood has
given :sise to interesting military prob-
lems. The British have held this line
against repeated heavy attacks, but there
is no gainsaying the fact that it is a
dificult position to maintain and it is
considered that the British front would
be considerably stronger without it.

The wood is filled with pools of water,
over which the gas from shells hangs
some times for twenty-four hours.

In Mesopotamia,

London, Dec. 6—The British official
communication dealing with the opera-
tions in Mesopotamia says: “After the
action of October 20, in which we estab-
lished ourselves” on the Jebel Hamrin
range (north of Bagdad), and on the left
bank of the Diala River, the Turks con-
tinued to hold a position in the hills and
on the right bank of that river north of
Bely Abbas. Generdl Marshall reports
that this position was attacked on the
morning of Monday by converging col-
umns, one of which successfully bridged
the Diala near Kizil Robat.

Enemy Repulsed On
[talian Front At All But
One Point: Losses Heavy

Italian Army Headquarters in North-
ern Italy, Dec. 6—(By the Associated
Press)—The furious enemy attack on
the Asiago Plateau has been repulsed
with heavy losses except at the north-
eastern sector, around Monte Tondare-
car, where, after a desperate struggle
which lasted until this morning, the en-
emy succeeded in occupying some: of
the advanced Italian lines, which were
moved to more serious positions.

The fighting has been extremely
heavy, with masses of infantry engaged
in hand-to-hand, combat. The first
attack on the Italian left was met and
repulsed by the 22nd Corps, with large
enemy casualties. Many prisoners weére
taken. The main attack on the Italian
right was contested thirty-six hours by
other corps, which inflicted heavy losses
before yielding ground.

“It is my earnest conviction that the
general economy of the country should
be permitted to readjust itself to the
new-revenue laws before consideration
should be given to the imposition of ad-
ditional tax burdens.”

Of the possibility that interest rates
on future Liberty Bond issues might be
raised; the secretary said:

“If a situation should develop where
the governmefit could not sell convert-
ible and partly tax exempt bonds upon
a 4 per cent bnsi;‘,it would, I believe,
become necessary to seriously consider
further revenue legislation. In my judg-
ment an increase in the rate of interest
of such bonds would be extremely un-
wise and hurtful”

Secretary. McAdoo disclosed that he
intends to recommend to congress later
in the session constructive and regula-
tory laws to prevent capital from going
into public or private enterprises un-
necessary for the war.

“It may also become necessary,” he
added, ‘t‘o. concert some ' constructive
measures through which essential cred-
its may be provided for those industries
and enterprises in the country essential
to the efficient and successful conduct
of the war. . The subject requires the
best thought and study. It is receiving
the most earnest consideration.

“The courage and resources of the na-
tion are so abundant that America’s suc-
cess in-the war is beyond question if
they are properly organized and intelli-
gently used. The economic and financial
condition of the country was never so
strong and America's spirit was never
more aroused to the importance and
necessity of going forward, resolutely
and regardless of sacrifice, to the accom-
plishment of the great task to which
God has called us.”

The “federal reserve system received
Secretary McAdoo'’s enthusiastic praise
for its part in the financing pro-
gramme. He pleaded for furthér
strengthening of :the reserve system by
the cntrance of state banks and trust
companies.

“Intelligent men -all over the coun-
try,” he said, “are beginning to realize
that the financial power of the United
States should be strengthened to the ut-
most limit if we are to meet successfully

SOLDIER'S LETTER 1§
UPHELD AS WILL

Sister Who, D:d Not Share in Dis-
tributied Now is to Get All

Montreal, Dec. 6—The first lawsuit
here under.the will of a soldier killed in
action .in this war was decided yester-
day by ‘Mr. Justice Ducles. Private
Alexander Larocque of the 22nd Bat-
talion, who was killed in France on May
22, 1916, was supposed to have died in-
testate, and a sister and two brothers
divided a sum of $640 which was com-
ing to him. Later a sister, A. Larocque,

\who had not shared in the distribution,

found a will in the soldier’s effects, the
will being in the phraseology of a let-
ter and leaving all to her.  She sued the
two brothers and sister, and Mr. -Jus-
tice Duclos gave judgment in her favor.
The judge held that "the paper, which
bore two signatures in addition to the

soldier’s signature, was a will inasmuch

as it was dated more than a month prior
to his death yet was kept in his pos-
session, instead of having been mailed,
as would have been the case if he had
regarded it simply as a letter.

