London, Oct 17.—Vice-Admiral Four- 
net, commander of the Anglo-French 
fleet In the Mediterranean, has handed 
the Greek government a new note of an 
extremely grave character, says a dis­
patch to the Exchange Telegraph Com­
pany from Athens dated yesterday. Fol­
lowing the presentation of the no'e King 
Constantine, it is added, came to the 
capital in haste from the royal residence 
at Tatoi. |

The railway stations of Athens and 
Piraeus, the city hall at the capital and 
the Castalia Barracks have been occupied 
by French and Italian sailors to the num­
ber of 1,000 while 150 bluejackets with 
two machine guns have been stationed 
in the municipal theatre, according to 
a Reuter dispatch from Athens today. 
The city is quiet.

An urgent cabinet council has been 
summoned.

It is officially explained, adds the dis­
patch, that the detachments landed will 
assist the police in stopping demonstra­
tions which threaten trouble.

London, Oct. 17—The allies have taken 
over the Greek battleships Kilkis, the 
Lemnos and the Averoff, says Renters “ 
Athens correspondent. Allied crews 
put on board the battleships, the corre­
spondent says, and the Greek crews were 
landed and sent to Athens.

taking advantage of the position of the 
Roumanians, who were compelled to 

I withdraw several divisions in order to 
reinforce the Dobruja front. They hâve 
assembled about ten divisions and at­
tacked violently the Roumanian army 
in Transylvania. Owing to crushing 
superiority and heavy artillery, together 
with machine guns, the enemy succeed­
ed in driving back the Roumanians, who 
were powerless in the face of the long 
range guns. Although unseasoned, the 
Roumanian troops tried to stand the 
fierce fire, counter attacking all the time, 
but they were compelled to withdraw.

ing for Toronto to attend the fall meet­
ing of the foreign mission board of the 
Presbyterian church in Canada.

Beginning with the remark that he had 
nine relatives who are officers in the Brit­
ish army and navy, Dr. deBlois declared 
that all Americans whose forbears were 
of Anglo-Saxon stock sympathize with 
the Allies, not for love of England or 
France, but because they realize that the 
Allies are fighting the battles of true 
democracy. With unerring touch he set 
out the record and the purpose of the 
Prussian autocrats, and what German 
victory would mean. Passing then to 
Japan he described her as the Germany 
of the Orient, seeking to gain greater 
power at any cost, in sharp contrast to 
the real democracy of China. Dr. de 
BIols’ closing wor£s dealt with the proc- 
tariat and the dangers to be faced, after 
the war, and he made a most eloquent 
appeal to every man to be ready to do 
his part in the cause of true democracy 
in the world.

The $75,000 needed to build the new 
school house in Bentley street, now in 
the course of construction, will be raised 
by the issue of bonds, in denominations 
of $500, redeemable in twenty-five years, 
with interest payable at five per cent.

Secretary Leavitt’s report showed that 
the number of students enrolled in the 
schools total 7,792, of whom 3,757 are 
boys and 4,036 are girls. The average 
attendance during September was 91.56. 
One thousand one hundred and forty-six 
new permits were issued, compared with 
1,124 last year. The secretary also read 
a new schedule of increase in wages for 
teachers. Mr. Henry, one of the former 
teachers in the St. John schools, has 
been wounded at the front, and the 
hoard directed the secretary to write his 
parents, expressing the feeling of the 
trustees. Truant Officer McMunn sub­
mitted his report, showing 50 irregulars 
and four truants during the month of 
September.

It is mined from (deposits 
in the earth and there is no good reason 
that we can think of why the half mil­
lion people of Toronto should allow two 
or five or ten traders to get In between 
the underground supply and themselves, 
each taking a profit and making the cost 
to the consumer unnecessarily high. If 
the community can do its buying whole­
sale <and can retail the coal direct to the 
user at a fair price, surely that would 
be one' of the most sensible uses to 
which community organizationycould be 
put.

Three Have Won Commissions on 
the Field; Their Grandfather 
Was Officer in U. S. Army

The six sons of Mrs. G. D. Campbell 
of Weymouth, N.S., formerly of Bangor, 
who enlisted in the British army," are 
now serving their country with bravery 
and distinction, thus carrying out the 
proud traditions of their family. Mrs. 
Campbell’s father, Alpheus Taf Pal­
mer of Bangor, was a first lieutenant ’n 
the United States army during the Mexi­
can war of 1846, and was brevetted on 
the field in recognition of his service.

Albert, with the 58th Howitzer Bat­
tery of Fredericton, now at Petewawa.

Duncan, sergeant in the 106th Bat­
talion, now in England.

