Kuepferle arrived in Liverpool on Feb-
ruary 14. He showed a passport signed
by Secretary of State William J. Bryan,
issued ten days prior to his sailing from
New York. In writing the letter, which
resulted in his arrest, he gave his home
taddress as 1665 De Kalb Avenue, Brook-
lyn. He represented himself to be a wool-
en merchant. From Liverpool he went to
Dublin, then to London, where he was
arrested February 16. :

Kuepferle left a message written on
a slate bearing testimony to the fairness
of his trial. He confessed he was a sol-
dier, said he wished to die as a soldier,
and declared he could not bear to mount

MOREDF LANGEMHACK

Wounded Soldiers From Maritime
“Previnces Tell of Experiences

George Barkhouse of Amberst, writ-
ing to his mother of the battle of
Langemarck, in which he was wounded,
says:—

“The funny part of it was that'I never
got a scratch in the charge we made.
Qur first orders were to take a trench
and g strip of woods, and that was the
last order I heard, but we took what
we were after and held it, but with
heavy losses. We were relieved on Sa-
turday morning and just two or three
could leave the trench at a time, so two
of us were going to outr billets, but were
told not to leave an officer. The Ger-
mans were shelling the road too much
;so'it was not safe. 'We walked back to
the dressing station and saw a lot of
English soldiers digging themselves in,
so” we reported to their captain and
about an hour later made ah advance,
and just s we were getting into action
again, I got hit with a piece of shrapnel
in the back and shoulder. The stretch-
er bearers fixed me up and I stayed in
a hole until dusk, then got down to a
dressing station and from that safely to
No. 2 Canadian General Hospital.”

Kane, of Ambherst, also wound-
ed, writes to his mother:—

“] got a slight wound in the foot, but
it does not amount to much. We were
in the scrap of April 22. We heard the
sounds of heavy firing about half past
four and did not pay much attention,
until about a quarter to six, then we got
the order to put on light equipment,
with no overcoats and line a trench by
our billets, and all the time we could
see refugees and a few French soldiers
fleeing past us, and gas—you could have
cut into it with a knife. It made our
eyes water. At dusk we were three miles
farther on so we moved on to an open
field and stayed there until about ten,
then a company of the 10th Battalion
taok up its position in front of us, then
we came, and then the rest of the 10th.
‘We char| across 400 yards of an open
space, till we got within 150 yards of a
wood, then a regular hell let loose. They
must have turned twenty machine guns
on 100 yards in front of us. They got
us at a hedge. We could not go over
ity 80 had to go thrz:egb gaps, a sight I
would not want to again. We got a
German colonel, and a few- privates, and
I.got mine. It will be all right in a
week.”

Private Clarence Macnutt, of London-
derry, N. S, a nephew of Collector of
Customs L. C. Macnutt of Fredericton,
was also wounded at Langemarck- His
battalion, the 16th Highlanders of Van-
*ouver, was in one of the hottest corn-
erg in the great battle, and had a very
long list of casualties. Private Macutt
had a remarkable escape from death. He
rot a bullet in his right shoulder, which
lisabled him; another went clean
through his cap, a third cut thyough the
left shoulder of his great coati a fourth
grazed his neck, leaving only a sczatch,
and a fifth stripped the wood off his
rifle. Private Macnutt writes that he is
receiving the best of treatment = from
doctors and nurseg in the Second South-
srn  Hospital, Southmead Infirmary,
Bristol, England, conducted by the Red
Cross.

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AN URGENT APPEAL,

Mr. Noel Marshall, chairman of the
Canadian Red Cross Society, appeals on
behalf of the Soclety to all Canadians
to contribute even more generously than
in the past. The reason is obvious. Our
Canadian soldiers are now in the thick
of the fighting and will be there in
steadily increasing numbers. The call
for hospital supplies will be more urg-
ent, and must be mnet. Mr. Marshall
writes ;—

“It i3 estimated that if each head of
« family throughout the Dominion con-
tributed but five cents a month during
the duration of the war, sufficient money
for all purposes would be obtained.”

The question at once arises, are all
the people thinking of their obligation,
not only to the men in the hospitals,
but to the men in the trenches, who
erave for little field comforts which they
cannot get unless those at home collect
and send them forward through the
agency of the Canadian War Contingent
Association?

