“The commissioners will recommend
to the U. M. W. that in return for bet-
ter wages and working conditions, it
should endeavor to induce its members
to abandon the present policy of sporadic
strikes. over mratters which it is consid-|
ered could be settled in a few minutes|
by a committee of men and oﬂlcials;j
that it should do its utmost to increase
production, at this time of need in the
fuel supply of the country, and that
when a wage agreement is made with
the operators it should be observed for
a sufficient length of time to enable the|
companies to stabilize prices and the
market generally.”

THE RAILWAY RATES. \

The railroad rates increase is eviden-
ly to be taken into politics. The an-
nouncement of the increase has called
forth opinions which vary from the
approval voiced by the Montreal Gazette
to the assertion of the Toronto Telegram
that “the decision will put up the shutters
on many of the country’s " commercial
and industrial undertakings,” and the
,declaration of Mayor Church of Toronto
that “the Railway should be dismissed.”
Let us consider first what iy said by
tthose who favor the increase. They point
out, and say it is not denied, that with-
wout the increase the C. P.'R. would have
‘a considerable deficit this year, and with
‘the increase will only have a moderate
surplus. To the contention that the
railway company should use its large
raccumulated reserves to tide it over the
‘Railway Board replies that if ¢his policy
were pursued the C. P. R. would soon
‘find itself in the position of the Canad-
Jan Northern and Grand Trunk system.
In other words, the Board contends that

it is good business for the country for

the C. P. R. to pay its way and have
.an ample reserve for emergencies. As
“the: government railways are npt in nearly
‘as good a  position at present as the
C. P. R, they will still have a deficit to
be absorbed by the country, even with
the increased rates; and the ‘Board con-
ten‘ﬂS that it is desirable ‘to have them
gradually gain a position where this
'would no longer be necessary. The Mon-
treal Gagette not only approves the in-
creased rates but is unable to see any
justification for limiting any portion of
ithe increase to the end of the year, since
it segs no prospect of a lowering of wages
ior of the cost of materials such as might
‘warrant a reduction.in rates.

/ The Toronto Telegram, which bitterly
denounces the increased rates describes
them as “loot” of which the peeple are
the victims, It estimates the aggregate
inerease at $121,000,000, of which the
C..P. R. would get $78400,000 and the

,government railways ~$48,000,000 and

adds:—*“This is added into cost by manu-
facturers.wholesalers and retailers. By
the time the consumer is reached the
amount has increased from two to five
times the original, and is estimated at
$300,000,000, or $1,000,000 for each work-
ing day. ‘Putting the.case another way.

" .and making freights rates the measure of

oy

distance, the Telegram says the award
has added five hundred miles to the dis-
tance from Toronto to Winnipeg, and
over one thousand miles to that from
Toronte to Vancouver. An Ottawa des-
patch is more moderate in estimating
the “cost to the public, putting it at
$125,000,000 to $200,000,000.

*From ‘a1l parts of the country have

. come protests against the increased rates,

and a call for an appeal to the govern-
ment, The president of the Wholesale
Grocers’ Association says the increase
. means a raise of one hundred per cent
to the consumer, at the ﬁ‘me when some
relief from high pressure was being felt
and more was hoped for. There is no
doubt at all about the increase, multiplied
more than once, being passed on to the
consumer. Nor is there much doubt that
there will be an appeal to the govern-
ment, but there does not really seem to be
yuch hope of success, as we are told
' “several appeals have been taken in the
past, but an instance of any variation by
the .government of the judgement of the
commission is exceedingly rare,” and one
minister is said to have expressed the
view that the award is not high enough.
§The government, as owner of one of the
great railways systems interested, hav-
ing the largest milage, is placed in a
Tathed awkward' position; but of course
if an appeal is made it must be given
consideration for political if for no
other reasons.

A Toronto alderman asserts that
milk is being sold within a hundred miles
of that city at six and seven cents a
quart, and that a municpal system of
milk supply would cut the present Tor-
cuto price in two. The Board of Control
lias asked for a committee to survey the
. milk situation in that city.

A PATRIOTIC DUTY. i

Dr. Hastings, medical health officer of
Toronto, in his last monthly report re-
ferred to the large amount of money
spent annually to improve live stock, and
contrasted this policy with the absence
of precautions or safeguards to improve
the human stock. The feeble minded
child, he said, is not curable, but the
reproduction of such children # prevent-
able, and that it is not done is “a sad
indictment on our boasted civilization.”

Not only is no action taken in New
Brunswick- along the line indicated by
Dr. Hastings, but there is not even an
institution for the feeble-minded. The
Children’s Aid Society of St. John has
been at/sits wits’ end in regard to a
number of cases of feeble-minded girls
committed to its care.at different times.
Were there a suitable institution these
defectives could be protected, cared-for,
and made in a measure self-sustaining.
At present there is the constant danger
that they will reproduce their kind.

