“does not care what kind of government 
other peoples have, and had inaugurated 
general revolutionary propaganda only 
when it was on the defensive, and hard 
pressed by nations which had armies in 
the field against it.”

Today, because it is “strong enough to 
fight the world,” it has abandoned, he 
added, the principles first promulgated 
to the effect that it can be maintained 
only by the destruction of other govern­
ments everywhere which recognize prop­
erty rights and capitalistic organization.

TORTURING AN INDIAN.

|gBg=^When Champlain made his great ex­
pedition into the land of the Iroquois 
in 1609 he got his first real glimpse of 
the horrors of Indian warfare as prac­
tised by the tribes against their Indian 
enemies. Late in the evening as he was 
near.ng Ticonderoga he detected dark 
objects upon the lake; these he knew 
were canoes with Iroquois warriors. As 
the Indians had no desire for a ftgnt on 
the water each side landed and began to 
fortify themselves in the woods. All 
night long the forest resounded with the 
yells of the braves of the opposing 
forces, for Champlain had a large In­
dian contingent with the French.

When morning dawned the Iroquois, 
about 200 strong and led by three stal­
wart chiefs whose rank was ind.cated by 
the plumes that decorated their hair, 
advanced to the attack. The French lead­
er, as the arrows began to fly, levelled 
his gun, which was loaded with four 
balls, and fired straight at one of the 
chiefs. The shot brought down two and 
wounded a third. With a yell of rage the 
Iroquois shot clouds of arrows at the in­
vaders of their lands, but the deadly gun 
soon compelled them to break and flee 
for the woods, leaving some of their b*t 
and bravest dead and others captives.

At night the vis-tors led out one of 
the prisoners and ordered him to sing 
the death song before he was killed by 
torture. Then they scalped the prisoner 
while he was alive. Champlain rebelled 
at the sight, and begged permission from 
his dusky allies to shoot the sufferer, 
but this was refused. Then he quit the 
place and left the Indians and as they 
saw his action they relented and he shot 
the scalped Indian. Then the allies 
made a quick retreat from the scene of 
their victory, arriving back at the mouth 
of the Richelieu in threp or four days; 
there the war party broke up.

Paris, Jan. 27—The text of the su- : 
preme council’s note to the représenta-1 
tives of the Russian central co-operative ! 
union regarding the partial lifting of the 1 
blockade was made public yesterday. It 
follows :

“First—The Allied governments notify 
the co-operative union that they are dis­
posed to authorize an exchange of pro­
ducts upon a basis of reciprocity be­
tween the Russian people and the Allied 
and neutral countries, and they invite 
this union to export from Russia the 
surplus of its cereals, its foodstuffs and 
its raw materials with a view to ex­
changing them for clothing and other 
merchandise, of which Russia is in need.

“It should be well understood that the 
value of the merchandise, the importa­
tion of which into Russia will be auth­
orized, will be based on the value of the 
merchandise exported from Russia with­
in a reasonable period.

“Secondly—The Russian delegation at 
Paris will communicate immediately by 
wireless with the controlling committee 
at Moscow and will ask it if the oper­
atives are ready to assume responsibility 
for handing these importations and these 
exportations, and if exchanges of this 
sort are practically possible. The repre­
sentatives of the co-operatives at Mos­
cow will determine immediately these 
questions.

“Third—The central committee at 
Moscow will guarantee that the exporta­
tion of cereal, flax, etc, shall be author­
ized and that the necessary transporta­
tion facilities shall be furnished,

“Fourth—As soon as certainty is reach­
ed in this matter, the central committee 
at Moscow will inform Berkheim, vice- 
president of the all-Russian union of 
consumers’ society at Paris.

“Fifth—The co-operative unions in for­
eign countries will then take measures 
to furnish Russian cereals and flax on 
condition that the co-operatives shall be 
advanced 25 per cent of the value of the 
exports, either by direct contact or by 
British, French or Italian financiers.

“Sixth—The balance of necessary cred­
its will be furnished in London or Paris 
by Russian resources or British, French 
or Italian co-operatives, private banks 
or traders. \

“Seventh—Goods purchased by the 
above credits will be loaded immediate­
ly in Black Sea or Baltic ports, risks of 
loss or confiscation being assumed by 
the Russian co-operatives.

“Eighth—The central committee at 
Moscow will endeavor to supply at least 
four complete trains for the transporta­
tion of goods to and from the Black Sea 
ports. Should Moscow not succeed the 
co-operatives in foreign countries will 
employ part of the credits for the pur­
chase of freight cars and locomotives in 
the Allied countries. In any case they 
will send motor trucks in. order to help 
railroad transportation.

“Ninth—As soon as the exportation of 
cereals, flax and other raw materials 
from Russia has commenced effectively, 
the contracts referred to above will be 
considerably increased, in order, for in­
stance, to reach a million tons of cer­
eals, which would be the quantity avail­
able for export in a little longer time.”
