Six Thousand Men, Many of Whom Had
Fought Through Nearly Whole War
Given Send-off at Southampton :

London, April 16—(Reuter’s)—The first brigade of the

| first Canadian division, 6,000 strong, embarked yesterday at

Southampton homeward bound on the Olympic under com-
mand of Brig.-General G. E. McCuaig. They were accorded
an enthusiastic send-off by the townspeople. The quayside
was densely thronged with spectators. The mayor and mem-
bers of the corporation’ attended and a band played military
airs. Those witnessing the departure of the vessel included
Divisional-General MacDonnell. Many of the men sailing
today practially fought through the whole -war.

The mayor of Southampton paid eloquent tribute to the
prowess of the Canadians and the tenacity with which they
held their own in engagement after engagement against over-
whelming odds. As the vessel cast her moorings, the band
struck up “Auld Lang Syne.” Afterwards the troops frantic-
ally cheered for the king and Canada. '

The time spent by the peace confer-
ence in framing the league of nations
plan saved instead of wasting it, he de-
clared, as the league would provide a
means of adjustment of possible errors.

“I would rather leave Russia Bolshe-
vik until they see their way out of it
rather than see Great Britain landed in
bankruptcy,” was one of the premier’s
declarations,

“It is not true that the United States

and Europe hayve been at variance,” the
premier declared. He deprecated at-
tempts to sow dissension amor~ the
delqgahss. } :
- In  his reference. 0. the: leagiie -of 'na-.
tions deliberations he said the conference
might have taken more time but for the
fact that it was setting up a machinery
capable -of readjusting and correcting
possible mistakes. :

“And that is why the league of na-
tions, instead of wasting time, saved
time,” he added.

The conference had to shorten its la-
bors, continued the premier, because,
while it was trying to build in many
lands, the foundation of society was
tumbling into the dust. No body of
men worked harder .or in better har-
mony than the peace conference, he as-
serted, and he doubted whether any
body of men ever worked under greatsr
difficulties,

“Stones were clattering on the roof
and wild men were streaming through
the key holes, while enormous issues de-
pended upon them wh.ch required calm
deliberation,” the premier said. He ask-
ed for the opportunity for such delibera-
tion for the rest of the journey, which
was not at an end.

In his reference to the Russian gues-
tion the premier said reliable informa-
tion showed that while the Bolshevik
force was apparently growing, Bolshev-
ism itself was gradually waning—break-
ing down before the relentless force of
~conomic facts.

Strangled Dogs Belenging to One
of the Missing Women Found

ener Makes Denial -

Paris, April 16—The disappearance of
several women from & suburb of Paris
has led to the arrest of Henri Laudry,
who, the police assert, may be able to
solve the mystery of their continued ub-
sence from home.

The missing women were acquaint-
ances of Laudru, who is declared to have
made a specialty of becoming engaged
to widows. The police authoniies say
that' from papers found in Laudru’s pos-
session they believe he had at least ten
ﬁa.ace;s who cannot be found.

nder the name of George Dupont, it
is_‘ said, Laudru in 1915 hired a lonely
villa in the outskirts of the village of
Gat{xbnss, on the border of the Ram-
bouillet forest. The villa is almost sur-
rounded by walls and is 550 yards from
the nearest house.

The allegation is made that Laudrm
paid on.ly brief visits to the villy, zce-
companied by women, none of whom
were seen to leave the place.

One woman visited the house with
her two small dogs, the bodies of which
were found on Sunday under a heap of
leaves. They had been strangled by a
cprd. Women’s dresses, a revolver, a
rfﬂc a blood-stained mattress and cord
similar to that with which the dogs
were strangled are alleged to have been
found in the villa.

Laudru, according to statements made
by the detectives, admitted having used
various names because he had been im-
prisoned several times. He denied, the
authorities say, that he did away with
any of the women, but said he killed the
dogs at the request of the woman be-
cause it was too expensive to feed tliem.

A
joint committee Sepmcnting bf)th em-
ployers and employes wa$ appointed Py
the conference to consider the industrial
difficulties confronting the British na-
tion and to report a comprehensive pro-
gramme for their settlement and for the
avoldance of labor disturbances in the
future., The committee began its work
at a-critical time, when a wave of Bol-
ghevism was sweeping gver Germany on
its way from the east, and when in Eng-
land itself numbers of workingmen were
setting at naught the regulative power
of their own leaders. It carried thrfmgh
jts work without attracting a great
amount of attention, however, and so
successfully that it was able to submit
to the conference a report which was
unanimously adopted by the members
of the conference, many hundreds in
number, on Friday of last week. The
details of the report are not yet avail-
able, but its salient proposals, as sum-
marized in cable dispatches, provide for
legislation fixing a normal working
week of forty-eight hours for employes
generally, recognizing the trades unions
and the organizations of employers as
the instruments for negotiations be-
tween capital and labor, establishing the
basis for a minimum wage and creating
a permanent national industrial council,
composed of representatives of both em-
ployers and employes, to consider indus-
trial questions affecting the nation and
to advise the government in respect to,
the solution of them. The report also
embodies proposals dealing with prob-
lems of unemployment, including in-
creased provision for unemployed work-
ers, and raising the legal age for the
employment of children. The report re-
mains to be passed upon by the govern-
ment before being referred to the vari-
ous unions and associations represent-
ing labor and capital respectively, but
all concerned are encouraged by Premier
Lioyd George’s promise of immediate
and sympathetic consideration of the
proposals of the conference, Gratifying
‘features of the proccedings were the
good temper and the lack of sympathy |
with extremists which prevailed in the|
conference.” »

