Captain Starratt was sixty years old and 
lived in Brooklyn. He leaves his wife and ' 
six grown up children. The family moved : 
there from Digby some years after Gap- ; 
tain Starratt had engaged with the Penn­
sylvania Railway system.

Lord Esher as secretary and permanent 
chief of the government department of 
works, a post which carries with it a sal­
ary of $10,000 a year and has the advan­
tage of bringing its holder into constant 
touch with the royal family, since he has, 
by virtue of his office, charge of all their 
palaces and parks and all alterations and 
repairs have to be referred to him. t

He was long the private secretary of the 
late Lord Salisbury, when the latter 
prime minister and was granted 
by his chief to take part in the South 
African war, where he served with dis­
tinction. He is not known m Washing­
ton, and while Lord Salisbury's secretary,

He makes friends wherever he goes, and 
knows how to keep them, and he has the 
reputation of never forgetting an enemy 
He is a bachelor, now better off than 
ever, has frequently been mentioned as 
likely to marry this or that American 
widow or heiress, and every now and then 
embarks in homeric fights with public in­
stitutions, -especially those which are quar­
tered in buildings futhished in part or iu 
whole by the state, and over which he 
has a certain amount of authority. In 
fact, in a recent conflict with the British 
Museum, he was held up to obloquy in 
the press as “a particularly mischievous 
variety of the pert a$d intrusive type of 
permanent official.”

THE NEW CHINA
Dr. Sun Yat Sen says that he will con­

tinue his work for the regeneration of 
China. In a recent interview he said:— 

“I have finished the political revolution 
and now will commence the greatest social 
revolution in the world’s history. The ab­
dication of the Manebus is only the means 
of greater development and the future pol­
icy of the republic will be in the direction 
of Socialism. I am an ardent follower of 
Henry George, whose ideas are practicable 
on the virgin soil of China, as compared 

! with their impracticability in Europe or 
! the United States, where the money is 

controlled by the capitalists.”
Dr. Sun Yat Sen says he has the full 

1 consent of the government to proceed with 
his reform work, and that the first step 
will be to secure government control of 
railways, mines and other great industries. 
This man with a vision may be able to 
accomplish great results, and the progress 
of the new idea in China Will be watched 
with keen interest by the world at large. 
The country appears to be settling itself 
down to an acceptance of the new order 
of things, and, as this paper has before 
observed, he would be a bold prophet 
who would at this stage attempt to predict 
the future of China and the extent of its 
influence in world affairs.

Mr. G. K. Chesterton is somewhat skep­
tical, howeVer, about the Chinese repub­
lic, and makes these observations on the 
general question of new republics:

“We must put in a protest against this 
modern tendency to make a republic with­
out having converted anybody to repub­
licanism. The latest examples of the tend­
ency have not been encouraging. Turkey 
was turned into a complete British Consti­
tution; and immediately began to butcher 
and ravish the Albanians. Portugal was 
turned into a pure republic; and instantly 
fired off guns at all the workmen who had 
the impudence to go on strike. All over 
the world today we can find the same futile 
and yet arrogant deception ; the notion of 
» popular government which has no sort

requirements OF P. E. ISLAND mam

Ml! TONIGHT4. A. PUGSLEY & COMPANY London, April 16—The home rule bill 
passed its first reading in the house of 
commons tonight by a vote of 360 to 266. 
The announcement of the figures was re­
ceived with defiant ministerial cheers and 
the waving of hats and handkerchiefs.

The new road act which is now before 
the legislature of P. E. Island, provides 
that the commissioner of public works 
shall have the general control over roads 
and bridges, the province to be diiyded 
into road districts and the lieutenant-gov­
ernor in council shall appoint a road mas­
ter for each load district, define his pow­
ers and duties with power to remove and 
appoint another to such office in case of 
vacancy and provide penalties for 
neglect of duty, the road master to 
receive a yearly salary of $10 with a rea­
sonable commission to be fixed by the 
governor-in-council on the amount of roid 
taxes.

It provides for the levying on and the 
collecting of a road tax and the com­
mutation thereof from all residents of the 
road district, except clergymen, school­
masters teaching, and those from infirm­
ity incapable of working.

It provides for the sale of repairs on 
roads and bridges and enables the roa# 
masters in the winter season to summon 
as many of the inhabitante in their re­
spective road districts as they think fit 
to work on the winter roads by breaking 
the same in the snow by horses or teams 
or levelling of pitches, or opening water 
courses with such implements as the road 
masters deem requisite whenever the state 
of roads render it necessary, any person 
refusing to turn out as aforesaid to be 
liable to a fine of two dollars for each 
refusal. Any person obstructing or en­
croaching on any public road or wrongful­
ly opening or closing any drain across 
same shall be liable to a penalty of twenty 
dollars and in default of payment to im­
prisonment for thirty days.

It provides for the opening of a neces­
sary drain across adjoining property, the 
amount of compensation therefor on fail­
ure of amicable agreement as to the 
amount with an appeal to the supreme 
court.

It provides for the bushing of the ice 
and a penalty for removing said bushes 
not exceeding twenty dollars.

It provides for the appointment of road 
makers to have road machines at a salary 
not exceeding $2 for each day that the 
machine is working with a commission 
on road taxes to be fixed by the governor- 
in-council.

Commissioner of public works may take 
lands for new roads or opening or widen­
ing old ones, and make an agreement as 
to the compensation therefor. In default 
of agreement he may mail to owner hie 
offer for sale who may appeal to judge 
of county courts if same is unsatisfactory.

As the road master is to receive com­
missions as tax collector and payment for 
collecting vital statistics, his total salarv 
will be about $20.

The road tax will be $1.60 a man, and 
26 cents a horse. Certain persons, includ­
ing men aged sixty-five or over, to be 
exempt.

Those who work statute labor in lieu of 
a tax will be allowed $1.50 a day of ten 
hours. The services of one team of horses 
and a plow, harrows, roller or cart shall 
be allowed at the rate of $1 a day. The 
labor of a horse on a road machine, drag, 
or of a horse and cart, and other imple­
ments or vehicles shall be allowed 50 cents 
a day.
