After sermon, [ had some consultation with the heads of families,
and was informed that there were about 22 failies of Pre shyterians in that settemed nt
—that whout a third more would assist in supporting a minister—and that, during the
summer hefore,after they were visited by our missionary, they had ope nul asubserips
tion, and found that the I . e [ ar. f y will give,
anmnally, towards supporting a minister, iffeonnection with onr Preshyteny, if they
conld iy him to presch ' then even dvery fonth Sabbath.They are execedingly
anxions to obtain a minister in conneetion with us, and there is htde doubt but they
would do all in their power to support him.

On Sabbath, the 26th, 1 preached in Guelph, bothe forénoon and afternoon; and
though there were preachers of weveral ofher denominations in the town the sume day,
1 had a large congregation, At the lu}t(ml"lh.ll wan held alterwards, ane or two
seemed inelined to make a stand on hehbli of the Kirk, but the great majority of them
wite apxious to ehitain g supply of preaching from us.
