An ACT to combine the Office of the Cen-
tral Circuit Court with the Office of
Clerk of the Supreme Court, and to make
provision for the Officer discharging the
duties of the said Office.

[8th May, 1835.]

WHEREAS it is deemed expedient to
combine the Office of Clerk of the Central
Circuit Court with that of the Clerk of the
Supreme Coart, and that the duties of the
said Offices should be discharged by one
and the same person, and it is deemed expe-
dient that provision be made for such Offi-
cer. ~

Be it therefore enacted, by the Governo
Council and Assembly of Newfoundland, in
Parliament assembled and by the authority
of the same, that from henneforth the Clerk
of the Supreme Court of this Island shall
act as and be the Clerk of the Central Cir-
cuit Court, and shall have and exercise all
and singular the power and authority by law
vested in and exercised by the Clerk of the
Central Circuit Court.

And be it further enacted, that from and
out of such Monies as shall from time to
time be and remain in the hands of the Trea-
surer of this Island, there be granted and
paid to His Majesty, his Heirs and Succes-
sors, annually the Sum of Three Hundred
Pounds Sterling for the payment of the sa-
lary of the said Clerk of the Supreme Court
of this Island exclusive of such Fees as he
may by law be entitled to receive : Provid-
ed always that il such fees shall exceed the
annual Sum of Two Hundred Pounds Ster-
ling, then and in that case he shall account
for, and pay the surplus into the hands of the
Treasurer of the Colony, to be appropriated
in such manner as the Legislature shall di-
rect.

And be it further enacted, that it shall
and may be lawful for the Governor, or per-
son administering the Government of this
Island for the time being, to issue his War-
rants to the Treasurer of the Colony Quar-
terly, for the payment of such salary as
aforesaid.

And be it further enacted, that this Act
shall continue and be in force for the peri-
od of five years and no longer.

An ACT to make provision for defraying
the Contingent Ezxpenses of the Legis-
lature during the lasi and present Ses-
sions.

MAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY,

WHEREAS it 1s necessary to make pro-
vision for defraying the contingent expenses
of the Legislature during the last and pre-
sent Sessions; We his Majesty’s dutiful
and loyal Subjects the Commons of His
Majesty’s Island of Newfoundland, do hum-
bly beseech Your Excellency that it may be
enacted, and

Be it therefore enacted, by the Governor
Council and Assembly of Newfoundland in
Parliament assembled, ana by the authority
of the same that from and out of such Mo-
nies as from time to time shall be
and remain in the hands of the Treasurer of
this Island, and unappropriated, there shall

‘be granted and paid to His Majesty his

Heirs, ana Successors, the Sum of Twelve
Hundred §and Fifty Three Pounds, Eleven
Shillings and Eleven Pence Sterling, to be
applied towards remunerating the Officers of
the Legislative Council and House of As-
sembly during the same Sessions, as fol-
lows : .

The Clerk of the Legislative Council,
Hundred and Twenty Pounds.

The Gentleman Usher of the“Blac
Sixty Pounds. \

The Master in Chancery attending the Le-
gislative Council, Fifty Pounds. _

The Doorkeeper of the Legislative Coun-
cil, Forty-two Pounds.

The Clerk of the House of Assembly,
One Hundred and Twenty Pounds.

The Solicitor attending the House of As-
sembly, One Hundred and Three Pounds
and Nineteen Shillings, being at the rate of
Three Guineas for each and every Bill draft-
ed by him during the last and present Ses-

sions.

The Serjeant at Arms of the House of As-
sembly, Sixty Pounds.

The Doorkeeper of the House of Assem-
bly Forty Two Pounds.

The Messenger of the House of Assembly
Thirty Pounds. _

To the Clerk of the Legislative Council
to defray the contingencies of his Office
during the past and present Sessions, One
Hundred and Twenty Five Pounds Seven
Shillings and Eight Pence. ,

To the Genpteman Usher of the Black
Rod to defray the contingencies of his Office
during the past and present Sessions, Eight
Pounds, Thirteen Shillings and - Eight
Pence.

To the Clerk of the House of Assembly
to defray the contingencies of his Office du-
ring the last and present Sessions. Three
Hundred and Ninety One Pounds, Eleven
Shillings and Seven Pence.

Towards purchasing books for the use of
the Legislative Council and House of As-
sembly, One Hundred Pounds.

