“Well,” replied the Minister, smiling 
at the metaphor used in the article, 
“that paragraph is correct so far as it 
goes,but I think I might venture to add, 
without transcending those limits that 
you have been good enough to take in 
part under your protection,that I have au­
thority to do more than to ‘feel the pulse 
of the United States government in these 
matters. That government is, I believe, 
disposed to discuss and settle in 
an amicable and honorable way 
all the pending questions. I think 
I have had the pleasure of saying before 
to some of the correspondents of the press 
that the British government and people 
desire and expect such a discussion and 
settlement of these questions as I am 
sure the people of the United States must 
do. Assuredly no proposal would or 
could come from our side that is not re­
sponsive to the terms and spirit I have 
indicated, and as I have already 
said that I believed the govern­
ment of this country to be ani­
mated by the like senti meets, I can con­
ceive of no reason why the discussion of 
the matters at issue should not proceed 
with the utmost friendliness and cordial­
ity of feeling from the very beginning- 
You will, I know, forgive the personal al­
lusion if I add that it is my earnest hoye 
that I may succeed in paving the way to 
an adjustment of those questions on a 
basis acceptable to the three parties con­
cerned.

“You are to remember,” he continued 
laughingly, "that this is a triangular duel, 
to which the United States, Canada and 
Great Britain are the parties, and by the 
example of a famous precedent we are 
reminded that in such cases the prelim­
inaries are somewhat difficult ta arrange.”

After some interchange of expressions 
merely repetitive of what I have about 
reported I read the following extract 
from the clipping in my hand to the 
Minister

“It is stated here in official circles that 
Secretary Blaine has intimated his de­
sire to informally take the several ques­
tions up with the British Minister, that 
a policy may be agreed upon with refer­
ence to expensive and lengthy arbitra­
tions or sittings of commissions. It is 
learned in the State Deportment here 
that Lord Salisbury has advised the 
Dominion government of its desire to
have these unpleasant controversies 
brought to a speedy .amicable settlement”

“I have not heard,” replied Sir Julian, 
“that Mr. Blaine has intimated any 
desire such as is mentioned in that para­
graph. Had he made such an intimation 
to me, naturally I should not have been 
at liberty to repeat it in an informal way 
otherwise than by his desire or consent ; 
buttas it is,I can frankly say that I have 
no knowledge of his wishes in

The next paragraphs 
Julian were the following.

“Sir Julian also returns with instruc­
tions to ascertain the views of the Har­
rison administration on the question of a 
more extended extradition treaty with 
Great Britain, and the outlook for the 
successful negotiation of a new treaty. 
As to the question of extending the com­
mercial relations between Canada and the 
United States in the way of a reciprocal 
trade treaty, a member of the Dominion 
Cabinet states that that has been left en­
tirely in the hands of the Canadian gov­
ernment by Lord Salisbury. It is under­
stood that Sir Charles Tupper will leave 
London for Canada next month, and will 
meet Jir Sulian Pauncefote at Ottawa, 
when the programme for future negotia­
tions will be outlined and discussed 
with the Dominion Cabinet The British 
government have also requested to be 
folly posted and informed on the Alaska 
boundary question, with a view to hav­
ing the boundary defined before any 
serious international complications with 
the United States arise on that account”

On these points the Minister said that 
extradition was an important subject to 
both sides, which he had been authorized 
to deal with from the first,which he soon 
hoped to see placed on a footing satisfac­
tory to both governments. With regard 
to commercial arrangements of course he 
would be guided by the views of the Do­
minion government' in any negotiations 
that might take place on that subject,but 
there was no truth in the statement that 
he should meet Sir Charles Tupper at 
Ottawa. His purpose was to'remain at 
his post in order that there might be no 
no further delay in resuming the nego­
tiations on all the gqnestions mentioned 
in the press despatch, which question 
had been left in abeyance by the late 
change of administration in this country 
and by the necessity which arose for the 
appointment of a new British Minister 
at Washington.

