[New York Herald.]

Ma. Gladstone has been asked what
means all this hurrying to and fro? His
answer is to the effect that it has abso-
lutely no significance. The great man’s
lieutenanis have only called at the castle
to ask whether he has slept well lately.
They have probably been informed that
he has slept in his usual manner—that
is, ever with one eye open.

DOES NOT ACKNOWLEDGE DEFEAT.

The stir in the country, the uneasy
twitchings observable in the giant Demos,
have not escaped his notice. He means
to have something to say to that same
giant when the right moment comes.
Some time ago Mr. Gladstone told us of a

who humorously reproached him for not
stepping down. “You are always popp-
ing up again,” she complained. This
lady must perceive that he is at his old
tricks once more. He is truly English,
according to Napoleon’s standard, in
never knowing when he is beaten. In
fact, who is to know when a man is real-
ly beaten in the political arena ? Who
was beaten so often and so hopelessly as
Disraeli ? Yet he lived through it and
became Prime Minister of England and
had he lived alittle longer he would have
been Prime Minister again.
GLADSTONE SUFFICIENTLY CAUTIONED.

The past issoon forgotten by the public
and the English public is particularly gen-
erousinthat respect. Itremembersevery-
thing that tells in favor of its old ser-
vants and passes a sponge over the reat.
Therefore no one need be surprised to
find that Mr. Gladstone is being restored
to popular favor. People are getting
over their alarm abouf home rule. They
think that the Grand Old Man has had a
warning; that he will be more cautions
next time he tackles the subject, and
that be will contrive to do justice to Tre-
land without endangering the Empire.
That i the impression which is spread-
ing in the comntry. It partly accounts
for the conservative reverses in the recent
elections.

OTHER EYES BESIDES GLADSTONE'S.

There is another force at work which
the leading journals do not seem to be
aware of, but which is destined to pro-
duce tremendous results. I refer to the
social upheaval which is daily acquiring
a greater momentum among the great
body of people. We have educated our
masters, as Mr. Robert Lowe ironically
advised us to do, with the usual result.
Their eyes have been opened. They see
more clearly than ever the immense dis-
parity between the lot of the rich and
the poor, and they chafe under condit-
ions which hem them in.

THINKING, AND THINKING DEEPLY

That thousands of hard working men
should toil for bare subsistence, that
thousands of women should be driven {o
the streets because the “sweater” takes
the profits of their labor when they try
honest industry, that the fruits of their
toil should somehow or the other appear
to be passing more and more into the
hands of syndicates, great companies and
universal providers, who crush out the
small capitalists—all this, and much
more of thelsame kind, is awakening a
spirit which the world will hear a great
deal more of before it is much older.

IN THE NEAR FUTURE.

The issue which will shake England
one of these days is not the Irish ques-
tion or the disestablishment question,
but the long threatened struggle between
the socialistic principle and the defenders
of the existing system. It is coming
nearer, though many eyes refuse to see
it. That will be a true Armagedden,
when there will be voices and thunders
and lightnings and a great earthquake.

The American author of that curious
book, “ Looking Backward,” seems toim-
agine that he has foreseen the end of this
life and death struggle, We here are, I
think, looking on at its early and prepar-
atory stages.

Now the great body of people appear
to feel that when the critical time arrives
they are more likely to get help from
the liberal or radical party than from
the conservatives. This belief will have
more ot less effect on all future election-

RETURNING TO THE FOLD.

Another change which is pasaing over
political parties is this. The dissentient
liberals are gradually making their way
back to the regular fold. I do not see
how this can be doubted by those who
study the field attentively.

It will make a vast differ-
ence to them if this tendency goes on.

Now is the
time for the conservatives to take these
facts into consideration.

Opinion of Shippers on the Falling
Thr of the T far Rapid
fiteamship Travel.

g [Montreal Star.]

