Rome, July 10.—At 12.50 this morning 

it was learned from Dr. Mazzoni that 
the condition of the Pontiff had not.

ROOSEVELT’S TELEGRAM.

"Thanking King Edward For Reception 
Tendered United States Officers.

Rome, July 13.—At 9.15 a. m. o’clock 
this morning the doctors issued the fol­
lowing bulletin regarding the condition of
the Pope:

“Up to midnight the Pontiff remained 
tranquil, but afterwards he experienced 
agitated intervals. A physical examin­
ation of the thorax shows no change 
since day before yesterday. The action 
of {lie kidneys continues .slight, and the 
general condition of His Holiness is 
somewhat depressed. His pulse is 82, 
respiration 32 and temperature 36 centi­
grade.” (Signed) Lapponi, Mazzonâ.

When Monsignor Angeli, one of the 
Pope’s secretaries, described this morn­
ing to His Holiness the burst of en­
thusiasm called forth by his illness, de­
claring that it had produced a revival 
favorable to the Catholic church unex- 

mipled in its history, the Pontiff ex­
claimed: “Blessed illness.”

At both the Vatican and the house 
of Dr. Lapponi the arrivals of patent 
medicines, surgical 
medical apparatus of all kinds continue, 
each being accompanied by assurances 
that His Holiness will recover if it is 
used according to directions. From 
Vienna have come highly perfected ma­
chines for producing artifical respiration 
and) for making oxygen. The Pontiff, 
however, lias not required the adminis­
tration of oxygen for the last three days. 
“What I need,” says Pope Leo, “is air, 
fresh air. Besides, I should be allowed 
to rise. An old man of 94 should not be 
kept in bed when without fever.”

Pope Leo is credited with having said: 
“I am destined to die from this illness, 
I feel I shall expire on Thursday, the 
feast day of the Carmelite Madonna, 
whom I specially worship.” This pre­
sentiment is remarkable, because in a 
certain way it coincides with the pro­
phecy made in the twelfth century by 
St. Malachi, the Bishop of Armagh, who 
predicted that Pope Leo would be suc­
ceeded by a Pope symoliziug the motto 
“Ignis nrdens” (burning fire.) The Car­
melite Madonna is the patroness of the 
Carmelite order, which attributes its 
origin to the prophet Elijah, who ascendL 
ed to Heaven in a chariot of tire. Be­
sides a member and protector 
order, Cardinal Gotti is looked upon as 
the most likely successor to the ponti­
ficate.

Our photographs have recorded two 
prominent tails, each several degrees in 
length. While it is always unsafe to 
make predictions as to how bright a 
comet will grow, yet there is little doubt 
that this one will be a fairly conspicuous 
object ini thé evening sky. In fact, I 
pect it to tie the brightest comet of the 
past ten years.”

TRADE AND TARIFFS.

It is interesting to note the difference 
in the attitude of trade journals as com­
pared with partizan newspapers in the 
great struggle now going on in Great 
Britain. In an article on “Imperial 
Trade and Tariffs,” in Page’s Magazine, 
Mr. Benjamin Taylor remarks that the 
issue now raised involves consideration, 
not of an Imperial Zollverein, but of Im­
perial reciprocity expressed1 in prefer­
ential tariffs. He remarks, however, 
that one great economic reason in .favor 
of Imperial reciprocity is that it must 
almost certainly end—though the develop­
ment may take some years—in a Zoll- 
verein, which would mean pure Free 
Trade within the Empire. But Free 
Trade within the Empire could not be 
maintained without a customs for re­
venue for such of the Imperial states as 
have not sufficient forms of direct tax­
ation. The question arises—why should 
there not be an Imperial customs for .sub­
division among all the members of the 
Empire, just as the Dominion tariff suf­
fices for all the provinces of Canada, and 
the Commonwealth tariff for all the 
states of Australia? That, however, is 
a condition which must follow, not pre­
cede, political unity, and political unity 
will be promoted by preferential tariffs, 
which will create and sustain a direct 
and intense community of interests. To 
those who have been born and bred in an 
atmosphere of Free Trade it is no aoubt 
disquieting to have an issue presented 
which seems to involve a reversal of the 
national fiscal policy. But Free Trade is 
not a gospel; it is only a doctrine. And 
it ie quite a mistake to ascribe all our 
economic growth and commercial pros­
perity to its influence. People do not 
consider how far the commercial prosper­
ity and the spirit of adventure, which in 
modern times has taken the form of 
colonization, are inter-related in the his­
tory of our national development The 
British Isles contain a population of forty 
millions. The British Empire contains a 
population of four hundred millions. It 
is in the making of that Empire, more 
than in the practice of Free Trade, that 
Great Britain has developed her trade 
and extended her foreign connections. 
The point to be made clear to doubters 
is that reciprocity between the several 
self-governing states of on Empire» is in 
perfect accordance with, the principles of 
Free Trade.

