The other steer 
was a 2-year-old, which had always been 
well ted, and also weighed 1,000 pounds. 
This steer would sell at 5 cents per 
pound quicker than the other would at 
3 cents, and would therefore bring $50. 
Together the steers would bring $80, and 
if the money should be divided accord­
ing to the weight of the steers, butter- 
factory style, one farmer would get $10 
less than belonged to him, and the other 
$10 more. Prof. Robertson gave tests of 
rii ilk each month at a Vermont cream­
ery, which receives the milk from 700 
dairies. The milk here is paid for ac­
cording to the amount of batter-fat in 
it. In June the poorest dairy received 
56 cents per 100 pounds of milk, and the 
best one got 81 cents. The difference 
increased rapidly month after month, 
until in October the poorest milk 
brought 92 cents, and the best $1.63 per 
100 pounds. Prof. Robertson advised 
every creamery and cheese factory to 
get a Babcock milk-tester, and use it 
constantly. Dairymen who make their 
own butter would find the tester useful 
in pointing out the poor and unprofit­
able cows in the herd. The Babcock 
tester is sold by dealers in dairy utensils, 
and those who have tried it fjnd it ac­
curate, and it is not expensive. It does 
not pay to keep poor cows in a dairy, 
and judging from the discussions at the 
Ontario conventions, the Babcock tester 
affords an easy and cheap method of de­
tecting the useless cows.

Tiaining a Horse.
A horse should never be deceived by 

words or action. When a rider or driver 
pulls the reins and says “whoa,” he 
should mean it and stick to it. But to 
cry “ whoa,” jerk the reins and lash the 
horse at the same time is confusing and 
means nothing. It is quite common to 
say “ whoa” when it is only intended to 
go slower, or when the horse has not 
stirred a foot, to let him know of your 
presence. One day when your life may 
depend upon a “ whoa” you will find 
that your horse is not stopped by it be­
cause yon have entirely played it out of 
him. Speak always in a natural tone of 
voice under all circumstances. Always 
let your horse face the object of his fear, 

when frightened remember the 
slower you move your horse the more 
power you have over him. There are 
times when letting a horse trot is almost 
as bad as letting him 
is something a horseman should never 
exhibit in his countenance or voice, 
the horse is a close observer and soon 
learns to take advantage of such indica­
tion to become careless of control, if not 
indeed aggressive. Let your lessons be 
thorough, but not very long. Be gentle 
and patient with the colt, but make the 
willful, stubborn horse feel the full ex­
tent of your power until he submits.—

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\Growing and Keeping Apples.
My method of handling apples is as 

follows : (1) Hand pick in September.
I handle them like eggs, and never pack 
fallen apples, or dent with the finger the 
apples intended for sale. Then sell 
them as early as pessible. (2) I never 
keep my apples in a damp cellar. I find 
it better to build a cellar purposely for 
fruit. I keep them airy until freezing 
weather, in piles, not too deep, eight 
inches is enough. I never put apples in 
ban-els or boxes before shipping time ; 
they do not succeed as well as if kept 
open to the air, and they are apt to 
sweat and draw dampness, then * ‘ good­
bye Mr. Apple,” for it will lose flavor 
and rot. If properly handled and kept 
in a suitable place, winter apples should 
last until the first of June. I consider 
it careless and shiftless for any man ta 
neglect close attention to his fruit in 
which there is so much money. (3) The 
orchard should receive special care. I 
have learned by experience the benefits 
of pruning. Prune one tree as it should 
be and leave another unpruned ; gather 
the fruit carefully, and keep them sep­
arate, giving the same attention to each, 
and the result will be that the appl 
from the well-cared-for tree will last 
two months longer than that from the 
unpruned one. It astonishes one to 
travel through the country and see how 
the orchards are neglected. Some trees, 
.thirty or forty years old, have never

While we readily concede the importance 
of these interests, and while we hold that no 
political party should be unmindful of them 
or heedless of their prosperity, we insist that 
no plea for their promotion shall be used to 
justify political methods which endanger the 
integrity and beneficence of our institutions.

Since, therefore, the fair name of 
business interests has thus been used in a 
disreputable service, I have deemed it ap­
propriate to call attention to these things in 
an assemblage gathered together under the 
auspices of a business men’s club. It 
to be peculiarly tit and proper that the 
patriotic business men of our country should 
repudiate the suggestion that care for the 
interests they have in their keeping can be 
an excuse for corrupt political practices; 
they can teach with especial authority the 
lesson that business interests are safest 
under a fair administration of an honest and 
just government, representing the unbuught 
suffrage of our people.

Beyond this, however, our business men 
and all other Americans who love their 
country ought to make common cause in an 
effort to turn back the tide which leads to a 
perversion of the functions as our Govern­
ment, invitee the corruption of our voters 
and menaces the sure foundations of political

In a sincere and disinterested advocacy of 
sensible tariff reform we labor to remove 
the temptations that beset the integrity of 
our people, and strive to preserve that jus­
tice and equality which our Government was 
created to guarantee to all our countrymen.

Let us at all times bear in mind that it is 
the people’s cause we have in hand; and, 
while warning them of danger, let us never 
lose faith in the irresistible power of their 
awakened inteiligence and patriotism.

Leprosy la Philadelphia.
Philadelphia, Nov. 8.—Philadelphia has 

three cases of genuine leprosy. Two of the 
subjects are Chinamen and one is an aged 
white woman, whose name is witheld at her 
earnest request in order that her children 
may not be ostracised. All three are housed 
and cared for in an isolated building within 
the Municipal Hospital grounds.

Physicians say that it is rare that the dis­
ease has attacked one of the Caucasian race, 
and still less frequently any native in this 
country or climate, 
leprosy as have been reported in people of 
American birth have usually been contracted 
in foreign lands by intimate association with 
olher victims.

