WORST STORM OF THE WINTER CAUSES
A GREAT DEAL OF DAMAGE IN THE CITY

G. P. R Trains Held Up Ly Washout----Several
Vessels in the Harbor Damaged---Lowlands
Flooded and Many Fences and Flagpoles

Blown Down.

S e ]

St. John is having a ‘“spell of
weather.”” It started yesterday, short-
ly before one o'clock and the whole
blame for the trouble must be attach-
ed to the man who put up the storm
signal. If he had been satisfied to let
things alone, this storm might not
have come, Since it is here, and since
everybody is inconvenienced, Mr. D.
L. Hutchinson endeavors to explain
away the undesirable conditions by a
few matter of fact scientific observa-
tions. “The rain,” said Mr. Hutchin-
son, “started at 12.20 yesterday and
until nine o’clock last evening the to-
tal precipitation’ was one-half inch.
From that hour until nine this morn-
ing the fall amounted to 2.4 inches,
making a total up to this morning of
2.9 inches. This is a heavy fall—a
phenomenal fall for the time of year.

The temperature at nine o’'clock last
night was 46; at nine this morning it
was 52 and the Ilowest during the
night was 44. A severe lightning
storm, unusual. for the winter, occur-
red about one o'clock this morning.
The wind has not been very strong. It
blew from the south and southeast and
attained a miximum wvelocity of 24
miles an hour,

“This prosepects are for continued
bad weather, with a gradual change to
very much lower temperatures, Now
you know as much about it as I do.”

It was found necessary about noon
to seriously remonstrate with Mr.
Hutchinson. Up till twelve o'clock 0.7
inches of rain fell, making the total
for twenty-four hours 3.6 inches,
which is the record precipitation for
January.

After nine o'clock the wind gradu-
ally freshened and at noon reached a
veloclty of sixty miles, which it
maintained for some time.

—_———

Tthe storm of wind and rain which
began at noon yesterday, and which
reached a very serious stage this fore-
noon, has created considerable dam-
aige and much inconvenience in the
city and elsewhere. Telegraph and tel-
ephone lines are down in all direc-
tions, fences and chimneys have been
blown over, flag poles broken, conduc-
tors and signs on bulldings destroyed,
several sections of the town flooded
and vessels torn from their moorings
and driven against wharves and tres-
tles. The water front all the forenoon
was the scens of great activity, prac-
tically all the tug boats in the harbor
being employ:d in saving| vessels from
damage. In spite of their efforts a
number of large craft were somewhat
smaghed. The ferry steamer was tied
up on account of the storm and re-
mained at her dock for severa] trips.
In differsnt districts cellars and base-
ments of L.ouses are flooded and on the
lower levels of the Marsh Road a
great deal of inconvenience is being
experienced.

' WESTERN UNION.

The Western Union Telegraph Office
reports that everything west is gone.
A vessel striking against Long Wharf
ripped away the poles and everything
attached, and breaks have also occur-
red in other places. The lines to the
east are working all right, but the city
telegraph system of call boxes is badly
demoralized. Employes of the/ com-
pany are at work making repairs.

€. P. R. TELEGRAPH.

The €. P. R. Telegraph Company
state that two lines eastward are out
of actlon, but at two o'clock no fur-
ther damage had been reported. Con-
nections with Montreal, Fredericton
and other points were satisfactory.

TELEPHONE COMPANY,

Mr. Robinson of the Telephone Com-
pany, told the Star this afternoon that
every toll line out of the city is down.
Moncton, Fredericton, St. Stephen and
all provincial points are completely cut
off. The wires are good as far as Sus-
sex, but beyond that no connection
can be made. In the city twenty tele-
phones are out of order, but every
man in the employ of the company is
at work and it 1is hoped that the
trouble will be overcome before very
long. The damage has been greatly
reduced because of the fact that
many of the wires are now carried in
underground cables.

ITALIAN BARK DAMAGED.

With n» less than fiftsen large haw-
sers out and every precaution to make
the big Itallan stesl bark Merionath se-
cure at the north slde of the govern-
ment pler, Lower Cove, the gale pre-
vailad against the 'arge vessel., “ile
hull was sheltered from the blast by
the whar! and warznouse, but the
masts and rigging caught il. The
mooring lines did 2ot part but so great
waus the strain that foar mooring posts
In the wharf, which were supposed to
withstand almost any »train were pull-
ed out of the wharf, and still attached
tc the mooring lines they were pulled
over tho side of the wharf into the
water, and flcated away with the hark.
The vessel was at tha mercy of the
gale but had only ahout a hundred
feet to go until che crashed into the
Reid’s point rallway trestle near the
firaw_bridge. Sc forcible was the -col-

lision that the top of the trestle and
railway track were displaced a couple
of feet, and the side of the trestle was
damaged. Some of the port bow plates
of the bark were bent by the pressure
of the anchor against the wioodwork.

While the crew were endeavoring to |

get cut fenders to save their ship the
lower main topsail blew clear of tha
clew lineg, and with a report like a g8un
wias goon blown into ribbons. With the
big bark in such a bad position and
the tattered sail snapping in the wind
the situation was a serious one. The
tug Neptune was sent to the assiistance

GOVERNMENT SIGNAL DES-
TROYED.

During the height of the gale the flag
pole and yard arin on the top of the
custom house and used in connection
with the signal station, failed to with-
stand the blast and with a crash broke
oft about ten feet from the tower and
fell on the roof. The pols carried with
it the large signals indicating a hea-
vy easterly gale and all the gear. The
two nignt signal lamps on the lower
mast were left secure. 1'wo large win-
dows in the signal tower were also
blown in.

C. and E. EVERETT'S.

It was just before noon when a large
and heavy sign on the front of C. and
. Everett's store, on King street, was
torn from its fastenings and in its
descent to the sidewalk broke a large
pane of glass and narrowly escaped
injuring a number of people.

GILLASS FRONTS BLOWN IN.

The gale blew in a large plate glass
window in H., W. deForest's building on
the corner of Mill and Union strects. A
pane of glass was broken in a Brittain
strect store. A large metal bill board
on the corner of Duke and Prince Wm.
streets was blown down and blocked
the sidewalk. One large piece of met-
al was blown with great force across
the streets and narrowly mdissed strik-
ing a gentleman who was passing along
the street.

SCHOONER RREAKS ADRIFT.

The large three masted schooner lar-
ry Miller lecadec with ccal broke from
her moorings at the end of Starr's
wharf, and crashed hend on into the
trestle leading from Mill street to the
Long Wharf. The tresile was bhadly
damaged and al) the wires on it were
broken. With the assiztance of a cou-
ple of tugs the vessel was returned to
her herth,

LOW LANDS FLOODED.

The heavy rains caused such a strain
against the new ccfferGam at Marble
Cova that it was carried away this
morning and considerable damage was
done. The government rifle range
near the Shamrock grounds, was flnod-
ed to such a depth that a person
could easily row a boat over it, Gil-
bhert’s Lane ana  Fourest strect were
flooded with svater to the depth ef se-
veral feet, and residents found condir-
erable difficulty in going to and from
their houses. The banks of the Marsh
Creek overflowed in - placcs and the
water did considerable damage to the

PILOT BOAT ARRIVES.

There was some anxiety about the
pilot boat Howard D. Troop, which
went out in the bay last night but dur-
ing the height of the gale about noon
toaay, the staunch craft was seen rac-
ing into the harbor under a jib and
was soon securely moored at Sand
Point.

STEAMERS DELAYED.

The steamers Montezuma. Bengore
Head and the Manchester Trader are
cleared ana are awaiting the storm to
abate to enable them to proceed to sea.

The ferry steamer Ludlow was not
much delayed by the storm and only
lost a couple of trips.

SUSPENSION BRIDGE.

The suspension bridge got the full
force of the gale this morning and the
old structure swayed and heaved like a
ship at sea. Various Jjoints showed
the storm, but no actual damage to the
bridge was noticed.

In some cases when teams attempted
to cross the river the horses absolute-
ly refused to.venture on the swinging
bridge. In other cases they were urged
across with difficulty.

