SAW MILL OWNERS

Interested in” BExperiments at Palmerton,
Conn.,~St. John Men 'l‘hcre.‘

BOSTON, April 9~—There is much
interest among saw mill owners in ex-
periments which have been made at
the Rockland paper mills in Palmer-
ton, Conn., where, it is claimed, it has
been demonstrated that wood board
can be readily made from the refuse
of lumber mills, such as sawdust,
small wood, etc. The tests in Palmer-
ton were made uader the direotion of
Andre Cushing & Co. of St. John, As
a.result of these experiments it is un-
derstood that Cushing & Co, will erect
e large plant at 8t, John for the man-
ufacture of wood board. The concern
holds both the Canadian and United
States patent rights on the board, and

placed on the mu-ku in the course of
the summer,

It 18 claimed that an. incidental ad-
vantage from the manufscture of
wood board will be that it will solve
the problem of disposing #of the re-
fuse of saw mills without creating a
nuisance or obstruction in streams, oy
involving a danger.

In the experiments, B, H. Bllis re-
presented Cushing & Co, 'The mill at
Palmerton was run two days on ex-
perimental work, and some fifteen
tens of board were turned out of a
quality with which no fault could be
found, The refuse was ground  into
pulp and then converted into wood
board. :

Although there were several ap-
parently suspicious. circumstances, the
belief is growing that the young wo-
man is-innocent, and that the police
have been hasty in placing her under
arrest.

Speaking by
and large, it may be truly said that
from the loins of the 65,000 inhabitants
of 1759 have sprung the 1,659,362 Cana-
dians of French origin in 1901, to say
nothing of the swarms thrown off into
the republic. How numercus and how
prosperous this United States French
section is perhaps few Americans un-
derstand. Some years ago I saw a
gazetteer of French Canadian firms
doing business in New England, which
was about as bulky as the city direct-
ory of Boston.

Judging by the Canadian census of
1901, so far as reported by its first vol-
ume and numerous - bulletins, the
French of the dominion have been less
fecund thin they were formerly.  Still
they multirly faster than other Cana-
dians. This is evinced by several sets
of figures and percentages not visible
in the tables, but to be extracted from
them by calculation.

Comparing the statement of “popu-
lation” with that of “number of fami-
lies,” one discovers that the size of
families was as follows:

‘But it is the more
generally useful language on this con-
tinent; to learn it may be *“big money”
in Jean Baptiste’s pocket; therefore he
practises it, for Jean Baptiste is no
fool. Knowing that he has migration
in his adventurous blood, he acquires
as best he can the language that may
enable him to ask intelligently for
work anywhere In America.

The political power of French-Cana-
dians is far greater than would be es-
timated from the foregoing figures. In
defence of their race, their creed and
their language, they can reckon on sup-
port from almost the entire Catholic
population of Canada, or 2,229,600 of the
total of 6,371,315 p2ople. In the same
defence they can number all Protest-
ants who are liberal, enough to be con-
servative of the truly liberal Confeder-
ation Act, or Constitution of Canada,
which accords to the French that
equality of race, creed and language
which they value, and by which they
are made loyal to the country.. Its
prosperity depends much on the main-
tenance of the remarkable degree of
accord which the constitutional agree-

As the French and Irish are more
than half the population, they might
rule supreme if they could ‘‘get toge-
ther.” Fortunately they ecan’t, for
many of them are Protestants. Roman
Catholics are less numerous by 410,243
than Frenich cum Irish. They outnum-
ber by 177,319 the Methodists (916,862),
Presbyterians (842,301) , and Baptists
(292,485) put together. But to these
evangelicals add the Anglicans and thg
united array is more numerous by 503,-
027 than the host’'of Catholicism. The
non-Romish sects of Canadas,  includ-
ing 16,432 Jews, 10,407 Buddhists, 5,080
Confucians, 14,466 pagans, 15,468 Greék
Catholics, 28,253 Congregationalists and
6,695 ‘“Christians,’”. number unitedly
8,142,084.. The Agclent Church, with
two of every five Canadians at her
back, is manifestly safe, It is extreme-
iy improbable her children can muilti-
ply by procreation rapidly enough to
make her dominant.

