upon His own doing in establishing Chris-

the universe—when all this foliows; then,
we cannot receive a system of interpre-

Much less ean we accept this literal
intespretation, rince its conclusions, as
stated above, aye in direct violation of
the plsinest New Testament teaching.
If the Sth, Jth and 10th chapters of
Hebrews mean anything, they declare
that our Lord has abolished the priest-
hood and sacrifices of the old dispensa-
tion forever, having realized and fulfilled
them all

Is it not strange, also, if the Jewilh
commonwealth is 10 be restored, and the
Jews become dominant in an-earthly
kingdom, crushing down all opposing
powers, thiit our Lord and Ilis apostles
give us no Lint that they held any such
view? Nay, they declare over and over
again, that the exclusive privileges of
the Jews are gone forever, being made
general to all who become the spiritual
children of Abrabam by fuith. They
bad all these prophecies before them.
Had they interpreted them as do our
Pre-millennial friends, in a literal way,
they must have seen through them the

Jews. The fact that they declare the
opposite of this—that there is ni
recognition of Jew or Gentile in Christ’s
kingdom—proves that they must have
interpreted the.e prophecies as having
s spiritual fulfiiment in the antitype of
Zion and Jerusalem—the church of God
and our Lorl's rule over men's hearts.
Neither are we left to conjecture, as
to the way in which the apostles inter-
preted the prophecies. They explain all
the propliecies of the exaltation of Christ
they quote as already fulfilled or in pro
cess of fullilment. They give no hint
that there is need of & personal reign on
earth, and a changed condition of things,
to fulfil any prophecy they refer to.
Aets 2: 17-21,32.35,5: 3, 13: 32.35,15:
165 1leb. 1: 5. As we cannot adopt the
Jiteral interpretation of the passage de-
pended upon by pre-millinnialists and
not adopt all these views which are op-
posed to the whole genius and teach-

Yarmouth Co. Baptist 8. 8. Convention.

The above held its twenty-sixth semi-
snnual session with First Yarmouth
Baptist church on the 5th inst. The first
halfhour was given to devotional exer-
cises.

The first sulject on the programme for
the afternoon was “Temperance in the
Sabbath-school,” opened by Rev. F. M,
Young, Ph.B., who, for convenience sake,
arranged his thoughts under the ques-
tion,"Why ? and how 7 temperance should
be made prominent in Sabbath-school
work.” . 1. Because it is part of the gos
pel. It is of the “all things of the great
commission.” It is prominent among the
Christian virtues. It is as a roof for pro-
tection. Without its protecting care
the other Christian virtues are beauties
in ruins. 2. The body is the temple of
the Holy Ghost. The protecting care of
temperance should be extended over
the body, as aleohol is a poison direotly
injurious to the body. “ How to make
temperance prominent in Sabbath
school.” When either directly or in-
directly the subject -comes up in our
teaching, it should be made prominent.
2. At least once a quarter a temperance
lesson should be taught. 3. A temper
ance pledge should be circulated in the
Babbath-school, and each teacher and
scholar be prevailed upon, if possible, to
sign it.
