Asked as to his mintal condition Mr.

they expressed it *‘a little soft,” and when
in liquor he seemed to lose his senses en-
tirely, but they strongly denied the sugges-
tion that he was of unsound mind.

Young Walsh is not yet twenty one years
of age, as his mother liks many another
native of St. Jobn who dates everything
from the time of the fire, says he was born
the February preceding that event, but in
that comparatively short space of time he
bas caused the rest of the family much
trouble. As a child it was impossible to
gec him to atterd school or listen to re-
ligious instruction or advice, and he has,

in a word,drank and stoned his way through
life with an occasional day’s work thrown
in.

Lately Walsh has not spent much of his
time at home as his father would not allow
him to remain around when drioking, and
for the past two menths Judy Walsh’s
cabin on the Bridge road has sheltered him
at night, while his days have been devoted
to roaming arouad the fields and bhills in
that neighborbood. From various unpre-

judiced sources it was learned that the

other members of the Walsh family are

sober bardworking men and that while the

man who now stands accused of murder

was generally regarded as a worthless dis-

sipated fellow, he wasnot looked upon as

dangerous in any way, except for his un.

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VERY DEADLY CRESSE

WHEN THE MALAY RAN ANUCK
RESULTS WERE FATAL.

In Ten Minutrs Durinsg the Performance
Five Men Were Killed and twe Very

<In four voyages to the East Indies, two
of them to Malay ports, I have seen but

it from a positiou of perfect safety, but the
sight was enough to make me steer clear ot
all Malsys afterward, and any vessel that
bas them on board,’ said Erdix Deering,
who as boy and man ssiled many seas in
deep-water ships. ‘It was in 1865, when
Iwas a boy, on my first voyage on the
ship Harry Warren, which, ssiled from
Boston to India with a ice. We
were lying at anchor in the roads off Mad-
ras, unloading our middle-deck cargo into
lighters, and a hundred vessels of all
nations were anchored about us, discharg-
ing or taking on board their cargoes. The
ship nesrest ur, sbout two cable lengths
away, was the Britich ship Manratta,which
bad come from Singspore in ballast with a
crew of Malay Lascars. It was one day
at noon that, as our crew lsy round under
the awning in the forecastle waiting for the
order to turn to, one of the railors sitiing
on the capstan sung out :

«Hi, mates! Just look over to the lime-
juicer! They're baving some kind of a rum-
pus there|! See 'em going P I believe it's
one of those Malays running amuck !

‘We all jumped to our fcet and looked
at the Mabratts, and tome of us ran up
into the 1igging to get a better view. From
the topeail yard 1could see all that was
going on on the deck of the British ship.
Amidships a Lascar, naked to the waist,
was slashing and stabbing at an European
officer who had tried to grapple with him,
while everybody else in sight on the ship
was rupning fore,or ait or tsking to the
rigging. On the quarterdeck the Captain
was burrying two ladies down the com-
panionway into the cabin, supporting in
his arms one of them who had fainted. As
the officer , fell lifeless to the deck, the
Malay bounded past him following three
sailors who had run aft, along the port
gangway, upon the poop. As be ran
he swung before him = long slender
knife, its crooked blade curving in and
out like the writhings of a snake. He over-
took the rearmost man on the poop and
cut srd stabbed him, as he had done with
thelofficer, until the man fell. Meantime
the second man leaped overboard, prefer-
ring to, take bis chances with the sharks
and water serpents to remaining on board,
and the third man ran across the quarter
deck and up into the mizzen rigging like
s cat. The man in the water swam for our
ship, and some natives in a lighter picked
him up ahead of the sharks.

“The Malsy left the man he had killed
and looked around as it for fresh victims,
but he himselt was the only living person
in view on the decks. He ran fore and aft,
searching, but found no one, and be tried
the cabin door, but it was closed fast.
Then he went to the mizzen rigging and
started up the ratlines after the man who
had taken refuge there. When the Malay
bad got as far up as the mizzen top the
man he was after took to tho topgallant
fore-and-aft stay and began to go down it,
hand over hand, toward th3 mainmast.
The Malay kept on up to the topgallnat
cross-trees, and began to follow the man
down tha stay.

«There was something frighttul ia the
relentlessness of the pursuit. Hehad got
about ten feet down the stay when the
Captain appeared ot the poop with a re-
volver and began firing at him. One, two
three shots he fired and the Malay kept on
down the stay. He was two-thirds of the
way to the foot when, at the tourth shot,
the arm that held the creese fell helplees
by his side though his hand still clutched
the weapon. He clung to the stay by one
haund aad bis teet and kept on down ital-
most as fast as before. A fitth and sixth
shot, and at the last the Malay stopped
still, then fell like a lump of putty to the
deck. full forty feet below.

ORIGINOF TABLE UTrBNSILS.

Even During the Middle Ages People ate
With Their Flogers.

The nse of the fork dates back only to
the seventeenth century. The old Greeks,
although their civilization was much ad-
vanced, ate with their fingers, as gracefully
as possible. Plutarch mentions the rules
to be followed when eating with the fin-
gers, and this is one of the most interest-
ing parsages in his description of antique
costoms. In the middle ages people still
ate with their fingers. It is true enough
that ablutions took place before and after
a meal, but, still, that castom was any-
thing but clean. Each of the guests at a
dinner was first offered a basin and a pit-
cher of water, and it was bad form to help
one's self to any of the viands béfore hav-
ing caretully washed hands and face.

