Toronto, May 27.—Although thé 
South American mediators and the 
American and Mexican delegates, ac­
companied by the members of their 
party came here today from Niagara 
Falls, the .seat of their mediation con­
ference, to the guests at a garden par­
ty in honor of the Duke of Connaught, 
Governor-General of Canada, develop­
ments of the past twentyfour hours 
called for a short conference on tliu 
Mexican problem. This was between 
the mediators and the American dele­
gates, both of whom had received in­
formation since their meeting yester­
day at Niagant Falls which they de­
sired to communicate to each other, 
Tho mediators intimated to the repre­
sentatives of the United States on the 
way hereofrom Niagara Falls that it 
might be well to hold a conference, 
but did not definitely arrange for it 
until after their arrival here. It last­
ed for an hour, but had to be broken 
before they had finished their conver­
sation on account of the social affair 
they came to attend.

As the result of the meeting some 
matters had been cleared up on which 
there had been no actual disagree­
ment. and tvhich might never have 
brought about an impasse in the nego­
tiations looking to a solution of the 
Mexican imbroglio, but which had not 
been understood in the same light by 
both the American and the Mexican 
delegates.

Act. Montreal, May 27—The C. P. R. Pa­
cific steamship lines on June 11 will 
Inaugurate a service between Vancou­
ver and Mahilla in competition with 
the America’s lines running from San 
Francisco. Mr. C. E. Benjamin, gen­
eral passenger agent of the C. P. R. 
Pacific steamship lines, announced 
this today on his arrival from a trip 
from the west.

The Empress of Russia will be the 
first steamer to sail on the new sched­
ule, and she will endeavor to cut ten 
days from the present schedule for 
the voyage. The fastest American 
lines allow twenty-eight days, and the 
C. P. R. will try to reduce the time 
to seventeen days, reaching Hong 
Kong two days later. The Empress 
of Asia will also bo put on the line.

Mr. Benjamin says tho discovery of 
oil near Calgary has given rise to a 
situation which may rival the famous 
gold strikes in the Klondike. He re­
gards the reported oil wells as genu­
ine. "Everybody in the west has 
gone crazy over the oil strike," he 
says, "business in every town in the 
oil region has increased at an incredi­
ble rate.”

Regina, Sask., May 27.—The remark­
able fact that It was the Orange Order 
which supplied funds which enabled 
Mme. Tremblay to take her case to 
the Privy Council in an effort to es­
tablish her married status was made 
known this afternoon by Judge Scott 
of Halton, Grand Master of the Grand 
Orange Lodge of British America, in 
his address at the opening of the ses­
sions of tho Grand Lodge here this 
Afternoon.

According to Judge Scott, the 
Orange Order contributed the sum of 
$4,000 to assist the woman In taking 
her case to the “foot of the throne.” 
II is probably the first case on record 
in which the Orange Order has co-op­
erated with a Roman Catholic to main­
tain their doctrine of equal rights and 
civil liberty.

This case, which has been attracting 
wide attention, embodies the whole 
difficulty with regard to the marriage 
laws of Quebec, and the decision of 
the Prlviy Council in the case will, it 
is expected, settle the question of 
what effect the religious laws of Que­
bec have on the civil marriage law.

Mexico City, May 27—Reports reach­

Livermore Falls, Me., May 27.—Lyn- 

coln G. Wyman, aged 51 years, emp­
tied a double barrelled shot gun into 
the face and chest of Constable How­
ard P. Berry here Tuesday, as the 
officer was attempting to arrest him 
for non-payment of his dog tax. The 
constable had just killed the dog and 
this had aroused Wyman to insane 
fury. Immediately after firing Wyman 
retired inside the house where he 
shot himself through the head with a 
revolver. His dead body was found 
shortly afterward when Sheriff Stev­
ens of Androscoggin County, and a 
posse arrived.

Berry went to the Wyman farm at 
South Livermore in an automobile, 
the car being driven by J. H. Crosson, 
proprietor of a local garage. The ma­
chine drew into the yard and Wyman 
went to the door.

"You have shot my dog, you 
Wyman said, according to Crosson's 
account of the affair.

"Yes," answered Constable Berry, 
“and I have come to take you over to

Wyman reached behind the door for 
hi s shot gun and Berry started toward 
the automobile. He was about 16 feet 
away when the infuriated man fired. 
Berry returned Die shots with his 
revolver but believed he missed. He 
received the second charge in the face 
and fell. Then Wyman, white with 
rage, turned to Crosson.

It is most surprising that the mem 
here of the Liberal party supporting 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier at Ottawa have 
so utterly failed to recognize the great­
ness of Mr. Pugsley that some of the 
bolder spirits have even dared to criti­
cise him.

