I saw,Mr. Walker at his home in
Irvington last night and he gave me &
clear statement of bis case, as follows:—

“Early in December latt Mr. Paul R,
Reynclds, lterary agent, came to me
and stated that he was the authorized
agent of Count Tolstol for the sale of
his novel, which had rocently been an-
nounced through the prees as in eourse
of preparation. I fook pains fo go to
My, Ernest H. Croaby, who, it was un-
derstood, sustained intimate relations
with Couwnt Tolstoi, for confirmation of
the cla'm that Mr. Reynclds was Count
Tolstoi’s fully authorized agent. Mr,
Crosby stated that any negotiations
condueted by Mr. Reynolds might be
relied wpon. After about two months of
negotiation & contract was finally signed.
The most important sections of this con-
traet provided that the novelshould con-
tain nothing unfit for publication, and
should be simultaneously puklished in
Russia, England and Americs, the pub-
lioation in England being in the weekly
edition of the Chronick .

“It wag soon seen that it waas utterly
mposaible to carry out the provisions o
the original contract. There wasdelay
in England. There was delay in Russia.
The whole matter was tancled and une-
tangled two or three times, until, on
March 6, 1899, at tbe office of the Coamo-
Elmn, at Irvington, a final understand-

g was reached between Mr, Reynolds
and the magazine,and & suppl:mentary
contract was signed and delivered by
Mr. Reynolds as the authorized sgent
for the sale of Count Tolstoi’s novel, giv-
ing permission to cut and change the
translation to suit the exigencies of seria
publication.

NOTHING BUT THE TOPMASTS
OF THE PORTIA OUT
WATER.

One Life Was Lost and the Others
Saved With Great Difficulty—The
Captain Three Miles Out of His
Course — Passengers and Crew
Lost Everything.

Haurax, N, 8,, July 11—The loss of
the Red OCross Line passenger
gteamer Portia on Big Fish 8hoal to the
westward of the entrance to Halifax
harbor, at 7 o’clock last night, was at-
tended by the drowning of one person,
an Asgyrian boy, 12 years old, known
only by the name of Bashs, who was
travelling second-class from New York
to St John’s, Nfid,, where his mother
lives.

The esoape of all others on board the
steamer, numbering seventy passengers
and thirty-lounr officers and men,
is sccounted extraordinary conaid-
ering the perlons and exciting
incidents sccompanying the wreck.
Accounts of the dissster which reached
the city last evening showed that the
psssengers and crew hal eflected the
abandonment of the doomed ship with

comparative ease, but stories of the
wreck brought to. the city this mo :
by those who suffered and lost by i,
showed that the escape from death was
not accomplished so easily as was indi.
oated b{ last night’s details. Thalaunch-
inag of the lifeboats was effected as quick-
as possible after the Portia struck.
'he steamer had mounted the rocks with
& terrible crash at halt md, at which
she was steaming, earry her partly
over the shosl, and & strong southwest
awell was moving her graduaily forward
and threstening to plunge her into desp
water beyond, where & great many

would have met watery graves
were they nmot quickly released
from their terrible danger.

No great excitement manifested itself
amongst the large party of pasiengers.
The calmness of almost everybody was
remarkabls. Women, though wrought
with fear for their satety, succeeded in
lugproulng their feelings in an admir-
able manner, and by their courageous
conduct assisted the male passengers
and crew materislly. It was not more
than 15 minutes after the Portia firet
felt the rocks agsinst her bow when
everybody on board had deserted her
with the exception of the Assyrian boy..

The Portia is a complete wreck, She
struck on Big Fish rock or Whale rock,
which are covered by three fathoms of
wafer, and went down between them in
12 fathoms of water and today ehe is
rolling on the bottom in & heavy swell
with her topmasts out of water. Noth-
ing wad saved, not -evem the ship’s
paperr. All the passengers lost their
hnggqo. The officers lost many val-
uables, as well as their clothing. The
box contsining the ship’s papers with
the passenger list, manifest ol cargo,
etc., was also lost.

The Portia was not heavily ladened
on this trip. Altogether for Halifax and
St. John’s she carried 300 packages of
fruita for C. W: Oathit, 763 barrels of
flour, 25 barrels of previsions, 75 barrels
of engine oil and a quantity of sundries.
The steamer was valued at $125,000 or
$150,000 with part inamrance.

The half potato affords a larger
net salable crop than the whole potato
on account of the excessive amount of
seed required in planting entire tubers.

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A HEAVY CROP OF ONIONS.

