By 
taking this precaution with regard to the 
selection of seed, preparing the land well, 
and getting the seed in the ground at the 
earliest possible date in the spring, one is 
not likely to be disappointed in the crop 
which results.—M. F.

Success With Swine Depends on At­
tention During First Two Months.

There is much truth in the common 
saying that the first two months of the 
young pig’s life either make or mar its 
future usefulness 
succeed in getting the pigs well started 
during the time they are with their dam 
we may be reasonably sure of success.

Plan to % have the pigs and their dam 
comfortable. Good pigs cannot be grown 
in a mudhole or upon a cold, damp flobr. 
I have had the best results when each 
bow and her litter had a separate pen 
and yard by themselves.

The first two flays after farrowing the 
sow should be fed very light foods and 
warm water, and for the feed during this 
time I think that ground oats and wheat 
bran form a very desirable mixture. The 
belief that sows should be starved for a 
week before farrowing is all wrong. I 
think that better results come from feed­
ing light, bulky foods that are easy to 
digest, and that will act as a laxative 
and keep the bowels in good condition, 
and also prevent her from running down 
in flesh at a time when she needs to hold 
in reserve all of her strength and vitality 
to nourish her litter.

This is the particular time to get the 
little pigs started right. They should be 
started slowly. If we feed the sow too 
much heavy concentrated feed the little 
fellows become too fat and lazy, do "not 
get enough exercise, and indigestion and 
thumps follow. When they get the thumps 
you have a worthless litter. Feed the 
sow light, bulky food during the first 
week or ten days and plan some way to 
encourage the little pigs to get out of 
their neats and exercise.

The next three or four weeks we must 
increase the feed of the sow, in order 
that they may come through this period 
in good shape, hold their forms without 
becoming too fat, have sleek coats and 
stand well upon their feet. Charcoal is 
a great aid to indigestion and it should be 
put where the pigs will have access tO' 
jt at all times. Avoid all feeds that are 
likely to bring on constipation and feed 
some succulent food as a part of the ra­
tion. Cloves, hay or alfalfa run through 
a cutting box and steamed and mixed 
with grain feed make an excellent ra­
tion of succulent food for the sow.

Use lime freely in the yards and houses 
and don’t be. afraid of putting a little in 
the feeding troughs, for it is an excellent 
neutralizer and keeps down acidity in the 
stomach. The best food that I have 
found for feeding the sows is a mixture 
of 100 pounds of .com and eighty pounds 
of oats ground together and added to 100 
pounds of wheat middlings and forty 
pounds of wheat bran. This mixture is 
fed in the form of a thick slop, after be­
ing moistened with skim milk 
and fed as soon as it is thoroughly mixed.

When the young pigs are three weeks 
old they should have a little trough away 
from their dam and' be fed a thin slop 
made from skim milk and wheat middl­
ings.

For feeding 
the dairy cows, this grain, however, should 
be ground, according to the careful obser­
vations of those who have attempted to 
determine the best manner in which to 
feed it. However, pea meal has a tendency 
to pack and so its mechanical condition 
is improved when mixed with other feeds 
so as to lighten it up.

Not only is the grain of this plant ex­
cellent when compounding dairy rations, 
but the straw also has considerable value 
in this regard. The plant, being a nitro­
gen-gathering one like clover and other 
legumes, stores up within its different 
parts a large amount of nitrogenous mater­
ial. This makes the straw as well as the 
grain valuable for feeding purposes.

-CREAMERY OVER-RUN
The amount of over-run secured by a 

creamery often determines its 
failure. Over run is the amount of butter 
made in excess of the butter-fat delivered 
to the creamery, and is caused by the 
amount of water, salt, etc., incorporated 
into the butter. A good butter-maker 
should secure from 18 to 20 per cent 
run, and creamery managers should 
that this important matter is properly 
looked after by the butter-maker. One of 
the largest co-operative creameries in the 
state reports an over-run of 23.8 per cent 
for 1911. This is excellent. This 
creamery manufactured butter at a cost of 
1.75c. per pound.

