THE LAST ACT IN BUCK'S
CAREER.
A MYSTERY SOLVED,

The Post was compelled to go to press
last week upon receipt of the despatch
anneuncing that the drop had fallen and
that Buck, or Robert Olsen had paid the
penalty of his murder of Joseph Stead-
man, For sixteen minutes after the
body was jerked into the air, the heart
beats were perceptable, growing fainter
aad fainter however, until they finally
ceased, It is positive that the victim
felt no pain after the ropestruck him.
Death was instantaneous and comparay
tively painless. The bedy was allowed
to hang for 30 minutes before it was
lowered and the usual formal inqueny‘.

The fidelity and con-
stancy exhibitedby these Irdshearted
outlaws in the darkest hoursof their
lives appears to have been greater than
the same passion as it is usually mani-
fested mmong 1wen in higher and more
noble walks of life.

The execution of Buck has brought to
public notice a host of people with ideas
upon the subject of capital punishment.
A few newspapers and a great many
writers have registered their opinions
against this mode of punisliment, brand-
ing it as inhuman and beneath the
present generation of mmukind. While
an execution is something which con
tains all the elements of a pitiful and
herrible spectacle, itis well not to lose
sight of the object of capital punish.
ment. It is not solely that the felon
may meet with his just deserts that he
is compelled to suffer death; net alone
to avenge thé wrong done his victim is
his life destroyed, but that others know
ing of the terrible penalty which the
law decrees shall follow the commission
of the gravest crimes, shall live in more
thorough respect for the law and in fear
of the consequences of the violation,
In this case the greatest concern has
been expressed for the personal comfort
of Buck.  Has there been a word said
abeut the wife and orphared children of
his vietim. Judging from the fact that a
public subscription was started for their
benefit one may suppose that they are
in destitute or straitened circumstsnces,
and compelled to face the battle of life
without the strong arm of the husband
and father to guide and protect them.
Those who worked for the commutaticn
of the sentence and signed the petition
failed to “ake this view of the case and
felt pity for Buck alone. There are
many who fail to sog__ﬁ\yhy a murderer
should be given any better treatment
than he gave his victim and the civilized
world is safe so long as those in author-~
ity believe that a murderer shall pay for
the life he destroyed with his own,
