A French autbority states fBat car-
rots give horses new blood, which
seems to restore them, and they may
be justly claimed as the regemerator
of worn-out horses,

The good feedor of stock never gor-
ges them, nor does he give them more
than will be eaten with a relish, It
is not what is eaten, but what is di-
gested that furnishes the profit.

If you have a new and good varioty
of potatoes, select only the perfectly
formed, not nccessary large tubers for
seed this fall and put them aside. In
this way they will not deteriorate so
soon. Keep * brreding up.”

Thistles make mangre and are killed
by ploughing under when full grown.
The addition of manure to produce a
rank growth will make them grow
hollow, thus helping to destroy them.
The land may be sown to wheat or
rye, and it will prodace & good crop.

The Essex and small Yorkshires
are among the best of the small breeds
of hogs. With the pure-bred males
of these animals crossed on sows of
larger breed a bettoer quality of hogs
can be grown than with either small
or large breed alone.

If land is natarally wet and has not
been drained, most farmers think it
exactly right for meadow. It will
undoubtedly pay better to mow than
to cultivate in ordinary seasons, as the
meadow reqnires less labour.

To treat inflamation of the shoath
in oxon the animal should be east and
sccured and the sheath shounld be
washed ont by injectiors of soapy
water with a few drops of carbolic
acid in it. A solation of five grains
of chloride of zinc in one ounce of
rain water should then be injected.
This is to be done daily. A pofind of
epsom salts ghoyld he giyen, and after
it hag operated one ounce of hyposul-
phite of soda should be given daily.

It is woll understo>d by farmers
there is a joint worm that atlacks bar-
ley, and ofton makes it light weight.
It is similar to, but distinet from, a
joint worm that attacks wheat. It is
believed, howeyer, that the barley
joint worm also, under some girenm-
stances attacks the winter grgin, and
hence is suggested a caution against
preceeding wheat with barley, which
is quite commen in winter wheat
growing localities.

Throwing salt on manure piles is
an excellent plan at any scason of the
year. In summer it attracts moistare
and prevents burning ot the manare.
(n winter it prevents severe freezing
and thus cagses the manyre tq hea?
more rgadily. But the salt will pro.
bably dissolve some of the fertility of
the mangre, which should be spread
on the gound as soon as possible so
that the plant food may be absorbed
in the soil,

A frost-bitten potato hag na value
except to ¢cppk iwmediately and feed
to stock. After freeziug the potatoes
have a sweetish taste, indicating that
some of the starch in the tuber has
been changed to sugar, which, of
course, is of the glucose variety, and
net so sweet as that made from cane.
A frost-bitten potatoe, however, de-
cays 8o rapidly that great care shegld
be taken to keep such from cellars or
from sound pits of tubers.

The wintering of sheep depends
much upon the conditon of the flock
at the beginning of winter romarks
the Michigan Farmer. Sheep thalare
low is flesh in the fall, bardly ever
improve, but keep going down hill all
along, until before the spring time
draws around their pelts are hanging
in the shed. See, then, that your
flocks are in good condition, and if
there are any thin ones among them,
geparate them from the rest and give
them a little grain each day uatil they
have gained their wonted vigour,

A writerof some experience in farm-
ing says:—“ A farm can be stocked
with sheep for less money than with
cattle, horses or hogs. Sheep will
come nearer utilizing everything that
grows of the farm than any other
animal. Less labour will be required
for getting feed and stock togother.
I'be returns will come in sooner and
oftener than any ather farm atock ex-
cept hogs. Iliess money is required
for sheltering and fencing, and less
labour is involved in herding, where
outside pastare is uccessible and pre-
ferred, and finally a handsome income
on the investments can be had without
the sale of animals themselves.”

