Inaugurated by Detroit Capitalists—
Plan Will Cover 88 Acres.

Windsor, Ont., Jan. 2.—Announce-
ment was made yesterday of the or-
ganization of the Great Lakes En-
i gineering Works by Detroit capitalists,

that the problems which confront them
are difficult of solution. The fact that
the city is so long and narrow, and that
residences are so largely at one end of
it and business places at the other,adds
to the difficulty of the problemn.

The C. P. R. Company Disposed
of 2,420,440 Acres.

The Northweo: Land Company Sold
Almost an Equal Amount.

Winnipeg, Man., Jan. 2. — No better
illustrations can be given of the expan-
sion of the West than are afforded
by the sales of the C. P. R. and Canada
Northwest Land Company for the past
year, and by the custums returns for
December. The C. P. R. land sales
tor December were over four times as
large as during December a year ago,
and the figures for the year are three
times as great as during the previous
twelve months. The C(Canada North-
west Land Company’s sales showed
only a slight increase for December,
but are four times ag large for the
year as during the previous year, The
customs returns for December are 50
per cent greater than during Decem-
ber, 1901,

The C. P. R.'s sales for the past
menth aggregated 577,383 acres, for |
which there was renlized $1,683,289, as
against 132,151 acres soldd during De-
cember 1201, for $403,261.

The total s=ales during 1902 amount-
ed to 2,420,440 acres, for which the
company received $8,140,245. The figures
for 1901 were 830,922 acres, which sold
for £2,643,973.

The volume of the sales during the
past year may be judged when 1t is
stated that the number of acres sold
is almost one-tenth of the original
land grant given by the Government
to the ccmpany.

The sales of the Canada Northwest
Land Company are equally Interest- |
ing, althouzh not quite so large. Dur-
ing the past month the sales were 25,-
458 acres, for $415,940, as against 24,-
490 acres, for $102,450 during 1901. The !
i increase for the month is small when
compared with the figures for the
year.

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MR. SAMUEL H. BLAKE'S LETTER
DISCUSSED BY PREMIER ROSS

Why Was It Writteh to Foy
Instead of Whiiney ?

REMINISCENCES OF THE BLAKES

A Valiant Defense of Liberal Princi-
ples—Expose of Conservative
Methods.

Owen Sound, Jan. 1. — When the Lib-
erals of North Grey enter a contest
which invites comparisons, they so far
gurpass their opponents as to make it
e contrast., Thus it happened that they
tonight, as they had done in the cam-
paign of May last, far outshone their
Conservative friends in their enthusias-
tic welcome to their party leader, in
this case, as then, the Hon. Geo. W.

Ross. Tonight's gathering in the town
hall was the pivotal meeting of the
very warm bye-election campaign
which 1s now being waged, and if any
conclusion can be drawn from meet-
ings it shows a wave of sentiment in
tavor of Mr. Mackay and the Ross
Government which will roll the Liberal
candidate high on the bank of victory,
end shows the uselessness of the cam-
paign of slander and misrepresentation
which is being indulged in alike by the
Conservative leaders and their side-
line supporters.

THE PREMIER’'S EFFORT.

Premier Ross, starting in with gen-
tle raillery, as he so often does, grad-
uvally became gerious, and for half an
hour he turned the sharp sword of his
intellect upon the letter recently issued
by Mr. S. H. Blake. He showed that
gentieman’s past. record and connec-
tions, the position of his family and
that of Mr. Foy being in antithesis,
and how he now joined the party of
such an undesirable past record,which
he had himself condemned for hzlf a
century. The Premier then dealt
with Mr. Whitney’s recent - Owen
Sound and Meaford speeches, and by
apt quotations from public and offieial
recor@ds proved the whole story of cor-
ruption to have been grossly exagger-
ated,

Toward the close of his address Mr.
Yoss dea!t with several features of his
policy, appealed for encouragement
in building up Ontario, and announced
that the reeent vote on the liquor act
called for some action, but what that
vould be he could not say until he
had met his colleagues in the Legisla-
ture.

Hon. F. R. Latchford and Mr. Mac-
kay also contributed short, bright
speeches. The hall was crowded .to
suffocation.

Mackay in the house, because I like
men of his caliber on the Government
benches.
THE CONSERVATIVE VISIT.

You had a meeting here at which

How was it
that in his earlier years Mr. Foy had
nctihing to say for him, gave him no
assistance?

MR. FOY'S RECORD.

When the Hon. Edward Blake was
in the House of Commons, and I sat
with him eleven years, and when he
was fighting Tory corruption at Ot-
tawa—and they had it ther® is abund-
ance until the Liberals came in —
where was Mr. Foy? Was he sup-
porting Mr. Edward Blake? Had he
any compliments for any of the Blakes,
son, biother or father? Where were
Foy’s indorsations when the Blakes
were fighting the battle of responsible
government ?

Hedged around by his Tory family
compact-—(applause)—with his foot up-
on the neck of this country as far
as he could get it on.

He quoted from the circular of instruc-
tions sent out by the headquarters, 2
copy of which reached Ontario by way
of Winnipeg, giving instructions for
ballot-switching, thumb-nail work, and
balloi-stuffing. ‘‘These were the in-
siructions from that great college, that
school,” said Mr. Ross, “in which men
were trained to tamper with bailots,
sent out, authenticated by the Conser-
vative party, and of that great uni-
versity Mr. Blake has now become a
student, a freshman, and he walks on
with Mr. Foy, who has been in that
college all his life.” He is a member of
the executive of the Conservative As-
sociation of Ontario, and engages Mr.
Birmingham, and in whose pay Mr.
Birmingham is today, who authenti-
cated Freeborn, who weént to Manitoba
to instruct the natives how to won
elections.

That is the position in which we find
our friend, and we are exceedingly
sorry, because we hagd confidence that
Mr. Blake was a man who would not
be @eceived or cajoled or misled, but
in a moment of weakness he has sur-
rendered.

CUBAN TRAGEDY.

Santiago, Cuba, Jan. 2.—Congress-
man Corona, editor of the Cubano
Libre, shot and instantly Kkilled Senor
Insula, editor of the Republica, yes-
terday. Both men were prominent
politicians and leaders of rival parties.
Senor Corona was drinking in a cafe,
when Senor Insula and a party of
friends entered the place and began
a political discussion. Personalities
and insults followed, and quickly
started a fight with canes, during
which Senor Corona suddenly drew a
revolver and shot Senor Insula three
times. Senor Corona then walked
quietly away and was not arrested.

TURKS WORSTED.

Constantinople, Jan. 2. — In a recent
ficht between Bulgarians and Turkish
troops at the Village of Drenovo, in the
Monastir district, 15 of the latter were '
killed or wounded. The Turkish com-
mander was among the killed.

Canadian defaults during 1902 number-
ed 1,101, with liabilities of $10,924,771.
Numerically, this is the best sz_atument
in many years, and the amount involved
is less than the average for a number
of years, although slightly in excess of
ithe $10,811,671 reported in 191. The de-
creasge of 240 failures occurred chiefly in
trading losses In Ontario and Quebec.
Compared with liabilities of the preced-
ing year, thers was notable improvement
jn manufacturing losgses in Ontario, but
a more then eguivalent increase was re-
ported jn Quebec. Exactly the reverse
is true as to trading liabilities, Quebec
reporting a decrease of about half & mil-
lion dollars, while Ontario shows an In-
crease. Otherwise the statement presents
no striking contract.