The letter stated that he was leaving
all he had to his “dear sister.”

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A WORD WITH LIBERALS.

The present political contest is not be-

ing waged against the old Borden govern-
ment, which is dead.

Just as good Liberals as Sir Wilfrid
Laurier are today members or support-
ers of the union government. This gov-
ernment, which is half composed of -Lib~-
erals, is to be judged by its own record
—not by that of its predecessor.

: The Saturday Evening Post, declaring
that there should be no Republicans and
nio Democrats in the United States, says:
“The notion of a partisan government
in war is rank imbecility. Playing poli-
tics at this time is simply playing hell.”

The Hon. Geo. P. Grahem has assert-
ed that a man can support Laurier and
still be a supporter of the Wilitary Serv-
ice Act. The answer to that is Sir Wil-
frid Laurier himself. He has declared
himself opposed to ths Military Service
Act and has further asserted that if re-
turned to power he would not carry out
the act but take a referendum.

It is because Sir Wilfrid took this
stand that so many of his ablest lieu-
tenants left him and went into a union
government. Why did they pursue this
course? They might answer in the
words of the Halifax Chronicle, Liberal
of the Liberals, when it said:—“Because,
God helping us, we can do no other and
“keep our loyalty clean, and look the sol-
diers in the face when they come home.”

No Liberals have been bought. No
Liberals have abandoned their former
views and principles regarding the gov-
ernment of Canada. They have simply
put partisanship aside at what they be-
lieve to be the call of the higher pat-
riotism, and their duty to the men who
have gone to offer their lives for Can-

-ada. God helping them, they can do no
other.

They do not abuse those who hold a
different view, but they have a right to
protest against being denied the name of
Liberal because fhey have asserted the
Liberal principle of independence.

Those opposed to union government
are pursuing a very artful course. They
are trying to saddle upon a government
less than two months old the sins of a
partisan government which preceded it,
but which no longer exists. Thoughtful
electors will not be deceived by a cam-
paign . of this sort. There is one and
only one issue, clear-cut and compelling
in its character. It is the question
whether Canada 1s to send reinforce-
ments to the men in the trenches or de-
sert them. Opponents of the government
may protest that this is not true, but if
they are deceived themselves they can-
not deceive the public. We cannot fight
German guns ‘with referendums.

Desperate efforts are being made to
persuade Liberals that they cannot fol-
_low Mr. Carvell and Mr. Fielding and
Mr. MacLean and Mr. Rowell and the
other Liberal members of the union gov-
ernment without sacrificing Liberal prin-
ciples. Tt would be very bad for Can-
ada and for the cause for which Can-
ada is fighting if these efforts .should
meet with any measure of success. The
donor of Canada is pledged to the men
;in the trenches. We know how they are
voting. It would be a shameful reflec-
htion on all the rest of us if it should be
Jeft to the men in khaki to save the
honor of Canada by their votes as well
as by their blood.

They are ask-
ing themselves how they would vote if
they were part of a thin line, growing
ever thinner, in front of the German
guns in France or Flanders; and, lmvingl
that grim picture ever before them,
they refuse to”answer the crack of a
party whip. Their numbers should in-
crease, for they stand in Canada’s sec-
ond battle line, supporting the men in
the first line, where Death rides down
the wind from Germany.

CHARLIE WHITE

S om e thing of History of

Famous Boxing Referee
~ Who Died Recently in New
York

Charley White, widely known boxing
refcree who had been ill for a long time

with a complication of diseases, and
who died at his home, 845 Cherry street,
New York on last Saturday night, was
a product of the Old Seventh ward. He
was born in Cherry street about fifty-
five years ago, lived all his life in Cherry
street, and died in Cherry street. The
son of parents of moderate circum-
stances. White, as a youngster, had the
customary tussle ewith adversity, and
won through sheer courage, backed by
physical vigor of high order.

White literally fought the battle of
life, his fists finally winning him a posi-

| tion in East Side life, where he was re-

garded with feelings of respect
largely to his punch.

While in his teens White joined ‘the
Clinton Athletic Club, one of first ama-
teur clubs on the East Side, and took an
active interest in amateur boxing, which
then was at high water mark in the me-
tropolis. Although he never aspired to
enter the ranks of the boxers, he showed
the greatest aptitude for management
and directed . the affairs of many well
known amateur boxers of the time.

He. was the first manager of Matty
Matthews, who afterward became the
professional welterweight champion of
Anmerica.