This is one of the finest records of any 
family in Nova Scotia, or for that mat­
ter In Canada. A year ago last Christ-, 
mas the entire family was united in 
Weymouth ; today, the sons are scat­
tered at the front, in England and in 
Canada. All are King’s College men..

Three of them have won commissions. 
Colin won his after long service as a 
private and experience in severe fight­
ing at the front. The other two, Glld­
den and Kenneth, obtained commissions 
after long study and close attention to 
military duties. Three others, Thomas, 
Albert and Duncan, enlisted as privates. 
Duncan was promoted to sergeant soon 
after enlisting.

Colin, the youngest of the family, was 
the first to enlist, joining the army in 
August, 1914, soon after the war broke 
out. He entered the home service and 
did duty at McNab’s Island in connec­
tion with the searchlight service. Later 
he became attached to the 25th artillery 
battery at Fredericton. When the bat­
tery was sent to France, Campbell was 
wounded In the battle of La Bassee.

I A Frightful Road
“One needs -to know the obstacles in 

the way of that battery getting to the 
position indicated .between 7 p.m.
4 o’clock the next morning. For one 
thing the roads were so frightfully con­
gested with traffic that no vehicle could 
proceed beyond five miles an hour, and 
the delays and hold-ups on thl road 
were innumerable. Often one is held 
up at a cross-roads while a hundred lor­
ries stream by at a time, probably all 
going to the same place for ammunition 
or stores.’ As the guns of the 107th S.B. 
C.G.A. are motor drawn, considerable 
time is taken in starting and stopping 
such heavy vehicles. Again, the roads 
used to become muddy, and on this oc­
casion it lyid been raining for two days. 
The roads were almost impassable in 
places, anti miles of traffic would be 
held up in such places. The men had 
had no rest since September 9th, and 
were badly fatigued. The rations had 
to be drawn, involving another side trip 
of eight miles. Our two lorries of the 
59th H.A.G. were placed at the dis­
posal of the 107th for rations- 
withstanding all these and many other 
difficulties 107th S.B.* came smiling into 
59th H.A.G. at' 12 p.m. on September 
12th. Straight on they went, following 
a guide, to their chosen abode for opera­
tions during the big offensive. At 1.80, 
107th S.B. found themselves at the out­
skirts of an old wood, which had been 
‘strafed’ for the past month. The offi­
cers and men, working herd, brought 
two of their guns into position. The 
pits were dug and the guns were in 
place at 8 a.m. The maps then arrived 
from the 59th H.A*G. The wires for 
the telephones had been laid and con­
nected with 59th H.A.G. exchange in 
the wood, the ammunition was unload­
ed and piled in trenches close by the 
juns. Not a man in the 107th S.B. but 
lad strained every nerve and muscle to 
do his task well. At 8.80 the O.C. of 
the 107th S.B. rang into 59th H.A.G. and 
reported he Was ready to go into action 
at once, and was waiting for a ’plane to 
appear.
Getting Registration

“It rained hard on September 18 all 
day. The ,>ky was dense with clouds, 
and, therefore, aeroplanes observation 
was impossible. 107 S.B. were determin­
ed not to be baffled from taking part in 
the big push after all their strenuous 
labors, and a guide provided by the 69th 
H.A.G. escorted an officer of 107 S.B. 
to an observation point some 8,000 yards 
up the salient, an excellent spot to ob­
serve artillery fire from. Three times 
the observation point had to be evacu­
ated on account of intense shelling, and 
three times were the communications to 
the battery cut, 'but each time the diffi­
culty was surmounted, and by 8 o’clock 
on the afternoon of the 18th 107th S.B. 
had obtained their registration.

“On the evening of the 16th, 107 S.B. 
had put out over BOO rounds. Their fire 
was 
lent.
they ‘do in’ so thoroughly that when our 
infantry arrived on the spot the fol­
lowing morning they were unable to dis­
tinguish what had been a trench. So 
badly were they ‘done in’ that the in­
fantry found it impossible to secure any 
protection from what they had hoped 
would shelter them from the enemy fire-

Major W. J. Osborne of Fredericton, 
who has been wounded in the fighting 
on the Somme has been at the front for 
about two months, having crossed to 
France from England to join the 6th 
Canadian Mounted Rifles. He went 
overseas in command of one of the com­
panies of the 65th Battalion. Major Os­
borne was for years prominent in the 
71st York Regiment, and also an officer 
in one of the Ontario Militia Regiments. 
The wounded officer is principal of the 
Frederiction Business College in this 
city and was an alderman representing 
Queens ward at the City Council when 
he secured an appointment with the 65th 
Battalion.