This is not a charity. Those men are
fighting our battles. Because they risk
“thelr lives our lives are safe and our
bomes protected. The obligation is uni-
versal, and the response should he na-
tion-wide and prompt. . The appeal of
the Red Cross, therefore should not fall
upon unheeding ears. Self-denial is call-
ed for and shotld be welcomed as a
privilege under the terrible conditions
of this great imperial crisis. Those who
have most should give most, but even
the poorest can contribute something,
and the aggregate of such gifts would
be large enough to bring relief to the
sick and wounded, fleld comforts to the
fighting men, food to the Belgians and
support to the families of the fighting
men. The special appeal of the Red
Cross is for the sick and wounded. Let
the response be worthy of Canadians.

LEST THEY FORGET.

It may be hoped that c\ontemphtion
of the épringing grass and opening buds
end other heralds of the good old sum-
mer time will ot wholly distract the
attention of Premier Clarke and his col-
leagues from certain charges made by
Mr. Veniot, and which the people were
sssured would be fully and promptly
investigated. It may also be hoped that
the three members of the legislature
whose political *reputation is involved
will not let the shadow of a\(picion fall
upon them for a moment. There has, in-
deed, been some such thought in the
public mind as that they should insist
upon an immediate enquiry, not even
waiting tlll the trees budded end the
logs came down. Their continued sil-
ence 'would be rather unfortunate.

Of cpurse it 'is assumed that Com-
missioner Chandler will soon go to the
North Shore, if he has not already laid
his plans to do so, and that no difficulty
will be put in the way of a complete
enquiry. It is remembered that the at-
torney general intimated that even a
suspicion would bé looked into by a
/ government which yearnsg for the full-
est publicity. Of course no such sug-
gestion would be made as that Mr.
Chandler would drag the witnesses
across the province to Fredericton, when
his home is in Moncton, within a few
miles from Kent county and within
easy reach of Gloucester. No doubt we
shall soon be informed that he will hold
en enquiry in those two ecountles, and
that the government wgll lend every
assistance to make the enquiry as
thorough as that which brought out the
interesting facts about the famous Dal-
housfe Lumber Company check. The
attorney general will doubtless imprese
upon the commissioner the need of
prompt action and a thorough investi-
gation. Meanwhile, time flies.

FIELD COMFORTS

An organization whose sole aim will
%e to make public appeals and collect
and send forward fleld comforts for the
soldiers who are fighting has just been
formed in this city. It will send the
comforts through the agency of the Na-
tional Service Committee of Canada, and
the Canadian War Contingent Associa-
tion whose headquarters are in London,
through which everything for the sol-
diers who are in the field must go. The
Red Cross handles everything for the
sick and wounded. In some places the
organizations handling Red Cross sup-
plies and those handling field comforts
use the same depot. Referring to this
matter the latest bulletin of the Red
Cross says: “By courtesy of the Red
Cross Society these goods (fleld com-
forts) are allowed to pass through their
headquarters warehouse in Toronto and
through the shipping warehouse,” but
it points out that the Red Cross cannot
itself collect and send the goods for-
ward. This must be done by an organi-
gation under another name, even though
made up of the same persons. There is
a constant appeal for tobacco; and such
articles as socks, colored handkerchiefs,
" pipes, candies, gum, confectionery, games
and sporting goods would also be a
great boon to the men, The National Ser-
vice Committee has already sent forward
large quantities of these materials, but
with more men in the trenches there
will be still greater meed of this loving
jervice on the part of those at home. An
wppeal throughout New Brunswick will
loubtless meet-with a.ready response.

CLEAN UP THE CITY.

Every citizen should read carefully
the directions given by Com. McLellan
for the two clean-up days in this city
next week. The campaign should be
thorough, and all should co-operate.

It i8 to be particularly noted that re-
fuse must be placed in barrels and boxes,
and that the authorities do not propose
to haul away lumber and old junk and
miscellaneous goods dumped op the
sidewalk. Wood can be eut up and
burned at home, and the junk man can
look after the other articles for which
the owner has_no use. Ashes, garbage,
old papers and anything that can be
packed in barrels and boxes will be
taken, although the commissioner gives
special instructions as to the packing of
the garbege.

No doubt all the teams needed will be
available for the two days, for all the
citizens should be glad to co-operate in
a work so greatly needed, and so im-
portant in relation to the public health.
Every householder shguld co-operate, so
that when the campaign is over St. John
may be a cleaner town than ever before.
in its history. Civic pride and public
spirit have here a fine opportunity to
crown the efforts of the safety depart-
ment ant board of health with complete
success. The matter concerns the wel-
fare of the people as & whole, and none
should be indifferent. Some day we
shall have an incinerator, but there will
never be a time when the people can
afford to be indifferent to any effort to
make the eity cleaner and healthier.