But in this province we do not even
provide classes for mentally defective
children. Of 82,347 pupils examired in
Toronto schools, 588 were found to be
mentally defective, and Dr. Hastings de-
plares that for their benefit some fifteen

or twenty industrial classes should be
arranged for in various groups of schools.
These defectives cannot profit by the
ordinary school course, and training suit-
ed to their capacity should be prow'ided.
In connection with the work of the
public health department, as soon a@ @ie
mental survey of the province has Been
completed, the school aduthorities must
co-operate to the epd that such special
classes & are needed may be supplied,
and a provincial institution for the more
serious cases of mental deficiency must
also be provided. If it is necessary to
keep out immigrants who are mentally
defective, there is equal reason for taking
care of our own and as far as possible
prevent additions to their number.

CANADIAN BOYS FOR THE NAVY

The naval service at Ottawa has ask-
ed for fifty boys from the Canadian
Navy League Brigade to go to England
after training to be placed on the first
two ships presented to the Canadian
navy. The Toronto Telegram says:

“About twenty boys will be required
for each ship. It is estimated that only
two ships will be ready for service be-
fore the winter sets in. If possible the
boys will leave on the Empress of Bri-
tain on Sept. 15th. If these boys are
obtained it-is hoped that the Canadian
naval authorities will lend a sympathe-
tic ear to the proposals of the league
for three training ships to be establish-
ed at Esquimalt, Montreal and on the
Great Lakes, It is probable that, taking
advantage of Admiral Jellicoe’s plan, thé
boys will be eligible, not only for “A.
B.” positions, but for petty officers and
also for “upper deck” positions. When
reviewing the Toronto branch of the
Navy League Brigade, Admiral Jellicoe
said to Commodore Jarvis: “Outside
of the Royal Navy training ship in Eng-
land, these are the best disciplined and
fines¢ trained boys I have seen.”

If training ships are to be established
it would be extraordinary if'the port of
St. John were -overlooked. :

‘There is no doubt that Sov-
iet propaganda has been insidiously
working its way jn England, as the Bol-
sheviki support of the labor paper, the
London Herald, proves; but the residue
of sane opinion in Britain, the saving
common sense of the great majority, will
ultimately triumph over revolutionary
elements, threatening the destruction of
that order and unhalting progress which
have been the envy of the world.”

« INDIAN TREATIES.

After the trouble with the Indians in
Western Canada in 1870 the government
of the country sought to make alliances
with the various tribes and so prevent
the possibility of any future outbreaks.
Immigrants were beginning to arrive at
Fort Garry—now Winnipeg—and the
safety of these was éssential. So Gov-
ernor Archibald began the task of treaty
making. On September 13, 1870, he met
a band of redskins at Lower Fort Gar-
ry for a preliminary conversation. But
it was not until July 27 in the following
year that a real “talk” was held. On
August 8 he was ready to sign the first
peace pact, by which large tracts of land
were set aside as reserves for the
tribesmen and a payment of $15 in cash
or in golds was arranged for each fam-
jly. Each Indian, when he settled on a
farm, was given a horse, cow, plough and
other assistance. The treaty was signed
by the governor,” on behalf of Queen
Victoria, and by the following Indian
chiefs: Red Eagle, Bird Forever, Flying
Down Bird, Centre of Bird’s Tail, Fly-
ing Round, Whip-poor-Will and Yellow
Quill. Later many bargains, termed
treaties, were made with the braves of
the plains, but this was the first ever
signed between the white settlers and the
Indians of the west, '

‘The treaty, however, did not guarantee
the safety of -the settlers in the new
land, for in 1885, fifteen years after the
signing of this pact, a rebellion against
the whites broke out amd“was quelled
only after many lives had been sacrificed.’

PAINT AND VARNISH
INDUSTRY IN CANADA

More than $17,000,000 worth of paints
and varnishes were manufactured in Can-
ada during 1918, according to a report
published from the Mining Metallurgical,
and Chemical Division of the Dominion
Bureau of Statistics. In the same time
Canada imported more than $6,000,000
worth of paints, varnishes, and materials
used in the paint and varnish industry-
Of this sum $1,000,000 was spent in
gums; nearly $2,000,000 in white zinc,
and over $1,000,000 in rosin. Forty-five
establishments were operated during the
year with an aggregate capital invest-
ment of $15,784,610.

The report gives detailed information
regarding the numbers and compensation
of the officers, superintendents, clerks,
and wage-earners according to classes
and also shows the quantities and values
of materials used in the manufacture of
the products which are listed by quanti-
ties and values.

This report, one of a series of advance
chapters dealing with the production of
chemicals and allied products in Canada
during the year 1918, is available for
free distribution to those interested. Re-

Delivery Costs Range
From 53-2 to 30 Cents.