Rev. C, E. Clarke, in ad-
dressing the meeting, spoke of the neces-
sity of an amusement committse, end
said that it was not enough to keep the
young from places of doubtful amnuse-
ment; an alternative should be ptrovided,
This committee was to secure pluy-
grounds, a' park, if possible, and recre-
aulon rooms. A civic improvement com-
mittee and a publicity committee were
appointed, also a health - and housing
committee. Conditions laid bare during
the influenza epidemic pointed strongly,
it was. stated, to the need of the latter.
The erection of a memorial building con-
taining clubrooms for workingmen and
surrounded by playgrounds for the
young was strongly urged.” -

New York, April 15—The A_asochted
press, tonight, issued the following sum-
mary of the international situation:

A sharp forward stride toward an
early ‘peace has been taken.

The council of four in Paris has for-
mally invited Germany to send delegates
to Versailles April 25 there to hear the
verdict of the Entente Allies and asso-
ciated powers and the sentence they have
jmposed upon her for having set the
world aflame.

The general opinion in Paris seems to
be that Germany may endeavor to hag-
gle over the hard terms and try to secure
a dimunition in their severity, but that
within a relatively short time the dele-
gates will bow to the inevitable and
sign the compact. Advices from Lon-
don are to the effect that the terms the
peace treaty will not be made public
until ‘they have been delivered to the
Germans. :

Itcly and Jugo-Slavia is mow the point
under chief consideration by the council
of four.

Raw Material For ‘Germany.

Pending the conclusion of the peace
agreement Germany is to be permitted
by the Allied governments to purchase
surplus stocks of their raw materials.
This has been decided on by theieco-
nomic council. The. decision will per-
mit Germany to commence manufactur-
ing and begin the accumulation of the
money that is to be required of her to
settle the financial claims of the Allies.
The reparations commission is investi-
gating the financial situation of Austria-
Hungary, Bulgaria and Turkey and their
ability to pay war claims.

Troublous times continue in Bavaria.
The communists in Maunich again hold
the upper hand, according to reports.
There has been further heavy fighting
in the streets of the city. Reinforced
loyal troops of the Hoffmann govern-
ment used artillery against the com-
munist stronghold, but are declared to
have been defeated. Many persons are
reported to have been killed or wounded.

The strike in Danzig which had been
in progress for several days, has ended.
The strike of the bank clerks in Berlin,
however, is in full swing, and the clerks
in Mannheim and Chemnitz have joined

HARD AT WORK:

Now Train Guns on Provision :

Relative’ to Use of Streets

(Special to Times.)

Fredericton, April 16—With the power
company bill past the corporations com-
mittée stage on its' way towards enact-
ment, the company lobby still is hard
at work. They made a big gain in the
committee, a gain of a million dollars
in their rate base, as compared with the
figure which the city regardsias right
and equitable. That is not enough for
the company, however; the. commith
has insisted that if the cou;p‘_aﬂy"éi
are to be protected the company ‘must
at least pay it§ just bills in connection
with its use of the streets, which is one

of the chief assets of the company. For |

this purpose the committee adopted the
city’'s amendment with regard to the
upkeep of streets and snow removal.

In an effort to avoid this‘change, the
company’s representatives are busily an-
nouncing that this one concession to the
city’s demands means disaster for the
company.

Their arguments are to the effect that,
under<the provisions of the new act, the
citizens will have to pay for street up-
keep through higher rates, if that obli-

jon is imposed on the company, and
.. at they might as well pay through
ordinary assessment. Overlooking this
first argument that the public pays the
bills, they then proceed to argue that
if the amendment is adopted, the com-
pany will not be able to pay dividends
on even the first preferred stock, and
never will be able to secure capital for
the development of water power, which
they say is the only hope for lower rates.
The effect of the gmendment, they al-
Jege,. will be an annual bill of $52,500 for
the company to pay, and:this is the way
they figure it:.Snow removal at $500 a
mile a year, $12,500; concrete founda-
tions under rails, estimated at two miles
a year, $10,000; street repairs and main-
tenance, also estimated, $30,000.

When the -N. B.. Power Company’s
estimated totals for snow removal, con-

crete foundations and general share of,

upkeep of tracked street were shown
M. E. Agar, fornier commissioner of
public works—who was spoken to in the

absence of €ommissioner- Fisher ~from .

the city, he was somewhat amused.

The ex-commissioner said that ép 'the
iirst place the company’s estimate of
512,500 for snow removal could not pos-
sibly be correct for at $500 a mile, as
provided, the total could be only $7.000.
As there were only fourteen miles of
street railway tracks in the whole local
system. Here alone was an excessive
statement to the tune of $5,500." *

With regard to the $30,000 estimate
for sharing in general street repairs. Mr.
Agar said this too was exorbitant as
viewed from past performances.  When
in office he always contended.thaf the
street railway did not pay enough and
this adm®sion—if admission it can be
called—on the part' of the company,
proved his oft-made assertions.

“You can say that in discussing the
Currier bill there were no fixed figures
or approximations made with regard to
this general item  of street upkeep. It
was agreed, however, that when a sum
was arrived at it would be anricably ad-
justed between the company’s directors
and the city.” b

Aitogether Mr. Agar, whose ability
to discuss the merits of these estimates
of the N. B. Power Co, is well-known,
think that they are highly excessive and
misleading to members of the legislature
not acquainted with the actual condi-
tions.