2d.—And be it further enacted, that the
Sums of Money hereby granted shall be
paid by the Treasurer of the Colony in dis-
charge of such Warrant or Warrants as
shall be issued by the Governor or Person
administering the Government of this Colo-
ny for the time being, in favour of any Per-

son or Persons to be applied to the purposes
of this Act.

LIBERATION-OF SLAVES.

[FROM THE BERMUDA GAZETTE.]

:

In our last publication, we mentioned
the circumstance of the American Brigan-
tine Enterprise, ELnior SMi1TH, Master, with
78 slaves on board, having put into the port
of Hamilton in distress, being blown off the
American Coast, when on her passage from
Alexandria to Charleston. We then refrain-
ed from further alluding to this circumstance
merely mentioning the fact. On the follow-
ing day Captain Smith stated himself ready-
for sea, as we are informed, requesting the
officers of H.M. Customs, to report the En-
terprise outwards; they, however, by the
advice of his Majesty’s Law Officers of this
Colony declined doing so, until the pleasure
of his Excellency the Governor was known
with regard to the slaves, as it was thought
that these poor creatures should be made
acquainted with the situation in which they
stood, in a country where slavery had ceas-
ed to exist. It was about 2 o’clock P.M.,
that application for the vessel’s papers was
made, and the Public offices close at three.
In the mean time a ERIENDLY SOCIETY insti-
tuted by the better description of coloured
people, (a society which is much to their
credit) learning that these unfortunate be-
ings did really wish to be rescued from du-
rance vile, obtained from his Honour the
Chief Justice, a Writ of Habeas Corpus, to
bring Jthem all before him to answer for
themselyes, whether they would proceed
with the vessel to her destined port and con-
tinue slaves, or fremain here and be free.—
The Constable with the Writ went off to the
vessel, (then lying about three hundred yards
from the shore,) and requested to see the
Master, into whose hand the Writ was de-
livered, he passed it to a gentleman on the
deck of the vessel and asked him to read it.
When he had done so, he observed that the
document was not served in proper form,
and on the constable declining to take it
back, it was dropped into the bottom of the
boat. The constable immediately returned
to report proceedings. = In the interim, the
Master having landed, a merchant of the
town of Hamilton, who had witnessed the
transaction, very kindly intimated to Smith,
the necessity of his obtaining possession of
the Writ which he fortunately succeeded mn
doing. The Master then came into Court,
and pleaded very hard, that the compliance
with the Writ might be deferred till the fol-
lowing morning, but under existing and
somewhat suspicious circumstances the
Court was peremptory ; accordingly about
9 o'clock, P.M., the whole of the. slaves
were  marshalled into Court; there were
without a single connexion with them, who

had no doubt been torn from the arms of
their parents to gratify, man, who is always
1nventing means to gain filthy lucre; there
were women too with infants at their breast;
and altogether they presented a scene most
revolting to christianity. It has been as-
serted, and we may place implicit confidence
in Hur informant, that an attempt was made
to tamper with these unfortunate creatures
before they ieft the Brigantine by prowising
them money if they would but say when
questioned, they had rather proceed with the
vessel. But We cid the tempter rec-
kon on huma eling -{though his anticipa-
tions were very great) where such strong self
interest was concerned ; he little thc;ught
that the heart of the poor and oppressed co-
lored mortal could, with freedom in prospect
Yeat with as anxious a joy as that of a white
person for any other canse ; the result prov-
ed how groundless were his expectaticns,—
The first man called upon was desired to
stand up, and turn himself towards his Ho-
nour the Chief Justice, who plainly, kindly,
anc appropriately addressed him to this ef-
fect :—Your name is GEorcE B AMMETT, you
came in the Knterprise, as a slave, and itis
my duty (understanding that you were kept
on board that vessel against your will) to in-
form you that you are free,—free as any
white person ; and should it be your wish to
remain here instead of proceeding to the
port whither you were bound, to be sold or
held to servige as a slave, you will be pro-
tected by thg authorities here.; and if you
do decid main here, you will become
as I have o 'ed, a free person, and will
be punished for any breach or breaking of
the laws ofethis Colony ; while if you con-
duct yourSelf with propriety, soberness, ho-
nesty and industry, you will meet with en-
couragement from the whole community—
do you therefore wish to remamn and be a
free person, or continue your voyage to the
vessel's destined port and remain a slave ?”
It would be difficult to deseribe the sort of
joy and wonderment that was depicted on
the poor fellow’s countenance, unawed now