Berlin, Oct. 21.—The Reichstag open

The active attention of the present 
Reichstag has been especially directed to 
the securing of peace abroad and at home,

forth-coming

Whan the Reichstag met in 1887 the 
foremost object was the consolidation of 
the defensive powers of the fatherland. 
The Reichstag with a patriotic apprecia­
tion of the situation applied itself thereto. 
Your co-operation to this end will 
be again claimed in order to develop the 
efficiency of the army. Its readiness for 
action in accordance with whatever cir­
cumstances may arise, and thereby im­
part to the efforts of the Emperor and his 
exalted allies for the preservation of 
peace—the weight which is their due in 
the council of nations.

A bill will be presented by the Govern­
ment amending the military law to pro­
vide for a fresh distribution of the army 
and is intended to readjust, in the inter­
est of the training and conduct of the 
army, inequalities of organization which 
have arisen through the strengthening 
of the army and the displacement of 
troops from time to time. From this 
cause, and a corresponding expansion of 
the naval power arises the additional ex-, 
penditure, set forth in the Budget 

The financial statement to be sub- 
nt a not inconsiderablemitted will p 

increase in the matricular contributions 
of the several states to the army, 
pared with those of the current financial 
year, nevertheless, these contributions 
will not greatly exceed the sums handed 
to the Federal States, from imperial 
revenue.

In East Africa, thanks to the, approval 
of the Reichstag, thorough measures for 
the suppression of the slave trade and the 
protection of German interests have been 
taken. The forces organized with the 
means provided by the Reichstag, have, 
conjointly with the navy, so far 
plished their tasks, rendering it again 
possible after agreement with the other 
participating powers, to raise the block­
ade.

The Sultan of Zanzibar,-moreover, has 
issued comprehensive decrees, promising 
to insure the abolition of slavery.

The costs of thelEast African ex­
pedition could not for various reasons, be 
limited to the sum granted by the law 
passed in February 1889, therefore, a new 
bill relative to the costs of the expedition 
will be submitted.

A special department to have charge 
of the colonial affairs will be formed in 
order to relieve the foreign office of .ex­
cessive work. The hopes which were 
expressed by the Emperor to the Reich­
stag on November 22, 1888, that with 
God’s help the peace of Europe would be 
sustained, have not %nly beenv realized 
but have gained strength as regards the 
future, owing to the personal rela­
tions which the Emperor has since 
cultivated with the rulers of friendly 
allies, thereby helping to strengthen 
the confidence felt abroad in an honest 
love of peace animating Germany’s pol­
icy and justifying the belief that a 
European peace, based on existing 
treaties, God helping, will be maintained 
during 1890.

THE JAPANESE FLOODS.

Returns of the Snflferloff and Low 
Caused Daring the Carrent Year.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE

San Francisco, Oct. 22.—The steamer 
Belgic arrived last night from Hong 
Kong and Yokohama. The Japanese 
papers state that the complete returns 
from one prefecture of Aichi show that 
685 people were drowned and 121 injured 
during the floods of September 11 and 
that over une thousand houses were
swept away and thousands t>f acres of 
crops destroyed.

In a review of the calamities caused by 
the floods during the year 1889 the Japan 
Mail says:—The returns show 12 prefec- f 
tures have been devastated, 2,419 people 
killed, 155 wounded and over 90,000 de­
prived of the means of subsistence; more 
than 50,000 houses have been swept 
away or submerged and 150,000 acres of 
crops destroyed; about 6*,000 bridges 
washed away and some hundreds of 
miles of roads broken up.

SINCEJ844?
The remarkable variation between the 

channel into St, John harbor as it actual­
ly is, and its condition as laid on the Ad­
miralty charts has led to a good deal of 
speculation in regard to the cause of so 
important a discrepancy. It is quite 
clear, either that the survey made by 
Lieuts. Harding and Kortwright in 1844 
was grossly inaccurate, or that the chan­
nel into this harbor has altered and im­
proved very materially dnring the past 
45 years. We believe the latter alternar 
live to have been the case, for reasons 
which we shall now state, and which we 
think our readers will regard as conclu­
sive.