The falling through of the Anderson
scheme for rapid steamship travel across
the Atlantic is the subject of much dis-
cussion in shipping circles; and a rumor
for some tigge going the rounds that the
Messrs. A):: had in view the placing of
new and powerful enginesin all their
steamers to enable them to compete with
the Anierson line in speed, lent further
interest to the subject. In this connec-
tion the Messrs. Ailan say they never
had the slightest intention of fitting in
new engines. “All we intended doing
and are doing,” said Mr. John ‘Allan, the
manager, “was to exchange our present
compound engines for triple expansion
ones, by which a saving of fuel will be
sec’t,lred and speed in a degree accelerat-

Mr. Torrance, of the Dominion line,
said he never had the least idea the An-
derson scheme could sutceed. “Where,”
said he, “were they to get engers for
their ships to meet the outlay? Certan-
ly not irom the Dominion, and if not
where else? The whole affair had to fall
through for the simple reason that it was
uncommercial throughout, and I have an
idea that the so-called promoters in Can-
ada knew it from the first.” Another
prominent shipper said: “The true in-
wardness of thisso-called ‘contract,” With
the Andersons is now revealed. It was
an instrument that bound the Govern-
ment but did not bind the other parties
toit. If there had been a profit in it
the Andersons would have pocketed
the profit: they give back their
contract to the Government. The And-
erson contract being now out of the way,
and the whole matter de novo, it 18
time to reconsider what is and whatis no
wanted by the Dominion in the matter
of an ocean mail contract. The greatest
humbUf of all in the Anderson fiasco
was-so long the French call at Havre or
Cherburg. Canada does no business with
these ports, nor indeed with any French
port outside of the Mediterranean, ex-
cepting some small imports from  Char-
ente, and these come to us all too readily
without the aid of outsiders.” France
buys nothing from us broadly speaking.
The French are the most exclusive of the
European nations. The Government
might as well subsidize a line from Tim-
buctoo to Toronto as depend on them
for support in- the Fresent case.
The selection of lymouth or
Southampton as the port of departure
in England was a mistake. In point of
fact there is but one available port of de-
parture and_that is Liverpool, with or
without an Irish call as the shipowners
may determine. The Halifax terminus
or even the Halifax call, is scarcely less
objectionable from a Dominion point of
view. If the ships are to be available
in winter for the passenger traffic of the
Dominion and for the transcontinental
trade, they should be permitted tochoose
the winter terminus best suited for their
business. If Halifax orSt. John require
a steamship line then let the Govern-
ment give them such a line, and give it
in summer, when it is most wanted, as
well as in winter; but let the Government
keep the two services apart and not in-
jure both by mixing them together. The
sum that the Government has
at its disposal ought to
afford a fortnightly .line the year
round to Halifax or St. John, and a week-
ly line to the St. Lawrence in summer
and Portland and Boston in winter.
Both of our great Canadian railways
have termini in those two cities' and
other large interests there as well as in
Halifax and. 8t. Johu. Again, referring
to the great speed promised, vessels of
the;“Parisian” and;“Vancouver” type, car-
rying a third or a half more cargo, and
sailing a knot, or perhaps two knots as a
maximum, quicker, wonld perfectly fill
every requirement for the next couple of
decades, and if the Government will only
come down from the clouds and give the
country such a service every one, except
perhaps the C. P. R., will be satisfied and
lm(gpy.”

Beruv, Oct. 21.—The Reichstag open
ed today. Herr Von Boetticher the Vice-5
president of the Prussian ministry read
the Emperors speech from the thorne.
The address says:—

The active attention of the present
Reichstag has been especially directed to
the securing of peace abroad and at home,
5E88-
ion will be in the same direction.

Whan the Reichstag met in 1887 the
foremost object was the consolidation of
the defensive powers of the fatherland.
The Reichstag with a patriotic apprecia-
tion of the situation applied itself thereto.
Your co-operation to this end will
be again claimed in order to develop the
efficiency of the army. Its readiness for
action in accordance with whatever cir-
cumstances may arise, and thereby im-
part to the efforts of the Emperorand his
exalted allies for the preservation of
peace—the weight which is their due in
the council of nations.