A GLANCE INTO THE

Projected RaUroads, If Completed, WU 
Make It a Hive of Activity—

A Bright Outlook.

These are busy days along the streets 
of Port Angeles, and boats are daily 
landing strangers, who in conversation 
tell you that they are inquiring about 
the prospects of the place.

There is little doubt that another 
boom will be set in motion and another 
attempt made to transform Port Angeles 
into a real tto\ and that this 
mer. lu fact one must notice that it has 
already begun.

What is Of most vital importance 'to 
Port Angeles’s welfare is a good railroad 
that will take passengers at her very 
door and transport them to Seattle. At­
tempts have been made in the past to 
accomplish this, and never was the 
cess of that project more favorable than 
at the present time.

®0me four years ago a movement was 
launched to connect Port Angeles with 
Seattle by a road to be known as the 
Port Angeles Eastern, 
money was invested' in the enterprise, 
and a beginning was made by construct­
ing a roadway along the eastern beach. 
But suddenly the schème collapsed, and

has been lying dormant. Now another 
attempt is being made to revive it, and 
during the past two weeks the town 
streets have heard considerable talk in 
reference to the renewal of work. Isaac 
C. Atkinson and C. C. Young, of Boston, 
were recently in the place, investigating, 
and the citizens feet confident that some­
thing will soon be done. The sad acci­
dent to President Cushing, which oc­
curred last week, however, will delay the 
matter for a while. It is lioped that his 
recovery will be speedy, for he is the 
life and soul of the little city, and his 
loss would be irreparable.

In the meanwhile another road, the 
Port Angeles Pacific, for the past six 
months has been making rapid strides in 
an attempt to penetrate the wild's of 
Western Clallam. Three companies have 
been incorporated, known as the Smith 
Mastick Construction -Company, the 
Elmira Logging Company, and the Port 
Angeles Pacific railroad. C. B. Dean, of 
Elmira, is president of the construction 
company, and Norman R. Smith,, whose 
father was the founder of the city, is 
president of the railroad.

At this time between three and four 
miles of road have been put in at a con­
siderable expense, and a switchback 
ma,de over the hill for a distance of more 
thqn a mile into some of the finest tim­
ber land in the northwest. A logging 
train is in daily operation making sev­
eral runs, and bringing the logs to the 
beach where they are formed into a boom 
to be towed across the Sound, where 
they will be manufactured into lumber. 
By this means the lumbering carried on 
in connection with the construction will 
nearly pay the expenses of building the 
road.

The present plan is to go to Lake 
Crescent, a truly beautiful spot, in the 
vicinity of which are ‘hot springs, thence 
through some wild country to Grey’s 
Harbor, where it is expected to connect 
with the Great Northern railway. Thus 
will be opened up an entirely new sec­
tion of country, give access to the tim­
ber of Clallam comity, and encourage 
the settlement of this part of the state. 
If was expected that the road would be 
completed as far as Lake Crescent this 
summer, but from the present standpoint 
that is very improbable. Nevertheless 
the chances are most excellent that 
within a year Port Angeles will be con­
nected with a transcontinental road, and 
the day is not far distant when both the 
eastern and western sections of Clallam 
will re-echo with the shrill whistle of 
the locomotive.