The condition of the woman in question 
was first* brought to the attention of the 
health authorities of this city in August last, 
up to which time none had suspected what 
her real affection was. It was then learned 
that thirty-five years ago she had lived with 
a Mexican family in this city. The head of 
the family suffered long with what was pro­
nounced elephantiasis, and she had cared 
fur him in his illness, which at last proved 
fatal. The Mexican’s son also died during 
her service in the family from what was 
supposed to be typhoid fever.

It was shown years after this that a leprous 
spot appeared on one of her limbs, It soon 
disappeared, however, and she felt no alarm. 
Her children grew to maturity and her 
hair whitened with age, all without further 
premonition of the dreadful disease. About 
three years ago a few blotches made their 
appearance, and last Feburary they began to 
increase with alarming rapidity. Finally 
she came to Dr. Welsh of the Municipal 
Hospital, who pronqunced it a case of genuine 
leprosy.

NEW GOODSPresident-elect Cleveland’s Last Speech 
of the Campaign.

In New York, in the last hours of the 
presidential campaign, Mr. Cleveland de­
livered one of his thoughtful speeches, which 
will be read with interest, now that his 
party is soon to have control of the govern­
ment of the United States. He said:—

Fellow citizens: We have reached the 
last hours of discussion in a campaign 
characterized by mahy unusual features and 
incidents.

I venture the assertion that never in the 
recollection of any one here present has a 
Presidential canvass been carried on with 
such a lack of noise and excitement, and in 
such an apparent atmosphere of popular 
thoughtfulness. If this is actually the con­
dition, and if our voters are really thought­
ful, it should bo a cause of congratulation 
on the part of every American citizen; for it 
must be that sober deliberation in the exer­
cise of the right of suffrage is the foundation 
of our hope for national perpetuity. None 
of ns can complain of a political result 
which represents the conscientious and clear 
convictions or a majority of our people. 
When these convictions prevail it is the mis­
fortune or fault of a party if it is defeated 
because the principles it advocates are not 
nnderstood by our voters, or if understood 
wre not accepted.

If we assume that the quiet of this cam­
paign is attributable to thoughtfulness 
among onr people and a deliberate sense of 
patriotic duty in the exercise of their suf­
frages, there would seem to be no place for 
fear or misgiving as to the result on the part 
of those who support Democratic principles. 
In exactly the form they are involved in the 
present campaign, these principles were pre­
sented two years ago to the voters of the 
country and received their endorsement by 
a tremendous majority, since then the drift 
of public opinion has been in our direction, 
and the doctrines opposed to ours have been 
more than ever discredited. It must be 
conceded too, that the intelligent and disin­
terested men who have left the rank* of 
opponents and joined our standard are ex­
ceptionally numerous and influential.

The fact that, with all these things in 
our favor, we are still not absolutely sure of 
success, would be startling if we did not 
know the desperate and disreputable methods 
which confront us*

. Our opponents, vanquished in every argu­
ment worthy of presentation to tho 
of our countrymen, have appealed to their 
passions and prejudices through the distri­
bution of the most impudent lies concerning 
the record and action of our party and its 
candidates. This, however, is not their 
main reliance, nor is it our greatest danger. 
It is a confession most humiliating to Ameri­
can citizenship that, with a cause so thor- 
oughly intrenched in reason, and commend­
ing itself so clearly to the intelligence of 
patriotic Americans,I we daily hear predict­
ions of Republican success, based upon the 
ability of that party to purchase the votes of 
the people.

A little reflection, it seems to me, cannot 
fail to arouse the American conscience to the 
wickedness as well as the peril of a de­
bauched suffrage. It is a plain proposition 
that our Government is only true to the 
principles upon which it rests when in its 
operation it represents the honest and intel­
ligent sentiments of the people. When it 
does not, its vigor and its very life are gone, 
and it remains but the mere semblance of a 
free government—the weakest and most de­
formed plan of rule that ever deluded 
kind. It can then no longer defend the 
rights of all, because rights will be forgotten 
in the capricious bestowal of favors. It - 
will then no longer be the proud mani­
festation of the strength and virtue of a free 
people, because it will only be the miserable 
instrument of craft and selfishness.

Who of all those who believe our Goveru- 
ment was created to bless American people 
and benefit mankind, will deny that the cor­
ruption of opr suffrage paves the way to 
these conditions ?

The time hss surely come when those who 
see the beginning of this corruption should 
look beyond it and beneath it in an endeavor 
to discover the source of our danger and the 
forces which give it deadly strength.

It has its sources in the perversion of onr 
Government to the furtherance of limited 
and special interests, and in the invitation 1 
thus extended to anticipate a continuance of 
governmental favor in compensation for 
partisan support. The forces behind it are 
greed and selfishness, willing to prostitute 
the suffrage of the people to pecuniary gain.

In the light of these considerations there 
is nothing unnatural in the situation of the 
pending canvass. When our countrymen 
yield to temptation and turn their backs 
upon the broad and disinterested patriotism

At the school meeting in Bathurst town 
there were the usual harmonious proceed- 
iugs. The trustees asked tor an assessment 
of §1,400 for school purposes, which the 
meeting voted, with an added fifty dollars 
for contingencies, making the amount $1,450 
to be assessed on the district. It was after 
the regular business was over that the 
matter of the Grammar School came up. 
Mr. K. F. Burns has always had a prefer­
ence for a superior school over the Grammar 
School, on the ground that the former fur­
nishes as high an education as the ratepayers 
ought to be required to pay for, while 
classical and collegiate instruction ought to 
be secured at the private cost of those who 
desire it. He presented his views along 
these lines and showed that by substituting 
a superior school in Bathurst for the Gram­
mar School, the district would effect 
a saving of about $100 a year and, 
at the same time, have high school facilities. 
After the matter was discussed, the propo­
sition of Mr. Burns seemed to commend it­
self to the meeting, and Mr. Geo. Suther­
land—who, by the way, is a methodibt— 
moved the abolition of the Grammar School, 
which was voted. The trustees applied 
forthwith to the board of education at 
Fredericton for permission to open a 
superior school in the town district, and 
their request will, no doubt, be granted. 
Their intention is said to be to offer the 
position of principal of this school to Mr. 
McIntosh, who is one of the two Protestant

Chatham in the complaint against the 
Conways for assaulting Scott Act Inspec­
tor Menzies and constable Hill ard im­
peding them in the discharge of their 
duty, particulars of which are in another 
column,will be in the nature of a surprise 
to most people.