But for the new wire fencing placed
along the sides last summer there
might have been a fatality at the
bridge this m orning, for more than one
foot passenger was hurled against the
side of the bridge by the force of the
wind.

VIOLENT DEATHS IN THE

OF A VIOLINIST

B

Friends of the Notorious Hungarian Gipsy Rigo Have Gome to
Some Very Untimely Ends.

NEW YORK, Jan. 5.—When Nessib
A. Shibley, the Syrian lawyer, xiiled
his wife with chloroform, and then
opened a vein in hi sleft arm, and
slowly bled to death in their home on
the second floor of an apartmont house
at No. 508 West One Hundr2d ond
Twenty-Second street, a few weeks ago
the tragedy recalled to the minds of
at least wo persons very well known
in ..New York city another of striking

One is the ex-Princess de Caraman-
Chimay, who was Clara Ward of De-
troit, and who now is the wife «f an
lnumble railroad porter employed at
the Vesuvius station at Naples. The
other is Janczi Rigo, the wipsy vio-
linist, whose elopement with the beau-
tiful Princess de Chimay in 1Js=zember,
1896, brought him more notoriety than
his own sensational violin playing.

To Rigo himself the Shibley murder
and suicide came as one more eadaition
to an already long list of episoil:s, ro-
mances and tragedies closely assiciat-
ed with his own career. The romances
are his own. The tragediss ars those
of his friends.

Mr. and Mrs. Shibley were personal
friends of the gypsy Rigo and his pre-
sent wife, formerly the wife of Caspar
Emerson, the New York artist. And
when Shibley killed his wife and then
himself, he left a note explaining that
he murdered her to put her beyond the
reach of temptation.

“Maybe I am insane,” hew rote, ‘‘and
maybe mot. I have loved my wife with
a love that pass the all human under-
standing. Let the men of America cut
off their artificial lives—restaurant life,
smoking and drinking,

“I am happy. No temptation can
reach my beloved wife. No stage, no
restaurant, no automobile — which I
cannot provide—but peace.”

As for the other tragedy, more
shocking than that of the Shiblay’s,
it began at a time when Rigo and the
Princess de Chimay, in defiance of all
conventionalities. were living in Paris.
The sequel, which has since been dra-
matized, under the title of The Haunt-
éd House, came five years later.

Long before Clara Ward met and
married the Prince de Cararmhan-Cch-

Murder Suspect Released in Charloftetown

—Action May be Taken Later

CHAPRLCTTETOWN, P. E. I, Jan. 8.
—Henry Palmer, who was expected to
be charged with the murder of Har-
riet Warren in Charlottetown, in 1904,
appeared before the police court today
but was dismissed, the evidence
agiainst him of vagrancy not being suf-
ficient to hold him.

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HOPE TO HAVE HEAT AGAIN
IN THE HOSPITAL TOMORROW

Machinists at Work This
Morning—Storm Too Much
for Other  Workmen—
Kifchen Now in Operation
—Fire Broke Out Again
This Morning,

The continuance of the mild weath-
er makes the task of effecting th2 re-
pairs to the Provincial Hospital wkich
are. immediately necessary, easler than
it would have been if the temperature
had fallen. The downpour of rain was
so great, however, that it was impos-
sible to proceed with any rapidity.

At an carly hour this morning it was
found that it was still possible to use
the kilchen ranges and fires wers put
on again and wers burning well today
in spite of the water that was pouring
down into the kitchen from the upper
part of the building.

REPAIRS STARTED.

A gang of men under direction of
Geo. Waring Jr., started work the first
thing this morning to clean out the
engine room in preparation for mak-
ing repairs to heating apparatus. Three
different gangs of men who wers put
to work to clear away the ruins lasted
only until they got wet throvgh and
then knocked off. The machinists con¢
tinued to work'and Mr. Waring was in
hopes that they would be able to get
steam on tomorrow. Tre boilers are '
not damaged as seriously as might be
expected and the connections with the
main building are in fair condition.

The two dynamos which supplied
electricity for the bullding are “de-
stroyed, and new ones will have t¢ be
secured. This will cause delay in get-
ting their own lighting plant in oper-
ation. This morning connections were
made with the wires of the St. John
Street Railway Co, and this will not
be a great inconvenience

The fire secmed to be entirely ex-
tinguished by three o’clock this morn-
ing' and the fire apparatus was sent
away, the Ilast Ileaving about four
o'clock. The patients were all put to
bad by three o'clock and the night
passed off without any trouble with
them whatever.

FIRE STILL BURNING.

About noon today it was discovered
that the fire was still amouldering in
the walls and burning quite steadily
In the cellar, and it was necessary to
call the Fairville fire department again
to control the fire.

The burned wing presents a dismal
spectacle this morning.

POTATO BUS KILLER AND AUTOMATIC
HIRED MAN NEW FARM INVENTIONS

Tree That Splits ltself Info Kindling Wood

Another Great Boon — Plan fo Give Cows

Ague fo Make Them Churn Butier.”

POTATO BUG NO. 1
LURES POTATO BUGS TO DEATH
DEVICE.

BUGGVILLE, Pa. Jan. §—During
the recent meeting of the Farmers’
Institute Zanotello Baker exhibited his
most recent invention, a device which
is a sure means of eradlcating the po-
tato-bug pest. It is estimated that the
potato  bug costs the farmers of this
country -more than $10,000,000 a year.
This.vast. sum can be saved, Mr. Ba-
ker argues, by the use of his appli-
ance.

“To be effective, such an invention
must be simple,” said Mr. Baker. “I
have given mugh study to the habits
of the potato buz, and I find he can be
lured where he cannot be coerced. This
is the foundation of by plan; I lure
‘em.

“First, I set up a pile driver in a
field. Then I bring up a traction en-
gine. This, as you may readily under-
stand, is to furnish the pile driver
with motive force

“I then place a street piano in the
rear of the pile driver and conneot it
also with the teaction engine with a
light driving belt. A small dynamo,
furnishing the current for a battery
of six arc lamps, is established. :

“YWhen all is ready, on some night
during the dark of the mo the me-
chanism is started. The s?:eet piano
sends forth its sweet strains, which
lure the potato bugs toward the light.
They walk under the pile driver and
are crushed to death.”

AUTOMATIC HIRED MAN A SUC-
CESS.

SLICKER, Pa. Jan. 5—The Auto-
matic Hired Man' is the name of an
interesting mechanical apparatus de-
signed by Julius Lifter to take the
place of the ordinary farm helper. 1t
is said that the machine can be in-
stalled for $600, and it will do the work
of two men.

There are many good points to the
automatic hired man. It will not
smoke a pipe in the barn or chew to-
bacco béhind the kitchen stove. It will
not tell wicked stories to the farmers’
sons or tell of .the-strange things to
be seen in the city.

Mr. Hoban accidentally discovered
when he threw a tree branch, covered
with San Jose scale, into the water,
that the parisite affixed itself to some
carp. He later found the carp dead.
This proved that the scales destroved
the fish.

He is now at work grafting “an Jose
scales upon the fish, and the -arp are
dying by the thousands. The dead fish,
“being returned to the soil, make excel-
lent fertilizer, so that an additional
value is found in the process. T'or the
good of orchardists the idea will not
be patented and any one can use it.

GUARDING TRAVELLERS
FROM HOTEL THIEVES

Managers of 3ig Hostleries
Take Great Pains to
Protect Patrons.

Undesirables are Warned of Dirs Conse-
guences Immediately Upon Their Ap-
pearance at Place in Question

i e

CHICAGO, I, Jan. 5—How is the
vast army of hotel thieves kept from
preying on the still vaster army of the
travelling public these days?

If you stepped into the lobby of the
Auditorium Annex during say, the Re-
publican National Convention you
possibly thought what a grand chance
there was for the light fingered gen-
try, familiar with the interior work-
ings of such a big institution, to make
away with property carelessly left
around, to enter rooms, thoughtlessly
left open, and in a hundred different
ways to make a rich haul from the
thousands who made the place their
headquarters.