A theory that Canada ntay be brought
into the Union of States by the ‘Ame-
ricans: who are now flocking into the
Northwest Territories has become al-
arming to the more sensitive Britishers
of the country, but the census "of
“Immigration” and “Birthplace” seems
to damage the bugaboo! Native-born
Canadians are eighty-seven per cent
of the whele, Of the remaining 13 per
cent nearly all are British born.. In
the total there are no annexationists
truly. visible or audible. It is pretty
certain that, no matter how fast Ame-
ricans' may pour into the Canadian

only 43,398 of these retained their
United States nationality. In like pro-
portion those Americans ' whose
“prairie schooners” have been whiten-
ing the trails of the Territories since
the census year, take out British na-
turalization, papers. The same causes
that send them to the virgin prairies
will send there a. great proportion of
the Canadians who used to go to the
States or to Manitoba. This similarly
situated province of ‘264,947 people con-
tains only 2,184 non-naturalized Ameri-
cans. It is conceivable, though it does
not now seem likely, that Canada may
some time become s congéries of sov-
ereign states of the unfon, It that
occurs it will come to pass, not by any
action of Americans in Canada, but
because the masses of the native-born,
now entirely indisposed to the course,
will have either radically changed
their minds or have been succeeded by
other native-bormr masses of a new
way of thinking. Catholicism, being re-
latively more powérful in the Domin-
fon than in the Republic, is ‘perhaps
the strongest of all the strong conser-
vative forces that make for the con-
tinuance of Canada’s separate status,

C. P. R. Will Handle That Many in
Two Weeks,

Three or four days hence, when the |
immigrants by the Lake Ontario and
the Barr colony have been sent west,
the C. P. R. will be able to say that
13,000 passengers have been handled
in about two weeks, This number will
inglude those received from Halifax
and those landed here,

It is not imprebable that the Lake
Ontario and the Lake Manitoba will
arrive about the sama time, thus piling
in & §Mmall army of 3,000 at Sand Point
together,. 'The Barr party was at
first reported to be 2,000 strong: By
the C. P, R, advices received hete the
number should' be 1,800. But andther
statement makes the officvial nuimber
1,630, of whom 860 are women and chil-

These are not all or mainly of the
usual type of steerage immigrants. It
has already been announced that $2,-
500,000 had been forwarded to this
country as exchange representing the
cash capital that they are bringing.
This 48 $500 pér head for 5,000 men,
women and chiliren on the way, al-
ready arrived, or about starting.

1t 18 aleo stated that they are bring-
ing an average of 300 pounds of bag-
gage per head, which is the full allow-
ance. This will make 250 to 300 tons
for the passengers on the Lake Mani-
toba. At ten tons to the oar this lug-
gage will call for some eight baggage
cars with each of the four trains on
which the Barr people will go west. It
is said that severel pianos are includ-
ed in the baggage. These instruments
will cost the owner & good deal of
money by the time that they are railed
to BSaskatoon and . carted. a hundred
miles or so to the place of settlement.

Nine passenger cars, each ocontain-
ing fifty immigrants, will go with
every train, and with each of these
four trains Mr. Foster will send an
agent to look after the welfare of the
four or five hundred strangers, It
may be taken for  granted that Mr.
Barr's people will not take so philo-
sophically - as the Galicians and other
easterners the vicissitudes of pioneer
life, They ate more accustomed to
having their own way, and probably
have clearer ideas of what they want.

HANGED IN LONDON.

The Poisoner. of Women, Whose
Crimes Shocked the British Isles,

LONDON, April 7.—Kloshowski, alias
Chapman, the Southwark saloon-keep-
er who was found guilty March 19 at
the Old Bailey of the murder by poison
of three woman who lived with him as
his wives in different parts of London,
and who was sentenced to death the
same day, was hanged this merning in
Wandsworth jail. He was in a state
of complete collapse and had fo he
supported by wardens. He protested
his innocence to the end, declaring his
real name was Chapman, and said he
was an American by birth.
Kloshowski was born at Warsaw in
1861 and waa & saloon keeper in South
London when he was charged with
the murder by poison of Maude Eliza
Marsh, a barmaid;, who lived with him
as his wife.

The order of the day belng called,
Mr. Copp continued his remarks on
the motion relating to the election law.