Goldsmiths finally invented forks, and
at ficst they were objects of luxury, and
were used only at times when they might
just as well have been done without. The
first mention ot forks is made in a docu-
ment dated 1800, which saysthat Pierre-
Gaveston, the tavorite of Edward II., pas
essed three ‘turchestes’ (forks) for eating
pears, cheese and sandwiches. It was
more than three bundred years later before
forks were used for fish and meat.

About the second decade of the seven-
teenth century a picture of the Royal Prince
ot France shows that he carried a case cone
taining & knife, a spoon and what looks
very much like a fork.

Glasses and drinking cups were first
made of wood or tin. In the fifteenth cen-
tury Veince manufactured ths wondertul
glassware which replaced on the table of
the ‘Seigneurs’ the heavy oaken or metal
cups formerly used. Egg cups were not
known previous to the fifteenth century,
and even in the sixteenth they were rather
scarce and had no distinct name. They
were described as ‘an article in which to
place and bold an egg,’ or ‘a ‘silver thing
to glwe an egg in.’

alt cellars also date from the fifteenth
century. Goldsmiths excelled in maki
artistic salt cellars, and the one model
for Kiog Francis I. of France by Benven-
uto Celini was a wondertul work of art.
People in general did not know the use of
salt cellars, and even among the wealthy
families it was the custom to break a piece
of bread and to place the salt for each in-

STREET R'Y. AND THE PEOPLE.

‘The letter from W. FrRank HaTHEWAY
referring to street railway matters that sp-
peared in the press this week was much to
the point. He stows in plain terms why
the street railway company shou'd not be
above criticism and be compares the ac-
tion of the civic authorities toward them
and toward any private citizen. Portions
of ‘his letter are worth quoting :

“‘Taxpayers in this city use daily as ped-
estrians, as bicyclers, etc., Prince William,
Mill, Main, East King and Esst Union
streete. Many oitizens thought Prince Wile
lism, Mill and Main streets were in bad
order because the corporation could not
now afford to renew the block pavement.
What is the tact? The law of 1887 states
that streets 60 feet wide having two tracks
must be kept in repair from curb to curb
by the Street Railway Company ani,- fur-
ther, where the street is wider than 60 feet
then the roadway between the rails and 18
inches outside the rails,must be kept in re-
pair by the Street Railway Co. If my side-
walk is not kept properly cJeaned in winter
I am fined.

** If the street is made impatsable by my
boxes or barrels 1 am fined.

¢ The condition of Prince Willism and
other streets mentioned his been scanda-
Jous for the last six months, but nobody
bas been fined, nor has jbere been a strong
effort made by the Council to enforc: the
law of 1887.

** The vice president of the company 1s
wrong when he says that the rails on e.st
King and Unicn streets are covered with
earth. They rre exposed in many places,
and are a darger to vehicles. Either the
rails should be taken up, or the company
should perform a continvouy service around
these two streets.”

Me, Harneway might have ssil mnch
inore, but perbaps it is just as well to call
attention to a few things at one time. It
is no secret that the aldermen and civic
officials get along very amicably with the
street railway people. Every one of them
carries & book of free tickets acd rides
year after year in the street cars without
paying a cent.

We trust that it basy not, and yet it will be
diflicult to persuade the citiz:ns who pay
at all times, that the men who ride
free are not inclincd to return some
tavors for thos? extended to them. It was
only a short time ago that ths street rail-
way wanted another conceesion and the
s‘ory went that th2 aldermen were equally
divided in regard to the matter. let us
get down 1o business in this regard and
make the street railway Company carry
out their agreement with the city. if our

General Grant 'ol;l:'mlt No Celebra-
tion at Appomottax,

General ‘Horace Porter, in bis ‘Cam-
paigning with Graot,’ in the Century des-
cribes the surrender at Appomattax. Gen-
eral Porter says:

Betore parting Lee asked Grant to notify
Moeade of the surrender, fearing that fight-
ing might b out on that front, and
lives be sly lost. ‘This request was
complied with, and two Union officers were
sent through the enemy’s lines as the short-
est route to Meade, some ot Les’s officers
accompanying them to prevant their being
interferred with. A little before four
o’clock General Lee shook hands with Gen-
eral Grant, bowed to the other officers,
and with Colonel Marsball left the room.
One after another we followed, and passed
out to the porch. Lee signalled to his
orderly to bring up his horse, and while
the snimal was being bridled the general
stood on the lower step, and gazed sadly
in the direction of the valley beyond, where
lus army lay—now an army of prisoners.
He thrice smote the palm of his left hand
slowly with bis right fist in an absent
sort of way, seemed not to see the
group of Union officers in the
yard, who rose respectfully at his ap-
proach, and appeared unaware of every-
thing about him. All apprecisted the
sadness that overwhelmed him, and he
bad.the personal sympathy of every one
who beheld him at this suprems moment
of trial.

Realizing the physical incapacity
of her twin brother, whom she very closely
resembled, the brave and unselfish sister,
Virginia, decided to take his place in the
ranks.
With the courage of a high and noble
motive, Virginia Ghesquiere begged her
parents to allow her to do for France what
her brother's ill health rendered it impos-
sible for him to do, and so earnestly did
the young patriot plead that she won their
consent. *

Donning her brother's apparel, the in-
trepid girl presented herselt at the depart-
ment on the following day, and was as-
signed to the T'wenty-seventh, Regiment by
the unsuspecting officer whose duty it was
to enroll the recruits.