HISTORIC LAYS IN CANADA
Twelve thousand people were ren­

dered homeless and 1,650 dwellings, 
business buildings, churches, stores, 
shipyards and warehouses were des­
troyed by the great fire which ravaged 
Quebec sixty-nine years ago today, 
May 28, 1845. The conflagration start­
ed in St. Roch, a suburb, and before 
it could be subdued with the crude 
fire-fighting appliances then obtainable, 
it had swept over a large part of the 
ancient capital, leaving ruins In its 
wake. The people of Quebec had not 
had time to recover from this disaster 
when, exactly a month later, another 
fire broke out In the suburb of St. 
John. The work of destruction was 
almost completed, for the second con­
flagration wiped out 1,365 houses, aud 
8,000 people were deprived of shelter. 
By these two great fires 20,000 peo­
ple were deprived of homes and the 
means of subsistence, and practically 
the entire city was destroyed. The 
appeals for help brought immediate re­
sponse, not only from Canadians, but 
from the United States. The people 
of the republic raised over $100,000 
and also sent a shipload of food and 
clothing to the destitute Inhabitants 
of stricken Quebec. In lees than a year 
Quebec was visited by another calmi- 
ty, when forty-seven persons burned to 
death In a fire which destroyed the 
Quebec Theatre Royal. In 1866 Que­
bec was visited by another conflagra­
tion by which 20,000 were left without 
homes. Other noteworthy fires occur­
red in 1876 and 1881. Owing to the 
flimsy construction of many of its 
buildings. Quebec was, until within a 
quarter of a century, peculiarly sub­
ject to fires, and it has probably suffer­
ed more disastrous conflagrations than 
any other city of its size in America.

Poets who have no other sou 
income than the earnings of 
muse usually wear a "lean and hungry 
look," but Thofhas Augustine Daly, al­
though he has practiced the profession 
of poesy for many years, does not have 
the appearance of one who is suffer­
ing from under-nutrkton. 'T.A.'’ was 
born in Philadelphia forty-three years 
ago today. His father and mother were 
Irish and he is Irish too, and also a 
Catholic and a Dinamycrat. Mr. Daly 
ranks among the most prosperous of 
modern American bards, and it is un­
likely that he would swap incomes 
with any of them, although Walt Ma- 

might give him a run for his 
money. Mr. Daly also adds to his In­
come by giving humorous lectures and 
readings from his books. He has made 
numerous tours all over America, and 
always plays to large and appreciative 
audiences. His recitations of his in­
imitable Irish and Italian dialect vers­
es always "bring down the house."

Mr. Daly was educated In the public 
schools of his native city, and at Villa- 
nova College, and Fordham Univers­
ity. He remained at the latter insti­
tution only to the close of his sopho­
more year, but Fordham later confer­
red the honorary M.A. degree upon her 
distinguished son.

When the future bard left college at 
18 to face the cruel, heartless world, 
he got a job as a clerk, and it was 
while engaged in the prosaic tasks in­
cident to this situation that he began 
to cultivate an acquaintance with the 
muse. At 20 he became a reporter on 
a Philadelphia newspaper, and during 
a journalistic service of seven years 
rose to the rank of editorial writer. 
In 1898 he was made general manager 
of the Catholic Standard and Times, 
and it was In the columns of that pub­
lication that he published the first of 
those dialect verses which were to 
make him famous throughout the 
world. Newspapers throughout the 
English-speaking world copied his 
poems and the name of Daly 
—to put it in an original way—“a 
household word."

in 1906 Mr. Daly published his first 
volume of. verse, entitled "Cansoni,'' 
and in the same year his colleagues 
of the press elected him president of 
the American Press Humorists. It 
was at about this time, too, that the 
poet discovered that golden shekels in 
large nutritious quantities 
accumulated by Incursions on the lec­
ture platform.

Another volume of verse, “Carmins," 
was published in 1909, and this was 
■followed by "Madrigal 1" and “Little 
Polly’s Poems." In the following 
verse Mr. Daly gives the Italian ped­
dler's conception of government:

The annual conference of the North 
Atlantic Division of the Longshore­
men's International Union was open­
ed here yesterday. Most of the time 
of the proceedings yesterday was oc­
cupied with listening to addresses by 
prominent officials of the union, the 
appointment of committees and orga­
nization work. A resolution was in* 
treduced calling upon longshoremen! 
to support the safety first movement, \ 
and give questions of protection to 
life and limb precedence over all 
other matters, and It was referred to 
the resolution committee.

When the delegates assembled yes­
terday morning they were welcomed 
to the city by J. L. Sugrue, president 
of the Trades and Labor Council, who 
In a brief address pointed out that it 
was the first occasion on which a con­
vention of labor men from points out­
side the province had been held In St. 
John. J. E. Tighe, third vice-prq*i- 
dent of the International Union, then 
addressed the gathering, outlining the 
•matters to be dealt with. John T. Joy 
of Halifax, president of the North 
Atlantic Division, then took the chair 
and opened the business, and spoke 
brleby of some of the Improvements 
in the condition of members, which 
had been brought about by the activi­
ties of the organization. Appoint­
ment of committees, discussion of 
routine alters and Introduction of reso­
lutions occupied the attention of the 
session yesterday. The conference 
will be continued till Friday.