Thorough and Careful Cultivation
One of the Importaat Points,

Last season I succeeded in raising
600 bushels or more of onions per acre.
Possibly my method of growing this
crop will be of interest to your readers.
In she first place, the land must be
rich. For special fertilizers well rotted
manure answers the purpose very well.
I plowed my land as soon as it wae dry
enough to work. There were some
lumps in the field which I pulverized
and succeeded in getting the seed bed
in fine condition. Next I put on a har-
row and went over the plat twice, then
followed with a roller. The ground was
again harrowed and again rolled, then
given another harrowing and a final
rolling, when it was perfectly level and
very mellow. The depressions caused
by the hoofe of horses I smoothed over
! with a garden rake. This mayseem like
a great deal of work, but unless the
land is saudy and free from lumps you
will ind that it will pay to give the
seed bed thorough preparation, not only

.| in the increased yield, but in the sav-
.ing of time and patience when culti-

‘vating time comes round.

" 1 sowed the seed a little thicker than
necessary, so that where some seeds
failed to germinate there was still a
stand. I thin to the proper number of
plants and begin weeding as soon as
necessary. The cultivation must be
constant, and nothing must be allowed
to interfere with it. Go over the field
once a week with a cultivator until the
onions are too large for culture of this
kind. If it does not rain after you have
ceased cultivation, you are all right,
but if rain should follow I would break
up the crust which was formed as soon
as the ground will permit.

Pull the onions as soon as the tops
have died down and throw four rows
together. Afier they have cured so that
the tops areq $oroughly dried they may
be gathered and stored on a barn floor
until sold. The main points, therefore,
ip the raising of g big oniop &rop are
the thorough preparation of the soil,
sowing the seed so that a perfect stand
will result and giving thorough and
careful cultivation.

The variety of onions grown was
Prize Taker, a large kind which usually
takes more time to mature than smaller
varieties, but mine were ready to pull
three weeks earlier than my neighbors’,
due to good culture, says a Wisconsin
correspondent of Orange Judd Farmer.

Sweet Potatoes In the North.

There is only a comparatively small
amount of sweet potatoes grown north
of the Ohio river, but more could be
profitably grown if the nature of the
crop and its proper culture were better
understood. A sandy soil is not neces-
sary to this crop, and no poorer site can
be chosen than the rich sandy strips of
land on the banks of streams so often
gelected by farmers for growing the
home sapply. This rich, loose soil makes
a big growth of vinee, but it rarely
gives a good yield of well shaped roots.
A gravelly or stony hillside facing the
east or south and having a solid subsoil
is preferable. It is in smch soil as this
that tens of thousands of bushels of
sweet potatoes are grown near Marietta,
O. These growers do not plant in the
alluvial sandy soil on the banks of the
Muskingum river, but go back to the
rolling and gravelly second bottoms.
The ground is plowed shallow, the idea
being that a hard subeoil is needed to
check the tendency of the roots to grow
long and stringy. The few inches of
loose soil at the surface is thrown into
ridges running slightly down hill, so
that the water from rains may easily
escape. The sweet potato wants a large
amount of heat and does not want a
large amount of moisture. The gravelly
goil, thrown into ridges, warms up
early. The roots of the plant soon strike
the hard soil in the bottom of the ridge
and then thicken raridly in the heat.
Such land does not grow as large vines
ae the rich bottoom land, but it develops
the yoots, and these are the crop want-
ed, says The Farm and Fireside.

Timothy For Seed.

In case timothy is wanted for seed,
allow the seeds to become thoroughly
brown, then cut with a self binder and
shock the same- as with small grains.
Set the binder as low as possible, so that
all the leaves and blades will be pre-
served. Allow to dry thqroughly in the
fleld or thrash at once. The ordinary
thrashing machine can be used for this

urpose if properly adjusted. The hay

rom the seed timothy is not as valua-
ble for feed as early cut hay, because it
has been allowed to stand until fully
ripe, but it is of considerable value and
should always be preserved, says
Orange Judd Farmer.

Agricultural Brevities.

Hand picking of worms and brushing
bugs off the plants into baskets . are
primitive methods of protection in the
vegetable garden, yet they sometimes
prove the most practicable and effective.

Asparagus from seed is ready for use
in the third year. It may be cut till
late in June and should then be well
worked and left to grow and gather
strength for the mnext year’s crop of
shocts.

When settled warm weather has
\'ome in. May or June, young celery
plants should be set in the ground.
They should have made a growth of five
or gix inches.

For the plant bug on currant bushes
give a second spraying with kerosene
emulsion early in June, if necessary.

The New York state station has found
that after a soil has received a heavy
applicaticn of stable manure any fur-
ther addition of chemical fertilizers is
only thrown away. Chemical fertilizers
gave best results on sandy soils; fairly
well rotted stable manure on clay soils.

Diluted keroseme may be used for a
summer treatment of San Jose scale,
destroying the young, but the Ohio sta-
tion has seen no indications that it
would be at all effective as against the
full grown scale i winter. -

SHEEP IN THE SOUTH.