Cloth with a half 
inch mesh will be found effective and 
should extend up the trunk as far as the 
snow reaches in winter.

The planting of apple trees is one thing, 
while the production of marketable apples 
in paying quantities is another. Every at­
tention may be given to the preparation of 
the soil, the selection of variety and the 
planting of the tree; yet if proper atten­
tion is not given after, such as proper pro­
tection against insect pests and fungoid dis­
eases; sufficient plant food, continuous and 
of the right kind; moisture at proper 
growing season and pruning systematically

pare them for winter. At the last cultiva­
tion some plant to 
should be sown. This will absorb and 
eerve much available plant food which 
otherwise would be lost.

Hoed crops, such as bean, com or pota­
toes may be grown among the trees. The 
cultivation necessary for them will usually 
suffice for the trees. They should not be 
planted nearer than three or four feet from 
the ends of the branches, however, and 
greater care will be necessary to maintain 
the fertility of the soil. Grain crops such 
as oats or buckwheat, should never be 
grown among the fruit trees as they are 
heavy users of moisture and plant food.

In cultivation, care should be taken to 
cover the ends of the whiffletrees with 
leather, and high homes or other projec­
tions on the harness should be discarded to 
avoid barking the trunks abd limbs of the 
trees. A muzzle upon the horse’s nose will 
avoid nipped limbs.

In addition to the cultivation, the trees 
must be fed to make them thrifty. There 
is nothing better for this than barnyard 
manure, if applied in the fall or early in 
the spring. If applied in the summer there 
is danger of a soft growth being incited 
which will winter badly. If a tree is not 
making satisfactory growth, a handful of 
nitrate of soda may be used to advantage. 
It is very quickly available and a very 
powerful nitrogenous manure, and must be 
used with great caution. The tree makes 
the greatest demand on potash and phos­
phoric acid. These fertilizers may be ap­
plied as muriate of potash or wood ashes 
and superphosphate.

ing at an opposition meeting at Black 
River, and the electors present showed 
great interest in the discussion of the 
issues. Messrs. Bentley and Anderson 
made excellent addresses appealing for 
votes on the progressive policies of Mr. 
Copp and the do-nothing record of the 
provincial government.

Mr. Bentley made a strong point in 
connection with ‘ the stumpage collections 
in prôof of the contehtion that the in­
crease in revenue is due to a correspond­
ing increase in the cut on crown lands. 
He said that the manager of the N. B. 
Land & Railway Co. had told him 
months ago that practically all of the cut 
on the company’s lands amounting in all 
to 50,000,00u to 60,000,000 feet, which a 
few years ago went down the waters of 
the Mirainichi and Restiguoche, was sawed 
into deals and figured in the trans-Atlantic 
shipments, ndv- was manufactured and 
sent by rail into the United States.

Mr. Bentley made the point that trans- 
Atlantic shipments did not show that less 
lumber was cut on crotvn lands for this 
reason and explained that even if there 
had been on increase in the total cut, 
the proportion cut on private lands was 
smaller and the proportion cut on crown 
lands larger than was the case four years 
ago, owing to the approach of the time 
for the expiration of the leases.

‘T notice that many of these valuable 
leases are now vested in the names of 
banks,” said Mr .Bentley, “having been giv 
en as security, and it is hardly likely that 
the shrewd financial men would allow the 
leases to lapse without making an effort 
to get all the returns possible from the 
lumber. In decreasing the size of the saw 
log, Premier Flemming made the holders 
of these lands an absolute present of all 
the timber between sixteen feet nine inches 
top and eighteen feet ten inches top. Thus 
a company which purchased limits in 1907 
paying hundreds of thousands of, dollars 
for the logs above the limit at that time, 
were given an absolute present of all the 
logs down to the limit now in force by 
the generosity of the government.”