When turnips and potatoes are fed
to cows thero is danger of choking.
[n such a case give a little oil and
work the obstacles up or down with
the fingers. If the case is urgent,
hold a wooden block on each side of
tho throat where the obstacle is and
give a smart blow with a mallet
sufficient to crush the substance. The
blow should be strong enoungh to suc-
ceed the first time and will not hurt
the animal so much as repeated blows.
A heavy block should be held opposite
the mallet. Tho bruise will not be
serious and will soon heal. Other-
wiso the gullet should be opened
with a sharp knife—up and down and
not across—over the obstacle, which
in thus removed. The wound is
closed with stitches,

Laying bons use a very large
amount of lime in forming the shells
of their eggs, and if for any reason
they cannot obtain a sufficient amount
they either do not lay at all or clee
produce ‘ soft shelled " eggs—eggs
with no shell, but with merely tho
skin that lines the shell ordinarily.
Lime in some form is fed to supply
the needed amount. Hens running
at large in summer usually manage to
pick up a sufficient amount to meet
the .requirements of egg prodaction,
but it is always well to keep a box
where they can eat us much as they
please. Thero is no danger of their
eating more than they nesd. Oysters
shell and bones are both, good and are
better if fed unburned. They should be

Setting & Broken Le;.

A lamb’s or a sheep's lower limh
is as brittle as a glass rod. I have
seen one snap and break, as the animal
was going over bars let down only at
one end, as if it were aclay pipe-stem.
Bat this is nothing to thoe handy shep-
erd, and not much to the sheep, as it
does not seem to mind it. All that is
to be done is to pick up the lamb or
sheep, tako it home, get some brown
puper and glue or boiled starch or
plaster of Paria, caleined; wet the
paper and wrap it around the broken
limb, first set straight, as it should be.
After a few turns to hold the leg in
place, some bands of the paper are
dipped in the glue or starch or plas-
ter mixed with water to a thin paste,
and wound around the leg from knee
or hock to foat, until a firm stiff band.
age is made. A thin splint of wood
is then applied to the leg and bound
on with some turns of a strip of cloth
bandage. This is left on only until
the paper hardens, when it is removed.
The sheop will soon be ahle to use the
limb. In a month or six weeks the
paper may be softened with warm
water and removed. The broken leg
of a calf or a bow, colt or horse may
be repaired in the same way, but the
animal should be put in slings to pre-
vent injury from the greater weight.

Skimmed Milk for Pigs.

Sweet skim milk contains on an
average nine per cent of solid matter ;
at least eight per cent of this is avail-
able food—Wolff’s tables say oight
and a half, Of the available food five
per cent is carbohydrates or fat
foriners, over three per cont is albu-
minoids or muscle formers. Milk
also contains considerable phosphates
or bone builders. It would seem,
therefore, better adapted to growing
than to fattening pigs, and this in
practice proves true.

A Point for the Pig.

Prof. J. W. Sanborn of the Missouri
State Agricnltaral College, is con-
stantly making experiments in feed-
ing animals and gives the public the
results, as far as determined, in the
form of bulletins. Balletin No, ‘10
shows the value of shipstuff as com-
with corn and cor: meal for feeding
pigs. His experitaents show that,
although corn meal is a better food
than whole corn for pigs, yet when
the cost carrying to the mill and pay-
ing toll is reckoned in, there is very
little if any gain to the western far-
mer from grinding his corn. He
also finds that ship stuff (the wastes
of the flouring mill) is worth far more
as pig’'s food than most western far-
mers have been willing to believe.
In a late trial, about 94 pounds of
ship stuff gave the same gain in
growth that was made from 100
pounds of corn meal, and the Profes-
sor says that thid'agrees with the ex-
periments made by him for the past
six years, He advises western far-
mers to feed more of their wheat
wastes, instead of sending it off to
eastern feeders who find it one of the
cheapest forms in whioh to purchase
fertility for their farms.