White was always in demand when an
amateur tournament was to.be arranged
and his wide acquaintanee with boxers,
coupled with his knowledge of their re-
lative abilities, made him invaluable in
the perfecting of boxing programmes.

Early in his career White became in-
terested in politics and joined the John
F. Ahearn Association, of which he was
a member to the last.

He was an able lieutenant of Ahearn
in many a hot campaign and his forceful
methods, while distasteful to his oppon-
ents, were quite successful.

Conspicuous in Campaigns,

As a result of his political affiliations
White was made sergeant at arms of
the state committee at Albany, which
position he held up to the time of his

death. He also was sergeant at arms of
numerous political conventions and was
conspicuous in nearly every campaign.

It was as a referee of boxing bouts
*hat White attracted public _attention,
and he had not been the third man in
the ring many times before he won the
sobriquet of “Old Good Eye.” Nothing
seemed to escape him, and his decisions
;vere generally accepted as correct and
air. -

Singularly enough he began his career
as a referee away from his home town,
his first assignment being over in New-
ark, and the bout was far removed from
the championship class.

When the Horton law went into ef-
fect in 1898 and Tom O’Rourke was put
in control of the sport in this city,
White ‘was appointed official referee of
the Lenox Athletic Club,
and Lexington avenue, where many no-
table contests took place. The Horton
law merely removed the legal prohibi-
tion of boxing in the state, but provided
no controlling body; neither were there
any rules for the government of the
sport. The men who succeeded in hav-
ing the bill passed merely served notice
on all independent clubs to close their
doors and established as the two official
organizations the Broadway Athletic
Club, located in the building formerly
occupied by Old London streets, and the
Lenox Club. -

-Had Tilt With O’Rourke.

White refereed many bouts at the
spectators. But the referee and Tom
O’Rourke did not get along well and the
ill feeling culminated in a test of pug-
ilistic skill between the manager and
the referee in the dressing rooms prev-
ious to a contest between two men in
the ring. ‘

Each claimed a victory, but the fact
that White, without a mark, afterward
appeared in the ring and performed his
duties and that .O’Rourke was not te
be seen ~that night; gave rise to" the be-
lief that White eamned a decision on
points. .

.O’Rourke’ subSequently tried to dis-
i lodge White from his position as referee,
but the Fast Sider 'was able to bring
enough influence %o bear to hold him in
his place. It

After the repéal of the Horton law,
White devoted most of his time to poli-
tics, but was appointed an official referee
as soon ‘as the Frawley law went into
| effect. 2

One of the first bouts White refereed
under the new regime was that between
Leach Cross and Jimmy Duffy, Septem-
ber 10, 1912. Cross being disqualified
in. the fourth round for using the kidney
punch, which was specifically prohibit-
ed by the commission rules. Other re-
ferees had permitted boxers to use the
blow, but White thgpght‘the rule was
there to be enforced” and ‘he took sum-
mary action. =

HUNG BY ARG I
* HUN PRISON CAP

Corporal Dan Simons, who was
wounded at the second battle of Ypres,
and taken prisoner, and who spent near-
ly a year in German prison camps be-

fore being repatriated, gave an interest-
ing and sometimes pathetic account of

“his experienees, on Saturday afternoon,

before a large gathering of the Women’s
Unionist Association at their headquar-
ters in Ottawa. The gathering, which
was presided over by Lady Borden, was
informal. It was held principally to give
the women unionists of the city an op-
portunity to meet and enjoy a social
afternoon. Following Corporal Simons’
addre,, refreshments were served.

Corporal  Simons entertained those
present for nearly one hour with stories
of his experiences after his capturg; Fre-
quent applause greeted his accounts of
how ‘the Canadians conducted them-
selves at the front and after being cap-
tured. Many of the Canadians who
were prisoners were put to work in the
salt mines, and, being unaccustomed to
this trying work, their sufferings were
intense. He had frequently seen pris-
oners with the joints of their fingers
rotted away, and finger nails dropping
off, the salt having eaten into them.

Refused to Make Shells.

The Germans tried to force Canadians
to work in their munition factories, but
thousands refused. Corporal Simons
stated that he didn’t know of one Cana-
dian who would ,do this work, because
they knew the munitions would be used
to shoot down their own comrades. The
food was bad, insufficient in quantity,
and the men would have died of star-
vation had it not been for.the parcels
from home.