London, May 17—If Dr. Dernburg at-
tempts to get back to Germany through
English patrolled waters he runs a risk
of being seized as a hostage of war. The
news of Dr. Dernburg’s anxiety to get
back to the Fatherland has caused won-
derment as to the motives that lead him
to want to get out of America at this
time. The opinion is that Dr. Dern-
burg feels- that the propaganda spread
by him in America has been found to
be unsavory in view of the cumulative
evidence of Germany’s policy, which
reached a climax in the sinking of the
Lusitania, and that Dr. Dernburg finds
himself hopelessly out of touch with real
American sentiment,

However that may be, Great Britain
would like to see Dr. Dernburg try to
get home on any steamer touching Brit-
ish shores. If he is aulacious enough to
sail on a British steamer there naturally
would be no escape for him. British
authorities in that event would arrest
him the moment he stepped on land. &
he sailed on a Holland steamer, the Brit-
ish, if certain he was aboard, might stop
the steamer and arrest him when the
ship got into English waters.

‘What would happen to Dr. Dernburg
after his seizure would probably be no-
thing less than imprisonment as an en-

enmy alien, but England really does not
tiink he will head this way. Officials are

Colonel Rennie sends the following
letter from Captain Streight. In sending

it Colonel Rennie remarks: “Our casu-
alties have been very heavy, but, as you
see from the enclosed, the regiment be-
haved most creditably.”

Captain Streight’s letter is as follows:

“I was wounded and made prisoner
on the evening of the 24th of April I
cannot go into details, except to say
that my command was completely
wi; out. The men were wonders, and
faithful to the last. We were the last to
be taken, and then only‘after a hand-to-
hand struggle. The press here gives
a good account of us.

“It says we dug our own graves and
died in them, and that their troops nev-
er met such pluck and determination.
They speak the truth. We have fallen
into good hands. Every attention is paid
our wants and needs. A’ casualty list is
impossible. Many were left behind on
the field. We never got in touch with
them after the first advanceé. All are well
here. I wish to be remembered to all
and better luck to you who remain.”

The prime minister and
foreign minister will be among those to
remain and the change will not mean
any alteration of the policy of pressing
the war to a successful issue as early as
possible.

It is believed that the most prominent
members slated for retirement are Lord
Haldane, lord high chancellor; the Mar-
quis of Crewe, secretary of state for
India; Lewis Harcourt, secretary of state
for the colonies, and Augustine Birrell,
chief secretary for Ireland. The Marquis
of Crewe and Mr. Birrell will go willing-
ly. Mr. Harcourt may be raised to the

peerage and promoted to be Viceroy of |

India. :

INTERNED SEA CAPTAINS
AND MEN IN TURKEY

Having received full réports through
authentic sources as to the treatment of
interned British prisoners in Turkey, es-
pecially as regards the captains, officers
and crews of the steamers “City of Khi-
os” and “Assiout” the Imperial Mer-
chant Service Guild are glad to learn
that on the whole they are faring much
better than might have been expected
and their conditions appear to be at
least superior to those prevailing in the
Ruhleben Camp at Germany ® where,
amongst the great number of interncd
prisoners, are 180 merchant captains and
officérs almost all of whom are members
of the guild.

The guild have just been informed by
their respresentative at Salonica that he
has received a post card direct from
Captain Allen of the “Assiout” who re-
quests that the secretary of the guild
be informed that the prisonmers in Tur-
key are “all well and comfortable.”

The conditions of these prisoners were
referred to in the House of Commons by
Captain Basil E. Peto, M. P,, chairman
of the parliamentary committee of the
guild and endeavors are being made to
secure postal and parcel communication
with the prisoners in Turkey.

\Acting on a hint from the consul-gen-
eral for the United States at Smyrna,
the guild are contributing 80 pounds
out of their war fund which is being
sent out to Turkey for the amelioration
of the conditions of the prisoners, half of
it being earmarked for the benefit  of the
captains and officers interned. Also it

has been decided to send further sub- |

stantial parcels of tobacco and cigar-
ettes—the cost to be defrayed out of the
fund—to each of the 161 captains and of-
ficers interned at the Ruhleben Camp,
Germany.

St. John lost one of its most promin-
ent citizens this morning in the death
of John Robertson McIntosh, M.D., who
passed away after having been in failing
health for some time at his home, 40
Coburg street.