How much does it cost for a depart-
ment store to carry home a package for
a customer? The National Retail Dry
Goods Association, which is answering
the question, has compiled the results of
a questionnaire on the subject and found
that it may cost a store an 'average of
anywhere from 5.5 cents to 80 cents.

Thirty-three stores, members of the
association we!
cost them. These stores, each of which
does a business of more than $1,000,000
annually, gathered their statistics and
sent in the results to the bureau of.re-

tion. The result, as shown by the bu-
reau in a chart it has prepared, indi-
i cates that for fifteen of the thirty-five
stores the eost of delivery per package
is 12-15 cents. For eight of them the
cost is 15-18 cents. It cost four stores
less ‘than 10 cents to deliver a package,
two it cast 10.12 cents, two 18-25 cents
and two more than 25 cents.

The stores included in the list are

Massachusetts to California, and from
Washington to Texas. The statistics
show the result of careful accounting,
and include practically every expense
connected with the delivery of the pack-
age, such as the package - collectors’
wages, the shipping department’s wages,
delivery department wages, freight and
express, C. O. D. collection charges, pack-
ing supplies, gasoline and oil, electric
light, depreciation, repairs, rental charges
for space occupied by delivery depart-
ment, loss, uniform for employes.

Those stores, however, which show a
per backage cost of less than 10 cents
did not include in their reckoning such
an item as rental.

Results of the questionnaire seem to
indicate that it costs a bit more- than
twelve cents to deliver milady’s pareel.

STEEL REPORT

In its summary of the iron, steel,
. metal and machinery markets for the
' week ended Sept. 9, Canadian Machin-
ery and Manufactuzring News, Toronto,
makes the following comment:

Just when the steel market had it all
figured out that prices were due for a
drop, especially in the premium mills,
| rumors came into the market that there
|is serious talk of an upward revision of
ithe already high prices. “And coupled
. with this is the statement that the Unit-
jed States Steel Corporation is consider-
ling bringing up some of its schedules,
although there is nothing to give weight
| to this report. It is a fact, though,
{that the Steel Coroporation will have an
added bill of some #50,000,000 a year
for haulage of material and semi-finished
shipments, and it is estimated that only
one-quarter of this gets passed on to
the consumer.

There are warehouses in this district
paying around nine cents for sheets,
while at the same time they have a very
large tonnage on the books of the cor-
poration at around 2.65 or a little better.
Delivery is the big item just now.

Buyers, or prespective buyers, of ma-
chine tools are not coming very rapid-
ly into the market now. One exp’
tion is that they may be staying o .
long as possible in the hope of a reduc-
tion being made in the price of the lines
they wish to secure. 'There has been
nothing coming from the makers that
would confirm this attitude, but a con-
tinued refusal on the part of buyers
might lead to some unexpected altera-
tions in the'policy of selling.

There werc,
large numbers of children also, but there |
was an entire absence of disorder. The '
military, as on the occasion of the:

Not a single soldier was seen in the‘l'
streets throughout the day and the only !
bit of khaki visible was that of .a dozen |
men on guard duty on the parapet of |
the jail, about 200 yards from the grade |
along which the cortege moved, !

Whether by accident or design the,
hearse and company of uniformed vol- |
unteers heading the long procession stop- {
ped for a few minutes at the intersec-:
tion of a by-road leading to the juil |
where the hunger strikers are slowly
dying. |

The streets of Cork and the long route
to the cemetery were lined with spec-|
tators = as the funeral procession, in !
which probably 6,000 men and women |
marched passed. 'The Archbishop of
Adelaide was among the high church |
dignitaries and hundreds of priests and |
monks made up the clerical contingent.
Men prominent here in every walk of life
werc among the marching host.

The only notes of color in the drab
sombre pageant was supplied by the |
Gaelic kilted bands, with bagpipes and |
muffled drums, which played unceasing- !
ly the Irish dirge “Wrap the Green Flag |
Around Me Boys—to die—'tis far more,
Sweet,” and by little girls in vivid green |
mantles of the national costume.

Order was well preserved by the vol-
unteers, a squad of whom fired a salute
over- the grave. ILhe priest’s brief ora- |
tion at the graveside contained refer- |
ences to the hunger strikers and an ex-|
pression of the wish that all Irishmen
might meet death as heroically as Quirks
had done and as the Cork prisoners were
daing.

William E. Oram of Murray street has
returned home from Bonnie Bay, Nfld.,,
where he was working during the last
three months.. He brought with him a
large dog, half collie and wolf, which
has a record of saving no fewer than
ninety-two lives. On December 10, 1919,
the S. S. Ethie was driven on the shoals
near Bonnie Bay and the large combers
which broke over the ledges made it
impossible to launch a boat. The in-
habitants saw the distress signals and,
realizing that they were helpless to ren-
der any assistance, as no boat could live
in the sea that was running, conceived
a plan in which this dog took the leading
role. Every effort to land a line ashore
by rockets failed so the dog was taken
ito the beach and sent off to the ship with
ia light line tied to-his collar. Despite
the fact that the water was icy cold the
noble animal plunged into the surf and
although buffeted about by the waves
made a gallant effort and reached the
ill-fated steamer.