Iimerick, Ireland, April 15—(By the
Associated Press)—All factories and
stores in Limerick were closed ‘ today
except provision and bread shops. Dur-
ing the night the military forces which
are enforcing martial law in this: region
erected barriers across all the roads en-
tering the city and no persons except
those with military permits are allowed
to pass. All bridges over  the river
Shannon and other strategic points are
being closely guarded by the soldiers,
while pickets are on the alert through-
out the district.

Efforts are being made to bring out
the employes on all the Irish railroads.
The length of the Limerick strike, it is
believed, depends on the success of the
movement. No disorders have been re-
ported.

AT JRDAN. SANTTARIM

Fredericton, N. B, April 16—A meet-
ing of the comimissioners of the Jordan
Memorial Sanitarium was held here last
night_after the house adjourned. Those
present were Hon. C. W. Robinson, Hon.
J. A. Murray, Dr. A. F. MeAvenney,
and the superintendent, Dr. D. A. Car-
michael. There now. are twenty-three
civilian patients in the sanitarium and
about'the same number of soldiers, but
with additions expected next week the
total will be about seventy.

 'PHONE STRIKE STILL ON

Boston, April.16—Interruption of tele-
phone service in New England, outside
of Connecticut, by the strike of oper-
ators 0f the New England and Provi-
dence companies continued today, al-
?hough company officials looked for some
improvement as a result of efforts made
to obtain substitute operators.

In this city the tie-up was virtually
complete. In a few other sections par-
tial service was maintained through the
help of employes of departments .not in-
volved in the strike. Exchange man-
agers in several cities announced that
some former employes had taken up
work at the switches.

Leaders of the strikers asserted that
all the union operators were standing
firmly for their demand for an increase
in wages and the privilege of collective
bargaining. They pointed to the prom-
ise of support given by the cable splicers’
union and the inside telephone men as
evidence of the strength' of their posi-
tion. The cable splicers, numbering sev-
eral ‘hundred, notified the New England
telephone management that they would
quit ‘work today unless their wage
schedule, presented' some months ago,
was not immediately acted upon. The
inside telephone men, including electrical
workers from all parts of New England,
voted last night to strike at noon. They
demand a settlement of all pending
grievances of all New England telephone
locals, both male and female,

Union officials said the action meant
the addition of 12,000 electrical workers

;|to the ranks of the strikers.

Boston, April 16—~Joseph P. Tumulty,
secretary to President Wilson, sent a
telegram to Miss Julia S. O’Connor,
president of the telephone operators’ de-
partment, last night, proposing that the
striking operators in New England sub-
mit their wage scale to William Driver,
jr., general manager of the New FEng-
land Telephone & Telegraph Company.

Miss O’Connor, in reply, said that the
operators would submit their scale to
Mr. Driver providing they were given
the assurance of the federal government
that he had been given full power to
settle wage scales ,retroactive to Dec.

Corporation Committee Accepts Currier Re-
‘port on That Item and Decides Against
Company on Matter of Street Pavement
and Maintenance

Fredericton (N. B.), April 15—A compromise arrange-
ment under which the city loses the important point and gains
a minor one was arrived at by the corporations committee of
the legislature in their decision on the New Brunswick Power
Company bill

In the matter of the rate base the committee, by a large
majority, agreed to accept the report of the Currier commis-
sion, thus fixing the amount on which the company is entitled
to returns at $2,800,000.

The city loses on this the chief feature of the bill, as the
city’s contention has ‘been that the rate base should be the
amount arrived at by C. W, Whiting, the city’s expert engin-
eer and accountant, who reported that the actual investment
value was $1,850,000 and that this was the outside amount on
which the company was entitled to a return.

ASSESSMENT AND TAXATION.

This may, however, be dealt with when the
bill comes before the committee of the whole when the section
fixing the company’s taxes at three per cent. of the gross earn-
ings may be considered.

After spending upwards of an hour this morning hearing
the city’s améndments, an hour and a half this afternoon hear-
ing Mr. Whiting’s explanations of his findings, and another
hour this evening on, additional amendments offered by the
city, the committee went into private session to decide on their
course of action. For three more hours, until 11.80 o’clock,
they worked over the bill. The decisions mentioned were the
chief results of their deliberation. '

On the matter of the rate base the St. John members,
were a unit and received the support of the premier and Mr.

To Mr. Taylor, Mr. Whiting said
that he did not know F. E. Frothingham,
of Boston, and would not be inclined to
change his report because of Mr. Froth-
ingham’s opinion. Many bankers, he
said, were penny wise and pound fool-
ish, and he thought that was the matter
in the present case,

He thought the owners could have
made much more out of the property
by conservative financing than by Fhe
method adopted by the New Brunswick
Power Company.

To Mr. Taglor and Mr. Baxter, he
said he did not find that money which
the old company might have taken as
dividends actually had been invested in
improving the property. . .

To Mr, Taylor, Mr. Whiting said he
could not find any value in the water
power. He would consider it in the light
of continuity of flow, cost of develop-
ment and cost of transmission as com-
pared with the cost of power produc-
tion by steam. He approved of a
scheme to allow the rate of dividend to
increase as the rates were decreased.

This concluded Mr. Whiting’s evidence
and the committee adjourned at 4 o’clock
to resume at 7:.30 in private to consider
their report.

Evening Session.

The committee met again this evening
to continue consideration of the Power
company bill.