by perhaps worse than frowns of his late op--

pressor, when he audibly and unhesitatingly
declared he would rather remain and be a
free man. Tbe whole of them were made
acquainted singly with their condition, and
each answered singly ; when the poor little
boys, some of whom were barely six years
old, were kindly spcken to by the Attorney
General, and said they had no relation what-
ever with them, it was a most interesting
and at the same time a most melancholy
scene. Oh! that «other nations would fol-
low the glorious example of the British peo-
ple in doing away the odious system of sla-
very, which no matter by what political par-
ty brought about, will in after ages be spok-
en of as one of the noblest acts a nation ev-
er accomplished, and one that will ever re-
dound to the mortal honour of a: Christian
people’ But to continue: the whole of the
slaves, save a woman and her five children,
declared themselves more desirous of re-
maining and being free, than of procceding
in the vessel. The Chief Justice gave them
a parting admonition somewhat to this effect.
That they were not to suppose because they
were now free, they were not to labour, but
on the contrary endeavoured to impress upon
their minds the necessity of an industrious,
sober honest line of conduct, as by their
good or evil course of life that must stand
or fall ; and he trusted they would appre-
ciate as they ought to do, this unlooked for
boon of freedom, which by divine Provi-
dence had been granted to them. He also
observed, that too much could not be said

in praise of the FrienpLy Sccirry of color. -

ed people, who had thus generously exerted
themselves to rescue so manv of their fel-
low beings from cruel thraldom.

The Attorney General then moved that a
subscription be immediately entered iute
for the present emergencies of those now
free persons, until as he observed,  they be»
gan to feel their way and had obtained eme
ployment. About 70 dollars was the amount
collected "

The crowd assembled to welcome the
landing of these people was immense, they

were received with cheers.—The Court room
was filled almost to suffocation—The feeling
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of commisseration exhibited throughout the
proceedings, by the Bermudian people of co-
Yor, was really gratifying. Those persons
who bad but a short time since, been owners
of slaves, spoke with disgust and utter de-
 testation of the slavery system, and decried
it quite as much as the anti slavery society
in the mother country could hove wished so
thorough a change has taken place of late
years in the minas of the people of this Co-
lony.—The court did not adjourn until near
midnignt, when a shelter was afiurded to the
now liberated people, by the worslipful W.
M. Cox, Esq., j an unoecupied store room
in the town of Hamiltou. They have all
been since provided for, either as domestic
servants, or taken under the protection of

the FrienoLy Sociery, before named.

There is one circumsiance mentioned in
the preceding, which we think deserves a
more than casu:l notice; we allude to the
reception aad subseguent of the Writ of Ha-~
beas Corpus.

of which the subjoined is a copy :—

Sir,—Having learnt that it 1s your inten-
ticn to proceed shortly to England. We,
the undersigned inhabitants of St. John's,
taking into consideration the present state ot
this Colony, but more especially of this
Town, and observing the attempts that are
daily making to excite an unjust prejudice
against you, feel it a duty we owe to you,
Sir, to the public, and to ourselves, to em-
brace this opportunity of expressing our as-
surances of the regard and esteem we enter-
tain for your public character.

We know, Sir, that we are blessed in the
possession of wise and merciful laws, suffi-
cient to protect us in the enjoyment of all
rational liberty, and competent to furnish a
remedy for every wrong. But we also know,
and recent events have not tended to dimi-
nish the force of our conviction, that firm-
ness and determination in carrying those
laws into effect is indispensably necessary to
ensure the confidence of the public.

A few weeks only have elapsed, Sir, since
the Commercial Society deemed it necessary
to present an address to you expressive of
the high gense that Lody eutertained of the
ability, integrity, and firmness of purpose
which have invariably characterised your
judicial conduct.  Referring to those senti-
ments, egually honourable to you, Sir, as
they are creditable to the body from whom
they emanated, we trust that we may be per-

mitted to assure you that we fully parucipate,
in them, and desire at the same time to add

P

our unqualified testimony in approbation of
the manncr in which the judicial functions
of your high office have been discharged
since your arrival 1n this Colony.

Whilst we have observed with deep regret
and indigoation the unpriscipled and dis-
graceful attempts whicii Lave of late been
made, and are still continued, to raise an un-
founded prejudice against you in the public
mind, we have witnessed with admiration
and satisfaction the manliness and dignity
with which those attempts have been met,
and the temper and moderation with which
you have vindicated the respect due to the
tribunals of our Country.