The first chart of St John harbor which 
is available is that made by Champlain 
in 1604 but it is not insufficient detail to 
be of any value with regard to particular 
soundings. In 1643 Thomas Gorges of 
Piscataquo, writing to the authorities of 
Boston with regard to Charnisay’s siege 
of Fort Latour describes Charnisay’s 
ships as lying to the South West of 
Partridge Island which he says is the 
only ship channel. This would seem to 
show that the West Channel was re­
garded as the main channel at that date, and a 33 feet channel at mean high wat- 
The survey of this harbor made by R. G. er, while St John has a 24$ foot channel 
Bruce of the engineers in 1761 shows that at mean low water and a 45 foot channel 
the West Channel was then regarded as at mean high water. The people of 
the main channel for it is so marked in Montreal are only stultifying themselves 
his chart.

16$ feet. This occurs due west of the 
most northerly point of the island and 
distant from it about 200 yards. The 
chart published by the Board of Trade 
shows 14 feet of water on the same spot 
at the present time. East of the island 
a course is shown on Bruce’s Chart on 
which there is 18 feet of water directly 
north of the island reef from which it 
bends westerly into the course of the 
west channel, the depth at no point less 
than 18 feet The same course now gives 
a least depth of 22 feet of water, as may 
be seen by reference to the Board of 
Trade’s publication. Here is a gain of 
four feet, but the general increase of 
depth north of the island is much great­
er than this would indicate. Where the 
soundings in 1761 were 18, 21, and 24 
feet they are now 22,24 and 29 feet and 
this over a very large area.

About the year 1780 Capt. DesBarres 
made a chart of St. John harbor which 
was published in his famous collection of 
charts under the name of the Atlantic 
Neptune. He shows a channel west of 
the Island with a least depth of 18 feet, 
this channel lying well towards the Car- 
leton shore, but no channel at all east of 
the Island. A course is, however, laid 
down close to the Island on the east side, 
where at one point there is only 9 feet of 
water and further to the eastward an­
other course is laid down with a general 
depth of 12 feet. It is quite clear from 
this chart that the east channel was 
never used by large vessels at the time 
this survey was made 110 years ago.

In 1818 a chart was published by An­
thony Lockwood from a survey made by 
him or under his direction. This survey 
shows the east channel to be the main 
channel. West of the Island a bar is 
shown 200 yards across with 9 feet of 
wate* upon it midway between the Is­
land and the point of Fort Dufferin and 
12 feet close to the Island. North and 
south of this bar the depth is 18 and 24 
feet East of Partridge Island a course is 
sham with a least depth of 18 feet right 
into the harbor. No shoals or knolls 
such as are marked on the Admiralty 
chart of 1844 are to be found on Lock­
wood’s chart but that does not prove that 
they did not exist for the soundings are 
comparatively few.

The Admiralty chart of 1844 professes 
to have been largely corrected in 1864, 
and to have been subjected to small cor­
rections in 1879 and 1880. It shows the 
bar across the w est channel as 800 yards 
in width with a least depth ot 9 feet, in 

». the course which a vessel entering the 
harbor by that channel would follow. The 
chart published by the Board of Trade 
gives a least depth in the west channel 
of 11$ feet, and indicates a course on 
which a least depth of 13 feet is to be 
found.

We have already considered fully the 
changes shown in the East channel since 
the survey of 1844 and need not again re­
peat them in detail. It is sufficient to 
say in general terms, that a number of 
shoals and knolls with very shallow 
water as shown on the chart of 1844 no 
longer exist, and that a vessel entering 
Bt John harbor need no longer follow 
the zig-zag course laid down on the Ad­
miralty chart, on which there is in some 
places not more than 12 feet of water, but 

follow a course that is almost per­
fectly straight with a least depth of 21 
feet at dead low water, spring tides, or of 
24$ feet at mean low water.

It is quite evident from this recital of 
the history of St. John harbor that the 
east channel which formerly was so much 
obstructed by shoals as to be avoided by 
large vessels, has owing to the narrowing 
of the harbor by the construction of 
wharves or from other causes become at 
least 9 feet deeper than it was a century 
ago, if the chart of Capt. DesBarres is to 
be accepted as an authority. That it 
has become much deeper than it was in 
1844 we have the best of evidence, unless 
the Admiralty survey of 1844 was 
all wrong
probable. We therefore may confidently 
expect that the construction of new