A bill will be presented by the Govern-
ment amending the military law to pro-
vide for a fresh distribution of the army
and is intended to readjust, in the inter~
est of the training and conduct of the
army, inequalities of organization which
have arisen through the strengthening
of the army and the displacement of
troops from time to time. From this
cause, and a corresponding expansion of
the naval power arises the additional ex-
penditure, set forth in the Budget. ;

The financial statement. . to be sub-
mitted will present & not inconsiderable
increase in the matricular contributions
of the several states to the army, com-
pared with those of the currentfinancial
year, nevertheless, these contributions
will not greatly exceed the sums handed
to the Federal States, from imperial
revenue.

THE JAPANESE FLOODS,

Returns of the Suffering and Loss
Caused During the Current Year.

Sax Fraxcisco, Oct. 22.—The steamer
Belgic arrived last night from Hon
Kong and Yokol The Japant
papers state that the complete returns
from one prefecture of Aichi show 'that
685 people were drowned and 121 injured
during the floods of September 11 and
that over une thousand houses were
swept away and thousands of acres of
crops destroyed.

In a review of the calamities caused by
the floods during the year 1889 the Japan
Mail says:—The returns show 12 prefec-
tures have been devastated, 2,419 people
killed, 155 wounded and over 90,000 de-
prived of the means of subsistence; more
than 50,000 houses have been swept
away or submerged and 150,000 acres of
crops destroyed; about 6,000 bridges
washed away and some ' hundreds of
miles of roads broken up.

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HAS OUR HARBOR CHANNEL CHANGED
SINCE (844?

The remarkabie variation between the
channel into St. John harbor as it actual-
ly is, and its condition as laid on the Ad-
miralty charts has led to a good deal of
speculation in regard to the cause of so
important a discrepancy. It is quite
clear, either that the survey made by
Lieuts. Harding and Kortwright in 1844
was grossly inaccurate, or that the chan-
nel into this harbor has altered and im-
proved very materially dnring the past
45 years. We believe the latter alterna-
tive to have been the case, for reasons
which we shall now state, and which we
think our readers will regard as conclu-
sive.

The first chart of St. John harbor which
is available is that made by Champlain
in 1604 but it is not in sufficient detail to
be of any value with regard to particular
soundings. In 1643 Thomas Gorges of
Piscataqua, writing to the authorities of
Boston with regard to Charnisay’s siege
of Fort Latour describes Charnisay’s
ships as lying to the South West of
Partridge Island which he saysis the
only ship channel. This would seem to
show that the West Channel was re-
garded as the main channel at that date.
The survey of this harbor made by R. G.
Bruce of the engineers in 1761 shows that
the West Channel was then regarded as
the main channel for it is so marked in
his chart.  The course into the har-
bor west of Partridge Island, as
Jaid down on his chart, is
almost a direct line north and south and
the least depth of water is 2} fathoms,
16} feet. This occurs due west of the
most northerly point of the island and
distant from it about 200 yards. The
chart published by the Board of Trade
shows 14 feet of water on the same spot
at the present time. East of the island
& course is shown on Bruce’s Chart on
which there is 18 feet of water directly
north of the island reef from which it
bends westerly into the course of the
‘west channel, the depth at no point less
than 18 feet. The same Course now gives
a least depth of 22 feet of water, as may
be seen by reference to the Board of
Trade’s publication. Hereis a gain of
four feet, but the general increase of
depth north of the island is much great-
er than this would indicate. Where the
soundings in 1761 were 18, 21, and 24
feet they are now 22, 24 and 29 feet and
this over a very large area.

Aboutthe year 1780 Capt. DesBarres
made a chart of St. John harbor which
was published in his famous collection of
charts under the name of the Atlantic
Neptune. He shows a channel west of
the Island with a least depth of 18 feet,
this channel lying well towards the Car-
leton shore, but no channel at all east of
the Jsland. A course is, however, Inid
déwn close to the Island on the east side,
where at one point there is only 9 feet of
water and further to the castward an-
other course is laid down with a general
depth of 12 feet. It is quite clear from
this chart that the east channel was
never used by large vessels at the time
this survey was made 110 years ago.