Such a success would be of consider­
able benefit to Victoria, for it would in­
volve the opening of a regular ferry line 
between the two cities, and how delight­
ful the interchange of trade and cour­
tesies would be, for it must be remem­
bered that Port Angeles is not without 
quite a strong Canadian population, who 
cherish deep regard for Victoria, and 
Victorians take pleasure in passing a 
quiet day among the foothills of the 
Olympics.

In Port Angeles there is a Women’s 
Civic Club, which has in its keeping the 
highest interests of the city, such as 
beautifying the highways and school 
grounds, planting trees and formation of 
parks. Tn^ club is not without origin­
ality, for one of the most unique schemes 
was recently carried through in a man­
ner .highly gratifying. I mean “Stump 
Day.” As many of the streets are still 
obstructed by large stumps, the club set 
apart a day when the residents should 
gotlier in the different wards for the pur­
pose of removing these obstructions. The 
mayor issued a proclamation, the stores 
were closed and the town was en fete. 
The men worked and the women served 
a dinner in each ward. Not only was it 
an affair of much jollification, but also 
effected1 a very great improvement to the 
city streets. 'So successful was it that it 
is declared by popular sentiment that 
“Stump Day” will be repeated.

The little city is not without its social 
functions, and life is pleasant and lively. 
Amateur theatricals are of frequent oc­
currence, and evening parties are com­
mon. The Boston colony on- the eastern 
-bluff is transplanting in the West some 
of that culture and social life in- which 
She has for so long been a leader in the 
East. Other cities are strongly repre­
sented, and Pine Hill just now is receiv­
ing a share of attention. Tumwater may 
be expected to follow in the near future.

A movement is on foot at the present 
time to grade Francis street and to build 
a new whatf for the landing of the 
regular line of boats’ at the foot of it.

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GRAND TRUNK SCHEME. pany pays the interest—which there is 
little doubt that it will—the country will 
suffer no loss except in the earlier years 
of the enterprise, and will certainly reap 
many advantages—both direct and in­
direct.—from the creation of another 
great route for traffic across the contin­
ent. If, as these objectors assert, the 
eastern section will ,be the “unproduc­
tive” part of the system, that will be the 
concern of the company and not of the 
government, since the former has not 
only to cover the cost of operating that 
system, but also to pay the government 
three per cent, per annum on the cost of 
the construction of the line. We think 
that problem can be left to the managers 
of the company and until there is a de­
fault by the company in its engagements, 
there is no occasion for the taxpayers of 
the Dominion to worry over the matter. 
As an argument against the govern­
ment’s proposal, this particular criticism 
is without force.” •

The Grand Trunk Pacific Railway is 
the chief political topic of discussion ip 
Canada just now. This is not surpris­
ing considering that the matter is of 
greater importance than anything 
that has engaged the attention of 
the people since the Canadian Paci­
fic Railway Construction Syndicate 
laid its plans and demands before the 
government of Sir John Macdonald. The 
proposition as modified and perfected on 
the demand of the government is vastly 
different from that under which the first 
Canadian transcontinental road was
tmilt. We do not say the government is 
entitled to all the credit for this, be­
cause there has been a great onward 
movement in public sentiment and under­
standing of the resources of the Domin­
ion during the last twenty years. But 
we think the administration is entitled 
to the greatest credit for the bargain it 
lias made on behalf of the people, and 
it is gratifying to note that many Con­
servative newspapers in the East and in 
the West refuse to follow their leaders 
in the carping and insincere criticism 
levelled at the terms proposed to be ap­
plied to the great work. The Colonist is 
the only paper in the West that has 
ventured to assail the project in language 
which, as the Vancouver News Adver­
tiser practically says, could only be used 
by oue ignorant of the true significance 
of the terms of the agreement. Summing 
up its conclusions in its issue of the 5th f 
inst., our Vancouver contemporary re­
marked: “While on the whole the Rail­
way company may be regarded as hav­
ing made a good bargain, we are inclined 
to think that public opinion will approve 
the arrangement that the government 
proposes to make. The people have pome 
to regard subsidies in land or money such 
as have been so lavishly given to pro­
moters in’ the past with much disfavor.