The testimony showed that constable 
Hill Lad a search-warrant for the Conway 
premises, which he and the Inspector 
were endeavoring to execute at the time 
of the assault. Mr. R. B. Adams cited 
some authoiities which, taken together 
with the testimony given, would go to 
show that the officers could have no re­
dress because of their failure to bring to 
the notice of the Conways the fact that 
they were acting under authority of the 
warrant. That, however, was not a mat­
ter which should influence the magistrate 
in proceedings of the kind before him, 
which were merely preliminary, nor 
does it appear that it did. It was 
made abundantly clear that the officers 
had the warrant and that all four of the 
accused acted in concert in making the 
assault which repulsed the former in the 
attempted service. Conway, for instance, 
was proved to have l.a l an axe in his 
hands, while his daughter had a fUt-iron,

Mr, Burns 
having made no such appeal, nor used any 
language that could be construed to mean 
what Mr. Thomson stated, wrote to the 
Sun to that effect, but Mr. Thomson has 
not had the moral courage or fairness to 
take his untruthful etitement back. He 
prefers that it should remain intact in the 
magazine of his co-laborer in political and 
religious incendiarism, Mr. Pitts of Fred­
ericton, while the Sun has no words of 
reproof for either of these two gentlemen, 
who are aiding it in its crusade against 
Mr. Blair.

The Sun, the other day, published an 
address of its friend Mr. Pitts to hia fel- 
low-orangemen, which was intended to 
influence the protestants of Queens County 
against Mr. Blair. In that address Mr. 
Pitts, in his capacity of Orange County 
Master for York, made some statements 
based on a letter of Rsv. A. F. Thomson, 
respecting changea in school matters in 
Bathurst and Bathurst Village, voted 
by the ratepayers at their late annual 
meeting. The County Master’s statement 
was, in effect, that there would not be, 
after the ratepayers’ decision came into ef­
fect—which would be in a few weeks— 
any school з in either Bathurst or the Vil­
lage save those of the convents, 
taught by “the nuns.”

It was at once said by almost every­
body that if this were so it would be an 
outrage upon the minority of Bathurst 
which must be remedied, and that those 
responsible for it had acted in an unjust 
as well as impolitic manner. The ST?''’ 
John Globe, which is “knifing” Mr. Blair 
because he will not attempt the experi­
ment of refusing the co-operation of 
liberal-conservatives in conducting the 
government of the province, directed at­
tention to Mr. Thomson’s letter. It 
brought that gentleman out into the 
light by saying: “Mr. Thomson’s letter 
“conveys the idea that all the schools in 
“Bathurst are closed except those taught 
“by persons connected with the religious 
“orders of the "Catholic church.*-’ That 
idea was precisely what the reverend 
gentleman desired to convey. It was 
what all outside of Bathurst who had 
faith in the honesty of his letter were 
made to believe after reading it. He evi­
dently wrote it with the object of having 
it used by his partner, Pitts, just as that 
person used it. But when its statements 
reached Bathurst by means of the Globe 
and people there who knew the truth of 
the matter challenged his veracity, he 
was compelled to make an effort to place 
himself right. He wrote to the Globe 
expressing regret that he failed to express 
himself with sufficient clearness and say­
ing that “it was decided to close the 
“superior school in the Village and to em- 
“ploy a female teacher only for all the 
“children of this district. In the town it 
“was decided to close the grammar 
“school, but it was not decided to close 
“all the departments of the school.” He 
adds “my contention is that the existence 
“of the religious schools of the R. C. 
“church is interfering with the efficiency 
“ot the public scheols,” and he proceeds 
to give his ideas of what may happen 
“if this retrograde movement is allowed 
“to go on.”

Now, whatever may be the wisdom, 
policy or justice of the course taken by 
the ratepayers of Bathurst and Bathurst 
Village at their annual school meeting, 
we submit that it was done under the 
law and regulations which apply equally 
all over the province. Why, then, should 
Mr. Thomson endeavor, through the 
press and the Orange County Master of 
York, to influence the public mind against 
tho premier of the province over the 
matter, when that gentleman has no more 
to do with it than the king of the Can­
nibal islands ?