Doubtless there were depredations
committed, probably there were min-
or thefts, but it is safe to say that the
well known detective system employed
in big hotels, not only here but all over
the country, kept the majority of the
big thieves from the city. There are
many interesting episodes that occur
in hotels, countless incidents that
come up in the course of their admin-
i{stration, which are handled quietly
and informally by the house detective.
It is seldom that any of these leak out,
but once in a while they do and the
public gets a @lmpse of the system
which is employed to protect the care-
less public.

Ppown at the Annex it is Frank Re-
petto who has charge of the protec-
tion of the people who stop there, and
there are eighteen others who report
to him every,day. Mr. Repetto is be-
sides a, detective a well known author-
ity on criminal law in Chicago. It is
said that few criminal lawyers possess
any more accurate information of
course of procedure or the rights of a
defendant than he does. The other day
he was sitting in his back office, and
the table in front of him was littered
with pictures, each one with a neat ar-
ray of red numbers across the back.
Mr. Repetto is a dark complexioned,
delicately featured man and looks
more like an artist than a sleuth.

KEENEST OF ALL CRIMINALS.

“Speaking about this class of men,”
he said, ‘‘the class of crooks who op-
erate in big hotels are the keenest
men in the world. They are the class

who sometimes marry heiresses and !

the class who rass checks on national
banks. They are the class of men
who pose as foreign noblemen some-
times, and sometimes carry through
good business deals into which they
have plunged without backing. Then
again they are like ‘Mr. Dove,’ who
called a chauffeur, rode with him and
murdered him—no one knows why.

“Ttey are the smartest of all the
criminals in this country, thesé€ fellow
who operate in the big hotels, from
the man who works the doors to th2
man who works the proprietor. No,
they are not even equalled by the ex-
traordinary women who work the ho-
tels. The men seem to be the smart-
est and the wickedest. No' crime is
too mean or too daring for them to
attemnt.

“But they have been curbed in the
last fifteen years. The big deals have
grown less and less, until the over-
coat pilferer has become more to be
guarded against than the diamond
thief. Still there are many big ones
left. You see this fine fellow?”

Here Mr. Repetto reached forward
and drew a photograph from among
those on the table. The picture he
handed over was that of a man about
forty years old. He was immaculately
dressed, the perfectly fitting frock
coat literally clothing his tall figure in
aristocratic dignity. His mustache
curled in a Kaiser Wilhelm twist and
gave him a commanding appearance
that made it seem almost sacrilege to
call him a criminal.

“Pretty gentlemanly looking speci-
men,” continued the house detective as
he rubbed his thumb across the pic-
ture and laid it carefully one side,
“but he is the worst blackizuard in
the hotel crook game. Oh, he is a high
flyer, all right, and we had one little
tilt that he won't forget in a hurry;
but to tell you about it I will have to
g0 back a bit. .

GIVEN FAIR WARNING.

“You see, I am ‘here to protect the
hotel patrons by every means in my
power, and to do that I have adopted
the motto of never invitinz trouble.
This is the reason that I warn crooks
to keep away from the places under
my charge. When I learn of a hotel
thief coming into town I manage by
some way™“or another to give him the
tip to keep his distance. If he does this
all is well and good as far as I am con-
cerned; if not, then there is trouble.

“Now to return to our fine looking
friend. One bright day he arrived in
Chicago magnificently clad and on the
warpath. Of course I learned that he
was here, and sent the usual tip for
him to keep away from the hotel. He
gave me his word that he would. I
trusted enough in ‘thieves’ honor’ to
believe him.

“A couple of days later I was walk-
ing through the corridors of the hotel
when one of the patrons hailed me.
He apologized for mentioning what he
sald was a slight incidemt, but remark-
od that he belleved I should know
about it. It seems from what he sald
that during the morning a man had
entered his wife's room, which ad-
joined his, and was passing through
when the guest confronted him.

“The visitor made profuse apalogies
for what he termed his mistake in
apartments and withdrew at once. 1
asked the patron to describe the man,
which be did after much hesitation,
vowing that such an aristocratic
looking gentleman could not be a thief.

His description, however, exactly fitt-

ed that of our distinguished looking
friend of the photograph. When I
showed the man ‘the picture he imme-
diately recognized the man.

“1 think it was half—it might have
been three-quarters—an hour before I
arrested him. He, of course, denied
that he had been in the hotel, but I
knew differently.

“When he was assigned in court I
was there with a couple of my men.
The judge decided that there was not
enough evidence to hold him. He was
discharged and while the judge and 1
were anguing the affajg he slipped out
of the court room. At the same time
1 signalled one of my men to shadow
him.

‘““The man later reported that our
fine looking friend had taken the train
for Buffalo. Immediately I wired that
city, where I suspected that there was
an old charge hanging over him, that
he was eastward bound. He was plok-
ed up there and given a short sen-
tence. After his release I located him
in Pittsburg and gave him the same
dose.

FRIENDS ASK FOR MERCY.

“In this manner I made that mam’'s
life a burden all over the country.
The last place I managed to land on
him was in Salt Lake City, where 1
heard that he was visiting during a
fraternal conclave.

Shortly after that some of the man's
friends came to me and accused me
of persecuting him. I acknowledged
that I wag féllowing him pretty close-
ly, but explained to them that it was
only a just punishment for his break-
ing faith. They pleaded another chance
for him, and, as I really thought that
he had a lesson, I called off. And it
was a lesson, not only to him, but to
many other crooks who heard of the
case.”

With this pitny summary of the case
Repetto gathered up the pictures on
the table and stacked them in a neat
heap. He smiled when asked if these
were all he had, and, walking over to
a meat cabinet on the wall, threw open
the door. It was filled like a photo-
graph gallery. There were more than
1,200 likenesses there—all pictures of
that underworld brigade which might
fieece hotel keepers or their suests.

It was a strange collection. Girls
with innocent, wide-open eyes Wwere
ranged Dbeside buxom beauties, and
men who looked venerable and trust-
worthy as the prophets of old.

The house detective hummed lightly

ad he pointed here and there to some
celebrity—some womam or man whose
record was often stained with the
blackest of crimes.

“The- funny part of it is they are al-
ways so sure of not getting caught,” he
said. suddenly, as he turned sharply.
“Why, they don’t give a man credit for
having his eyes open 'two hours a Gay.
I have been with this hotel for ten
years, and before that five years in
the City Bureau, and I have seen but
few crooks who weren't sure that they
were a bit smarter than anybody else.
That trips them, too.

“The other day a woman who was in-
volved in a well known case, put ov-
er a2 bhad check here. She was sauve,
polite and highly cultured, and did the
job very cleverly even though she was
an amateur. Now, she left the hotel,
drove from one derot to another, and
thought her identity, as far as we were
concerned, was entirely obliterated. But
is wasn’t. Ot no; not at all. She left a
trail behina her just as plain at though
she had put a signpost on every street
-crossing.

«“What was it ? Why the chalk marks
on her baggage. Every hotel has dis-
tinctive chalk marks that go on the
stuff that goes to the patron’s room,
which is marked by the ponter. Why
I could tell a piece of luggage that has
been in our house if I saw it at the
break of dawn in darkest Africa.

TRACKED BY A SUITCASE.

“The room number mark was on her
suitcase, and 1 traced that from one
station to another by the cabhman’s de-
scription.Then I located it in the frelight
house. Believz me, the whoile thing was
like clockwork. You see the woman aid-
n't stop to think that there was scme
oile at the hotel who was paid to pre-
vent just the sort of thing she was do-
ing. There's ancther case of overcon-
fidence.”

“But through what class of crooks
do the hotels and patrons sustain the
greatest losses?” he wus asked.

“I am going to answer that question
in an od¢ way,” he repiied. “That is, I
am going to say that the patrons’
greatest enemy is their own careless-
ness. For instance g man comes into
a hotel and sees Mr. Somebody Else ov-
er at ths other side of the room and
throws his overcoat down on a chair
and dashes away to talk to his {riena.
Mr. Overcoat Thief cames along and,
picking up the coat, walks out. How
are you going to prevent it? The place
is crowded and a person can't examine
every one that goes by to see that he
has the right overccut en. If you know
the thief, well and good; if you don't,
there you are.