“+Dr, Reese F. Alsop, rector of St.
#Ann'a church, New ‘York, recently
- preached on “Discontent: Its .Cause
and Cure.” The text was from Mat-
thew xx: 11 and 12:  “And when they
they had received it they murmured
‘agaiust the good man of the house,say-
ing, these last have wrought but .one
‘hour, and thou hast made them equal
Aanto us, which have borne the burden
and heat of the day.” Dr. Alsop said:
The revised version says they mur-
mured against the householder; that
is, against their employer. = The echo
of that murmur has been prolonged
:through the centuries. It is here to-
day, and .the reverberation is louder
than the first utterance. ‘This is indeed
one of the symptoms of the times.
When we think of it thére is something
remarkable about it.
T suppose that it may be fairly said
that never was the workman better
paid than he is, and has been in these
days. Taking the class as a whole,
Bkilled labor as well as unskilled, or-
ganized labor as well as unerganized,
it may be fairly claimed that the re-
wards of labor are today greater than
they used to be. So say Lavallaye and
Carroll D. Wright. In these statements
mearly all informed writers on
economics agree, The saying that the
rich are growing ficher and the poor
doorer is not’ borne out by the facts.
Jt is true that there are in these days
enormous fortunes, accumulations of
wealth so great as to be startling, and
perhaps dangerous, certainly so great
&8s to be dazzling. It may be true that
some limit should be set to such large
accumulations, but it is equally true
“that in the vast increase of modern
productiveness all'classes have had a
share. 'Whether the distribution has
been altogether equitable I will not
stop to discuss. I only wish to assert
that in the unprecedented productive-
ness of modern industry the labor
which has contributed so vastly. to it
has secured for itself a very large
proportion of the product, so that, on
the whole, all the laboring classes are
Petter off than they used to be.’ To all
such statements indeed there are many
exceptions. There are those, perhaps,
many, who are worse off. There are
€hose who toil well nigh without "hope,
for scant wages amid hard conditions.
For all these our, sympathy and our
help should be réeady. We should never
overlook them, never forget them,
mnever be content until we can do what
‘we can to better their condition and to
brighten their lot. All that I am con-
tending for is that, in spite of such
exceptions, the workingman today is
better fed, better  clothed, better
Ablised, better educated, than were his
forbears. For himself, his wifé, his
children, purroundings are better. He
has not only victuals and drink, he has
something of music and art and litera-
fure. He has leisure to cultivate him-
®elf. He has, and ought to have, a
larger share of the good and fime things
of.life than formerly fell to his lot.
Yet, in spite of all this, it may be
Baid that never was there more unrest
and dissatisfaction among the work-
#rs in the community than there is
today. The daily papers furnish a
sufficient proof of this statement. Day
after day we read of signs ‘of this un-
Stable equilibrium, until at times we
feel as if all society were resting upon
the shaky, quivering crater of a' vol-
‘cano that may at any day break ifto
an erruption. Not long ago there was
in Sweden a' universal strike of all
.organized laberers. There was the
same thing in Switzerland. ‘We are
~ suffering today from the coal strike in
..;our anthracite regions—a  strike the
consequences of which have reached
into almost every home. There is
threat today of - a strike of gens
‘of thousands of bituminous miners.
‘What that would mean in the fay of
disturbance of industries, stopping the
:mills, throwing workmen - out of em-
,ployment, it is difficult to describe,
impossible even to imagine~ ‘There
"have been and are today strikes of
‘motormen. and conductors on trolley
fines which have disorganized travel.
So easily shaken is the soil on which
we stand that contractors are afraid
to undertake any great works lest
all their calculations should be oyer-
thrown by ‘strikes of all those engaged
in the building trades. i
. Now, all this unrest is the token and
‘expression of a state of feeling. It.is
one at bottom of disconteat. It is a
murmur that comes up like the rolling
wf thunder from millions who are deoing
hé work of society, and are not ‘satis-
Med with what comes to them. :

putes the income of his chief, be he
merchant, or professional man, or offi-
cer of bank or raflroad; thinks of his
own daily grind, and of the fancied
easiness with which the other gets his
income, and grows dissatisfied. The
moderately well off turn  their eyes
upon the splendid fortunes, the mag-
nificent establishments, the palatisl
yachts of those to whom large fortunes
have come, and as they look their own
portion seems meagre and despicable.
So all through society there grows a
spirit of discontent. Instead of rejoic-
ing In, and being thankful for what we
have, we murmur at our lot. We
grudge others what they have, and rob
ourselves the while of the Joy that
God would fain give us.

I GRANT YOU, IF YOU WISH,

that all this is very natursl, There is
much in life to provoke it. It is hard
tﬁaccount for the differences in human
lots. ‘There are hundreds of things
that we cannot understand—there are
only too many things which seem to
us inequitable and unfair. The best
people are often poor, and bad people

often strong ‘and fortunate. There are
inequalities without number, which the
more we look at them, seem only the
more ' mysterious. The p erity of
the wicked staggered the Psalmist. It
staggers us. Let ‘all 'this be freely
granted, yet, at the same time it must
be equally granted that envy'is a very