He could loot refrain from men­
tioning the Loyalists (many of w'hose 
descendants were present) as exam­
ples of men realizing to the full the 
protection of England and who, leav­
ing their estates and homes, carved 
out a new home in the then wilder­
ness of New Brunswick and so became 
empire builders

While speaking of the Loyalists, he 
wished to impress on each the idea 
that they were right in their ideas. 
Educated men in the republic to the 
south now realize that the Loyalists 
had grounds for their stand for Eng­
land, and if anyone dared to say they 
were wrong, then it was our duty to 
make the statements be proven true. 
He favored the idea of placing flags 
on the Loyalist graves and hoped the 
practice would be continued.

SHAMROCK TO PROVE MARVEL;
IS BOTH SCOW AND FREAK 

HEELED; SAILS ON STRAIGHT LINES
Winifred M. Thompson in a special 

'article to the Boston Globe gives the 
Hollowing Interesting description of 
*fiir Thomas Llpton'a Shamrock IV.:

At Sir Thomas Lipton's Invitation l 
inspected today his challenger Sham- 

irock, which Is ready for launching on 
Tuesday. After seeing all three Am­
erican boats for the cup class In the 
builders' sheds and afloat, the first 
view of the Shamrock proved startling.

Designer Nicholson has produced an 
extraordinary boat, one that knocks 
the present rating rule, as applied t<fc 
the cup match, Into a cocked hat. Un- 
der restrictions Intended to .prevent 
the scow form or freak he has pro- 
dfleed both.

The special provision for the cup 
match restricting the waterline has 
provided a loophole through which 
Nicholson has slipped a rule-cheater 
that will surprise Americans by her 
appearance at least and possibly by 
her speed.

•Conventionality and beauty are sac 
Tificed for long, straight lines. The 

‘result is a form similar to the famous 
[•mall scows raced on the American 
Inland waters, with a long fin keel 
added.

There are several features In the 
•boat unlike those of any other large 
jyacht. Her deck Is higher near the 
mast than at the ends, In reversal of 
custom. The deck for two-thirds Its 
length Is narrower by about three feet 
,then the .hull Just above the line of 
flotation. The boat Is wall-sided. 
There Is a curious curve In the de- 

jcline and the quarters have a slight 
tumble home, ending a wide plumb 
transom. As a result the boat when 
heeled will sail on straight lines for 
practically her whole length.' This 
feature may be called the keynote of 
her design.

The construction of the hull is exceed­
ingly light, with steel web frames, 
braced with six wood longitudinals on 
each side.

Slater Shoe Shop - 81 King SLMatters connected with the hasten­
ing of the harbor works on the west 
side so as to provide adequate facili­
ties for all the traffic and for the 
largest steamers which will be ex­
pected here next winter was discuss­
ed at a conference yesterday between 
representatives of the C.P.R., the 
Board of Trade and the city govern­
ment. The various matters discussed 
will be put in concrete form by P. W. 
Thomson, chairman of the traffic com­
mittee of the Board and brought be­
fore the Council of the Board today, 
when it Is expected recommendations 
will be drawn up and forwarded to the 
federal government.

When seen after the conference Mr. 
Thomson said that nothing particular­
ly new had been developed at the 
meeting, the object of which was to 
decide on what things were most ur­
gent and to make representations to 
the government in regard to the steps 
considered necessary to provide satis­
factory steamship accommodation for 
next winter.

As regards the attitude of the offici­
als of the C.tP.IR., it was said that the 
action of the company next winter 
would depend upon the activity of St. 
John in developing Its facilities, and 
that It was the disposition of the com­
pany to handle its traffic by Its own 
tnes, rather than to use other lines 

and ports with which It Is not direct­
ly -connected.

Captain Walsh, marine superintend­
ent of the C.P.-R., when seen said he 
had nothing to say about the confer­
ence, except that It was the aim of the 
C.P.-R. and the city to co-operate In 
so far as possible in securing the de­
velopment of port facilities here.

“At the conference today we went 
over in more detail the subjects we dis­
cussed yesterday, and of which a re­
port was made in your paper.

Under this plan telephone 
subscribers will have the option of 
paying five cents a call for any num­
ber within a radius of ten miles, or the 
usual rate of ten cents for making a 
eonnection with a particular person.
Bubscribers will be given the five 
cent rate if they put In a call for a 
number within the ten mile limit, and miles, 36 cents, 
are content to talk with anybody on 
that number.