0ld Fields and Timber Lands May Be
Profitably Utilised.

Every one of the southern states has ;

a larger proportion of uncultivated land
than any northern or western state,
writes Henry Stewart. There are mil-
lions of acres of timber lands, not to
mention those old flelds abandoned to
nature for a time, during which they
may gather a fresh supply of food for
crops by gradual decomposition of the
soil thus exposed to the weather. The
southern farmer is making a great mjis-
take in this way. So much of his cap-
ital is lying idle, and worse than idle,
for in many instances the fields are
scored by the rains and cut into gullies,
the top soil being washed down on to
the lower lands or borne bodily away
to the ocean by the streams..

These old fields may be used for rais-
ing millions of sheep if only the sim-
plest kind of culture were given them.
There are many crops that might grow
on these old lands at such a small ex-
pense as would afford a much larger
profit per acre than the lands planted
with either corn or cctton. Deep plow-
ing will immediately stop the washing
and gullying of the land by the rain,
and the remainsof the crops grown and
the manure of the sheep will quickly
improve their fertility and bring it into
regular culture again. Thus the keep-
ing of sheep will be the salvation of the
gouth from its admitted poverty, which
is due to overproduction of the chief
gtable—cotton—and the neglect of any
means of restoring fertility by the or-
dinary methods of good farming.

All through the south there is a vast
quantity of valuable timber land on
which there is an undergrowth that
even now feeds and fattens thoueands
of cattle and millions of pigs. Sheep
could be kept on these lands with great
profit, for they are held at v&ry lol\ﬁ

Tic in some districts they wil
2301?3 a%nngle feed for flocks without any
help. But by thinning out the small
timber and sowing these lands with
grass the sheep would be easily carried
over the worst of the season in com-
fort. The valuable timber would thus
be retained to come into use by and by,
There are millions of the finest tr
that anywhere else would be worth ten,
twenty or more dollars, ae they dtand,
for each one. By and by, when rail-
roads are made, this timber will afford
many hundred per cent profit on the
purchase, and in the meantime a hand-
some income may be made from the
sheep fed in these sheltered, shady, cool
and well watered pastures. There is an
impression abroad that this part of the
south is overrun by wandering dogs.
This is far from being the case. Many
flocks are now running at large on these
lands, and it is a rare thing to hear of
any damage done in this way. The
population, of course, is sparse, and
must be where tracts of thousands of
acres are lying unused, and so far,
from several years’ personal experience
of the writer, not a sheep has been lost
in this way. The people occupying the

arse settled tracts mostly keep a few
sheep, and the dogs are trained to know
the sheep, and will hunt rabbits
through the pastures without interfer-
ing with the sheep. All this is true of
what is known as the mountain region,
the backbone of the eastern part of the
United States.

Twenty-five cents is an ample allow-
ance for the year’s cost of feeding a
sheep in this extensive region. The
same estimate is quite sufficient for the
lowland country, from the foot of the
bighlands to the Atlantic coast. Hand
feeding is needed only in some years
for two or three days at a time. But
this is not required if some land is put
in grass which is mowed for hay to meet
this occasional need, and grass is left
for a change of pasture, alternately
with the woodland feeding. The most
of these forests will quickly fatten the
flocks and put them 1n such good con-
dition that some little hardship met
with in unusual seasons may be suf-
fered with impunity. In fact, nowhere
else in the wide world has nature been
more prolific in furnishing the means
for the profitable raising of sheep as in
our own south, but nowhere else has
generous nature’s liberal hand been so
ungenerously neglected.

Docking Lambs.

Always dock your lambe when young
regardless of weather. Better under 10
days old than later. Wing’s lamb dock-
ers are the best device for the purpose
yet used in this country. Where there
are many lambs to dock two pairs of
them should be used, so as to always
have one at white heat while the other
is in use. Apply pine tar to the stub of
the tail. —Live Stock.

Cornstalk Disease.

Cornstalk disease is the name given
to an affection occurring in cattle asa
result of eating cornstalks and corn
fodder that seem to have been rerdered
poisonous by moldiness and fermenta-
tion. The disorder is usually confined
to animals under 4 years of age, and it
runs a rapid course, causing death in
from 4 to 36 hours.

Sheep and Disease.

Sheep are naturally healthy, but
quickly succumb to disease in unfavor-
able conditions. Damp locations are
conducive to foot rot, and damp quar-
ters at night produce sickness. There
must be ventilation, but shade from
heat and cold and good water. It can-
not be repeated too often that sheep
need good care.

Healthy Lambs.