To the charge that logs were being cut 
undersized and that the law was amend­
ed in order that it might* not be broken, 
Mr. Bentley said he was certain that the 
present law would always be disregarded 
in some degree and this meant that lum­
ber much smaller than even sixteen feet 
nine inches was being cut.

After stating that the federation had 
decided the pledging of candidates of both 
parties better than the bringing out of 
independent temperahee candidates, Mr.

<4There is widespread regret among the 

hardy fisherfolk of Newfoundland that 
there was nobody on board the Titanic to 
suggest the obviously simplest and most 
effective method of saving the whole 2,500 
people on board. This could have been 
done by simply utilizing the ice-floes in 
the vicinity as gigantic rafts, to which the 
passengers and crew might, have been 
transferred^” writes Hon. P. T. McGrath, 
a member of the legislative council of 
N ewfoundland.

“It seems incredible,” he proceeds, “that 
in all the immense multitude of people 
aboard the liner nobody thought of this 
simple solution. It is one that would have 
immediately commended itself to a New­
foundlander, and it is one that has already 

historical recognition through the 
most amazing escape in the whole annals 
of authentic adventure.

“I refer to the famous ice-floe journey 
of the survivors of the Arctic steamer 
Polaris, who, in April, 1873, were picked 
up by the Newfoundland sealing steamer 
Tigress on an ice-floe on the Grand Banks, 
after having drifted some 1,600 miles on 
this precarious foothold, their absolutely 
unique voyage having occupied 193 days.

“The ship had been crushed in the 
in North Greenland waters the previous 
November, and, as ié the invariable prac­
tice in these regions, they abandoned the 
ice-gored hull and took to the floes _ in 
order to reach the land, but a storm com­
ing up the fragment on which they had 
established themselves was driven south­
ward, and for six months it was their 
floating home until rescue reached them 
on the Grand Banks.

“This, however, though the most 
markable case of its kind, is by no mCOu, 
the only case of shipwrecked people es- 
caping death by taking refuge on an ice­
floe. W hen ever a Newfoundland sealing 
steamer is crushed by the pack—as hap­
pens to one or other of the flotilla almost 
every spring—the crew at once betake 
themselves to the nearest floes with their 
clothing, provisions, boats and other im­
pediments, and there' remain until 
others of the fleet come upon them and 
take them aboard. They are not dismayed 
by the prospect of a day’s or a week’s de­
tention.

“Fishing crews making their way to 
Labrador in the early summer resort to 
the same expedient when their ships 
crushed, and there are numerous cases on 
record where these people—men, women 
and children—have been adrift for several 
days before being picked up. Scores of 
such tales could be told, where cod fishers 
and seal-hunters have escaped from peril 
by this simple expedient. Those aboard 
the Titanic might just as easily have done 
the same.

'Any number of fragments were avail­
able to which the first boatloads could 
have been transferred, while the boats 
made a second and a third trip to the 
ship and brought off the remainder of the 
people. . . . The women and children 
from Newfoundland vessels obliged to 
leave their beds in the darkness of night 
have survived experiences of this kind for 
from three to seven days, and therefore it 
is unlikely that any great number of those 
on the Titanic, however delicately 
tured, or however poorly equipped for 
this enforced imprisonment on an ice islet, 
woufd have suffered any ill effects.”