The Professor farther finds that
corn fed to steers will not produce
more the meat that it will when fed
to pigs. But as our people are not
grease eaters, we must learn to feed
our swine in a way that will give
more muscle and less lard. By ex-.
posing sections of the carcass of the
pigs fed upon ship stuff, he found that
the latter showed a very much better
quality of meat. The conclusion to
to be drawn is that a mixture of corn
or corn meal and wheat wastes is far
better for pig foeding than eorn or
corn meal alone, the exclusive use of
which is detrimental to a vigorous
and healthy muscular development,

But unless the stock is good ‘enough to allow
this, the less such course grain a farmer
grows the better he will prosper in the long
run. The loss of fertility by selling low-priced
grain is greater than the apparent profit on
the crop.

It is not enough that the farmer grow
ood crops. He must learn to buy closely
aod at wholesale rates if he would make
money at present prices of his produce.
The farmer is the only producer who sells
mainly at wholesale and buys mainly at re-
tail. This last he can avoid, and buy a little
forethought he should do so. Tho grocery
expenses will be much smaller if the supply
for winter is bought in the fall and paid for
when purchased. There is, besides, saving
of many unnecessary journeys.

broody hen is secured to set upon them.
When hatched give the ducklings crumbled
bread soaked in milk. Continue this, with
change of johnny cake, oatmeal, barley menl.

The doctors, after miking
an exsmination, found that the man was suf-
fering from a cancer which had formed on hie
tongue, and the only remedy was immediate
amputation of that most useful organ. 'I'be
unfortunate individual decided to submit to
the operation rather than suffer the torture
to which he had been subjected for some
time past. When he had given the surgeons
the facts with reference to his cass, they
found that the disease was simply the result
of the habit of excessive smoking. The

e had generally smoked was a common clay
one, the stem of which had been broken off
short, leaving & ragged edge. This sharp
edge had, at first, caused simply an abrasion
of the skin which became painful. The
smoker, not dreamiog of the cause or the re-
sult of a continuance of the practice, kept on
smoking his short clay pipe until after some
time his tongue became so irritated that it
was only with intense pain that he could
speak, and was unable to take any solid food.
At last the pain became such that he deemed
it advisable to visit the General Hospital in
order to get relief if possible. Amputation
was the only means of relief, The operation
was preformed by Dr. Macfarlane in the
presence of a large number of students and
physiciane. Of ‘course the latest scientific
appliances were used to make the unfortunate
wan suffer as little as possible. He is now
doing quite well at the hospital, and al-
though past the middle age will likely live
some years, but without the power of speech
or sense of taste. Thisis an awful warning
to all who bave become habitual excessive
smokers,

He is of Orkney
stock, slightly blended in two lines of mater-
nal ancestry with Indian blood, and, as he
told me himeself, his father was a labourer in
the Hudson Bay service. He very kindly took
us on an excursion to Seikirk, and on the
Red river seemed as much ‘at home in talking
[ndian to the native boatmen, as he was in
talking English when he took the chair at
Sir Bicbard Temple’s lecture. Taking from
one of the natiye [ndiaps a birch bark canoe
which was as crank as a cockle shell, be deft-
ly inserted his buge body into it, and bandled
the paddle in a way which seemed to excite
the envy of the Indians whom he ordered to
row us after him in an ordinary boat. This
reference to the Prime Minister of Manitoba,
will show how utterly free and open the
prizes of social and commercial life here are
to all comers. In one of my cross country
visits an enthusiastic Red River farmer,
showed me around, and, coming to a field of
gigantic mangel wurzels, he held aside the
leaves of vne and exclaimed * look hers, it's
as big as our Prime Minister’s neck.” What
the farmer said was quite true, and I cite it
as evidence both of the quality of the root
crops, and of the growth of men of English
stock in this country. In other places I have
ridden through square miles of beautiful
wheat fields which grows with the simplest
cultivation, and utterly without manure.

Badges for Militiamen.

Government have agreed to issue honorary
service badges to the members of the Cana-
dian Militia force, and a general order will
shortly be issued directing that every militia-
man who has served three consecutive years
in any one corps shall be entitled to wear
one chevron on his sleeve.