Camp restrictions placed upon prison-
ers by the Germans were in many cases
most severe and unjust. He told the
story of one prisoner who was just con-
valescing from a fractured 4arm. Before

he was able to use the l:mh he was or-

dered to do some trivial task in camp,
but refused, because he was unable to
use his arm. His - captors thereupon
strung him up by the arms, leaving him
suspended for two hours, before cutting
him down.

Need Reinforcements.

Corporal Simons put in a strong plea
for more reinforcements to take the
places of the men who have fallen at the
front. That the Germans were on their

lpst legs was shown by the presence of
so many boys and old men in their]‘ vt Gt

trenches.

Following his talk, a standing vote
of appreciation was tendered him by all
the ladies present,qon motion of Lady
Rarden.

Decumefit Published in Russia

London, Dec. 6—Secret documents
made public on Tuesday by the Bolshe-
viki included a telegram from N. Na-
bokoff, the Russian charge in London,
to Foreign Minister Terestchenko, dated
Oct. 6, which begins:

“Extra secret. Only for minister.”

The telegram intimates that M. Ne-
bakoff had informed a Special meeting
of the ambassadors of France, Italy, the
United States and Japan that he had
received information from Madrid to
the effect that a highly placed personage
in Berlin had expressed a wish to the
Spanish ambassador there to enter into
peace negotiations. The Spanish gov-
ernmént, however, could not undertake
mediation and confined itself to stating
that fact. Having received the message,
there were two alternatives, either to
leave the German inquiry unanswered
or to reply very carefully, and not to
reply would have given the German gov-
ernment an opportunity to use the ac-
tion as a means to raising the spirits of
the German people, and strengthening
Germany’s position in addition to in-
creasing the agitation in Russia.

make respecting peace and would con-
sider the matter in connection with its
Allies.

German Scheme Revealed In Secret |

~ GARE OF ROOTS IN STORAG

A great many tons of mangels, tur-
nips and carrots are lost' annually by
neglect after being placed in storage.
Everything may be done to insure a full
crop and to harvest it at the proper
time in good condition, yet, if not prop-
erly looked after during the 'winter
months, a high percentage of this crop
may become a total loss. Such loss can
‘be prevented only by prompt attention
to the details of storage requirements.

If a cellar is to be used for st‘orage, it
should be thoroughly cleaned, the venti-
lators put into good working order, and
thorough drainage and protection’ from
frost assured some time before it is fill-
ed. Usually in filling cellars it is cus-

tomary to dump the roots down through
a trap door in the floor above, or roll
them in over a shoot from windows at
the ground ef;vel. No matter how much
care is exercised in the performance of
either of these operations, there is bound
to be accumulation of broken and bruis-
ed roots and earth at the ends of the
shoots, or beneath the trap doors. Un-
less frozen, the broken and badly bruis-
ed roots, in such a mixture, will invari-
ably rot and by so doing generate heat
that will help to spread the infection to
the surrounding sound roots. It is there-
fore obvious that accumulations of - this
nature should be thoroughly cleaned out
as soon as possible after the harvest has
been completed, and the damaged roots
fed before they have had a chance to de-

cay.

%‘requently, during the winter months,
rotting will start among apparently
sound roots, usually as the result of an
unsound root becoming buried among
the others. Infection spreads rapidly
among roots in storage, and all such in-
fected areas should be thoroughly clean-
ed out whenever detected.

All classes of roots lose a certain
amount of moisture soon after harvest,
by evaporation or, as it is commonly
called, sweating. If an adequate circu-
lation of air among the roots has not
been provided for, t is moisture will con-
dense and wet places.- will be formed
which will favor the growth of moulds,
and other plant life, which may direct-
ly, or indirectly, cause rotting. It is,
therefore, imperative that during the first
few weeks of storage, and in fact when-
ever the outside weather permits, thor-
ough ventilation be maintained. |

The temperature in the cellar should
be such that the roots will neither grow

USE =Zvar

to any appreciable extent, nor yet freeze.

From freezing to 40 degrees F. may be
considered as the extreme range. It is
an excellent plan to hang a thermo-
meter in _a'convenient place in the
cellar and consult it daily. If the tem-
perature is above, say 88 degrees F., the
ventilators should be opened and, when
it drops sufficiently, closed. When the
warmer weather of spring and early
summer has set in, it is advisable to
keep thé ventilators closed during the
day and open during the night, so as to
admit only cool air, thus keeping the
cellar cool as long as possible. .