After the line had been secured by
some of the seamen the animal swam
ashore and when it reached the land
was nearly dead from exhaustion and
cold. As a result of his efforts a larger
line was drawn ashore and eventually
a basket was rigged in and by it ninety-
two people were saved. The first pas-
senger to come ashore was an infant
born during the voyage. It was sent
ashore in a mail bag.

The story of the rescue was spread
| broadcast -and the Starry Cross Humane
| Society of Philadelphia sent to the
“owner a magnificent collar and a medal
. suitably inscribed. The dog was seen
about the North End this morning and
when people learned of his great feat it
: came in for a lot of attention and his
'owner was plied with questions regard-
!ing the story of its bravery.

The silver medal, which was present-
ed to the dog, has the following inscrip-
tion: “Presented to Hero by Starry
Cross, of Philadelphia, in token of ap-
preciation for his rescue of ninety-two
lives off S.S. Ethie, December 10, 1919,

CITY TACKLES
PAVING PLANS
FOR NEXT YEAR

Matter Opened at This Morn-
ing’s Committee
Meeting

Contractors Asking for Es-
timate of Granite Block Re-
quirements — Claim for
Horse—Alteration in West
Side Heating Passed.

The city’s paving programme for 1921
was opened by the city commissioners in
committee meeting this morning. when
Commisisoner - Frink brought up the
matter of the supply of granite blocks
from the quarries at Spoon Island. He
said that he had visited the quarries last
week and the operators of the three
quarries there asked for information as
to the prospective supply required by the
city next year, so that they would be in
a position to retain the organization
which they have there at present,

The commissioner said that it is the
intention of the city to pave Douglas
avenue next year and double street car
track sections will - require granite
blocks. After City road has been com-

pleted, he presumed that it would be the
city’s desire to continue the pavementi
to the Marsh !Brige and the matter of
Brussels street would likely also be con-
sidered next year. He said that the
matter in hand would no doubt open up
the question of the city’s paving pro-
gramme for next year, but he thought it
would be a good idea to get at it as early
as possible,

Commissioner Thornton asked about
the statue of Douglas avenue.

The mayor replied that the council
was waiting for the visit of the Board
of Railway Commissioners to take up the
matter of the overhead bridge at the

that end of the avenue,
Mr. Thornton said that in spite of the
fact that the N. B. Power company had
stated that gas main renewals were not
necessary, he understood that some of
their pipes were in bad condition. Re-
garding the placing of old street car rails
in streets that were being permanently
paved, the commissioner said that he
had learned. that the power company
had a supply.of new rails stored here and
on taking the matter up with Manager
McCauley, was informed that it was in-
tended to use them in Douglas avenue.
He suggested that the commissioner of
public works keep' this matter in mind
when the pavement was being done.
Doctor Frink asked for authority to
negotiate with the contractors as to
prices for grapite blocks, but on the sug-
gestion of the mayor he agreed to bring
ing tomorrow’s meeting an estimate of
the number of blocks that would be re-
quired next year, when the matter of
contraets .could be taken up again.
Commenting on paving matters, the
mayor said ithat the Marsh road from
Haymarket Square to the One Mile
House should certainly receive attention
next year, and also the Market Square.
A letter was read from Barry and
Sweeney, solicitors, regarding a claim
made against the city by Thomas Hayes
for $800, the purchase price of a horse
delivered to the city, and which died a
few days after delivery. Mr. Hayes
contended that the animal had been pass-
ed by Dr. Boyce, the city veterinary, and
he thought that the city should pay the
bill.
Mr. Thornton said that the horse -vas
delivered to the public safety department
for a mounted policeman, on trial, and
had not been passed by the city veterin-
ary. The common clerk was authorized
to reply to this effect. .
Commissioner Bullock was authorized
to proceed with arrangement for the
shifting of a gear shed in No. 2 shed at
Sand. Point and a re-arrangement of the
heating system to this shed and to the
customs, shipping and checkers’ office in
No..1 at an estimated cost of $2,500 for
the whole job, tenders to be called for
the piping work.

Application from A. Crozman, 9 Duke
street, and Sydney DeWolfe, 325 Brussels
street, for permission to erect electric
signs on their premises, were referred to
the commissioner of public works,

The commissioners agreed to meet to-
morrow at 2 p. m. to proceed with Com-
missioner Jones to Mispec to inspect the
pulp mill property which last week he
suggested selling.