Mr. Baxter introduced the city amend-
ment to provide for upkeep of streets and
removal of snow, and while this matter
was before the committee, Hon. Mr.
Veniot drew attention to the company’s

relation to the parish of Simonds. He
objected to the company paying money
to the parish for the upkeep of roads in
Simonds on the grounds that it was the
province and not the parish which main-
tained the roads.

The amendment regarding the way in
which the cost of the inquiry is to be
paid for was introduced by Mr. Baxter.

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AUSTRALIA TO SELL
ITS WODDEN VESSELS

Americans Dickering With Com-
mission For Purchase

Fourteen United States Constructed Ships
Are Offered For Sale— Contracts a
Home Yards Are Cancelled

(New York Journal of Commerce.)
Negotiations are on between the Com-
monwealth of Australia and American )

shipping interests that may result in the
sale of the Australian fleet of wooden
vessels, which have been built on the
Pacific Coast at Olympia. .Amnnounce-
ment was made yesterday at the offiees
of the Australian Commissioner that the
ships were on the market, and that Am-
erican shippers were interested.

The Australian government, in an ef-
fort to build up an emergency fleet dur-
ing the war, let contracts in the United
States in 1917 for the construction of
fourteen ships of the 8,500 deadweight
type. Nine were to be outfitted with
Diesel oil burning engines and five were
to be equipped with steam. Six of the
vessels have been delivered to the Com-
monwealth for sea.service, while the
other nine are nearing completion at che
Olympia yards.

While no announcement was made as
to .the figure at which the comnmissioner
had offered to sell the ships, it was re-
ported reliably that it was far below the
$685,000 quoted by the United States
Shipping Board for its wooden ships of
similar types. The Australian govern-
ment does not feel that the wooden ships
are suited to its needs, inasmuch as their
tonnage is not very large and the voy-
ages are necessarily long,

It was understood yesterday that the
contracts Jet in Australia, for the con-
struction of eighteen wooden ships have
been cancelled and that none of the ves-
sels would be completed.

The Australian commissioner’s office
could not officially confirm the report,
but it was stated that this was expected,
Acocrding to reports that have appeared
in Australian papers, the wooden ships
referred to as “hurriedly built vessels
turned out on the North Pacific Coast
of America,” have caused considerable
trouble.

0f The Nation

Greater Production; Only by Acti-
vity and We Can Hope For
Prosperity — Public Expenditures
Not a Solution

By C. H. Cahan, K. C., in Financial
Post.)

In carrying ‘on the war, we have in-
creased our national debt to nearly two
billion dollars; and the result is well

worth the immense sacrifice. But to

‘rry the burden of the present and
prospective war debt, to provide a sur-
plus out of which high wages may be
maintained and invested capital suitably
rewarded, every healthy man and wo-
man in Canada must put forth increased
and intelligently directed energy. We
must depend upon individual effort; we
cannot depend upon the govefnment,
since all governments seem necessarily
doomed to inevitable and permanent in-
cficiency.

We must eliminate waste, waste in
national expenditure, waste in industry,
the waste of families and individuals.
Our accumulated wealth is what we
save out of what we produce. We can-
not obtain financial prosperity by jug-
gling with the, currency, employing en-
gravers and a printing press to manu-
facture legal tenders, or by piling up
book-entries of inflated credit. Our
prosperity in the final analysis depends
upon the people of Canada having a sur-
plus of income over expenditure, of pro-
duction. over consufhption. ;

The theory of a restricted output is a
lie; and if followed, must inevitably re-
sult in poverty and misery. If labor,
thinking only of the fair distribution of
the prospective surplus, retards an in-
crease of the present production, its
wages will inevitahly suffer permanent
and disastrous reduction both in nom-
‘nal amount and in real purchasing

“wer. 4

During these coming years, men ,of
wealth, or of considerable income, must
disregard all luxuries. Every dollar
which you spend on an article of luxury
fncreases the price to the poor of articles
of necessity. I'have no jealousy of those
who by their industry and intelligently
directed activity made profits out of the
war. The bulk of the profits made in
industry were probably legitimate re-
turn for the capital invested and the risk

jncurred. There are probably some ex-

ceptions, but -f profits were excessive it
was the duty of the government to con-
fiscate them for the general benefit by
fmposing suitable taxation on such ex-
cess profits. _

Straight Talk to the Rich,

But I do denounce, those who made
profits and expended 'their profits upon
luxury. Capital arises solely out of sav-
ings. Capital is indispensable for the
increased and cheaper production of the
necessaries of life. Expenditure upon
luxuries is an economic waste of capital.
The extravagance of the rich increases
the poverty of the poor. On the other
hand, sensible spending upon actual
necessaries cheapens the price of neces-
saries; and insures good wages to the
producers of necessaries. The importa-
tion and domestic manufacture of lux-
uries should be restricted; and every
#ollar of savings should be invested in
reproductive machinery. Only in this
way can Wwe ensure prosperity. We
should keep constantly before us the
precept that spending upon luxuries is

one way of grinding the faces of the |

00T.

3 For several years we must rely less
than ever upon importations of capital
from abroad. Probably one-fifth of the
sccumulated capital of the combatant
countries has beer. depleted by the war;
and the life-time of a generation is nec-
essary to replenisn the losses. Yet, on
the average, for every 100,000 of increase
in our population we require an in-
creased investment of at least $50,000,-
000 to furnish themn with constant em-
ployment at living wages.