In ordinary times we might not have
deemed it, on an occasion of your temporary
absence from the Judgment seat, necessary
to address you in this public manner; but
these, Sir, are not ordinary times, and we
feel it incumbent upon us thus to step for-
ward and proclaim our utter abhLorrence of
the proceedings of a certain party in this
town, calculated as we know they are, to dis-
tract our hitherto peaceful community, to
endanger the tranquillity of the Island gene-
rally, and which in our opinion will, if’ not
repressed, eventually lead to the subversion
of all law and order ; and while we express
our abhorrence of these proceedings, we de-
clare it to be our fixed determination to sus-
tain by every means in our power the legal-
ly-constituted authorities of the land, and to
preserve in all their purity the laws by which
we are governed.

In presenting you with this tribute of re-
spect, we cannot give better proof of the sin-
cerity of our sentiments than by offering to
you our best wishes for a safe and pleasant
passage to England, and an earnest hope
that you may speedily return to us in good
health to resume that seat which you have
hitherto occupied with honour to yoursell
and advantage to the public.

question which ought prostrate your fairest
aopes, 1 could not do otherwise than pro-
nounce the fatal decree. 1 am not, like
many other public servants, perwmitted to
strew the blandishments of courtesy and
personal civility in the patk where strict and
impartial justice is looked for. In the dis-
charge of my judicial functions I can know
no friend, nor discerr. an enemy, should I
be unfortunately rezarded by any members
of this community 1in taat unpleasant
light.

It affords me great satisfaction to reflect
that in all classes with whom I have offici-
ally come in contact since my arrival in this
Island, I have found every disposition to act
with propriety, and in no class more so, than
in that most important body of yéur fellow-
subjects, the petty jurymen, who have ever
evinced a spiric of impartiality and candour
which, considering the exertions constantly
made to mislead those in the humbler walks
of life, is truly admirable, and has been to
me a subject of general commendation.

I am fully sensible of the responsible and
arduous nature of the duties I have had to
perform, and of the very extensive and im-
portant changes 1 have been’ the humble
means, in a great degree of effecting in the
administration of justice in this Colony—
changes which I considered absolutely ne-
cessary for a people who were to be govern-
ed by Law, and not by the good intentions
of individuals, however upright and intelli-
gent they might be; and I feel persuaded
that Time, the great rectifier of human pas-
sions, will soften down many asperities which
want of information more perhaps than a
perverse disposition, has engendered in the
minds of some who will grow wiser by ex-
perience. '

It is useless for a man to speak of his own
intentions, they must be judged of by his
actions, but I hope I shall be excused in
making this one observation, that I am not
aware of ever having done a public act du-
ring my residGence among you, which I did
not believe would redound to the public’
good. .

As for the slanders of a few depraved men
who have for the basest purposes fulminated
their calumnies against me, scme of them

L

by means of a newspaper published in thise
town, and others from a place which ought
to have been regarded as too sacred for pre-
fane cor secular-uses, I can oniy add to the
sentivients of regret and indiguation you
have expressed, my own unqualified con-

‘tempt, being fully aware that their statements

are so' ludicrously incousistent with truth,
as not to be in the smallest degree credited
even by those who make a trade of propagat-
ing them.

For yourkind wishes that I should have a
safe and pleasant voyage to England, and
the very flattering manner in which you have

-expressed a desire for my return, you will

please to accept my warmest acknowledg-
ments : and it will afford me great satisfac-
tion to find on resuming my duties in the.
autumn, that the influence which your exam-
ple must necessarily have in this community
has had its proper effect in allaying the an-
gry feelings which in some degree disturb
the tranquillity of that class of society who
are chiefly open to the arts of designing
men.

hmits.—It shall also Insure Vessels for any
Port in Europe cutside the Straits. :

IV.—No Vessel to be admitted into this
Scheme after the 20th day of June.

~ V.—It shall remunerate the owner for a
total loss, occasioned by the Winds, Seas,

‘Rivers, Rocks, Shoals, Ice, Lightning, Fire,

(in Port or at Sea,) Enemies, Pirates, Thieves
or by any means whatsoever; provided the
Owner, Master or Mariners, shall not be able
to prevent it.—It shall not make good any
loss arising from Barratry of the Master or
Mariners : neither shall it pay for any losses
occasioned by smuggling or any kind of ili;-
cit trade.

VI.—Itshall also pay the owner for such par-
tial average losses, as shall with the incidental