Why 
should the Montreal people desire to 
build up Boston at the expense of St 
John and Halifax? Why should they 
drive their trade into channels which 
are likely to be obstructed at the mere 
whim of the Congress of the United 
States, which considers that its chief 
mission is to place impediments in the 
way of Canadian commerce. Boston 
has no advantages whatever "over St. 
John in any respect except the 
trifling one of being nearer 
to Montreal by rail by about 90 miles, or 
2$ hours’ run of an express train. On 
the other hand St. John is nearer to Liver­
pool by 200 miles than Boston is so that 
in point of time there would be a saving 
of at least eight hours over Boston for 
steamers coming here with passengeis 
who might be in a hurry to reach Mon­
treal. With respect to the availability 
of St. John as compared to Boston the 
advantages are all m our favor. Boston 
has a 23 foot channel at mean low water

them a long time and they are very black 
I have ready prepared two bowls in both 
of which is some spirits of wine slightly 
perfumed with the lavender water. 
Through these I gave them two rinsings, 
but if they are not very much soiled 
one rinsing will be sufficient Then I 
lay them on a table, and with a piece of 
soft white flannel I rub them smooth, so 
that all the wrinkles from the washing 
disappear, and they become partially 
dry. After which I stretch a cord across 
the corner of my dressing-room, in the 
light, but out of the sun and the wind, 
and on this I hang them and let them 
dry for twenty-four hours. If the gloves 
are very thin and not of the first quality 
I dry them on my bands,^slipping them 
on and buttoning them, and then scrubb­
ing them briskly with a dry flannel to 
quicken the process of drying them. 
But Won’t think that pays; it takes so 
much time, and, no matter how careful 
one is. a cheap glove never looks well 
after it is cleaned. I think on the whole 
it is cheaper to throw them away, or 
rather never to bay them.

The America Rock.
THEMUBDEB CASE.

The Enquiry Adjourned Until Thurs­
day.

Before the afternoon session of the 
trial concluded yesterday James Christie 
M. D., George Stockford, Frank Ellis and 
H. B. Peters gave testimony, the two 
former making statements substantially 
the same as at the inquest. Frank Ellis 
testified to having given the box of candy 
addressed to Rev. J. L. Shaw to Coroner 
Berryman.

H. B. Peters, manager of T. B. Barker

It is probable that the Board of Trade 
will at an early day memorialize the 
Common Council to take steps for the 
removal of the America Rock, one of 
the most dangerous obstructions to 
navigation at the entrance of this harbor.
In 1863 Mr. Thos. A. Glennie, the diver 
was employed to examine it, and his 
report to the Common Council in regard 
to the America Rock was as follows^- 

To the Common council of the City of Harbor. 
St John, gentlemen ;

Having completed the survey of the 
America Rock, so called at the entrance 
of St John Harbor, agreeable to contract 
made in December .ast the following report 
is the result of said examination-and ac- 
c ompanying diagrams will show mpte 
clearlv the nature of the obstruction. ;

We find it a rocky ledge, extending 
east and west 70 feet and north and 
south 40 feet and its highest summit 15 
feet perpendicularly from the base on 
three sides from the centre. The 
northern front is somewhat broken and 
precipitous, inclining to an angle of 45 
as seen in diagram no. 2. The east, west 
and south sides incline gradually with 
slight rounding tendency from base to 
summit as shown on diagrams. The 
description of rock is of a hard nature 
and seemingly of a blue and grey 

mean depth from the 
ledge to the surface 

high springs is 47 feet, 
consequently allowing 28 feet ebb and 15 
feet for height of rock leaves but 4 feet of 
water upon the ledge at low tide. Its 
bearing from the Beacon light is east 
northeast and distant about 200 yMds.
There is a gradual shoaling of the water 
eastwardly, but this obstruction once re­
moved no very sensible shoaling presents 
for some distance. At the eastern ex­
tremity however, we find three feet less 
water than at the centre, western and 
south sides and as it does not become 
any deeper the farther east we go, it 
would be hardly necessary to reduce the 
obstruction below 12 feet and thus givB a 
depth of 16 feet at low water. The 
quantity of rock to remove in such case 
would be about 600 cubic yards.

We consider the operation quite practic­
able although there are many difficulties 
to contend with. Thë&e coupled with 
the short cessation of current must neces­
sarily make the undertaking lengthy and 
expensive. Surface blasting would be 
the plan adopted and gun powder would