In 1818 a chart was published by An-
thony Lockwood from a survey made by
him or under his direction. This survey
shows the east channel to be the main
channel. West of the Island a bar is
shown 200 yards across with 9 feet of
wate: upon it midway between the Is-
land and the point of Fort Dufferin and
12 feet close to the Island. North and
south of this bar the depth is 18 and 24
feet. [East of Partridge Island acourseis
sham with a least depth of 18 feet right
into the harbor. No shoals or knolls
such as are marked on the Admiralty
chart of 1844 are to be found on Lock-
wood’s chart, but that does not prove that
they did ‘not exist for the soundings are
comparatively few.

The Admiralty chart of 1844 professes
to have been largely corrected in 1864,
and to have been subjected to small cor-
rections in 1879 and 1880. 1t shows the
bar across the west channel as 800 yards
in width with a least depth of 9 feet, in

: the course which a vessel entering the
harber by that channel would follow. The
chart published by the Board of Trade
gives a least depth in the west channel
of 11} feet, and indicates a course on
which a least depth of 13 feet is to be
found.

We have already considered fully the
changes shaown in the East channel since
the survey of 1844 and need not again re-
peat them 1n’ detail. It is sufficient to
say in general terms, that a number of
shoals and knolls with very shallow
water as shown on the chart of 1844 no
longer exist, and that a vessel entering
St. John harbor need no longer follow
the zig-zag course laid downon the Ad-
miralty chart,on which there is in some
places not more than 12 feet of water, but
can follow a course that is almost per-
fectly straight with a least depth of 21
feet at dead low water, spring tides, or of
24} feet at mean low water.

1t is quite evident from this recital of
the history of 8t. John harbor that the
east channel which formerly was somuch
obstructed by shoals as to be avoided by
large vessels, has owing to the narrowing
of the harbor by the construction of
wharves or from other causes become at
least 9 feet deeper than it was a century
ago, if the chart of Capt. DesBarres is to
be accepted as an authority. That it
has become much deeper than it was in
1844 we have the best of evidence, unless
the Admiralty survey of 1844 was
all ' wrong  which is hardly
probable. We therefore may confidently

With respect to the availubility
of St. John as compared to Boston the
advantages are all 1n our favor. Boston
has a 23 foot channel at mean low water
and a 33 feet channel at mean high wat-
er, while St. John-has a 24} foot channel
at mean low water and a 45 foot channel
at mean high water. The people of
Montreal are only stultifying themselves
when, they give a preference to Boston
over St. John as the terminus of the fast
mail line.

were the merest detail to you, though I
confess it nearly breaks my heart when I
have to treat a new pairin that high and
mighty style, seeing that the cost of them
comes out of my salary and that treat-
ment of that sort soils thew: dreadfully.
But I have got hold of this recipe, given
to me by a little old French lady, and
now I clean them myself over and over
again and make one or two pairs last me
through one of those long runs of a
Lyceum tplay. I gotoa chemist’s shop
and ask for a quart of deodorized benzine
one dram of sulphuric ether, one dram
of chloroform, two drams of alcohol and
enough lavender water to make it deli-
perfumed and pleasant. The
clerk mixes thatup for me properly,
and when I get it home I pour about a
cupful of it into the basin and wash the
glovesin it. If I have been wearing
them a long time and they are very black
I have ready prepared two bowls in both
of which is some spirits of wine slightly

rfumed with the lavender water.

hrough these I gave them two rinsings,
but if they are not very much soiled
one ringing will be sufficient. Then I
lay them on a table, and with a piece of
soft white flannel I rub them smooth, so
that all the wrinkles from the washing
disappear, and they become partially
ry. After which I stretch a cord across
the corner of my dressing-room, in the
light, but out of the sun and the wind,
and on this I hang them and let them
dry for twenty-four hours. If the gloves
are very thin and not of the first quality
I dry them on my hands,’slipping them
on and buttoning them, and then scrubb-
ing them briskly with a dry flannel to
quicken the process of drying them.
But Bdon’t think that pays; it takes so
much time, and, no matter how careful
one ig, a cheap glove never looks well
after it is cleaned. I think on the whole
it is cheaper to throw them away, or
rather never to buy them.