If there are defects in the proposal which 
it is stated the government will submit 
♦o parliament in connection with the 
Grand Trunk Pacific railway, or details 
which could be altered with advantage 
to the public interests, it is the duty of 
the opposition to point out such things 
and1 to strive to have them changed. But 
it is neither patriotic nor politics from a 
party standpoint to oppose the scheme 
«imply because it is brought forward by 
a Liberal government. The anxiom that 
“it is the duty of an opposition to op­
pose” must not always be construed liter­
ally.

DEATH AND THE COMMISSION.

Conventional phrases cannot but come 
far short of expressing the depth of the 
sorrow and regret which will be felt in 
all parts of the Dominion, and in the 
province of Ontario especially, at the an­
nouncement of the death in London of 
Chief Justice Armour.

The following truthful story told, 
porter of the &un by Mrs. 0_ Herman, 
of Third avenue, Orangeville, carries a 
lesson to other mothers. Mrs„ Herman 
said: “About fifteen months ago my 
daughter, Kate, while attending the pub­
lic school studied hard. .We noticed that 
she began to complain of headaches. 
This was followed by a listlessness and 
an utter indifference to the things that 
usually interest young girls. We con­
sulted a doctor, and she took bottle after 
bottle of medicine, but with no benefit. 
Often she would arise in the morning 
after an almost sleepless night, her 
limbs all a quiver and her head reeling.

TRIAL OF WILL CASE

HAS BEEN POSTPONED

The Plaintiffs Deposit Ample to Cover 
Costs of Adjournment Now 

Asked For.

The trial in the action brought by Edna 
Wallace Hopper to break ithe will of the 
late Alex. Dunsmuir has been adjourned 
until October 1st. This decision was 
reached on Friday.

Upon court opening before Mr. Justice 
Irving, E. V. Bodwell reported that as 
yet he had not been able .to get a cable 
to Sir Richard Musgrave. It had been 
impossible to get the cable delivered to 
him as his whereabout had not yet been 
found. Everything was being done to 
establish communication with him, how­
ever. He therefore asked that a date 
might be set for the trial. If Sir Richard 
could come it would be some time before 
he could be got here, and he asked for 
a date in keeping with .these circum­
stances.

E. P. Davis said that there was no 
certajnty of Sdr Richard Musgrave being 
here. He thought he would be pardoned 
for saying! that he had no belief that Sir 
Richard would come. They had only the 
hearsay statement of Sir Charles Tupper 
that Sir Richard had evidence to give. 
Was it reasonable to suppose, when 
Judge Coyne, in a conversation with Sir 
Richard, was told by the latter that he 
hoped that the plaintiff would succeed in 
this action that Judge Coyne- did not ask 
him if he had material evidence. It 
was a serious matter to his side to have 
this adjournment on such a trivial rea­
son as was given. There was always 
the danger of some of the important wit- 
nesscS"ffyfhg: That Sir Richard had not 
replied to th£ cablegram was quite rea­
sonably to bfc attributed to the fact that 
he had received the message and was 
unwilling to come and give evidence, and 
thus disregarded’ the cablegram.

He favored going on with the evidence. 
If Sir Richard chose to come he would 
likely be here in time to give evidence 
before the case closed.

Mr. Bodwell did not favor hearing a 
part of the evidence now and the re­
mainder at another time.