If Mr. Thomson finds the religious 
sisters, who are permitted, under the 
regulations of the Board of Education to 
teach in the Bathurst schools, so obnoxious 
as to justify the attacks he makes проц 
them, and if his fellow-ratepayers there, 
by reason of these same regulations, are 
sapping the foundations of our school law 
and making the schools under it mere 
training institutions for the Roman Catho­
lic church, to the detriment of the edu­
cational rights of Protestants, what is to 
hinder him from having the matter 
brought before the legislature in a decent 
and constitutional wayt instead ef playing 
the demagogue and agitator over it in the 
public press and as the co-worker of a per­
son such as Mr. Pitts of York County 
notoriety ? The reason is because he knows 
that there are no Roman Catholic schools in 
Bathurst or Bathurst Village under the law, 
or pretending to be under the law, any more 
than there are in Chatham and St. John. 
Ho knows that investigation before a com­
mittee of the legislature would prove that 
only what is prescribed by the Board of Edu­
cation is taught in the Bathurst schools, 
and that from the hour of opening to that of 
closing, daily , there is nothing taught by 
the sisters in charge that can be construed 
as the teaching of any church or faith. It 
is well known that Mr. Thomson is very 
row in his religious views. He is intolerant 
of any religion save proteatantism as he 
understands it. Hardly a Sunday passes 
without his congregation being obliged to 
listen to direct pulpit attacks by him upon 
the religions faith of a large majority of their 
neighbors, and it is too evident to many of 
them that the bigotry, intolerance and nar­
row-mindedness which are his leading 
characteristics, render him dangerous and 
undesirable as a citizen of the mixed com­
munity in which he lives. What he really 
objects to, and has originated and main­
tained his crusade against, is that the teach­
ing sisters of the Roman Catholic church 
should be allowed to teach in the public 
schools at all. That is the kernel of the 
whole matter, and although the regulation 
under which it is done was ordained some 
seven years before the Blair government 
came into existence, Mr. Thomson chooses 
to prostitute his position by laboring to make 
the impress-ion on the minds of his Orange 
and other ultra-Protestant sympathisers that 
Mr. Blair is responsible for the state of 
things, which, by persistent misrepresenta­
tion unworthy of a Christian gentleman, 
he has led a large proportion of the 
public to believe exists in Bathurst. Ninety 
people out of every hundred in Bathurst 
know that the statements he gives to the 
public through the press are mainly half-told 
truths advanced by him for the purpose of 
inflaming the public Vnind, and it is only 
when he is cornered, as he was by the Globe, 
and bis honest friends and neighbors re­
mind him that he has gone beyond the war­
rant of truth, that he feels obliged to make 
an attempt to place himself right His 
friend and correspondent, Mr. Pitts, in the 
address to which we have already referred 
seems to have placed the same construction 
upon Mr. Thomson’s statements respecting 
the results of the Bathurst annual school 
meetings as other people did—the same 
struction undoubtedly that Mr. Thomson 
desired. He said “I have been informed

But, 
granting that the Conways are the dei- 
perate peop’e claimed by some of their 
neighbors, ought not the fact to suggest 
the greatest prudence and most careful 
observance of the law’s requirements on 
the part of the officers ? No such pru­
dence or care were, however, exercised 
and hence tho disgraceful scene that was 
enacted.

In thus treating the matter we wish to 
be understood as distinctly and unequivo­
cally condemning people like the Conways, 
who violate the law and practically defy 
the officers, but we believe that the In­
spector is as much to blame for the 
defiance as those who give it, because of 
his uncouth methods, 
artist in hie*way. People in town were 
made to believe that in the assault at Con­
way’s his nose was broken and his cheeks 
cut and that, in other respects, he was 
most brutally treated. It turns out, how­
ever, that the injury to his nose was 
only superficial and that his cheeks were 
not injured in the least. Blood from the 
abrasion on the nose appears to have done 
service in the “make-up” for the imaginary 
injuries to the cheeks. The extent of 
the injuries received would not, of course, 
mitigate the offence of those who inflicted 
them, but it is a rather childish thing 
for a man like the Inspector to deliberate­
ly create the impression that his face was 
smashed after the manner of Conway’s 
door, when, as a matter of fact, he had 
received only a cut on the nose. He should 
have washed the blood off his cheeks and 
nose instead of leaving it on the whole 
skin to stand for imaginary wounds. If we 
do not mistake the situation he has so 
blundered over the whole matter as to 
make a failure of justice in the case in­
evitable. If, however, the result will be 
such a lesson as will cause him to be more 
sure of his ground in these cases, in 
future, and less reckless as an officer, a 
substantial advantage in the enforcement 
of the Scott Act will result. In any case 
let us hope that our police magistrate will 
rise

ThO Smelt Fishery-
Commander Wakeham was in town on 

Friday and Saturday, his visit here being 
at the instance of the Minister of Fisher­
ies, for the purpose of making enquiries 
respecting the smelt-fishery of the Miratn- 
ichi, with special reference to the coires- 
pondence and petitions that have been 
pres3nted to the Department of Fisheries 
during the past five or six years, on tho 
subject of the fishery above Middle 
Island. The World intimates that .аз 
Minister Tapper із in Great Britain no 
change will be made this season as an 
outcome of Commander Wakeham's en­
quiry. Wo do not understand it in that 
way, fur it is customary for departmental 
ministers, during absence from the coun­
try, to arrange with some one of their 
colleagues in the Cabinet to act for them, 
and the circumstances of this particular 
matter suggest the probability that 
prompt action will follow any recom­
mendation the Commander may make. 
If it be not so our people will have reason 
for great impatience and disappointment, 
for they have been given to understand 
by those who are supposed to speak for 
the government, that smelt fishing was to 
be allowed above Middle bland as soon 
as ice of sufficient strength formed. The 
privilege was to be enjoyed under such 
conditions as would honestly teat and de­
cide the question as to whether the smelt 
fishery was destructive of young baes, as 
claimed by the Department on the one 
hand and denied by our fishermen on the 
other. Those who speak for the smelt 
fishermen here—that is, those whjo are 
desirous that the questions at issue 
shall be decided on their merits*-have 
asked that the test be made, the Depart­
ment to manage the whole matter and be 
itself the judge as to whether it or those 
whose privileges it has so btubbornly 
denied to them are right as to the facts. 
It is probable—because it is customary— 
that some other minister is acting for Mr. 
Tapper, in the absence of that gentleman 
and, if so, we will entertain the hope 
that the promised test will be m«ade. 
Experience has taught our people to ex­
pect only the most severe nnd unreason­
able treatment from Minuter Tapper,and 
his absence, therefore, is calculated to 
inspire them with the hope that whoever 
is acting for him will be disposed 
cide the question on its merits} as ascer­
tained by Commander Wakeham, rather 
than to stubbornly adhere to a position 
taken as a mere caprice and heretofore 
adhered to against good evidence and 
reason for its abandonment. It ia, of 
course, possible that the promises of a 
change, which have been made for some 
months and the visit of Commander 
Wakeham, may be only intended to 
further exasperate and annoy those inter­
ested, and that no change or test this year 
is intended to be made. We cannot, 
however, believe it, although it would be 
of a piece with Minister Topper’s almost 
uniform treatment of our fishermen.