“Then the victim coires to the hotel
proprietor, Of course, he means to be
honest ana all that, but when Je is
putting in a bili for the ocercoat that
has been stolen, in a great many cases
it it is worth $60 he will say $75. The
patron feels that extra money is due
him for the inconvenience he has suf-
fered. Oh, it is a qlieer gume all around
and I dare say that no priest in the
confessional sees more of human nature
that we do-in this business.

And once again the house detective
put his hands on each side of his jaws
and blinked downward at the table. So
the  interview was concluded with a
reverie.

But, despite his manifold cares, Mr.
Repeito has gained the reputatioa of
being one of the best natured men in
Chicago, and many hotel guests have
cause to bless his name for the various
snarls he has untangled.

In the squadror of which he has
charge there are nineteen men. These
men are aivided into shifts for night
and day work, but their chief has no
allottad hours, as he is supposed to be
on call all the time.

But this does not seem to wear on
his soul, and should any one visit
him at his pretty home at - No. 4,343
Prairie Avenue, and see the delightful
home calm that prevades the whole
place, he would never think that the
polished telephcne case that hangs on
the wall is really “master of the
house.”

OUR NEW POPULATION.

Government and Railway Plans
for Peopling West.

e

The Year 1909 Will See Many New Towns
Springing Into Life on Lines of the
Transcontinental Railways.

Considered in connection with the
homestead entries in the west, immi-
gration returns for the eleven months
ending November are more satisfactory
than they would otherwise appear. It
is true that new arrivals in this coun-
try during November of this year fell
51 per cent. below November of last
year, and that for the first eleven
months of this year the total immigra-
tion was 143,754, as comparea with 268,—
337 during the corresponding months
of 1907, a decrease of 124,583, or 46 per
cent. The heavy falling off occurred in
the immigration via ocean ports, while
the new-comers who entered (anada
over the western fronticr actually in-
creased in number. It is in all probab-
ility this class of immigration which
has produced the recent revival in
homestead entries, which diminished
after last year’s reduced crop, and
which have shown a corresponding ex-
pension concurrent with the present
bountiful harvest. The tendency of
homestead entries to increase in num-
ber is shown Dby the following brief
compolition:

Immigration is, of course, being stim-
ulated by the rapid increase in rail-
road mileage in the west, and particul-
arly the construction of new lands in
sections ot the country almost undeve-
loped, The railroads are co-operating
with the government in some of the
most ambitious colonization schemes
ever carried out. On the Grard Trunk
Pacific between Winnipeg and the
Rocky Mountains, it is plannedl to lo-
cate a town every eight miles, or 120
towns for the entire distanee. It is es-
timated that 30 new towns will be
created on the Canadian Northern in
Saskatchewan and Alberta, and some
35 on the lines of the Canadian Pacific.
The latter road is carrying out an In-
teresting crop-sharing plan in cennec-
tion with its vast tract of irrigated
land, which will reuder settlement easy.

Creditable results have been achiev-
ed in Guelph, Ont., by the advocates
of municipal oswnership. That city has
taken over the most important public
utilities amd these have not only been
conducted with success, but the plants
have been improved and the cost of
operation reduced. In addition to the
improvement of the service the city
also profits by a large surplus on the
operation of these departments. This
‘surplus has emabled the council to re-
duce the rate of taxation to fourteen
mills, The income derived from this
assessment is uced almost entirely for
the establishment of sinking funds for
tke retirement "of debentures, the cost
of running ‘the city being met by the
p[oﬂl Aorn' tliélr' munlcipal' enterprises.
Eves this rate of .taxation, which is
already the.lowest in any city in
Canada, is now beginuing to look high

" mills_is being promised for the near
future, owing to the steadily increas-
ing profits from the various depart-
ments,

“ At present the city has under con-
trol the water works, light and heat,
street railway and the Guelph June-
tion Railway. The latter is controlled
by a board of directors and each of
the others by a commission of three
merhbex_'s. The Guelph Junction Rail-
way: was bullt twenty years ago to
connect the ciy with the msain Iine
of the C. P. R. For many years this
was a serious drain on the city but
lately it has been paying well, .Va»nd

" ¢his year the net profit to the city
will be at least $203000.
¢ Two years ago the water works de-
partment was taken from wunder the
direct control of thc council and since
then, under the mamagement of
commission, the receipés have beem in-
creased from $19,000 to $81,000. While
promising improvements
vice, the commissioners also promise
a reduction in rates.

One reform which will appeal very
gtrongly to the. people of St. John, is
the reduction of the gas rateunder
civic management, from $1.50 to $1.00.
In spite of this reduction a& profit to
the city of about $15,000 is promised
for the coming vear. While the street
raflway does mot pay largely in cash
profits, yet the satisfaction of control-
ling their own rallway, and the assur-
ance of having it conducted aecording
to their own ideas, is worth consider-
able to the cttizens.

Another important municipal enter-
prisé which is promised for the near
future is the distribution of power
from Niagaras Falls. Guelph enjoys
exceptional oanditions which will en-
able it to take advantage of this great
power producer and #t is expected that
the ifkroduction of power from Niag-
'are will make & very lange saving in
the cost of operating the present mun-
jeipal plants.

WAITING GAME
MAKES FOR WAR

Balkan Situation Nightmare
With Name of Peace.

Resolution Demanding World Recegnize
Their Race—Needs Only Match
to Powder Traln,

LONDON, Jan. 5.—The Spectator in
its estimate of the European situa-
tion sounds a pessimistic note. After
sounding all the elements making for
the continuance of peace, it finds that
the forces working against peace are
quite as numerous and in many cases
stronger than those working for it.
It declares that the mere maintenance
of the status quo does not make for
peace, as it is not really the status of
peace. When there i{s undue pro-
longation of the condition of war
without shooting, the strain, financial
and moral, becomes so great that the
countries involved 1eel that actual
warfare would be better than a night-
mare with the name of peace. If 3
conference cannot be agreed upon some
power primarily involved will realize

| that she must be beaten if a waiting
| game is played any longer. Thercfcre

she must act and act quickly.

Internal difficulties in the case of
most of these powers are likely to
aggrevate this tendency. There is al-
ways a chance of an actual insurrecs
tion in Bosnia and Herzegovina, an
event which would almost certainly
fire the train. This, coupled with the
anti-German manifestations at Prague
and elsewhére in Bohemia, or the fer-
ment in Istria, Crotia and Dalmatie,
might be the signal for trouble. Again
Austria-Hungary is running up a very
heavy bill. Finances is not the em-
pire’s strong point. Moreover bills
must be met - in parliament, where
the Slavs, or at any rate the non-
Germans, have a majority of votes.
It must not be forgotten  that the
quarrel between the’ Slavonic and
Msagyar races in Hungary is only
suspended. It may at any moment
become acute.

WAR ALMOST A RBLIBF.

In view of all this it would ' cause
ho surprise to find Austria-Hungarian
statesmen concluding that war would
be ajmost a relief from internal per-
plexities but the greatest cause of
anxiety is the ‘force of racial unrest”
which is directly affecting south-
eastern Europe and indirectiy all the
powers of the continent. The Slavs
throughout the huge part of non-Rus-
sian Europe are a predominating por-
tion of the population. Yet hardly
anywhere have their racial aspirations
received satisfaction. Rusasia is the
only great power which can be called
Slavonic, and Russia for many rea-
sons, external and internal is un-
willing to wmive full scope to her
Slavonic sympathies. In spite of these
obstacles the slavs are resolutely de-
manding that the world shall give
proper recognition to their race. The
Slavs fervently believe that. while the
last epoch of the world’s davelop-
ment has belonged to the Teutcns
and Latinized or Ceiticized Teutons in
Germany, Great Britain, France and
northern Italy; so the next epoch must
belong in some form or another to the
Slavs.