Corn and confinement of the ewes
will make large lambs perhaps, but
they will have but little strength or
vitality. Separate the pregnant sheep
and give them bonemaking food and
proper exercise. The larger the propor-
tion of oats, wheat, bran and clover
hay which can be got into the rations
the better,—Live Stock.

change. The county representative
will have more leisure to attend to the
interests of the county, and these Inter-
ests are incressing in importance as
1arge manufacturing industries, sach as
the Mispec pulp mill and the Cushing
pulp mill, are being established in it.
We expeet to see a very large increase
in the population of the county within
8 brief period, and & very great develop-
ment of its industriee.

FOGGY HALIFAX.

The frightful danger involved in aj-
proaching Halifax harbor received a
fresh illustration on Monday when the
steamer Portia crashed on & shoal near
Sambro, and at once became & total
wreck. There were 117 persons ~n
boazd, but by great good fortune only
one life was lost, the victim Dbe-
ing a poor Assyrian  boy who
apparenily had no one to lgok after
bhim or inform him of the dapger he
was ir. The rest of the vassengers es-
caped with their lives, but they lost all
their peraonal eflects and some of them
came sshore without a sufficient supply
of clothing.

THE TRANSVAAL SITUATION.

Although it is thought that the differ-
.ences with the Transvaal wil be settled
.without resorting o arme, the British
.government intends to be prepared for
all eventaalities,  Military men of ex-
perience are being sent to South Africa
#o assist in the orgamizstion of the local
forces and additional troops are being
hurried to the Cape and Natal. .In
addition to & Ilazge force of gar-
rison artillery mnow in BSomth
Africa, five batteries of field ar-
tillery, numbering €;000 men, end
thirty guns are now under orders
for South Africs. The services of these
men will probably not be needed, but it
is well that they should be on hand im
the event of the present megotistions
failing. A good dea! of indignation has
been arougsed by s speech made by the
premier of Cape Oclny, Hon. W. P,
Schreiner, who said that the Transvaal
reform proposals are quite adéquate and
gshould insure s peaceful egeitlament
of the questior. In Enpgland this
utterance is looked upon as likely
to encourage President Xroger in
repisting British  authority and
some of the London papers are hysteri-
cally demanding that the governor of
Cape Ccliny shall dissolve parliament
and sppesl to the people. Bir Allred
Milner ia not likely to do anything eo
foolish as thie, nor is he likely to receive
apy advice of that nature fram Lord
Saligbury. Mr. Schreiner iz of Dutch
‘descent, in fact an Africunder, but he
will not sacrifice his fature by giving
encouragement to Kruger. What he
gaid aboat the terms cflered was
probably for the purpose of keep-
ing himielf eolid with his Datch
fellow countrymen on whose gupport be
must mainly rely when he again apperis
to the people. 8ir John Gordon Sprigg,
who was formerly prime mipister and
who is now in opposition, is quite aes em-
phbatio in his declarations with regard to
the terms offered by President Kruger
a8 ia Mr. Schreiner. He looks upon them
a8 totally inadequate to meet the just
claims of the Uitlanders. No doabt he
would be glad to m ke a political issue cf
this matter in the event of ancther elec-
tion but it is hardly likely that he
will have his wishes gratified. The
policy of the British government will be
to avoid war if poteible, while making
every preparation for i*. It is some-
sigcificant that two British warships
have just made their appearance at
Delagos Bay, 8o that if President Krager
contemplates obtaining supplies from
Germany or elaswhere he will find his
little game blocked, This is"a wise pre-
ceution, but it makes it the more certain
that there will be no war.

THE YUKON CHARGES.

It is only natural that as much as
possible should be made by the Conser-
vative press out of the factthat three
Liberals, Mesare. Richardson, O'iver and
Molnnis, voted in* favor of BSir Charles
Hibbert Tapper’s Yukon res lation. It
is quite true that these gentlemen sre
Liberals; but this is not the first occasion
on which they hava voted againstthe
government, and those who krow fhem
are seldom surprizsed by any caprice in
which they may indulge. Between st
least one of them and Mr, 8ifton there
hag been a long standing feud, and if is
probable th:t personal considerations
played = larger part in deciding which
way 'they should vote thaa did the
merits of the case made cut by 8ir Hik-
bort. This applies particulariy fo Mr.
Richardeor. Mr. McInnis has rather
posed ae an independent Liberal, and
for reasons which be could best explain
he has frequently cast his vote with the
Conservativer. Thessme thing is true of
My, ‘Oliver. He has been somewhat of
a mugwump ever since the adventof a
Liberal government, and represents that
type of weatern freedom which believes
in showing independence for the mere
sake of doing sc. That these men come
from the West does notin any respect
enhance their judgment on the question

of administration of affairs in the Yukon
conntry.