With the day of battle drawing near 

the defeat of the pledge-breaking and in­
competent provincial administration seems 
certain, and the most reliable reports from 
all parts of the province indicate that Mr. 
Copp will have a fine majority behind 
him in the next house. The claim of the 
opposition leader to nineteen seats as as­
sured before election day in his speech at 
Milltown, has not been disputed and the 
most enthusiastic government workers 
will not claim Albert, Queens or West­
morland as likely to return Tory mem­
bers. With no doubt entertained as to the 
result in these constituencies during the 
last few days, several other counties have 
come unmistakably in line for Mr. Copp 
after the exposure of Dr. Landry at 
Buctouche by Mr. Veniot, the last hope 
of the government of retaining the three 
seats in Kent wag shattered, and Saturday 
night’s big meeting at Sussex with Hon. 
Mr. Robinson’s contribution to the dis­
cussion of the issue will clinch the argu­
ment in Kings, where Messrs. Pearson, 
Flewwelling and Wetmore should have a 
comfortable majority. Alongside of Queens 
is the constituency of Sunbury, where 
Hon. Mr. Hazen carried' his colleague to 
victory in three elections with majorities 
ranging from 50 to 150, but which is al­
most certain to go Liberal in this contest. 
Messrs. Glasier and Parley, the govern­
ment candidates, have never been friend­
ly and the treatment of F. C. Taylor, one 
of the strongest candidates in the county, 
who has promised hie support to the 
other side in this election, will, it is fully 
expected, effectually disrupt the govern­
ment forces and make an easy victory for 
George W. Kimball and M. A. Smith.

The government party at the behest of 
Hon. H. F. McLeod appears to have over­
reached itself in this constituency, the 
provincial secretary making a public 
threat that the son of A. R. Miles, who 
was first nominated as a Liberal candi­
date, would be dismissed from office if he 
should enter the contest. The forces of 
the government were also instrumental 
in securing the dismissal of Mr. Kimball 
from his position as foreman for the St; 
John River Log Driving Co., at the cor­
poration boom and this action has great­
ly hurt the chances of the government 
candidates.

Mr. Kimball has been in the employ of 
the company for thirty years and for the 
great part of that time was in charge of 
nearly 200 men every year, mostly from 
Sunbury, and has a high reputation for 
fair dealing and honorable treatment of 
the men under him, who will now show

their respect for his qualities and their 
disapproval of the despicable conduct of 
bis opponents by sending him to the legis- 
liture along with his colleague, Mr. Smith, 
the popular young farmer from Blissville.

In Charlotte and Carleton the Liberals 
are predicting victory and the independ­
ent ticket in Northumberland, the mem­
bers of which condemn the government’s 
administration of its most important de­
partments, public works and crown lands, 
in most unqualified terms, is likely to 
give Hon. Mr. Morrissy all that he 
do. Outside of St. John the other coun­
ties are included in the nineteen seats 
conceded to Mr. Copp by the government 
and if it ie possible at ail to gauge public 
feeling, by expressions heard on the 
streets or the temper shown at public 
meetings, then right here in St. John city 
and county alone the opposition leader 
will secure the six seats required in addi­
tion to the nineteen to overcome the gov­
ernment majority in the legislature. The 
county candidates, Messrs. Bentley and 
Anderson, have put up a splendid cam­
paign and both will be elected by hand­
some majorities. Mr. Anderson has be- 

very well known in other parishes 
and will poll an exceptionally heavy vote 
in Lancaster, where the men who know 
him best respect him the most. A meet­
ing in the interests of Messrs. Bentley 
and Anderson will be held in the Temper­
ance Hall at Golden Grove tonight when 
the speakers will be James Lowell, Chae. 
A. Oxyens and William M. Ryan, of the 
Globe writing staff. Tomorrow evening 
the candidates will address Liberal rally 
at Milford.

The outlook in the city campaign is 
most encouraging and" it did not require 
the particularly frigid reception of the 
candidates at the Opera House meeting 
on Friday evening to show that the gov­
ernment has what one of their own sup­
porting newspapers, the Globe, admits to 
be a very weak ticket. Even the enthu­
siasm for Premier Flemming was invari­
ably started from the platform, principal­
ly by the candidates and the meeting on 
the whole was a very disappointing one. 
On the other hand the Liberal candidates 
have met with a most cordial. reception 
everywhere, and, man for man, the peo­
ple will adjudge them better capable of 
looking after the interests of the city in 
the legislature, aside from their appeal as 
supporters of the progressive policy of the 
democratic opposition leader. W. E. 
Foiter, F. J. G. Knowlton, J. W. Keir- 
stead and W. J. Mahoney, it is believed, 
will be the next members of St. John 
city, and their majority should be a 
large one.