If roots art to pitted outside, it is
essential that thorough drainage is as-
sured, either by choosing a location on
sloping or sandy land, or by providing
artificial drainage.

After the roots have been piled and
the ventilators inserted, the pile should
be covered only with straw to a depth
of about eight inches. Later in the sea-
son, when cooler weather has set in,
about 4 inches of earth should be plac-
ed over the straw. Still later, when this
earth has become frozen to a depth of
about two inches, another . covering of
straw and earth should be made. When
cold weather has finally set in, the venti-
lators should be plugged with straw.

If the pit has been properly construct-
ed and covered correctly, there is little
danger of the roots rotting. As a pre-
caution, however, it is advfsable to hang
a thermometer in every second ventilator
and to consult it occasionally. If the
temperature in the pit gets higher than
45 degrees F., it is evident that heating
is taking Jylace, and the pit should be
opened and the infected area thoroughly
cleaned out.

In the spring the layers of covcring
should be gradually removed, the venti-
lators opened and, generallv speaking,
the protection modified to suit the rising
temperature.

New York, Dec. 3—Two hundred and
six persons with millionaire incomes—
ten of them with annual incomes of more
than $5,000,000 and 196 with incomes
ranging from $1,000,000 to $5,000,000—
are shown in the income tax figures of
the internal revenue bureau for the fiscal
year 1917, just issued from ‘Washington.

The report of the tax shows growing
sums, despite the fact that a lower num-
ber of income taxpayers is shown than
was estimated. The figures do not show
the full effect of the war as a creator of
millionaires, and practically none of the
effect of the entry of the United States,
as’ that will not be apparent until next
vear’s report. While 478,086 persons
paid income taxes last year, previous cs-
timates set the number as high as 700,-

New York, Dec. 3—The agreement
reached Friday by the International
Sugar Committee with the commission
appointed by President Menocal estab-
lished a price to.be paid on new-crop
Cuba raws at approximately 4.60c f.o.b.
Cuba is expected to be followed imme-
diately by free purchases by the former,
since the food administration is anxious
to permanently relieve the stringency in
eastern markets at the earliest possible

moment. At last xeports five centrals
were already grinding, and -the number

will no doubt be rapidly augmented,

though the labor situation in the island
may be the cause of more or less delay.
Already some new raws have reached
Cuban ports. Arrangements for provid-
ing the necessary vessels promptly to
move the crop and the working out of a
satisfactory rate of freight are being ac-
tively pushed. It is reported the Brit- |
ish Sugar Commission has bought Peru
sugars for prompt shipment at the
equivalent of 5%ec. cif. New York, as
well as a considerable quantity of Brit-
ish West Indies for February, July ship-
ment at 4%ec. f.o.b.

New York, Dec. 5—Wladek Zbyszko,
_the mighty son of Poland, lived up. to
his press agent’s description last night
at the opening of the international wrest-
ling tournament at the Lexington The-
atre, when he scored a triumph over
George Manich, a Serbian wrestler, in
one of the finish bouts. Zbyszko, dis-
play}ng all of the form which has earned
him the reputation of being among the
foremost contenders for the laurels now
worn by Frank Gotch, made his Serbian
opponent look like a novice during the
short time the bout lasted, and after two
minutes and twenty-seven seconds of
tussling, he pinned the shoulders of Man-
ich to the mat with a body hold.

This hold proved the most effective of
the few attempted by Zbyszko, and in
downing his rival with it the Polish
wrestler lifted Manich clear of the floor
to hurl him to the mat with a thud.
From the start Zbyszko was on the
offensive and kept the Serbian busy
writhing out of- the few holds he tried
as somewhat in the nature of prelimin-
ary holds.

This, as a matter of fact, was all that
the holds could be termed for it seemed
that the Polish athlete was simply feel-
ing out his opponent and getting warmed
to his task. That it didn’t take him
long to get warmed up was evident with
the clean-cut and decisive manner with
which he disposed of his first adversary
of the tournament in 2.27.

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" HUN PRISON CAMP

Corporal Dan Simons, who  was
wounded at the second battle of Ypres,
and taken prisoner, and who spent near-
ly a year in German prison camps be-
fore being repatriated, gave an interest-
ing and sometimes pathetic account of
his experiences, on Saturday afternoon,
before a large gathering of the Women’s
Unionist Association at their headquar-
ters in Ottawa. Thé gathering, which
was presided over by Lady Borden, was
informal. It was held principally to give
the women unionists of the city an op-
portunity to meet and enjoy. a social
afternoon. Following Corporal Simons’
address, refreshments were served.