Socialism a Dream,

Moreover, sound finarice is the only
foundation for sound politidal policy;
yet it seems imposible. in a deimocracy
to obtain wise and efficient government.
Socialism will, only justify its pro-
gramme upon the arrival of the millen-
nium, -when an ideal government rules
an ideal people; for a century or two
we must deal practically with actually
existing conditions.

But all the industry, activity and
economy of the individual citizen are of
slight avail, if the government in time
of peace continues to deplete the coun-
try’s accumulation of capital to provide
expenditures upon public works and
services which have no reproductive
value. - The diversion of capital to un-
productive, uses inevitably reacts injur-
jously upon the wage earners of the
country.
for a long time to come and all national
expenditures must be restricted to those
absolutely unavoidable. The extrava-
gance of war finance is notorious; but,
jn additidbn to this we have increased
our financial difficulties by diluting un-
pecessarily the legal tender currency of
the country, thereby decreasing the pur-

our peoule; or, in other words, we have
thereby inflated the prices of all com-
moditirs vitally necessary to support
human life. .

Business in Government,

Is it any wonder that the worker com-
plains wheh he is told that a very con-
siderahle portion of the increase in the
prices of his vital necessities is due to
the fact that a somewhat inefficient gov-
ernment, struggling with a task beyond
its powers, adopting a weak and inef-
fective rather than a strong and cour-
ageovs financial policy, has been using
the engraver and the printing press to
manufacture its funds and pay its obli-
gations rather than resort to the tax-
ation of those well able to pay; or even
rather than borrow from the well-to-do
on the promise that to the extent of
their loans they would be relieved for
many years of their proper share of -
ation by the imposition of heavier bur-
dens upon those less able to bear them.
1t is no use now crying over spilt milk.
Nevertheless existipg évile must be
remedied; and a depreciated currency
jmplies an increase in the cost of living,'
and the imposition of increased burdens
upon the pockets of the poor. Labor
unrest can only be relieved by a square
deal in government finance and taxation
as well as a square deal in industry.

The new national spirit must be more
self-reliant and more energetic. We
:?xst attain a national consciousness, so

ear in vision and so productive in joint
endeavor that class consciousness will
be entirely obliterated. Each must-con-
tribute his own special skill to increase
the production and thereby the pros-
perity of the whole people. The in-
crease of taxation necessary to carry
our national debt will tend to reduce
the surplus available for distribution.
But a just distribution between capital
and labor must be made of the actual
surplus; and the habits of economy and
saving which will be forced upon us by
after-war conditions will - ensure ac-
cretions of the capital, which if proper-
ly applied, will furnish ample employ-
ment for our people at fair and equit-
able remuneration.

Why Germans |
Are Dglested

Americans at Coblenz Amazed
and Amused at Their

ln_solenco

Dor't Admit Defeat—In Additien
to Bemg Braggarts They Are
Declared Greatest Whiners in

Eurepe :

Coblenz, April 16—The increasing in-
solence’ of the Germans in this area is a
matter of concern to those here. who
hoped the Germans’ defeat in the war
would mend their manners and teach
them a lesson in dealing with foreign na~
tions, but it would appear from local in-
dictations that all such hopes have been
vain,

I have spoken to several Germans
here to learn what they think will be
the future of Germany, and one is amaz-
ed to hear such a line of argument as
that France is ruined by the war, and
therefore Germany starts off witp a
great advantage. They even gloat .over
German destruction in France, and there
are continual references to the fact that
Germany stands intact by comparison.
No Sign of Defeat.

The Germans insist that our presence
on the Rhine is no sign of defeat, that
we are here as the result of agreement,
and this line of argument leads them to
expound curious ideas as to the rights of
German civilians in the occupied areas,

A few days ago a case came before a
military tribunal of Americans in which
a German was charged with breaking
one of the American regulations, The
solicitor for the Germans calmly arose
and announced that the Americans had
no right to submit German civilians to
trial under mil.tary law.

“Why,” exclaimed the American, ‘had
not the Germans military tribunals in
Belgium and France?”

“Yes,” agreed the German, ‘t‘hat is
true, but then we were dealing with the
conquered countries and conquered ter-
ritories, and you are here only as an out-
come of the armistice.”

One can imagine the amazement of the
Americans. -

Such instances of German insolence
are daily brought before the American
officers here who have to deal with Ger-
mans, and they are learning rapidly why
the Germans were detested by the rest
of Europe before the war.

Another characteristic of the Ger-
mans, that of whining, is frequently
shown. The burgomaster of Ahrweilie
was arrested on a serious offense and
sentenced to imprisonment. His friends
sent an appeal for his release on the us-
ual ground of ill-health, and this indi-
vidual, who had defied the Americans,
became the most contemptible whiner of

His protestations of being degraded,
of being ill and of suffering mentally
from imprisonment were such that the
Americans, more in amused contempt
than anything else, inflicted a fine.of
8,000 marks ($2,000), »nd then remitted
sentence.

Value of Hun Life, i

The value of a German civilian’s life
has been computed at £0,000 marks ‘$20,-
000) by the German authorities who
have made claims for this sum from the
Americans for each of the widows of
two men who were killed presumably
during disturbances within the past
month. The attitude the Germans have
adopted is that the United States is not
now at war with Germany, and that
such claims are proper and legal under
the circumstances. ‘

- JOURNALISM'S BIT.