His Lordship thought that sufficient 
had been shown to allow of an adjourn­
ment. It was not perhaps as satisfac­
tory as would be wished for, but he felt 
that an adjournment should be allowed 
the plaintiff.

He did not incline to hearing the evi­
dence piecemeal. He could conceive of 
nothing which would1 lend! itself to per­
jury as much as that would. He there­
fore favored’ adjourning the case until 
all the evidence could be heard.

The date of the trial was then dis­
cussed, and His Lordship named October 
1st as the date. He thought they might 
then get to the trial in a month’s time.

On an application made by Mr. Bod­
well as to costs, His Lordship said that 
he would not deviate from the usual rule$ 
which was that the costs of the adjourn­
ment should be borne by those asking 
for it.

Mr. Davis wanted to know1 as to the 
security for the costs.

JBEis Lordship said that $2,500 had been 
deposited to secure the costs.

Mr. Davis held that this amount could 
only be reached after the trial.

His Lordship, however, assured him 
.that this amount would be available.

Amidst cross firing of counsel as to the 
costs. His Lordship announced to 
Mr. Davis that there were $2,500 avail­
able, and “I trust this adjournment will 
nott cost that.”

RETURNS FROM DAWSON.

Traveller For J. Fie-cy & Co. Tells of 
Condii|tioiii, in the North.

A. J. Morris,, traveller for J. Piercy & 
Company, was among the arrivals from 
the north on the steamer Princess May 
on Friday. Mr. Morris left Dawson 
on the 1st in«t., and made a record trip 
from the Yukon Mecca, notwithstanding 
a delay of 40 hours at White Horse. He 
came up the rivers on the steamer Daw­
son, one of the fastest steamers running 
on the Yukon waterways, and connecting 
with the Princess May at Skagway, 
reached Victoria in about eight and half 
days from Dawson.

Mr. Morris reports that all the freight 
that had accumulated at White Horse, 
prior (to the opening of navigation, has 
now been removed, and that the ri 
steamers continue to carry heavy loads, 
averaging from 200 to 250 tons, 
great amount of machinery and other 
freight is constantly moving towards the 
interior. In fact this condition of af­
fairs is likely to prevail for a consider­
able time yet, as merchants generally 
will be inclined this year not to leave 
their shipments until towards the end of 
the season, when the conditions of navi­
gation will be uncertain, 
very light fall of snow in the north last 
winter, and the rivers now are probably 
as high as they are likely to be (this year, 
the Pelly and Big Salmon being already 
down to normal level.

-Mr. Morris reports business in Dawson 
to be on a good basis, and In the dry 
goods line he believes Victorians will 
hold their own against all competitors. 
Before leaving Dawson he saw over 
tentth of the year’s clean-up. Over a 
million of it was piled up in bricks in 
bank, and in another pile there was half 
a million more. Mr. Morris predicts that 
the total clean-up will be in the neigh­
borhood of eleven or twelve millions.

ARE LEAVING VAUNTED

TANANA DISTRICT

Daniel Cadzow, From Fort Yukon, De­
scribes Their Betrayal by Circula­

tion of False Reports.

Two thousand indignant miners, in­
censed because of the manner in which 
they had been duped and made to believe 
that the country was a veritable Eldor­
ado, are endeavoring to escape starva­
tion in the much vaunted Tdnana dis­
trict of which the Seattle papers a short 
time ago never ceased boasting. The 
unfortunate men are going to Dawson, 
those of them who can afford to do so; 
others are going down to the mouth of 
the Yukon, while still others, impover­
ished of all wealth, are heading for 
districts in the nope of-securing the allur­
ing wealth which brought them north.

Daniel Cadzow, a miner from Fort Yu­
kon, who was among the arrivals from 
the north on the steamer Princess May 
this morning, has a good knowledge of 
the sufferings of some of these men, for 
he was among many of them. He travel­
led up the Yukon on the steamer Rock 
Island in company with about 350 of 
them who were bound for Dawson. He 
describes the Tanana farce as shame­
ful. The miners feel keenly the outrage 
which had been perpetrated at their ex­
pense. Several meetings had been held 
before he started) for Dawson, and they 
were determined) to briiig a number of 
the culprits to justice.