The Bathurst Schools Matter-
Between the statements of that extra­

ordinarily incendiary person, Mr. Pitts of 
Fredericton, and the Rev. A. F. Thonu 
son uf Bathurst, the general public of 
New Brunswick are much puzzled over 
the true state of things in regard to the 
public schools of the latler place. The St. 
John Sun seems to have entered into the 
plans of those gentlemen with more zsal 
than prudence and with a seeming deter­
mination to throw whatever parTy in­
fluence it may possess on the side of the 
Pitts crusade. It is regrettable that a 
paper of the San’s prominence should thus 
aid in the palpable attempts that are be­
ing made in certain quarters to get up a 
sectarian war all over the province, 
simply because in one particular locality 
a majority of the ratepayers and the school 
trustees are incorrectly alleged to be 
violating the letter of the school law. Rev. 
Mr. Thomson is, doubtless, a good in- 
fcentioned man, from his own standpoint, 
but he is a dangerous one, nevertheless. 
It is very unsafe to accept his statements 
respecting the position or utterances of 
those who differ from him and, even- 
members of the presbytery to which he 
belongs are sometimes constlained to re­
fer to him as “our fiiebrand. ’ His alle­
gations, therefore, respecting the schools 
in question ought not to be taken in good 
faith by the Sun, especially when men of 
unquestioned repute have publicly shown 
them to be incorrect, while those who are 
the objects of his persecution can have 
no doubt of the fact that he has become a 
political agent and partisan of a most 
dangerous type. Quite recently he wrote 
to the Sun to the effect that Mr. 
Bums, M. P., of Bathurst had, in a
public speech,

that under the said arrangement for the pur­
chase Nicholson would be entitled to an un­
divided half if he did and would admit 
Spurr to an equal share with him in any 
fishing lease which Nicholson might after 
the issuing of the grant obtain upon the 
river, that being the arrangement on which 
the grant was obtained. Spurr answered 
that he swore to that believing it to be true, 
He was asked some further questions Re­
specting his statements in the injunction 
bill, but his answers do not seem to be very 
material in this case, or to conflict with what 
he stated in his oral examination.

The evidence of Mr. Forbes, the attorney 
with whom the grant was left to draw a 
deed for Nicholson, does not throw much 
light on the question in dispute, as his 
memory of what took place is rather imper­
fect after a lapse of 16 years, but so far as 
he remembered the facts his evidence tended 
to support the defendant’s contention that 
Nicholson was to convey to him an interest 
in the fishing license. No deeds were exe­
cuted, however.

The learned judge who heard this case 
and had all the witnesses before him has de­
cided in favor of the defendant, and has 
given a very elaborate judgment in which 
all the'evidence is carefully reviewed. He 
says—and I think correctly—“I h^ve come 
to the conclusioQ that Mr. Kinnear must be 
mistaken. To think otherwise, I would 
have to say that the defendant has wilfully 
sworn to what is false. The plaintiff does 
not stand in the same position. Doubtless 
he honestly thinks that he has a distinct 

^remembrance of what took place in camp on 
the Nepisiguit in 1865, and yet he may be 
under delusion as to that. * * * The
defendant, on the contrary, knows to a cer­
tainty upon whose account he made the ap­
plication to the crown for a grant of land. 
If he and Nicholson were to be jointly in­
terested no one knows so well as the de­
fendant ; and if it was ever true it із true 
to-day, and is a circumstance connected 
with the grant and purchase of the land 
which Mr. Spurr could not possibly forget. 
It was of the very essence of the transaction 
and could not, so long as he retained his 
faculties, be obliterated from bis memory.” 
The learned judge here put the question 
very forcibly and ho also referred to the fact 
that Nicholson lived for fifteen years after 
the grant issued to Spurr without enforcing 
his right to a conveyance of half the land, 
if there was such an agreement between 
them. I may also add that he lived eight 
years after he knew that Spurr had refused 
to execute the deed of half the laud to him, 
because he (Nicholson) refused to transfer to 
Spurr a share in the fishing license. This 
was a strong fact in support of the defen­
dant’s contention. But there were two 
statements made by the defendant in the 
22ud and 23rd paragraphs of the bill filed 
for an injunction against Nicholson that I 
cannot reconcile with his evidence denying 
that there was any arrangement with 
Nicholson that the land was to be purchased 
for their joint benefit and that Nicholson 
was to have half of it on paying half the 
purchase money. One was his statement m 
the 22nd paragraph of that bill that he and 
Nicholson-were in the year 1877 interested 
in the land which had been granted to 
Spurr. The other statement was in the 
23rd paragraph of the bill, in which he stat­
ed that the grants of the land were issued in 
his name alone, without mentioning Nichol­
son’s name, under an arrangement made be­
tween them ; that Nicholson paid half the 
purchase money and he (Spurr) ths other 
half.

was ou the plaintiff to establish the fact bey­
ond a reasonable doubt, and in the judg­
ment of the learned judge who heard and 
saw all the witnesses, he has failed in doing 
so ; and though that part of the defendant's 
testimony relating in his statements in the 
22nd and 23rd paragraphs of the bill for an 
injunction is not satisfactory to me, I am 
not prepared to say that the judgment is not 
correct. It is not surprising that after the 
lapse of upwards of twenty years, the mem­
ory of parties as to what was said about the 
purchase of the land iu question should fail ; 

.and I am inclined to think that the plaintiff 
may have unintentionally mixed up conver­
sations that took place between the defend­
ant and Nicholson respecting a transfer of 
half the land for an interest in Nicholson’s 
fishing license, with what he has stated as 
the agreement between these parties at the 
time the original purchase of the land by 
Spnrr was talked of. I have stated that I 
thought that this would have been a proper 
case to have submitted to a jury, and I 
will now give my reasons for thinking that 
this court would have the power to direct an 
issue. (After referring to section 3 and 15 
of the Equity act his honor concludes): I 
think it is very clear that this court of ap­
peal has the power to direct an issue to try 
the question whether Mr. Spurr did pur­
chase the property in the nianuer and under 
the circumstances charged iu the plaintiff’s 
bill, and if Mr. Kinnear was living I think 
it would be £ proper case for a jury.