All Preparations Made to.
Remove Them-City and |
Fairville Firemen Qut

The fire which started in the west-
ern wing of the Provincial Hospital for
Nervous Diseases at five o'clock yes-
terday afternoon damaged the build-
ing to the extent of about $25,000.
‘While the damage to the building is
serious, chiefly because of the destruc-
tion of the heating and lighting plant
and the kitchen, yet those in charge

of the building are extremely 'grateful
that the situation ‘is not much worse.

Staried in Drylng Rcom

The fire started in the drying room
in the basement of the laundry and
spread to the power house and the
amusement hall, which wete complete-
ly destroyed. Spreading in the other
direction the servants’ quarters were
gutted and the kitchen, the chapel and
ward eight were badly damaged by
fire and water. The fire was confined
to the wing, but the administration
department which it adjoined was seri-
ously damaged by water. Although
complete arrangements were made to
take the patients to a place of safety
if the fire threatened the main build-
ing, it was not found necessary to put
these plans into execution. ’

Most Spectaculer

The blaze was a most spectacular
one and attracted large crowds from
all directions. During the evening
various startling rumors spread
around the city and this helped to in-
crease the crowds. By ten o'clock the
safety of the main building was as-
sued, although the ruins of the wing
were still fiercely burning. All night
long the firemen were kept busy pump-
ing water on the remains of the ell.

Awkward Feature

An awkward feature was caused by
the fallure of the electric lighting eys-
tem when the fire reached the dyna-
mos which supply the power for the
building. In preparation for this
lamps and candles had been provided
and these were supplemented by lan-
terns belonging to the fire department. |

Splendia work was done by the fira
department in controlling the flames. ;
When the fire was discovered the hose !
connected to stand pipes in the build-
ing was turned on, but this was speed- !
ily found inadcquate and the Fairville |
fire department was summoned. An '
alarm was also sent in to the city, and
box No. 125 was rung. No. 5 corps re-
sponded promptly and somewhat later
No. 6 from the West End also arrived.

! Considerable aifficulty was experienced

at tirst in getting sufficient water. The
hospita! buildings are on very high
ground and to supply the building with
water it has always been necessary to
fill tanks under the roof by pumping.
Not only were they hampered by the
low pressure, but it was found that one |
of the two hydrants on the grounds
would not work, and it was necessary
to pump water from up on Main street
in Fairville.

Premier Presant

| wired John Morrissy, the chief commis-

The
engine was prcmptly coupled to the
other one and soon had four streams
playing on the fire, although the water
pressure at times wias poor.

Chief Kerr was notified of the situa-
tion by telephone and crdered an
alarm rung in from Box 125 and No. 5
Engine and Hose Companies and No. 2
Salvage Corps were soon on the
ground. No. 5 engine was stationed
at the corner of Main and Harding
streets, a distance of over a quarter
of a mile from the fire. The Carleton
ceparimernt were also notified and No.
6 Engine and Ladder Company re-
sponded promptly. No. 6 engine was
rlaced at the corner of the hospital
grounds 4bo it midway between No. 5
ergine and the fire. No. 5 engine,
which was coupled to the hydrant,
pumped one stream directly to the fire
and another to No. 6 engine, as no
other means of procuring water was
available.

In spite of the efforts of the fire-
men the flames soon spread to the
boiler house, which also contained the
heating and lighting plant. This
building was soon destroyed and the
lights were extinguished, adding to the
confusion.

TELEPHONED POLICE.

Police Officer Lawson, realizing the
seriousness of the fire, and also realiz-
ing that if the inmates had to be re-

{ moved, he and the two city officers

rresent would be unable to cope with
the situation, telephoned Chief Clark
asking for assistance, and Deputy
Crief Jenkins, with Sergt. Kilpatrick
and five men were detailed for this
work.

Fremier Huzen hastened to the fire
as.soon .as he received news of the
disaster and at once took charge of
the operations.

Believing that the entire building
was donmed, arrangements were hast-
ily made to remove the patients. The
keepers in charge of each ward quickly
but quietly got the patients to don
whatever clothing they might have.
Buckkoards and busses were obtained
wherever possible and every prepara-
tion made Jor vacating the building
quickly. Arrangements were also made
with the various
ville to take
the inmates that
be housed at the
at the School for the Deaf. Taking
into consideration the fact that thes
building contains 480 patients it will
be readily seen that the task of pre-
paring them for removal and at the
same time preventing all excitement
was very great. ‘The bravery of the
entire staff is worthy of commenda-
tion, but the coolness and matter of
fact manner of the lady nurses was
particularly marked, and did a great
deal toward averting a panlc.

Those of the staff who were absent
from the building hastened to return
when they learned of the fire and took
their places in their wards and in a
gentle but firm manner quieted the
fears of the most excitable. All wards
in the vicinity of the fire were vacated
and the inmates removed to the ex-
treme ends of the building.

The building in the cellar of which
the fire started was erected about six
years azo, and is a wooden structure,
encased with stcel sheathing and
joins the power house to the ell of the
main building. The ground floor is
used as a gymnasium and the upper
story as an amusement hall. The ell
of the main building, which was also
destroyed, was cne of the first build-
ings erected on the grounds and con-

Some of them- are engineers
and expert steam fitters and could be
of great assistance. He also offered a
number of hoilers for use in arranging
temporary- heating apparatus.

TO START IMMEDIATELY.

Arrangements were made last night
to start work immedietely to install
temporary heating apparatus and this
will be done immediately, pending re-
rairs to the regular plant. If neces-
sary stoves will dlso be placed in the
building until the steam heat is turned
on.

Patrick Tole, clerk of the hospital,
reported that there are sufficient sup-
plies on hand which were not destroy-
ed to feed and otherwise care for the
pratients. The damage to the kitchen
was largely throush water and it is
thoped it will shortly be ready for use
egain. ¥

Suffering from convulslons, the re-
sult of poison supposed to have been
self-administered, Mrs. Willlam How-
att, wife of the Jere MoAuliffe Co.'s
leading man, living at 108 Orange
street, was removed to the General
Hospital Monday afternoon. She died
at 1.30 o’clook yesterday morning.

Mystery surrounds the tragic death
of the woman with a maze of circum-
stances that will perhaps never be un-
ravelled.

PUT HER ON CAR.

Late Saturday night her husband
put her aboard a car at the Union sta-
tion just before he boarded the night
train for Halifax. At the conclusion
of the opening performance in the
Citadel city Monday night he was in-
formed of his wife’'s act of violence
and her approaching death. TUp to
that moment the relations existing
between the pair had been of the most
harmonious character. The woman’s
motive in resorting to self-destruction
is stil regarded as unfathomable by
Howatt, who came on  immediately
here to arrange for the disposition of
the body.

She never recovered
consciousness, however, passing awey
at 1.80. : :

The woman was found to
have been enclente and. her purnpose in
taking the drug may be found in this.

Mrs. Howatt’s maiden name was
Annle Ingalsby. She was of Salem,
Mass. Her people are connected with
the best families of New England and
include in the circle of their immediate
relations a number of clerics promin-
ently identified with the Roman Cath-
olic church circles. Mrs. Howatt was

mother of two sons at present in this
city. Arrangements are being made to-
day to forward the body to Salem.

In this year of' grace, 1909, ocours
one of the most important centenenlals
in the history of Canada. It is the
year in which comes the one hun-
dredth anniversary of steam naviga-
tion in British America. Incidentally it
is also the centennial of the first
steamer ever built amd completed (n
the world outside of Great Brita'n. It
is true that Fulton built and jaunched
the Clermont on .the. Hudson in 1807,
and that she began to make regular
trips in 1808, but the ergines and boil-
ers for the pioneer steamer of the
United States were made by the
Boulton and Watt irm in England.
Tho Accommodation, bullt by the first
Hon. John Molson, was constructed'
and laungched in Montreal, and her en- |
gines and bollers were made in the |
enciemt works at Three Rivers. Thus |
to Canads beiongs the honor of hav- |
ing put afloat the first steamsr bullt |
-and completed in the world outside of |
- Great Britain. : :

Willlam Symington, in  the Old
Country, succeeded in applying an en-
gine to a boat so that he obtained a |

ed to the United States from France
at this time), and saw Symington. The
British engineer ‘‘fired up” the Char-
Jotte Dundas and gave the American
enigineer the run.of his life. Fulton
was also permitted to make notes dur-
ing the voyage, Symington being ap-
parently content with being protected
in Great Britain, and indifferent as to
what ude was made of his Inventifon
in North America. Fulton ordered en-
gines and boller from Bouiton and
Watt ,and returning home construct-
ed -the Clermont, which he successful-
ly operated on the Hudson in 1808.