This was partiealarly
true at Dawson. The royslty was the
chief sourse of revenue out of which
the government proposed to msintain
law and order. The miners fe-
alizad the exceeding importance of
military protection; but they did not$ake
kindly to the tax which paid the sost
thereof. In the east, the agitation
against the governmemt had both its
origin and its strength in politice. ¢
bas e1ways been the game of an oppesi-
tion to cherge eorrapiion - sgainst the.
goverrment, and in s inetance there
was great temptation o the Conserva-
4ives to raise a hubbub over Yukon
aflaire, respecting wbich a great deal of
ignorance, and probably suspicion, pre-
wailed in the public mind. These fsc's
being kept ip view, the maiter is easily
anderatood. Unquestionably there have
been petty irregularities at Dawson; but
neither the minister nor the government
can be properly charged with culpabil-
ity.

The leading Conszervatives in the
genate are evidently beginning to realiz3
that they would be pureuing & suicidsl
course for their party il they undertosk
to farther thwart tha policy cof the goy-
ernment with respect to the Intercolonial
Railway. The constitation of Canada
may be altogether wrong and it may be

an offer at & time when everything is
tending in the direction of peace would
look too much like an effort te obtain &
little cheap glory. Every persom knows
that Canada stands at all times zeady to
assist the mother country in any war-
like enterprise in which ske seems fo
require our help. If the empire were in
danger it would not be & few hundred
men, but tens of thousands that
Canads would put inte the deld,
The Colony of Quaeensland bas &
militia force of 2,800 men while Canada
has almost 40,000, so that if the proper
contingent of Queensland in &n imperial
enterprise is 250 men, that of Canada
would be at least 3000. To make an
offer of & forceof that strength for service
in South Africa would necessitate the
perfecting of many arrangements which
cannot be done in & day. On the whole
it will be better to wait until it is certain
there will be a war in the Tranavaal be-
fore taking any step to send & Canadian
contingent to South Africs.

always makes mischief. They gather in
each other’'s rooms and spend hours in
censultation abous$ ethers. If they had to
walk a half mile before they got to the
willing ear of some listener to detractioa,
they would be out of breath befere reach-
ing there and not feel in full glow of ani-
mosity or slander, or might, because of
the distance, not go at all. But rooms 20,
21, 922, 28, 24¢ and 25 are on the same
ocorridor, and when ene carriom crow
goes ‘“Caw!

One of the worst damages that come
from the herding of so many people into
boarding houses and family hotels is in-
flicted upon children. It is enly another
way of bringing them up on the com-
mons. While you have your own private
house you can, for the most part, control
their oompanionship and their where-
abouts, but by 12 years of age in these
public resorts they will have picked up
all the bad things that can be furnished
by the
people. They will overhear blasphemies
and see quarrels and get precocious. in
sin, and what the bartender does not tell
thﬁin the porter or hostler or bell boy
w

Besides that, the children will go out
into this world without the restraining,
anchoring, steadying and all controlling
memory of a home. From that none of
us who have been blessed of such memory
bave escaped. It grips a man for 80

ears, if he lives so long. It pulls him

k from doors inte which he otherwise
would enter. It smites him with contri-
tion in the very midat of his dissipations.
As the fish already surrounded by <&he
long wide net swim out to sea, thinking
tho{ can go as far as t.hciy. please, and
with gay toss of silvery scale they defy
the llrarhmnn on the beach, and after
awhile the fishermen begin to draw in
the net hand over hand and hand over
hand, and it is a long while before the
captured fias begin to feel the net, and
then they dart this way and that, hoping
to get out, but find themselves approach-
ing the shore and are brought up to the
very feet of the captors, so the memory
of an early home sometimes seems to
relax and let men put farther and farther
from God and farther and farther from
shore—5 years, 10 years, 20 years, 80
years—but some day they find an irre-
sistible mesh drawing them back, and
they are compelled to retreat from their
predigality and wandering, and, theugh
they make desperate effort to escape the
impression and try to dive deeper down
in sin, after awhile are brought clear
back and held upon the Rock of Ages.

If it be possible, oh, father and mother!
let your sons and daughters go out inte
the world under the semiomnipotent
memory of a good, pure home. About
{our two or three rooms im a boarding

ouse or a family botel {ou can cast ne
such glorious sanctity. They will think
of these caravansaries as an early stop-
ping place, malodorous with old victuals,
coffees perpetually steaming and meats in
everlasting stew or broil, the air sur-
charged with carbonic acid and corridors
aslong  which drunken bhoarders come
| staggering at 1 o’clock in the morning,
rapping at the door till the affrighted
wife lets them in. Do not be guilty of
the sacrilege or blasphemy of calling
such a place a home.