Corporal Simons entertained those
present for nearly one hour with stories
of his experiences after his capture. Fre-
quent applause greeted his accounts of
how the Canadians conducted them-
selves at the [front and after being cap-
tured. Many of the Canadians who
were prisoners were put to work in the
salt mines, and, being unaccustomed to
this trying work, their sufferings were
intense. He had frequently seen pris-
oners with the joints of their fingers
rotted away, and finger nails dropping
off, the salt having eaten inte them.

Refused to Make Shells,

The Germans tried to force Canadians
to work in their ‘munition factories, but
thousands refused. Corporal Simons
stated that he didn’t know of one Cana-
dian who would do this work, because
they knew the munitions would be used
to shoot down their own comrades. The
food' was bad, insufficient in guantity,
and the men would have died ‘of star-
vation had it not been for the parcels
from home.

Camp restrictions placed upon prison-
ers by the Germans were in many cases
most severe and unjust. He told the
story of one prisoner who was just con-
valescing from a fractured arm. Before
he was able to use the limb he was or-
dered to do some trivial task in camp,
but refused, because he was unable to
use his arm. His captors thereupon
strung him up by: the arms, leaving him
suspended for two hours, before cutting
him down. i

Need Reinforcements.

Corporal Simons put in a strong plea
for more reinforcements to take the
places of the men who have fallen at the
front. That the Germans were on their
last legs was shown by the presence of

MAY CONSTRUCT
30000 HOUSES
AFTER THE WAR

That 300,000 houses may be built af-
ter the war by local authorities in Great

Britain, with the financial assistance of
the state, was a prediction made at
Manchester recently by W. Hayes Fish-
er, M. P., president of the local govern-
ment board. The whole question of
housing in Great Britain is an interest-
ing one and jt appears. to have become
very pressing.

The state, as g state, said Mr. Fisher,
had never taken. upon itself the obliga-
tion to house the people. It had left
this duty to ithe'local authorities, and
the local authorties had done very lit-
tle. They. wer just beginning to make
a move when the war broke out; but the
plans of all of them for 1918-14-15 did
not{ contemplate the building of more
Fthak 12,000 housés. "Oveér 95 per cent.
of the houses in the country had been
built by private enterprise.

Private«Enterprise Gone.

During the last- year or two before
the war, Mr. Fisher $aid, private enter-
prise was being driven out of the field,
and he and his colleagues in the depart-
ment were persuaded that it would not
be possible to coax private entereprise
back just yet. /They did not think the
state was a good  builder, therefore
they turned to the ¥vcal authorities and
asked them what they were prepared
to do provided that substantial finan-
cial assistance was forthcoming. « To the
circular issued by the local government
board 1,231 out of the 1,806 local au-
thorities had replied.

These replies showed a requirement
of 150,000 houses immediately, and of *
180,000 after the war; schemes were al-
ready prepared for building 40,000, and
the authorities were< willing to build
another 116,000. One-third of the local
authorities had not replied, but it might
be taken that the whole of them would
be prepared to build 200,000, and he
thought they could easily be induced to
increase. the number to 300,000, which
a special sub-committee of the Recon-
struction Committee had arrived at as
the number which ought to be built
within a year of the conclusion of the
war.

Aid from the Treasury.

The local authorities, of course, Mr.
Fisher said, would want to know pre-
cisely what was meant by “substantial
financial assistance.” He was not yet
in a position to. tell them, because the
treasury had not answered the letter
he sent some time ago asking what
amount of money they were willing to
place at his disposal. uBt it was per-
missible to make some kind of calcul-
ation. He added:

“In 1915 in order to induce certain
local authorities to build houses for the
need of great influxes of munition
workers, the goyernment had to make
free grants which averaged 22% per
cent of the cost of building. To build
300,000 houses would cost about £90,-
000,000. Supposing the Exchequer could
raise £30,000,000 or a free grant, on
what principles should it be distri-
buted? .

“The first guiding principle is that the
local authoritiess must go into partner-
ship with the state. The state, if it is
wise, would neither build the hounses.
nor own, nor control them. That has
been proved by experience to be a very
expensive arrangement. The local au-
thority would have to make the con-
tracts for the building of the houses
and to fix the rents. There is an obli-
gation upon the local authorities to take
some risks in this matter; they should