More than 5,000 British newspaper-
men and printers have fallen in the war.
The Bishop of Hereford, speaking re-
cently to a crowded congregation at St.
Paul’s Cathedral at a memorial service
for these heroes, said:—

“It is difficult adequately to state, and
quite impossible to overstate, the services
which the multitude of workers associ-
ated with journalism ordinarly render to|
the state. But in time of war their la-
bors acquire a greatly enhanced import-
ance, for they keep the nation informed
and alert, they stimulate its courage and
excite it to fresh exertion.”

The lord mayor, accompanied by one
of the sheriff’s, attended the service, not
only in his official capacity, but as the
principal of the firm of Horace Marshall
& Sop, publishers and newspaper dis-
tributors, whose staff has suffered a
heavy proportion of war losses.

After the blessing the Dead March
in Saul was played by the Grenadier
Guards Band, and the buglers sounded
the Last Post, a touching ceremony.
Guilmant’s “March Funebre et Chant
Seraphique” closed the service.

PROHIBITION WON
THE 1898 PLEBISCITE

Dominion Gave Majenity of 12,286
But Qgebec Gave
Adverse Vote

(Montreal Gazette.)

The great test which is being made
today of the public attitude in re.l?tion
to the regulation of the much-discussed
liquor problem, recalls the fact tnat the
last occasion on which a plebiscite was
taken was nearly twenty-one years ago.
It was on the 29th September, 1898, that
Sir Wilfrid Laurier yielded to the repre-
sentations. of the temperance forces to
the extent of taking the expres-
sion of public feeling on the: matter,
though he had not promised prohibition
even if the vote was in its favor, The
result of that plebiscite was a total ma-
Jjority of 18,916 votes for the whole do-
minion in favor of prohibition, but in
the province of Quebec there was a ma-
Jority of 94,082 votes against prohibition.
‘I'he total majority for pronibition was
subsequently reduced to 12,286 after rec-
tification of certain errors. 'Thig result
naturally placed the late premier in a
difficult situation,from which he emerged
by saying that it was impossible for
him to attempt to introduce prohibition
legislation aga.nst the wish of one prov-
ince, In every other province thire was
a substantial -majority for pronibition.
At that time the western provinces were
Jjust in their transition state, being still
the “Northwest Territories” when the
poll was taken.

The temperance party in Montreal was
disappointed on that occasion with the
apathy of the people on the issue. It
was a wet day in September and ap-
parently people did not trouble to go
out to the polling booths either in town
or country. J. H. Carson, now presi-
dent of the Anti-Liquor League, recalled
the fact that after the poliing an inves-
tigation was made by the temperance
organization of that day, and it was
found that in the country districts the
whole thing had been regarded as a huge
Joke. He asserted that in many cases
ballot boxes had simply been stuffed
with fake votes in booths which had
hardly had anyone cross their doors,
How Wards Voted,

. An examination of the Montreal vot-
ing on that occasion shows that the polls
were light. In St. Antoine, for instauce,
of 8,745 possible voters only 2,700 ex-
ercised their franchise. Curiously enough,
in this ward, where there is now per-
haps more than the due share of the
city’s intoxication to be seen, there was
a majority of 184 for prohivition. In
St. Anne’s ward, with an electoral list
of almost the same number, the num-
ber of votes was 2,421, and there was a
majority of 246 against prohibition. St.
James ward—the business quarter—gave
a heavier vote and was decidedly op-
posed; on an electoral list of 7,790 about
half of whom voted, the majority against
prohibition was 2,592. St. Lawrence
r.ding, with an electorate of 10,510, poll-
ed 8,886, and gave a majority of 1,184
against prohibition. St. Mary’s also gave
a heavy adverse vote of 2,164; witn an
electorate of 8,928, there were 3,150 votes
cast. Montreal’s total majority against
prohibition on that plebiscite was 6,002.

A.Hegatlons of “telegraphing” in that
polling were made subsequently by the
Weekly Witness, and this paper—the
files of which for that date were cour-
teously dug up by Wilfrid Dougall—
also ‘complained of -the great difficulty,
even some days after, of obtaining any-
:hmg like accurate figures of the poll-
ng.~ . -

The Toronto Globe of that date
thought while the voting had neot come
up to the mgst sanguine expectations, it
could not be considered as discouraging.
’I:he Mail and Empire said the plebis-
cite was really an order upon the pro-
hibitionists to show up or shut up,-and
it thought the government would now
tell them to shut up. The Ottawa Citi-
zen felt sure that Sir Wilfrid Laurier
would refuse to introduce a dominion
measure which would coerce Quebec and
would therefore permit measures to en-
act local prohibition.

Official Report., |

In the official report which was made
b): the clerk of the crown in chancery
(Samuel E. St. O. Chapleau) is the fol-
lowing statement: “That the voting ap-
pears to have taken place very quietly
throughout the country is borne out by
the fact that no adverse report has been
received at this office from any one ‘of
the returning officers; on the contrary,
some of them tobk occasion to mention
the complete apathy shown by the elec-
tors on the question at issue, which was
fully confirmed by the smallness of the
vote polled, as compared with the vote
polled at each one of the last three gep-
eral elections.” <

In analyzing the general result for
the whole dominion ,the same report
said: “Taking the number of votes cast
and accepted in favor of prohibition,
namely 278,487, and comparing it with
the number of voters shown on the lists,
1,236,419, it is found to amount to no
Iess than 22 8-5 per cent, or a trifle over
one-fifth of the electorate, Again tak-
ing the amount of the votes cast and ac-
cepted both in favor of and in opposition
to prohibition, 548,058 and comparing it
with the number of voters on the lists,
1,286,419, it is found to amount to only
44 per cent, or much less than one-half
of the electorate.”