A man who had carried- the news to 
Dawson about the big discoveries in the 
district had been brought 
miners, and Mr. Cadzow says had- con­
siderable difficulty in disclaiming respon­
sibility of the reports attributed to him. 
Later a Capt. Barnett was accused. He 
had been a storekeeper in the district, 
and his motive for spreading the news 
about the fabulous wealth of the district 
is said to have been a -purely sinister 
one. For days, Mr. Cadzow says, Bar­
nett and six others, all armed with Win­
chesters, took refuge in a cabin, eventu­
ally making his escape out of the coun­
try. Had he not have done so the 
miners were sufficiently wrath y to have 
done almost anything to him. In fact 
there was talk among a few of lynching 
him. Seattle newspapers are also held 
responsible for a great deal of the wrong 
which the miners have suffered.

Frqm Honolulu, whither they 
were escorted by the AixxpMo.n, they were 
convoyed to Yokohama and, made the 
voyage without accident, >

Referring to the commissioning of the 
smaller torpedo boats which are escorting 
the flagship around the Island, a corres­
pondent of the Army and Navy Record 
says: “On the 28th the Grafton received 
a sudden order ■ to ‘mobilize’ torpedo 
boats.

British Columbia, just at present, af­
fords an excellent field for the study of 
coiiain phases of practical.politics, which 
a re by no means without interest for the 
student of tlieoretical politics also. After 
making trial of many novel combinations 

«f-y k of personal powers and special interests, 
X it has been discovered here that there is 

little efficiency and no stability in such 
coalitions. On all hands it is admitted 
that the only .redemption for provincial 
politics lies in the dev.elopmedt of a de­
finite party .system.

Party Politics and the Individual.
We are familiar enough with the de­

nunciations o.f .party politics which are 
so freely measured out in America. Such 
generous indignation affords an easy, 
and even morally elevating means df 
shifting the burden of responsibility 
when tiie sad defects of practical poli­
tics are from time to .time brought home 
to us. What we overlook is the fact 
that these -evils have their roots much 
deeper in the soil of human nature than 
the party spirit. The party spirit is in­
deed a long step on the road that leads 
away from pure, selfishness. The tend­
ency to take -sides and to follow leadehs 
is inherent in human nature, and is but 
the unconscious expression of that social 
instinct which constitutes manv in the 
language of Aristotle, a political animai. 
For the ordinary man, with the instinct 
for taking sides, but without reasoned 
convictions on tlm larger issues of prac­
tical life, it is much safer to be loyal to 
a party than to be the victim of shifting 
political winds and tides. As the adher­
ent of a party he knows where .to find 
himself on most issues, and so do his 
friends and opponents. Only the man 
who thinks, and the larger the issue the 
fewer his numbers, has a right to change 
his party, most other changes . are the 
fruits of delusion -or -corruption.

I
Physical Conditions a Factor.

Another factor materially affecting 
provincial politics is the physical geo­
graphy of the country. The province j 
being a mountainous region bordering on 
the sea has a considerable variety of 
irttétests, but these are largely Isolated, 
frgm ' ea^cli other ^nd concentrated upon " 
themgteiv.es. Thus, the different mining1 
interests are grouped in various parts of 
the province, determined by geological 
structure and means of jbransport. The 
agricultural, fishing and. lumbering inter­
ests are equally localised. As a result 
there is a strong teikdUiiiiQy, emphasized ! 
by the. new conditions of the .country, to 
develop purely local interests, .and to 
consider these almost «exclusively in the. 
attitude towards provincial politics. 
Under such conditions allegiance .to party. . 
is but a weak tie when .compared with 
allegiance to local iffiteneets. Hence, the 
tendency, to the bribery df .constituencies, 
so serious a menace ta .good government 
throughout the whole ©ominion, is na­
turally aggravated m British Columbia. 
3Here, then; the development ,of a definite 
Wty system, with party loyalty and' a 
party policy for the whole jprovinoe, is 
fibe most practicable mesoee -of enlozrging 
the tpoliticrtl outlook of <tihe -people. <)ne 
may freely admit ttvazt party pdBtics 
istfa-r from being an ideal system qf gov­
ernment, and yet maintain (flint under the 
pwsvUilhig conditions of most comimini- 
tifcs "it'is the only feasible system, and1 
onffiw tthe conditions of others, sudh as 
that British Columbia, it « the ronSjy 
means'by which the scattered and often 
antagonistic interests of isolated groups 
may’he introduced to a wider recognition!