One of the objections raised to the plain­
tiff’s right to recover in this ca°e was that 
what was alleged by the plaintiff amounted 
to an agreement by the defendant to sell 
land to the plaintiff, and not being in writ­
ing it was void by the statute of frauds. 
The answer to this was that the plaintiff 
had an equitable interest in the land—that 
it was a resulting trust—and that a written 
agreement was not necessary under the 
statute of fraud. As. the learned judge 
found against the alleged agreement, it was 
not necessarily the question of a resulting 
trust. But the plaintiff’s own case would 
not seem to make out such a trust.

KINNEAR V. SPURR. A LAWSUIT ABOUT FISH­
ING RIGHTS—EVIDENCE THAT PUZZLES THE 

COURT. AN INTERESTING STORY OF 
LAW AND FACT

Fredericton, Nov. 9.—By the kindness 
of Sir John C. Allen, the Sun is enabled to 
present to its readers the full text of his 
honor’s judgment in the above important 
case, which will be found of interest es- 
pecially to the legal profession. The bill in 
this case was filed by the appellant to ob­
tain a decree declaring that he was entitled 
to an undivided half of a tract of land grant­
ed by the crown to the respondent, part of 
it, in January, 1869, and the rest in 1871, 
and containing iu the whole about 102 
acres ; and that the respondent should con­
vey to the appellant such undivided half of 
the land. The land in question was situ­
ated on the northwesterly side of the Nepis- 
iguit river near the Grand Falls and was 
bounded on the front or southeasterly side 
by the shore of the river (which at that 
point was a non-tidal river) and extended 
along the shore about twenty-two chains.

The ground of the appellant's claim, was. 
Hbet the respondent and one John W. 
Nicholson, since deceased, had entered into 
an arrangement to purchase the laud from 
the crown ; that it should be purchased in 
the name of the respondent for himself and 
Nicholson ; that each of them should pay 
half the purchase money and that each, 
should be entitled to an undivided half of 
the land ; that Nicholson paid to the respon­
dent half the purchase money before the 
grant issued, and that in the year 1874 the 
respondent left the grants with Nicholson 
for the purpose of having a deed prepared of 
an undivided half of the land to him, and 
that such deed was prepared, but the re­
spondent refused to execute it. 
Nicholson died in Dec., 1882, having by his 
will devised the residuary estate (of which 
the land in question was alleged to be a 
part) to trustees with power to sell ; aud 
that in Nov., 18877 they sold and conveyed 
to the appellant their right and interest inc 
the said tract of land ; and that in Feb. 
1888, he informed the respondent of the 
purchase, and showed him the conveyance 
from the trustees and requested him to con­
vey to the appellant an undivided half of 
the land, but this the respondent refused to 
do, claiming that he was the sole owner of 
the land.

The respondentjjyy his answer denied the 
alleged agreement with Nicholson about the 
purchase of the land and his paying half of 
the money ; but as no part of the answer 
was read as evidence and the case was heard 
viva voce, it is unnecessary to make further 
reference to the answer. The only evidence 
on the part of the appellant which is mate­
rial to the question is that of the appellant 
himself. He stated that for several years 
before the land in question was purchased 
he and Mr. Spurr, the respondent, and John 
W. Nicholson had been in the habit of re­
sorting to the Nepisiguit river annually for 
the purpose of salmon fly fishing, that at 
that time the fishing was free, that is, any 
person who chose to do so fished without 
any license, the land fronting on the river 
being principally ungranted crown lands. 
That as the value of the fishing became bet­
ter known, lots of land fronting on the river 
in the vicinity of the Grand Falls of the 
river, which was a valuable salmou pool, 
were granted by the crown, and questions 
as to the public right to fish being likely to 
arise, he, the appellant, and Spurr and 
Nicholson, considered that it would be an 
advantage to them to purchase some land- 
bounding on the river for their camping 
ground while fishing ; that it was then 
agreed between them that Spurr should ap­
ply for a grant of the land in question, and 
if he got it, it was to be held on their joint 
account, each paying an equal share of the 
purchase money ; that he, Kinnear, after­
wards retired from the arrangement, and 
then it was agreed that- Spurr should pur­
chase the land in his own name, and hold it 
for the benefit of himself and Nicholson, 
each of them paying half of the purchase 
money. That soon after the grant issued 
Spurr told him (Kinnear) that Nicholson 
had paid for his half of the purchase. That 
before he purchased from the trustees of 
Nicholson their alleged interest in the land, 
he had a conversation with Spurr, who 
asked him if ho intended to purchase it ; 
that he (Kiunear) said he was thinking 
about it, whereupon Spurr said that if he 
did purchase it he (Spurr) would briug an 
action against the Nicholson estate for dam­
ages. Spurr, in his evidence, especially 

any denied that there was any arrangement with 
Nicholson that he should have an equal 
share in the land applied for as had been 
stated by Kinnear. He stated that he never 
agreed to purchase the land on the joint 
account of Nicholson and himself ; that 
Nicholson never paid him anything for a 
share in the land and never claimed a share 
in it. He also stated that in 1873 Nicholson 
had obtained a license from the dominion 
government to fish for a term ot nine years 
in that part of the river extending from the 
Grand Falls to the Pabineau Falls, about 
thirteen miles, and covering part of the land 
granted to him (Spurr,) and that they agreed 
that Nicholson should have a half interest 
in Spurr’s land on condition of Nicholson 
giving him a share, one-fourth, in his fish­
ing license. That he afterwards, in 1874, 
sent to Nicholson his grant of the land for 
the purpose of having a deed of half of it 
prepared for Nicholson, but that he (Spurr) 
refused to execute the deed, because Nichol­
son refused to carry out his part of, toe 
agreement respecting a share in the fishing 
license, and repudiated that agreement, 
claiming the exclusive right to fish under his 
license. Soon after this Messrs. Kinnear, 
Spurr, Simeon Jones and Capt. Grant of the 
15th Regt., formed themselves into a fishing 
club and acquired rights to the land on each 
side of the river near the Grand Falls for 
the purpose of securing the right to fish as 
riparian owners. The right of the Domin­
ion government to grant licenses to fish in 
non-tidal ^waters, having been questioned 
about this time, see Steadman v. Robertson 
2P & В 580, the members of the club offered 