LAUNCH OF THE ACCOMMODA-
TION.

Hon. John Molson, as soon as Ful-
ton’s boat proved a success, determin-
ed to introduce steam upon the route
between Montreal and Quebec. He had
a small experimental boat built in
Montreal. It was called the Accom-
modation, and was only of about 40
and 85 feet

length of deck. The éngine and boiler,

as has been said before, were made
at the ancient works at Three Rivers.

circular band or rim.

A WEEK'S TRIP FROM QUEBEC

TO MONTREAL

The first trip back to Montreal oc-
ocupied a week or more. This steamer
manked the beginning of the steam na-
vigation in Canada, and steamers have
continuously plied on this route ever
since. Previous to ithis passengers be-
tween Montreal and Quebec usually
went by caleches over the road. M.
Molson’s adventure was a serious 10ss,
bui he was not the kind of man to be
deterred from carrying out am under-
taking because of @ little thing like
that. He kept on the route and in
1811 went to England, ordered an en-—
gine of the then most improved tyve
from Messrs. Boulton and Waitt, and
on his return kad the steamer Swift-
sure built and equipped with the Eng-

lish engines. This steamer stanted
running in 1812. It will be noted that
Camada had a regular passenger
steamer ling in operation three ears
before Great Britain had, the Comet,
which ran on the Clyde, not being put
on the ‘route until 1812.

Hon. -John Molson, the first, Cana-
da's ploneer steamboat man, Wwas
born in England in 1764, and came to
Montreal when only eighteen years of
age, when this city had but a few
thousand population. He mortgaged
his paternal estates in Lincolnshire
and obtained money to start the brew-
ing business here. Before success came
he had to sell out everything he pos-
sesed in the way of property to invest
in what looked to others a hopeless en—
terprise. Eventually he succeeded, and
laid the foundation for the family for-

tune, established the steamboat line,
became president of the Bank of Mon-
treal in 1826 and held the position un-
til his death .at the age of 72 vears in
1836. He was also for some years &
member of the Executive Council of
Lower Canada.

CANADA AND STEAM NAVIGA-
TION.

The British Colonies, which now con~
stitutes the Dominion of Canada. not
only had a passenger steamboat line
in operation before the-Mother Coun-
try, but sent the first steamship across
the Atlantic, established the first
trans-Atlantic steamship line (the
Cunerd line of Halifax, N. 8.) and the
gecond (the Allan line of Moxztreal).
The screw propellor is usually attri-
buted to Ericsson, but it has been es-
tablished that a man named Nehemiah
Patch, who lived at Yarmouth, N. S.,
and dled in obscurity, invented it and
had it in use, driven by hand power,
as an auxiliary to sails, on a schooner

Years afterwards the
facts were ascertained and published
in a statement in the Scientific Am-
erican. Whether Patch’s invention
leaked through United States scources
to Ericsson, or whether the great
engineer and .inventor had enveloped
the same idea from his personal ex-
periments it is hard to say. It was
after Ericsson had gone to the United
States to live and affer Patch was
dead, it is said, that the Swedish en-
gineer’s propellor was applied to
steamers.

PREDICTED "QUAKE
TWO YEARS AGO

e

Benjamin R Souihworlh. of Brooklyn,
Feresaw Catastrophe in Calabria
and Sicily,

NEW YORK, Jan. 5.—As long ago
as April 13, 1905,; Benjamin. R. South-
worth, clerk of the Bureau of Yards
and Docks, in the New York Navy
Yard. pradicted the earthquake which
has just devastated Sicily and Calibria.
This prediction was pubiished in the
Brooklyn newspapers of that date. Mr.
Southworth was born in the Island of
Malta, which lies southwest of Sicily.
He is the son of Benjamin Southworth
a Royal Engineer of the English army,
who made an exhaustive study of vol-
canic conditions of the Indian penin-
sula and archipelago.

Through this means and through a
years'
life in Malta and in late trips to Sicily
and Italy the son gained tho knowl-
edge upon which he based his predic-
tions, which was made immediately

following an eruption of Vesuvius.
|

“Within two years,” sald Mr. South-
worth at that time. “Sicily and Cala~
bria will be visited by an earthquake
of volcanic origin which I am inclined
to believe will cause a loss of life that
will make the destruction caused by
former disturbances look insignificant.
I believe that the loss of lives will
reach into the hundreds of thousands.”

Reasons given by Mr. Southworth for
his predictions at that time were iden-
tical in many particulars to those giv-
en by Camile Flammarion, astronomer
and scientist. Mr. Southworth like M.
Flammarion, believes that the three
great volcanoes—Asetna, Vesuvius and
Stromboli—are connected in some man-
ner that they can produce concerted
action, and that these volcanoes com-
prised the agercy which was responsi~
ble for this latest catastrophe. ‘The
period of comparative calm which has
characterized these volcanoes for some
time was to Mr. Southworth prophetic
of a great outburst to come. Unless
the forces working beneath the section

friends Miss Annie Richard, a Boston
beauty. Miss Richard married John
Henley, an American, of leisure, and
they went with him to Paris, where
they made a home, living and enter-
taining well, but by no means extrava-
gantly. The friendshi p of the two
women continued after they became
bnides. It even survived the sensa-
tional elopement of the Princess de
Chimay with Rigo.

MET IN RESTAURANT.

The elopment of Rigo and the Prin-
cess took place in December, 1906. They
first met in Paris at a fashionable res-
taurant, where the Hungarian gypsy
had been engaged to play at a series
of afternoon concerts.

In Paris the Princess and her gyp-
sy lover surrounded themselves with
a gay circle of friends. They establish-
ed_a little Bohemia of thelr own, and
among those who sometimes came to
their suppers and musicales, was the
Princess’ old-time friend, the wife of
John Henley. 'Mr. Henley had been
among the first to denounce Princess
de Chimay’'s actions in deserting = her
husband for the penniless gypsy fid-
dler, and he made every possible ef-
fort to convince his wife that her as-
soclation with the Princess should
cease.

One night in February, 1897, when
Mr. Henley was supposedly absent
from the city, his wife gave a supper
entertainment. Among the guests
were the Princess, Rigo and others
belonging to their own gay set.

It was a jolly party, with wine,
music and feasting, and when the fes-
tivities were at their height, the in-
furiated husband, returning unexpect-
edly, strode into the dining-room,
where the merry-makers had gathery
ed and in his anger struck his wife
to the ground.

Rigo attempted to save Mrs. Hen-
ley from the blow, but was too late
to do more than prevent its repeti-
tion as he raised the dazed woman
to her feet. Then as he placed Mrs.
Henley in a chair he called her hus-
band a coward, and was rewarded
with a water carafe, which the thor-
cughly enraged Henley smashed over
his head.

That broke up the party. Henley
unceremoniously ordered all his wife's
guests to leave the house immediate-
ly. They gathered up their wraps,
music and hats and hastily departed.
Then Henley dismissed all the serv-
ants, bag and baggage, and within
an hour after his return home he and
his wife were alone in the house.

THE HENLEYS DISAPPEARED,

Next morning the Henleys had com-
pletely disappeared. Not a trace of
Ahem was to be found anywhere. All
‘blelr belongings, their furniture and

€ ts were left behind. In the dining-

<% psom were the remains of the half-
% eaten supper, an overturned chair,
and the shattered water carafe.