A home is four walls inclosing one
family with identity of interest and a
privacy from outside inspection so com-
plete that it is a world in itself, no one
entering except by permission—bolted
and barred and chained against all out-
side inquisitiveness. The phrase so often
used in law books and legal circles is
mightily suggestive—every mans’- house
is his castle. As much so as though it had
drawbridge, portcullis, redoubt, bastion
and armed turret. Even the officer of the
law may not enter to serve a writ except
the door be voluntarily opened unto him.
Burglary or the invasion of it a crime so
offensive that the law clashes its iron
jaws on anyone who attempts it. Unless
it be necessary to stay for longer or
shorter time in family hotel er boarding
honse—and there are thousands of in-
stances in which it is necessary, as 1
showed you at the beginning—unless
this exceptional case, let neicher wife nor
husband consent to such permanent resi-
dence.

The probability is that the wife will
bave to divide her husband’'s time with
public smoking or reading room or with
some coquettish spider in search of un-
wary flies, and if you do not entirely lose
your husband it will be because he is
divinely protected from the disasters that
bave whelmed thousands of husbands
with as intentions as yours. Neither
should the husband without imperative
reason consent to such a life unless he is
sure his wife can withstand the tempta-
tion of social dissipation which sweeps
across such places with the force of the
Atlantic ocean when driven by a Sep-
tember equinox. Many wives give ap
their hémes for these public residences so
that they may give their entire time to
operas, theaters, balls, receptions and
levees, and they are in a perpetual whirl,
like a whiptop spinning round and rouad
and round very prettily, until it loses its
equipoise and shoots off into a tangent.
But the difference is, in one case it is a
wp and in the other a soul.

private home which in the aggregate
make & great attraction, while the deni-
sen of ene of these public residences isapt
to say, ‘‘What is the use? I bhave ne
place o keep them if I should take them.'’
Homentu,”gﬂo-rbrm, curiesisies, quaint
chair er cozy leunge, uphelsteries, pio-
tures and a thousand things that accrete
in a home are discarded or neglected be-
cause there is no homestead in which to
arrange them. And yet they are the case
ia which the pearl of domestic happiness
is set. You can never become as attached
to the appointments of a boarding house
or family hetel as to those things that
you can call your ewn and are associated
with the different members of your house-
hold er with scenes of thrilling import
in your domestic history. Blessed is that
home in which for a whole lifetime they
have been gathering until every figure in
the oarpet and every panel of the door
and every casement of the window has a
chirography of its own, speaking out
something about father or mother or son
or Gaughter or friend that was with us
awhile.

The public residence of hetel and
boarding house abolishes the grace of
hospitality. Your guest does not want to
ceme to such a table. Ne ene wants te
run such a gauntlet of acute and merci-
less hypercriticism. Unless you have &
home of your own you will not be able
to exercise the best rewarded of all the
4 For exercise of this grace what
blessing came to the Shunammite in the

.entertained Elisha, and te the widow of
of Zarephath in the perpetual oil well of
the miraculous oruse because she fed a
hungry prophet, and $o Rahab in the

his entertainment of Jacob, and to Lot
in his rescue from the destroyed .oity be-
cause of his entertainment of the angels,
and to Mary and Martha and Zaccheus
in spiritual blessing because they enter-
tained Christ, and te Publius im the
“island of Melita in the healing of his
father because of the entertainment of
Paul, drenched from the shipwreck, and
©of innumerable houses throughous
Christendom upon which have ocomd
blessings from generation o generation
because their doors swung easily open in
the enlarging, ennobling, irradiating and
divine grace of hospitality. I do not
know ‘what your experience has been,
but I have had men and women visiting
at my house who left a benediction on
every room—in the blessing they asked
at the table, in the prayer they offered
at the family altar, in the good advice
they gawe the children, in the gospeliza-
tion that looked out from every linea-
ment of their countenances, and their
departure was the sword of bereavement.
The Queen of Norway, Sweden and
Denmark had a royal cup of ten curves,
or lips, each one baving on it the name
of the distinguished person who had
drunk from it. And that cup which we
offer to others in Christian hospitality,
though it be of the plainest earthenware,
is a royal oup, and God can read on all
sides the names of those who have takem
from it refreshment, but all this is im-
possible unless you have a home ef your
own.

Young married man, as soon as you
can, buy such a place, even if you have
to put on it a mortgage reaching from
base to capstone. The much abused
mortgage, which is ruin to a reckleas
man, to one prudent and provident is the
beginning of a competency and a fortune
for the reason he will not be satisfled
until he has paid it off, and all the house-
hold are put on stringent economies
until then. Deny yourself all superfiui-
ties and all luxuries until you can say,
‘““Everything in this house is mine, thank
God!—every timber, every brick, every
foot of plumbing, every doorsill.”” Do
not have your children born in a board-
ing house, and do not yourself be buried
from one. Have a place where your
children can shout and sing and romp
without being overhauled for the racket.
Have a kitchen where you can do some-
thing toward the reformation of evil
cookery and the lessening of this nation
of dyspeptics. As Napoleon lost one of
his great batties by an attack of indiges-
tion, so many men have such a daily
wrestle with the food swallowed that
they have no strength left for the battle
of life; and though your wife may know
how to play on all musical instruments
and rival a prima donna, she is not well
educated unless she can boil an Irish
potato and broil a mutton chop, since the
diet sometimes decides the fate of families
and nations.