EX-MUNITION WORKERS IN
WANT

(Montreal Herald.)

We have received a letter from a for-|°

mer munition worker who has a pathetic
story to tell. He has been ill, and is
out of work. He says:

“Now that my war earnings are all
gone in board and lodging and doctor’s
bills, I am quite at & loss as to what to
do in my predicament. I am but slow-
ly recovering and hardly yet in a fit
state to work, and it is in provision of
just such cases that, in my opinion, the
government should have provided some
measure of relief for those of its ser-
vants who so gencrously gave of their
time and health to win the glorious vic-
tory for which the whole world rejoices.
Surely it is not yet too late for some-
thing to be attempted financially to re-
lieve such cases of distress as are in
urgent need.”

We understand that there are quite a
pumber of former munition workers who
find themselves in difficult positions now
that war work has closed down, These
workers form a very desirable class of
citizens and it really seems as though
the government, or some of our war
work organizations, might have com-
mittees to look into such cases and give
relief where needed.

CANADIAN REPORT

Net Amount of Losses Incurred, How-
ever, in Relation to Net Premium
Income Shows a Very Decided Im-
provement Over Recent Years

Through the courtesy of G. D. Fin-
layson, superintendent of insurance, the
Financial Post is in a position to:pub-
lish today important figures, summar-
izing the past year’s operation of fire
insurance companies,—Canadian, British
and Amerlcan,—doing business in the
Dominton of Canada. These figures dis-
close an enormous expansion in the vol-
ume of insurance written in Canada, an
expapsiop participated in by the com-
panies of all three countries. They also

' indicate that the general experience of

the companies in the matter of prem-
iums received and losses incurred has
been relatively favorable and that the
year was completed with a smaller vol-
ume of unsettled claims than usual.

At December 381, 1918, there stood at
risk on the books of all companies in-
surance in Canada to the huge amount
of $4,5685,923,617. 'Ehis represented an
increase for the year of $600,000,000.
When it is recalled that at the end of
1913, the amount at risk was only slight-
ly over three billion,-the extent to which
risks have grown during the war per-
iod, even with comparatively little build-
ing going on, is significant. Of the four
billion and a half at risk on December
31 last, $2,474,168,406 was carried by
British, $1,349,921,011 by American and
$761,834,200 by Canadian companies,each
representing a substantial gain for the
year, :

Even more notable, however, has been
the record of the year in the value of
policies issued or renewed. These
amounted to $4,570,798,251, a gain of
well over half a billion.

To insurance men the interesting point
in the year’s experience will be with re-
spect to the loss ratio. ; With net prem-
iums received by all companies of $35,-
788,883 and net losses paid of $19,285,-
715, this works out at 53.97 per cent.
This is somewhat higher than in 1917,
when the rate fell to 52.42 per cent, but

TORELLI HAS PLAYED

T0 A BILLION PEOPLE

Circus Clown Says He Has Been
in Sawdust Ring for 48 Years

Recounts His Experiences — Declares
He Has Entertained Five residents,
Many Kings, and Former Kaiser

(New York Times.)

Joe del Torelli, a veteran clown, who
is as diminutive as he is funny, talked
yesterday afternoon between acts at the
circus of his forty-eight years as an en-
tertainer. ‘I'crelli is the littic elown who
makes one of the hits of the show with
his illuminated nose and ear. He is as-
sisted by a much smaller dwarf and an
unusually inteliigent little black spaniel.

'I’he famous lititle clown was born in
Hungary of French parents, fifty-six
years ago, and made his first appearance
as a sawdust ring entertainer at the age
of eight years, appearing as a “midget”
attraction with a nomad show,

“l have been in this business so long,”
said ‘l'orelli, “that I can hardly remem-
ber when I started. I have played in
every country in the world ‘and have
never even had an opportunjty to be-
come a citizen of any country. The re-
sult is that I am a cosmepolite so far
as citizenship goes. As my people were
French I suppose that I might be called
a Frenchman, but if being born in Hun-
gary interferes with that view of the
case, why, then, I suppose (but I dis-
tinctly refused to admit it), that I must
be a Hun.

“I have played before presidents, the
late King Edward, and the fellow who
was once the Kaiser, not to mention a

whole flock of kings and potentates in'

other lands. I have played before five
presidents of the United States, Cleve-
land, Harrison, McKinley, Roosevelt
and Woodrow Wilson. I think President
Wilson has seen me twice, and the
president liked me, too, for if he didn’t
he at least looked as if he did. As for
people generally I have figured it out
that I have played before at least 1,000,-
000,000 people. I don’t believe any per-
former. in the world has a record that
can beat that.”

Miss Tiny Kline, to whom Tarelli re-
lated his experiences as an entertainer,
is the latest circus sensation. She is
raised to the roof of Madison ‘Square
Garden by her teeth, “where she exe-
cutes great swings on a steel trapeze.
She has been with the circus three years.
In her first season with any show,
which was with the Barnum & Bailey
organization of 1916, she was one of the
women who posed in the statuary act,
which is a “half-way act” of the cir-
cus. In 1917 she was a chariot driver.
It wag last summer that she offered the
trapeze giant swing act to the Ringlings.
The Ringlings thought the proposition
over for somec time before they gave
their consent. Finally Miss Kline was
told to go ahead and she started prac-
ticing the feat. For three months she
worked perfeeting herself. First she
practiced at an altitude of only ten feet.
Then she increased the height to twenty
feet, and so on by degrees until she was
swinging in the air at an altitude of
‘more than 100 feet.