There was an enthusiastic rally of

a smoking concert, business of an im­
portant character was not altogether 
neglected. This was the enrolment of 
new members, and before the proceedings 
terminated the list, which had already 
assumed formidable proportions had 
been increased to a gratifying extent. 
Despite the fact that the gathering was 
virtually the first open one since the re­
organization of the association, the at­
tendance exceeded expectations, and 
there is little doubt that from the ranks 
of those assembled a phalanx of ener­
getic workers will take the field who 
will smite the Tory forces arraj’ed 
against them sorely. An orchestra was 
present during the evening, and at .in­
tervals rendered much appreciated selec­
tions.

Chas. Spratt occupied the chair, and 
started the ball arolling by calling upon 
W. Sloan, Liberal organizer, for a few 
remarks. It was a very gratifying mes­
sage that Mr. Sloan had for the aiidiemce. 
From liis report the Liberals have the 
Island securely enough. Before relating 
the results of his organization campaign, 
however, he enumerated the advantages 
to toe derived by the country from the 
-alignment along party lines. The atmos­
phere would be cleared, and he doubted 
not that the same success which had 
attended the efforts of the party in other 
provinces would crown the campaign 
here. He urged all branches of the 
party to come together and discuss the 
various issues, on a common platform. 
Tills battle should be fought with a 
united front, and he was confident that 
such would be the case with the Liberal 
party.

Party lines would decide the control of 
a candidate. He would be responsible 
to a live organization during his tenure 
of office. There would now be what 
-there never was before—political dis­
cipline. As to leadership, the Liberals 
were going to the country under the 
leadership of Sir Wilfrid Laurier. (Ap­
plause.) In regard to the provincial 
leadership, the question would be left for 
decision -to the elected members, and 
the man who could control the majority, 
no matter who \he may be, should be 
given loyal support.

The speaker then described the pro­
gress of organization throughout the 
Islamd. In Nanaimo the party was unit­
ed, and would capture the constituency 
with a safe majority. At Ladysmith the 
organization meeting had been largely 
attended. When the Conservatives at­
tempted to gather themselves together 
they coud! only get an attendance of 
seven. And yet the Colonist described 
the meeting as a “large and enthusiastic 
one.”" At Ladysmith there were 155 
members of the Liberal organization, and 
the list was still increasing. In C 
berland,. during the last election, there 
were only seven Liberals at a meeting 
held, and now there were seventy-five. 
At Courtenay, out of one hundred votes 
there were eighty members of the Lib­
eral party. In Cowiehan, an old Con­
servative stronghold where the Liberal 
candidate lost his deposit in the last elec­
tion, there was a great change of heart. 
New districts had been opened up, and 
a new element ,Iiad come in. In Mount 
Sîçker for instance, two-thirds of the 
votes would be Liberal, while Chemainus 
and Crofton would follow suit. In Al- 
berni the man who opposed W. W. B. 
Mclnnes would be inundated, while on 
the Islands T. W. Paterson (applause) 
would go in with a big majority. In 
Vancouver (which by the way was out­
side his jurisdiction) the party were unit­
ed, and he felt confident would win. In 
New Westminster the Conservatives, 
obedient to the mandate of Hon. R. F. 
Green, had to swallow Mr. Gifford, a 
Liberal. It was peculiar they couldn’t 
put a candidate of cueir own stripe in 
the field. In Delta John Oliver (ap­
plause) had things his own way, while 
in Ne*son S. S. Taylor would make it 
warm for Houston.