^ to admit Nicholson as one of their body, he 
bringing in his rights as licensee, and they 
their rights as riparian owners. At first he 
seemed inclined to join them, but afterwards 
declined, claiming the exclusive right to fish 
under his license. The members of the club 
in 1878 tiled a bill and obtained aa injunc­
tion restraining Nicholson from fishing that 
part of the river where the lauds on both 
aides, immediately below the falls, had been 
granted to one Hutchison.

The Conway assault case, referred to by 
the Advance last week, and which was then 
pending in t|ie Chatham police court, was 
disposed of on Friday last. The Conways— 
that is Mr. James and Mrs. Mary Conway, 
their daughter, Annie, and son, Martin— 
were before Police Magistrate McCulley, 
charged with assaulting, hindering, etc., the 
officers of the law in the discharge of their 
duty. The hearing ot the case was a pre­
liminary proceeding, to determine whether 
there was sufficient evidence of guilt on 
which to hold the accused to be dealt with 
at the County Court in January next,

Mr. Robert Murray appeared in behalf of 
the complainants and Mr. R. B. Adams for 
the accused.

According to tjie testimony, as read by 
the police magistrate on Friday, it appeared 
that it was constable Hill—not Inspector 
Menzies, as before stated—who was entrust­
ed by the magistrate with the warrant 
authorising a search of the Conway premises 
for liquors presumed to be kept there in 
violation of the Canada Temperance Act.

E. Steadman on the night of 
August the first, in the city of Moncton, and 
that 1 subsequently threw the pistol 
in the woods when I was arrested. I make 
the abatement voluntarily and fully believ- 
iug that it may cause the foifeiture of my 
life. I make it to serve the ends of justice 
and to save the life of an innocent man.

JOSEPH M. RUDDOCK,Now both these statements appear entire­
ly irreconcilable with hie evidence on this 
subject at the hearing. He states that in 
Feb., 1874, he was asked to go to Nichol­
son’s office and execute a deed transferring 
half of the land to Nicholson, but that he 
refused to sign the deed because Nicholson 
had not carried out his part of the agree* 
ment to give a quarter interest in the fishing 
license to him (Spurr,) aud in the following 
year had denied that Spurr had any interest 
in the license.

I cannot understand how he could say, as 
he did in the 22od paragraph of his bill, 
that in the year 1877 he and Nicholson were 
interested in the land in question, and then 
swear, as he did at the hearing of this case, 
that Nicholson never had any interest in 
that land (see evidence line 3160-3180.) 
There may be a satiafactoiy explanation of 
it, but 1 have been unable to find it.

The statement in the 23rd paragraph of 
the bill was that the grants of land were 
issued in bis (Spurr’s) name alone, without 
mentioning Nicholson’s name under the ar­
rangement made between them, and that 
Nicholson paid half the purchase money, 
and he (Spurr) the other half, and that un­
der the arrangement for the purchase Nich­
olson would be entitled to one-half interest 
in the land if he admitted Spurr to an equal 
share with him in any fishing licenses which 
he (Nicholson) might obtain on the river 
after the issue of the grant ; that that was 
the arrangement under which the grant was 
obtained. Spurr admitted that he swore to 
that statement, believing it to be true, but 
that it was not true. What part of it was 
untrue was not stated. Perhaps it could be 
gathered from the re-examination in which 
he stated in substance that the grants were 
not obtained on any condition that Nichol­
son shonld have half the land and should ad­
mit Spurr to an equal share with himself in 
the fishing leases ; but that there was an 
understanding between them to that effect, 
making a distinction between a “condition” 
and an “understanding.” If that is not the 
meaning of it I am unable to say what it is. 
The difficulties arising from these apparent­
ly irreconcilable statements perplexed the 
learned judge, as he admits, in arriving at 
his decision, and I feel the same difficulty. 
But for the death of Mr. Kinnear since the 
case was argued before tins court, I would 
have thought that it was a proper one to be 
submitted to a jury, which I think this 
court has power to do, though it was denied 
on the argument. But the death of Mr. 
Kinnear has rendered such a course useless. 
It will, therefore, be necessary to consider 
whether the evidence warranted the learned 
judge in coming to the conclusion which he 
did.

A Remarkable Episode.Constable Hill now came with the deal 
and he and the Inspector used it as a bat­
tering ram to break open the door, which, 
however, was ëlammed in their faces as soon 
as forced open, before they could get in. 
They returned to the assault and again 
burst the door open, thrusting the plank in­
wards, so that the door could not be shut