Five years afiter the fateful supper
the sequel of the tragedy was enact-
ed in Spain. Peagsants living in the
wild regions around Valladolid had
long complained of a certain desolate
house owned by an eccentric Ameri-
car. who was never there. From the
house, they sald, harrowing shrieks
were occasionally heard and strange
lights were seen to flicker through the
darkness. -

The authorities, disbelieving these
wierd tales, which were having a de-
Ppressing effect on the minds of the
guperstitious peasantry. deecided to
have a midnight supper 94 the alleg-
ed haunted house, and n order to
reassure the rustics three officers of
ths last accomparicd by their wives
bo!dly entered the house on the night
appointed and set out the feast they
had prought with them. <

The strange meal bad scarcely be-
gun when a series of shrieks sounded
from the recesses of the stone corri-
dor beyond the aining room. Then the
door was flung open and in staggereqd a
dishevelled, half-clad woman. 'The
wivas of the officers screamed in ter-
ror. The men stocd aghast at the
strange apparition.

Then another diriy, bedraggled shape
followeq, pursuing the woman.

It was the lonz-lost John Henley,
the American leisure, who fer five
vears had kept his wife a priscner in
the house, torturing her until she con-
fessed that she had been at fault in
retaining her regw+.1 for the Princess
de Chlmay and fcr 7o,

His mind unha. . by jealousy of
the wife he still ived, Henléy had
then immurea her to assure constan-
cy,himself going out but twice a month
at midnight, to obtain provisions from
distant villages.

All this the once beautiful Mrs. Hen-
ley told the three officials and be-
sought them to take her away.

When the police insisted on removing
the woman Henley picked up a knife
irom the table and stabbed his wife
before the six terrified beholders would
interfere, afterwards plunging the
knife into his own heart.

Both adied instantly. As a play the
tragedy was a great success when pro-
duced recently in Paris. As a tragedy
it overshadows a'l the other tragic ev-
ents and romantic episodes crowded
into the life of Rigo.

The Shibley tragedy was not at-
tended with any such sensational de-
tails. When Coroner Acritelli began
investigating the case immeadiately
after the bodies of Shibley and his
wife had been found he sent for the
Hungarian gypsy, Rigo, and ques-
tioned him closely. The corcner had
learneq that because of the friend-
€hip that had existed between Mrs.
Bhibley and the woman who is at
sresent the wife of the vlolinist Shib-
ey had grown furiously jealous.

The Shibleys were to have been!
guests of Rigo and his wife at their
home, No. 168. Lenox Avenue, on the!
afternoon of the murder and suicide. |
When they failed to appear at the|
time appointed Mrs. Rigo rang up the
Shibley apartment. €hibley answered.
Mrs. Rizo asked to speak to Mrs.
Shibley.

“She's asleep,” Shibley replied,
and I don’t think I can wake her.”

Mrs. Rigo then asked if the Shib-
leys would come over. Shibley re-
plied that he did not think he could
wake his wife, and consequently they
could not come. It is probable that
Mrs. Shibley was already dead when
her husband talked with Mrs. Rigo
over the teiephone. An hour or so la-
ter he too was dead.

There have been other tragedies in-
terspersed with romanges in the life
of Rigo. He was already married
when he eloped with the Princess de
Chimay, but his first wife, Mariska |
Rigo, did not sue him for a divorce
until 1905, nine years after the elope-
ment.

In 1902 the ex-Princess almost pre-
cipitated another tragedy in Rigo’s
apartments in a Paris hotel. During
a violent quarrel she seized a heavy
brass candlestick and attempted to
brain him. Waiters rushed in and in-
terferred just in time to save the
violinist from injury. The pair were
immediately evicted from itheir apart-
ments,

Foliowing the scandal caused by the
Princess's elopement with Rigo the
Prince de Chimay brought sult for ab~-
solute divoree in the Belgian courts,
and received a decree. The court
awanrded him 75,000 francs $15,000, or-
dered the Princess to pay the costs of
the suit and gave the Prince the care
of thz children of the marriaje.

When the Princess was free Rigo
took her to the gypsy encampment at
Pagozd in Hungary, his old home. To
a person who saw her there the Prin-
cess insisted that she was happy In
spite of her deflance of society. Thers |
were signs, however, even then of &
parting soon to come. She and Rigo |
had several q'.arrels, each more bitter
1ihan the last.

The final smash came in January of |
last year, after Rigo's $10,000 violin had |
been seized In a suit for breach of!
contract, after the Princess and her
Hungarian lover had made a disas-
trous attempt to star in vaudcvilie, anq
after one last violent quarrel in a Milan
kotel. And that was the end of the
romarce of the Princess de Chimay |
and the Hungarian gypsy violinist. e
soon afterwards came to New York.

par Emerson, the artist, and married
Ler. Within a few weeks afiter his
wedding to Mrs. Emerson, a myster-
fous Mrs. Martin appeared on the
scene, Rigo gsserted that she was an
agent of the ex-Princess de Chimay,
and that her object was to induce him
ic 1eturn to the American beauty who
had given up a social position and 2
real Prince to elope with him. Mrs.
Rgo furnished a climax by claiming
one day,-in July, of last year, that the
mystericus Mrs. Martin had taken her
for a ride through Central Park and
had here tlreatened to throw vitriol
in her eyes. It was all part of a plot,
she said, to rob her of the gypsy fid-
cler's love, but it didn’t succeed.

The mysterious Mrs. Martin disap-
heard of in a suit for slander brought
by her against Rigo. Mrs. Rigo read
an account of the suit, and in her ex-
citement fell off her chair and broke
her i-g.

Singularly enough, the present Mrs.
Rigo, too, has been the storm centre
of a series of tragic occurrenceas. Be-
fore she met Rigo, Herbert Adams,
familiarly known as Bertie among his
gociaty friends in Philadelphia, wanted
to make her his wife. She was at that
time engaged to Caspar Emerson,whom
she iater married. Adams committed
guiciae. Baron Carl von Rerhler, of Ber-
Mn, whem she met in Paris, followed
ker to America and wanted to marry
her. When she married Rigo inst:aa
the baron went back to Berlin and blew
out his brains.

many remarkable prizefightsrs.

Tommy ®urns is & Canadian by
birth, and England has been well re-
presented in the ring by Jem Mace,
Charley Mitchell, Jem Carney, Alf
Greenfield, Ben Jordan, Billy Plim-
mer, Pedlar Palmer, Jem Driscoll,
Owen Moran and others.

But Australla can boast of at least
two champion
Jackson and Robert Fitzsimmons—
who were real champions in their
prime.

Something like twenty years ago
Australian Billy Murphy brought the
featherweight championship to Syd-
ney, N. S. W. when he defeated the
famous Ike Weir, the Belfast Spider,
by a knockout at Frisco in 1890.

Joe Goddard, the Barrier champlon,
earned the distinction of making John
L. Sullivan decline his challenge when
the latter visited Melbourne; and la-
ter, when Goddard came to this coun-
try, he won real tame by knocking out
Peter Maher in three rounds.

Frank P. Slavin, who beat Jake Kil-
rain at Hoboken in 1834, was another
star from the Antipodes, while George
Dawson, after winning the lightweight
championship of Australasia, came to
America and mounted the boxing lad-
der so rapidly that Tommy Ryan fi-
nally sidestepped him for wo{ter-
weight honors.

Other Australian fighters who won
battles in this country were Young
Griffo, Paddy Gorman, Tom Meadows,
Jim Hall, Billy MecCarthy, Abe Willis,
Jim Barron, Steve O'Donnell,
Creedon, Tom Tracey, Billy Smith,
Jim Ryan, Jack Hall, Jack Slavin,
George McKenzie, Hughey Napier and
George Mulholland.

In Australia the ring experts still
claim that Peter Jackeon ‘was really
champion of ‘the world on three sep-
arate occasions—first, when John L.
Sullivan, after signing articles to
meet the great black man, suddenly
backed out and drew the color line;
second, when Jim Corbett refused to
fight the famous sixty-one-round draw
with Jackson, and third, when Fitz-
simmons, before he became an Amer:
ican citizen, gave Peter a wide berth.