Have a sittingroom with at least one
easy chair, even though you have to take
turns at sitting in it, and books out of
the public library or of your own pur-
chase for the making of your family in-
telligent, and checker boards and guess-
ing matches, with an occasional blind
man’s buff—which is of all games my
favorite. Rouse up your home with all
styles of innocent mirth, and gather up
in your children’s nature a reservoir of
exuberance that will pour down refresh-
ing streams when life geta parched, and
the dark days come, and the lights go
out, and the laughter is smothered into a
sob.

First, last and all the time bave
Christ in your home. Julius Caesar
calmed the fears of an affrighted boatman
who was rowing him in a stream by say-
ing, ‘‘So long as Caesar is with you in
the same boat no harm can happen.”
And whatever storm of adversity or be-
reavement or poverty may strike your
home all is well as long as you have
Christ the king on board. Make your
home so far-reaching in its influence that
down to the last moment of your child-
ren’s life you may hold them with a
heavenly charm. At 76 years of age the
Demosthenes of the American Senate
lay dying at Washington—I mean Henry
Clay of Kentucky. His pastor sat at his
bedside, and ‘‘the old man eloquent,’’
atter a long and exciting public life,
transatlantic and cisatlantic, was back
again in the scenes of his boyhood, and
he kept saying in his dream over and
over again, ‘‘My mother, mother,
mother!”” May the parental influence we
exert be not only potential, but holy,
and so the home on earth be the vesti-
bule of our home in heaven, in which
place may we all meet—father, mother,
son, daughter, brother, sister, grand-
father, grandmother and grandchild and
the entire group of precious ones, of
whom we must say in the werds of
transporting Charles Wesley:

A UNIVERSITY LIFE.

WHAT IT WILL COST IN CANADA IN
-THE CITY OF TORONTO.

Its Advantages Secial and Academie—
Beyond Laying the Tirm and Sure
Foundation fer she Lsatter the Four
Years Term Is Principally of ‘Value
for Future Oppertunities.

University life is a closed book to the
majority of persons, in Canada, and the
possessor of .a degree {nstils an indefin-
able awe into their minds. He is thoughs
to be a superior being, to whom all
avenues of knowledge are an unrolled
scroll. The fallacy in this conception is
roadily apparent when one realizes what
is meant by taking .a university comrse.
In the first place, it covers a period of
bu¢ four years, and in the next is is gen-
erally begun when the student is barely
more than 18. Henoe, instead of being
an -snoyolopaedia of useful information,
the graduate is more aps to be one who
knows something eof -everything,
nothing thoroughly. The true statement
is that at .graduation .a young man’s
real education begins, rather than snds.
There is mno Yeamon to stand in awe of
bim, for beyond a certain .evident self-
sufficlency, he is bu$ uormally human
and more in nesd of your consideration
than $otir Feheddtion.

University life is swofold; academio
and soclal. In the former, :the studend
attends lectures, writes these, and, let us
hope, examinations. In the latter,
he mingles with his fellows, 'in debating
sooieties, athletic sports and gocial funo-
tions, germane to the institution. idn the
effort to gain a degres, the student must

first ohoose a course. Will it be a general .
or an honor ocourse? If.

or :pass oourse,
she latter, he has 11 djfferent ocourses
from which to choose. ey areclassics,
.modern languages, English and :history,
Qriental languages, history, political
sclence, philosophy, mathematics and
physics, natural sclence, chemistry and
mineralogy, physios and chemistry. The
course chosen, he attends leectures, on
the average, three a day from Qotober to
May, and takes notes of what his pre-
ceptor says, for, in a grea$ measure, the
examination questions are based upon
these lectures. In the intervals between
lectures he is expected t$o read a book or
books bearing upon the different subjeots
that are ranged under his ocourse. This
continues for four years,and our student,
baving satisfled the professors that he is
fit, is granted a degree, and comes before
the world as a B.A. The verdant
memories attached to this part of his
university career are generally sparse, if
we except the hilarity that always pre-
cedes the entrance of the professor to the
lecture-room. Imagine a large room,
about four times the size of an ordinary
drawing-room, filled with boys—or rather
young men. There are a few young
women present, and they sit apart. Col-
lege songs are sung, jokes are cracked, and
*‘Good-moarning; have you used Pears’
soap?’’ is chanted, as some one drops in
late. The professor is greeted with a
volley of stamping feet, and if he makes
even a semblance of a joke in his lecture
she stamping is resumed. Yes many
graduates have fragrant recollections of
their former professors and friends, and
when the old boys meet and crack a

bottle, the peculiarities of their univers-

ity mentors are recalled and bappy days
are lived again.