The circus completed the first half of
its New York season last night. It will
remain here two weeks longer, and then
takes to the road under canvas, show-
ing first. in Brooklyn.

New York Provides For Addicts Bereft by Arrest of Docters — Find
100,000 in New York—Federal Agents Say Some Physicians
Wrote 200 lllicit Prescriptions a Day -

(New York Times.)

Following arraignment of six physi-
cians and four druggists arrested under
the Harrison anti-narcotic law, it was
learned that agents of the bureau of in-
ternal revenue, in a two months’ inves-
tigation into the traffic in drugs in this
city, had established that in the last year
1,500,000 prescriptions for the illicit pro-
curing of narcotics had been issued and
filled.

It was also ascertained that the fed-
eral authorities have evidence
thirty physicians are in a sort of “drug
ring” issuing prescritpions for narcotics
for fees ranging from twenty-five cents
to The principal drug being  dis-
pensed in this city,-according to the in-
vestigations of the federal agents, ;is
heroin, a derivitive- of opinm, and ‘one
of the most destructive narcotic poisons.
This drug is obtained through the regu-
lar channels at $12 to $15 an ounce and
is retailed through the prescriptions at
$60 to $75 an ounce. !

The unscrupulous physicians writing
the prescriptions are each issuing as
many as 200 a day, the agents are pre-
pared to prove, most of the doctors hav-
ing no other practice. The investiga-
tions of the government in New York
have disclosed that 70 per cent of the
drug addicts are less than twenty-five
years old, and that, included in the vie-
tims, are a remarkably high percentage
of discharged soldiers and sailors.

Further details of Tuesday night’s
raids revealed that sixty-five signed and
sworn confessions were given the agents
by nearly 200 addicts who ‘were gath-
ered in the basement of police headquar-
ters. One of the addicts, a young man

visited the six doctors regularly, one
physician maintaining a card index of
200 daily patients.

As an aftermath of the raid, the fed-
eral agents and the police were worried
that somewhere in the city were 800 men
deprived of “drugs and likely to break
out violently when the narcotic hunger
became stronger. To cope with this
situation a hurried consultation was held
in the office of Health Commissioner
Copeland, representative of the federal
government, New York state narcotic
commission ,and the police department
participating.

To Open Clinic for Adicts,

- As a result, the bureau of drug addic-
tion clinic will be opened in the board of
health building, 139 Centre street, and
drug addicts of ‘the six atrested doctors
will be ‘supplied with drugs at cost.
Health Commissioner Copeland said that
between thirty-five and fifty addicts had
telephoned his office, seeking drugs, and
that he had sent many of them to clinies.

because if the victims are permitted to
roam about without the drugs they be-
come dangerous. An example of this
happened only a short time ago when an
innocent man was shot and killed by a
drug addict who had just looted a Madi-
son avenue jewelry shop. It is necessary
to maintain this clinic because this raid
and further raids, depriving the addicts
of their drugs, will inevitably produce a
wave of violent crime..

“I know that the drug habit is stead-
ily on the increase and at the present

| time there are between 150,000 and 200;-

000 drug addicts in this city. Many of
these are men who have only recently
been |discharged from the army and
navy.”

“I think,” continued the commissign-
er, “that the advent of prohibition' is go-
ing to produce ‘a tremendous increase in
drug addiction. When the whiskey drink-

{er can no longer have an alcoholic jag,

he is going to have a drug jag. I am
saying this, not from my personal opin-
ion, but from the experience of an ad-
ministrator of public health.”

Plan to Continue Raids. :

Dr. Copeland said he had been inform-
ed that the federal authorities plan to
continue their operations against the drug
traffic until it is stamped out complete-
ly, or under control. He attacked the
Harrison Law and the Boylan State mea-
sure as inadequate and asserted that both
lnws had made it easier for the illegal
dispensor of drugs and for the pur-
chasers. :

Juvenile Courts In
South Garolina

Important Act Just Passed by the
State Legig.laturc — Great Ad-
vai ce in Child Welfuxe

The state of North Carolina, wh_ichI
has had juvenile courts in some cities,
will now have them for every commun-
ity. The Asheville Citizen says:— |

In order that -every child fhay be
within the jufisdiction of a juvenile
court, no matter whether he lives in
cil® or county, the last géneral assembly
of North Carolina passed what i; cailed
the Juvenile Court Law of North Caro-
lina ana under its provisians, John H.
Cathey, ¢lerk of superior-court; becomes
juvenile judge of the county. Mr.
Cathey has already assumed his new
duties, his salary to be fixed by. the board
of county commissioners, this board also
to appoint a chief probation’ officer,
with the assistants to be selected by Mr.
Cathey.

The act also provides that in cities of
over 10,000 population, a separate juven-
ile court shall be established, or the city
will combine with the county court and
help share the expenses, one court doing
for both the city and county.

Those who have taken an interest in
the welfare of the child. in the state
believe that the new act marks tne most
wholesome advance in child welfare
legislation ever accomplished in this'
state and they expect the ac¢t to greatly
relieve the problems which now face
many of the larger cities. of the state.
The act provides that all children » aer
sixteen years of age who violate the
law, shall not be treated as ¢riminals, but
more as wayward children needing par-
ental control and education, which the
state must supply, since it is not sup-