The speaker then alluded to .the de­
sirability of returning to power .a gov­
ernment in sympathy with the adminis­
tration at Ottawa. He also referred to 
what the Liberal government had done 
for this province—increased the tax on 
Chinese in the face of protests from 
leaders of the Conservative party and 
corporations, and the setting aside of 
$500,000 a year for five years for the 
building up of the silver-lead industry. 
He closed by urging the Liberals to 
nominate the men who could best ad­
vance the interests of the party, and to 
fight this campaign with a united front. 
(Applause.)

Harry Salmon then' d-elighted the audi­
ence with a song, “Sailing,” a 1-1 joining 
in the chorus with a will. In response 
to an encore he gave an amusing sketch.

The next speaker was T. W. Paterson, 
who was most cordially received. He 
expressed pleasure on seeing so many 
present, which he considered indicative 
of the great interest the young men were 
taking in the political affairs ef their 
country. He felt that all would agree 
that a change in the government was 
necessary. (Hear, hear.) A different 
class of legislation was required if the 
matchless resources of the province 
were to be developed as they should be. 
British Columbia was not enjoying the 
prosperity which favored other provinces, 
and they should investigate the reason. 
But if they considered the character of 
the governments which had held the 
reins of power in the past the matter 
would be easily solved. The sole aim 
of the past administrations was to ex­
pend the public money for their own per­
sonal advancement, and the corn!try 
suffering from the effects of this deplor­
able squandering to-day. This was a 
province of wide areas, and the transpor­
tation problem w-as an Important one.

They 
were not relieved from granting the 
lease.

Solicitor Bradbum, being appealed to, 
said that the granting of the lease at 
the present time without conditions was, 
in the opinion of Mr. Taylor, unwise.

C. Wilson Conferred With Conservatives

Victoria Terminal matters were dis­

cussed at Thursday’s* meeting of' the 
city couirrl.

Mayor McCandiess and many of the 
aldermen are concerned with the ques­
tion of avoiding committing the corpora­
tion to any acquiescence m anything 
wiueii might work against the city’s in­
terests.

The following letter from W. J. Taylor, 
city barrister, was read:
J. M. Bradbum, City Solicitor, Victoria, 

B. C.:

Ottawa. July 9.—Alexander Begg, the 
octogenarian lobbyist, arrived from Vic­
toria the same day as Messrs. Wilson ' 
and Green.

Mr. Wilson had his first conference 
with the Conservative leaders last night, 
and discussed with them the plan of 
campaign in British Columbia.

RAILWAY APPLICATION.Re Victoria Terminal Railway Co.
Sir:—With reference to the two 

questions submitted' for an opinion, I beg 
to advise as follows:

No. 1. Is the purchase by the V. T. R. 
Go. of the steamer Victorian in the U. S.j 
and the conversion, of such* steamer in Vic- 
torLa into a railway ferry S. s., a sufficient 
compliance with) clauses 2 and 23 of the 
agreement between the company and the 
corporation in so far as such agreement 
requires the company to build, equip and 
put in operation a seaworthy and efficient 
railway and ferry S. 65.?

Ottawa, July 10.—At the railway com­
mittee to-day the Nicola, Kamloops & 
Similkameen Coal & Railway Company 
biH asked that a British Columbia rail­
way be brought under the Federal Rail­
way Act. There was some opposition to 
interference with provincial control, and 
an amendment was moved to make the 
application of this bill dependent upoo 
the British Columbia legislature. This 
w;as moved after the section declaring 
the railway for the advantage of Canada 
had been adopted. Tne amendment fail- 
ed to cnrrv. and the bill was reported.