^James Conway now appeared inside, near 
the doorway, with an axe in his hand and 
threatened to cat down anyone who would 
invade his premises ; Mrs. Mary Conway 
stood inside with a piece of board seven or 
eight feet long, apparently ready to repel in­
vaders; Annie Conway also had taken up a 
position,armed with a flat iron, while Martin 
stood within armed with empty bottles. 
Neither constable Hill nor the Inspector ap­
pear to have thought of inforniog or warn­
ing the Conways at this point, or at any sub­
sequent time, that they were acting .under 
authority of a search-warrant, but the In­
spector, with a “come on now” to constable 
HP1 and the роїісетепДопе of whom was, 
—like the Levite in the incident between 
Jerusalem and Jericho—on the other side of 
the street, while the other was some forty 
feet distant on the Conway side) made a 
dash for the doorway. He got inside only 
a foot or two, closely followed by constable 
Hill, when he was struck on the nose by 
the flat-iron by Annie Conway and, in the 
confusion of the moment, fell back, a bottle 
or two and some hot water being also thrown 
at him from within. The deal was now 
pushed ont of the way and the door again 
slammed and secured by the Conways. 
Martin Conway had hurled one bottle at the 
Inspector, which, according to constable 
Hill’s testimony, barely missed that officer’s 
head while the scrimmage near the door was 
going on, and after the Inspector was struck 
and the door closed, the same young man 
appeared at an upper window and was just 
about to throw another bottle at the officers, 
when a shot from constable Hill’s revolver 
iu his direction caused him to retreat. Mrs. 
Conway also—according to testimony—ap­
peared at the same or another ^upstairs win- 
dow with a vessel of hot water in her hand, 

l with which she proposed to repel further in­
vasion. This practically ended the affray 
and the proceedings under the warrant, as 
the officers retreated.

When the case was resumed on Friday, 
Mr. Adams cited authorities on the subject 
of service of search-warrants, which showed 
that unless officers having such papers in­
form those against whom they attempt to 
execute them of the authority under which 
they are acting, such officers have no pro­
tection of law for acts of trespass upon 
property, breaking into premises, etc. He

At Point Breeze, Philadelphia, the other 

evening, William Millar, Albert Kruinbach 
and Warren Hilt were crossing the river in 
a row boat. About 150 feet from the shore 
one of the men lighted his pipe and careless­
ly tossed the blazing stick into the oil-cov­
ered water. Instantly a burst cf flame shot 
up along the side of the skiff and the sur­
face of the river around the boat was 
blazing fiercely. The flames of the burning 
oil licked the boat and the men plunged in­
to the burning fluid and started to swim 
ashore. The fire circle grew larger and 
spread more rapidly than they could swim, 
and they found that they were being roasted 
alive. Hilt sank beneath the blazing sur­
face and was seen no more, but hie two com­
panions, by repeatedly diving and swimming 
beneath the surface, succeeded in reaching 
the shore. Both men were horribly burned 
about the shoulders, head, face and arms. 
They were taken to the hospital, where it 
is said their condition is critical. The fire 
spread dowu the river, and the wrecking 
steamer “Maryland” caught fire and was 
damaged $15,000.

red up the events connected with the crime, 
“Buck’s” arrest and “Jim’s” escape but sub­
sequent arrest at Bass River, Kent County.

It will be remembered that from the 
moment of his arrest “Jim” manifested great 
anxiety' as to the public sentiment on the 
crime and as to the person who committed 
it, “Buck” or himself. During the trip to 
Moncton he several times alluded to the 
matter and when at last informed by Con­
stable Carroll that “Buck” was charged 
with murder, his mind appeared to be some - 
what more satisfied. It will also be re­
membered that, when in conversation with 
the Globe correspondent, when asked what 
he would do should “Buck” say it were he 
(“Jim”) who committed the crime, “Jim” 
said : “I would say nothing, but take the 
results.” While “Buck” was in the cell at 
the police station here a couple of days 
after the murder and previous to the cap­
ture of “Jim,” he said he was innocent of 
the crime, and that should he hang for it 
justice would find out sooner or later that 
she had mide a mistake, and caused an 
innocent man to meet his doom, while the 
real malefactor still liveL When asked 
one day in private by a newspaper repre­
sentative whether “Jim” had fired 
shots he said, “Yes; I did not aboot Stead­
man, 4was ‘Jim who did it. When Stead­
man hit me over the head with his billy I 
fell, and ‘Jim’ shot him over my shoulder. 
I will not, however, even say this in 
court, but ‘Jim’ did it, and 1 hope he may 
escape.” A number of other incidents con­
nected with the crime can be recalled, and 
they are being freely discussed, and as great 
ioterest is taken now as if the murder was 
only committed Saturday. The thought is, 
nevertheless, entertained by a few that 
“Jim” has made this confession with a view 
of ameliorating “Buck’s” position, but it is 
thought by others to be bona tide.

“Jim” made *his confession while in con­
versation with a Moncton newspaper repre­
sentative, but it was at that time regarded 
as chaff. This confession, whether it be 
bona fide or not, will, no doubt, cause some 
change in the proceedings. The result is 
being patiently awaited by a!L The petition 
for the commutation of “Buck’s” sentence 
to imprisonment for life, which has been in 
circulation for the past few days, is being 
largely signed by bankers, merchants, law­
yers, doctors and laymen.

In considering this question it must be 
remembered that the learned judge had to 
decide both the law aud the facts ; aud that 
generally where the court of chancery has 
directed an issue to be tried at law, and an 
application is made for a new trial, on the 
ground that the verdict is against evidence, 
if the judge certifies that he is not satisfied 
with the verdict, the court will not grant a 
new trial. Gibbs v. Harper (2 M & K. 35 3), 
Swinfen v. Swiofen (5 jur. N. S. 1276 ) Iu 
this latter case the court refused to grant a 
new trial on an issue devistavit vel non, on 
the ground that the verdljict was against the 
weight qf evidence, though io many parts 
the evidence was conflicting and contradic­
tory. In that respect it very much resem­
bles the present case, in which the learned 
judge is no doubt satisfied with his verd.ct. 
The questions on the hearing were entirely 
questions of fact. There was no legal ques­
tion involved in it, and iu such case it ap­
pears to be well settled, not only by the 
decisions of this court, but by cises decided 
in the supreme court of the dominion and 
in the house of lords that a court of appeal 
will not interfere with the decision' of a 
court below on a question of fact. (After 
citing a number of cases, hie honor con­
tinues. ) The preponderance of evidence in 
the present case was in favor of the judg­
ment appealed from, dismissing the plaintiff’s 
application to he declared a joint owner of 
the land with the defendant.