He was not a native Australian, for
he was born at Christiansted, St.
Croix, West Indles, on July 3, 1861
He stood six feet half inch in his

stockings and weighed, when in fight-

ing trim, close to 200 pounds.

JAOKSON STARTED IN SYDNEY.

Jackson began his ring career in
Sydney in 1882, when he quickly dem-
onstrated that he was a terrific hitter
by knocking out several husky oppon-
ents, including Joe Goddard in four
rounds.

In 1884 he was knocked out by Bill
Farnan in three rounds, but when they
met in another bout the police i:.ter-
fered after six rounds
fought.

It was in 1888 that Jackson arrived
in San Francisco for the first time. He
began his American career as cham-
pion of Australia, for he had stopped
Tom Lees in thirty rounds at Sydney
two years before. Before 1888 ended
the big colored man had beaten George
Godfrey and Joe McAuliffe at the old
California. Athletic Club, the former in
nineteen rounds and the latter in
twenty-four.

In 1889 Jackson was very busy. He
defeated Patsy Cardiff, Shorty IKn-
Kincald, Sailor Brown, Mike Lvnch,
Paddy Brennan, Ginger McCormick
and Jack Fallon.

Then he sailed for England, where,
in the short space of eight days, he
beat seven men, each in three rounds.
On November 11, 1889, Jackson defeat-
ed Jem Smith in two rounds at the
Pelican Club in Liondon, his chief sec-

ond being Sam Fitzpatrick, Jack John-

son’s manager.

Jackson returned to America with a
big reputation in 1890, but nobodv
would fight him except second raters,
and after stopping Denver Ed Smith
in five rounds, Peter sailed for Austra-

! lia where he. fought a draw with Joe

Goddard, the battle lasting eight
rounds.

Jackson returned to America in 3891,
and on May 21 of that year, he met
Jim Corbett, then a comparative no—
vice, at the California A. C. Hiram
Cook, the referee, declared the bout no
contest after sixty-one rounds cf mill-
inz.

After knocking out a couple of
“dubs” in January, 1892, Jackson sailed
for England, where he knocked cut
Frank P. Slavin in ten rounds st the
National Sporting Club, London, and
won the champlonship of England and
Australia.

Parson Davies had Jackson under

his wing then, and brought the famous

negro back to America, where he star-
red for a year in “Uncle Tom’'s Cabin.”

Jackson was living at a great race
at that time, and soon lost his vitality,
so that he was merely a shaiow of Fis
former self when Jeffries knocked him
out in three rounds in *risco in 1.98.
Jackson became a physical wreck after
that and died of consumption in Aus-
tralia in 1901.

Fitzsimmons, who was born in Eng-
land in 1862, made his first appearance
in the ring at Timaru, N. Z, at J.m
Maces' tournament, when he defeated
four men and won the amateur boxing
championship of New. Zealand.

The next day Fitz took part in an-

other tournament and defeat:d five'

men, including Herbert Slade, a Maori.
The Cornishman then fought Lis wawy
to the front as a professional until he
met Jim Hall in 1890 in Sydney. Hall
won in four rounds, but Fitzsimmons
declared@ afterward that ae “laid
down.”

In May of that year Fitz arrivad in
California, where he beat Iilly Mec-
Carthy in nine rounds. In Janua:y,
1891, he defeated Jack Dempsey for the
middle-weight championship and was

immediately recognized as a pneaom—,

enial pugilist.
This fight took place at New Orleans
where about a year later Fitz met

Fitz then declared that he ‘vas ready
to fight any man in the world, regard-
Jess of weight. In March, 1593, he
knocked out Jim Hell in four rcunds
at the Crescent City for a $40,090 purse,
but itz received only a part of the
supposed winner’'s share,

ADDS TWO MORE TO LIST.

After fighting a five-round draw with
Joe Choyniski in Boston, which was
stopped by the police, Fritz knocked
out Dan Creedon at New Orleans in
two rounas and then put Maher away
in a couple of punches at Lantry, Te-
xas.

Tom Sharkey, aided by Wyatt Earp,
the gun fighter, who was referee, beat
Fitz on a foul in eight rounds at Fris-
co 1n December, 1886. Then Bob was
matched with Corbett and won the
world’s championship at Carson City
on March 17, 1897, in fourteen rounds,
the famous solar plexus blow doing
the trick. :

Fitz held the title until Jeffries
knocked him out in eleven rounds at
Coney Island, but he kept on fighting
putting to sleep in succession Jeft
Thorne, Jim Daly, Ed Dunkhorst, Ruh-
lin and Sharkey, who was stopped in
two rounds,

Roberts was then ready for another
mill “‘with Jeffries, who beat him down
and out in eight rounds at Frisce in
1902. Fitz was nearly all in when he
got a decision over George Gardner in
twenty rounds the next year, while in
1905, when Philadelphia Jack O’Brien
put him to sleep in fifteen rounds he
was a pugilistic joke. A year ago last
July Robert stacked up against Jack
Johnson and was smothered in two
rounds.

Frank P. Slavin, known in the ring
as Paddy, was born in Maitland, New
South Wales, in 1862. He did a lot of
ring work in 1885, 1886 and 1887 in Aus-
| tralia and arrived in England in 1889.
After knocking out Bill Goode and
Frank Young in jig time he fought a
fourteen-round draw with Jem Smith,
at Burges, Belgium.

This mill was for $2500 a side and the
championship of England, with bare
knuckles under London rules. Slavin
was the better man and was winning
when a gang of Birmingham roughs
headed by Jem Carney broke up the
fight and slugged the Australian with
| clubs and ‘“knckly dusters.”

Slavin, however, got the money and
' was acknowlediged ‘the champion of
England.” Slavin nearly a year later
stopped Joe McAuliffe in five rounds
at the Ormond® Club of London, and
then whipped Charley Mitchell in a
barroom fight. Mitchell and he made
up soon and came together to America
Slavin making his bow at Maadison
Square Garden in sparring bouts with
Mitchell and Jim Daly.

That was in 1891 and shortly after
! Slavin beat Jake Kilrain in Hoboken in
nine rounds for $5(00 a side, with the
late Jere Dunn as referee. A year lat-
er Slavin was knocked out by Jack-
son in London, also by Jim Hall, in
seven rounds, at the same club. Then
the Australian began to slide down
hill, anG in 1897, after he had been put
away by Nick Burley in two rounds
at Victoria, British Columbia, he de-
cided to quit the ring.
| Probably the greatest boxer that
ever stepped into the ring was Young
Griffo, whose real name was Albert
Griffiths. and who first saw the light
of day at Sydney, in 1871 Griffo was
only 5 feet 4 incheg tall, and after
a wonderful recora in Australia, con-
sisting of thirty-nire battles, some
with bare knuckles, without suffering
a defeat, he came to 9America hailed
as the featherweight champion of the
world.

Griffo began operations in Chicago
in the latter part of 1893 fighting
drawn battles with Tommy White, Sol-
ly Smith, Kid Lavinge and Van Heest
and defeating Young Scotty, Al Jensen
and Ike Weir on points. Gliffo went
to Boston then ana beat Billy Murphy,
also boxing an eight round draw with
clever Johnny Griffin.

In 1895 Gliffo and Dixon went twenty-
 five rounds to a draw at Coney Island
the Lattle being one of the most scien-
tific in the history of pugillsm. The
Australian then stopped Horace Leeds
in twelve rounds and boxed draws
. with Jerome Quigly, Jimmy Dime, Bull
' McCarthy and others. He defeated on
points later on Joe Harmon, Eddle
Curry and Charley Barnett.

i He was arrested frequently as a vag-
rant, was committed to the insane asy-
lum several times and a few months
ago he was reported dead from a com-
' plication of diseases. But he is still
alive in Chicago—a wreck.

THE BARRIER CHAMPION,

Joe Goddard, the Barrier champion,
was. born at Pyramui, N. S. W,, in 1861.
He was a six-footer and a typical giant
in build. He began fighting in 1889, and
after losing to Jim Hall in four rounds
and boxing an.eight round draw with
Jackson at Melbourne, he knocked Joe

rounds.