The kernel of college life is contained
in the cordial sssociations that spring up
among students. The lectures, the class
societies, the at homes, the literary
soclety, the campus games, the college
dinners, the oconvoocation and the con-
versation all cater to the official element
in the student’s nature, and while mak-
ing him the more a man, leave fond re-
collectious that never die. But #to
theso entrance is gained only by the
payment of a small fee, and strange
though it may seem, many students fail
to take advautage of the sooclal privi-
leges thus offered on account of this bar.
That is where they miss it. For what
does it profit a man to be erudite if he
does not know how to present himself
before society? Too many students
magnify the mental side of oollege life
to the absolute extinotion of the soocial.
And vice versa. It is the happy mean
that brings the best results. Another bar
that prevents the student from benefit-
ing to the full from the social influences
at oollege is the living in bpoarding-
houses, where the soclety is far from
academic. His saurroundings are notocon-
genial and he forgets them by burying
bimself in his books. To the students
who adopt a different ocourse, he is
known as a ‘‘plug.’’ He passes tbrough
ocollege a bookish man, and is never able
to entirely rid himself of the opprobrium
attached to the name. The cream of col-
lege life is found in Residence, the only

pproach to the haloyon halls made im-
wmortal in ‘‘Tom Brown’s School Davs.’’
There some 40 boys dwell in harmony
together. KEach student has his own
room or suite of rooms, which be furn-
ishes to suit his taste. Life is delightfully
bohemian there, and no restraint is
placed updn the student, except a few
rules that are more honored in, the breech
than the observance. Life in Residenoce
combines the academic and the social,
and thus is bound to produce the best
results. It is a matter of regret that Uni-
versity College Residenoce is not large
enough to acoommodate hundreds rather
than tens of the students.

Ths parent who has a son old enough
to go to the university asks, ‘‘What will
it cost?’’ To be brief, it will cost $§50 a
year in fees alone, while board is readily
obtainable in numerous private boarding-
houses at a cost of .from $8 upwards.
Aocommodation in University College
Residence costs $4 a week. Gransing
there are 30 weeks yearly during which
college is attended she cost for board and
lodging alone will be, at $4 a week, $120;
for four years, $480. Incidentals, too
numerons and trivial to mention, would
bring the personal expenses to $500. Add
to this $200 in fees, and $150 for poocket
money, and $850 will give a frugal lad a
chance to win a degree, but there will be
more labor than pleasure in the getting.
In the Old Land $1.000 a year is sup-
posed to be little enough to send a boy
one year to Oxford or Oambridge, bus
there are.tutors and traditions across the
water that, happily for the poor bus
ambitious boy, have found no lodging
place in Canada’s college corridors.

There is no likelihood of the fees being
greatly increased, as President Loudon
s0 well said in bis recent convocation
address: ‘‘Any movement to the direo-
tion ot withdrawing the privileges of
university education from the poor, and
placing them in the power of the rich, is
§ national mistake. It is surely undesir-
able to bar the intelleotual progress of

but

the talented son of the poor man By the
prohibitive fee, it is surely wrong o set
up a standard which discriminates against
the poor and in favor of the rich, and i
s just as surely a national loss it the

-4alents ot any man fall short of their

legitimate developmens. . . .

tfjis a rough and ready way of meeting
‘ebjections to say, ‘If people want higher

education, les them pay for is.” Many of
those who use this argument are the
very persons who have everything to lose
and but litsle to gain by its application.
It education were.a possession which s
man might acquire and use for himself
alone, the argument might have some
force, though it still would be a mistake
and un injustice to bar out the poor
man’s sun; but in education no man
liveth to himself, and what he aoquires
redounds indirectly to the profit of the
community and the nation as a whole.”’

Life in a Diving Bell.

An important discovery was announced
in the French Academy of Medicine re-
cently by George S. Jauberi. He has been
experimenting on how to supply air, or
renew oxygen in air, for a man ina
hermetically inclosed space like a diving
bell. The discoverer’s bypothesis was
that 79 per cent. of the nitrogen sontain-
ed in respirable air remains intact after
21 per cent. of the oxygen has been con-
sumed, and the same nitrogen, mixed
with a new supply of oxygen, becomes
respirable air when the carbonic acid and
the vapor produced by breathing are re-
moved.

Jaubert found that his hypothesis was
correct. The most important question
was the generation of oxygen. It appears
that he discovered a chemical substance,
which, by contact with the atmosphere,
clears vitiated air of all impure gases

produced by respiration, and refurnishes

automatically a requisite quantity of
oxygen. The author states that six to
eight pounds of this substance will en-
able a man to live for 24 hours in a div-
ing bell.
