Heavy Blow Struck This Morning Along 
Wide Front By British and French Forces 
All First Attacks Successful.

Paris, Aug. 15.—Six persons were 
killed and nine others were wounded 
when strikers clashed yesterday 
with soldiers at Barcelona, accord­
ing to a statement issued by the 
Spanish captain-general and received 
here by the Petit Parisien,

Madrid, Aug. 15.—Interior Minister 
Guerra said yesterday that the strike 
agitation had increased in several quar­
ters of the capital, but that the troops 
acted vigorously and quelled the dis­
turbances. The Government has taken 
steps to restore order. The captain- 
general at first framed his orders in; 
a moderate spirit and then replaced 
them by others more severe. The Gov- 
ernment and press are without news I 
from the provinces. A few newspap-! 
ers hope to appear tonight. The rest| 
have suspended publication on account | 
of the military censorship.

Madrid is without cabs. Most of the 
stores are closed. Groups of workmen 
parade the streets, while soldiers patrol 
the principal points of the city. The 
minister of the interior has received 
letters from a number of persons of­
fering their services as special con­
stables.

The minister has drawn up a list of 
them. Premier I>ato said: "We are 
confronted with an anarchist move­
ment, inspired by no definite object, not 
even of effecting a change in the min- 
istry."

INDORSE HENDERSON.
London, Aug. 14.—At a joint meeting 

tonight of the executive of the National 
Labor party and the parliamentary com­
mittee of the Trades Union Congress 
the attitude of Arthur Henderson, secre­
tary of the Labor party, who resigned 
on Saturday as a member of the Brit­
ish war cabinet, with regard to the 
Socialist conference in Stockholm was 
indorsed. The meeting appointed dele­
gates, including Mr. Henderson, to the 
Stockholm conference and resolved to 
ask the Government to withdraw its or­
der prohibiting the issuance of pass- 
ports to Stockholm delegates. The re­
solutions adopted expressed unabated 
confidence in Mr. Henderson.

London, Aug. 15.—American troops 
marched through London today. They 
were reviewed by King George at 
Buckingham Palace. Great crowds lined 
the streets, which were decorated 
profusely with British and American 
flags.

Enthusiasm was shown everywhere. 
The troops were escorted by Guard 
bands. As the Americans passed the 
Horse Guards parade to Whitehall they 
were greeted from the windows of the 
war office by Premier Lloyd George, 
Foreign Secretary Balfour, Chancellor 
Bonar Law, War Secretary Derby, 
Winston Spencer Churchill, minister of 
munitions; George N. Barnes, member 
of the war council; Admiral Jellicoe, 
and other high officials, as well as by 
French and Belgian officers. The even­
ing newspapers say that for a parallel 
to the scenes witnessed today in the 
neighborhood of Trafalgar Square it 
probably would be necessary to recall 
the time of the South African war and 
the return home of the troops.

London, Aug. 15.—Capturing first line German trenches on the out­

skirts of Lens, British-Canadian troops were again closing in tighter on 
the famous coal city today.

An assault, which extended from the northwestern outskirts of the 
town to Bols Hugo, northeast of Loos, was launched early this morning. 
The Canadians swept into first line trenches of the enemy, and were 
still progressing satisfactorily, when Field Marshal Haig filed his report.

The same time British and French forces resumed their attack on the 
German lines in Flanders. British troops made gains northwest of Bix- 
schoote, while the French made considerable advance west of Dixmude.

East of Cite Stemille a strong German counter-attack was thrown 
against the British, but was completely crushed.

London, Aug. 15.—Field Marshal Sir Douglas Haig’s 
forces attacked the German positions along a wide front 
early this morning from Lens to the northeast of Loos. 
The official statement says the British are making pro­
gress satisfactorily.

Gen. Haig reports that the British troops have carried 
the German first line at all points of the front attacked.

The infantry 
attack began at 4:25 o’clock this morning. The capture of 
Hill 70 ranks in importance with the biggest military opera­
tions of this year. It was the last dominating position in this 
section which remained in the hands of the Germans, and 
from it a wide territory can be controlled.

FOR A PEACE CONFAB

Herald Declares Nothing Short 
of Unconditional Surrender 

Will Be Considered.

Long-Waited Consignment Is 
Still "On Its Way.” BY CARL D, GROAT.

[Special to The Advertiser.]
Washington, Aug. 15.—President Wil­

son is awaiting the voice of world opin­
ion before deciding his course on the 
pope's peace offer. London cables say 
today that much interest is manifested 
there in the United States course. 
There has been no attempt to minimize 
the importance of the peace move.

Coming as it does from a source out­
side the realm of diplomacy, at a time 
when the world feels a revulsion at the 
thought of another winter campaign, 
and when all treasuries, but the Amer­
ican, are at low ebb, it must be reck 
oned with.

To Sound Sentiment.
To aid in forming judgment, the Gov­

ernment has cabled its representatives 
abroad to sound out sentiment and re­
port the reception of the peace proffer, 
both in high and low quarters.

It may be stated, however, that the 
United States Government either direct, 
ly or indirectly, will reply to the pope. 
Officials think, generally, the world 
should know where the United States 
and her allies stand, especially if the 
proffer is rejected. Opinion of Eu­
ropean allies with the exception of the 
Russian, tends toward a prompt rejec­
tion of the proposal.

Authorities here realize that coming 
from the pope the offer carries a weight 
which German feelers have lacked. The 
offer will stir pacifist sentiment, and 
cause the thinking world to pause in 
reflection.

Wil! Germany Surrender?
The hint is launched that Germany 

may have chosen the Vatican as a 
means of surrendering gracefully, with­
out incurring disaster and possible re­
volution at home. The pope, it is be­
lieved. has the maximum and minimum 
Teuton terms. The proposal to leave 
settlement of the Alsace-Lorraine and 
Balkan problems to peaceful negotia­
tion is regarded here as an especial 
stumbling block, however.

THE VIEW AT LONDON.
[Special Cable to The Advertiser.]

London, Aug. 15.—The press comment 
on the pope's peace offer does not show 
the resentment that appeared when 
German peace feelers came. It is point­
ed out. however, that immediate peace 
negotiations are of supreme importance 
to Germany. The desire for peace in 
Austria, even more than in Germany, 
is well known. The close connection 
between the Austrian court and the 
Vatican is a matter of history. Hence 
the first conclusion that the pope's pro­
posals are of German inspiration.

Germany, it is believed here today, 
may be expected to be the first to re­
ply to the pope’s message.

Whether the Allied nations reply di- 
rect’ depends on the nature of the 
communication.

Camp Borden, Aug. 15.—Air Mechanic

New York, Aug. 15 —Comments of 

the New York Herald, Viorld, Sun 
and Times on the Vatican's peace 
proposal declare that they are en­
tirely unacceptable as they stand, 
and that the pope is being used by 
Germany and Austria for another 
"feeler." The papers are all agreed 
that the Teutons must make full 
reparation for damage done, the 
Herald going as far as to declare 
that nothing but unconditional sur­
render will suit the Allies.

Their nervous shelling of the communi­
cating roads back of the British posi­
tions for many days gave full evidence 
that they knew sooner or later they 
must defend their claims. So it was a 
case of the better side winning.

Started At Dawn.
It was just twenty-five past four 

when the British guns dropped a pro­
tecting barrage before the Canadian 
trenches and the troops leaped over the 
parapet for the charge. Details of the! 
fighting are not yet available but the 
troops swept forward with the invinc­
ible precision which has characterized 
the latest work of the great British 
fighting machine.

NEAR ESTEVAN, SASK.;

Between Hurtebise and Craonne our first lines were
bombarded heavily.

FORMER RUSS EMPEROR
REMOVED FROM CAPITAL;

IS GREATLY DEPRESSED

Copenhagen, Aug. 15.—An American 
of German birth, who was permitted to 
leave Germany recently, says that the 
military authorities there are com­
mencing to take American citizens long 
resident in Germany for military ser­
vice on the ground that they have for­
feited their American citizenship, and 
are now denationalized. Even native- 
born Americans, he says, have in some 
instances been put into the army, but 
the military duty usually applies to na­
turalized citizens of German origin.

The Americans, a number of whom 
have protested to the Spanish embassy, 
it is believed here, have little hope of 
escaping service.

Chicago, August 15.—In response to 
a notice from Herbert C. Hoover, food 
administrator, that the Government 
would undertake the purchase of 
wheat at interior terminals, beginning 
September 1, the directors of the board 
of trade here voted yesterday to dis­
continue all transactions in wheat for 
future delivery after August 25, 1917.

The action was taken in view of the 
suggestion of Mr. Hoover that such 
further transactions would confuse 
rather than stabilize the price.

CLASH COMING IN CHINA.

At the meeting of the board of health 
yesterday afternoon, no appointment 
was made as assistant medical officer 
of health.

“The matter is being considered," 
said Chairman Somerville. "We are; 
not prepared to make an appointment 
now. We certainly will not make a 
recommendation on the salary the coun­
cil has set aside for that position. We 
have already disposed of the application 
of Dr. Weir."

There was a dispute over the salary 
to be paid Dr. W. J. Wilson, the veter­
inary inspector, who has been acting 
in that capacity for the city for some 
months, during the absence of Dr. C. S. 
Tamlin. Chairman Somerville stated 
that this was a matter of adjustment 
between Dr. Wilson and Dr. Tamlin. 
The former complained that the salary 
was not sufficient.

“The board understood that the ar­
rangement was to be made between 
you, said Mr. Somerville. "The mayor 
recommended Dr. Wilson, and we will 
not pay any more than the ordinary 
salary, as that was the amount agreed 
upon. The two veterinaries must set­
tle that between themselves. We will 
not assume any responsibility entered 
into by the mayor in this matter."

Want Cement Walls.
The utilities commission will be re- 

quested to construct cement walls 
around the water basins at Springhank 
Park. Dr. Hill reported that after every 
rain colon bacilli were discovered in 
the water,due to floods from the roads. 
He thought the ponds should be cov­
ered. The argument against this was| 
that the ponds were beauty spots, but; 
this was not valid.

"No city with so good a supply of !

Is the high cost of milk and butter 
in London due in an appreciable meas­
ure to the quantities of ice cream man­
ufactured and consumed, and are chil­
dren suffering from improper nourish- 
|ment because of the high prices for 
these necessary foods? This question 
was raised last evening by Mrs. F. W. 
Hughes, late president of the Union 
Mothers’ Club, and a delegate to the 
food conservation conference recently ! 
held In Toronto, at a meeting of the 
presidents of the women's organiza-I 
tions called in the city hall for the; 
purpose of definitely inaugurating the 
food conservation campaign in London.

“I will probably be criticized for what! 
I am saying," said Mrs. Hughes, • 
"nevertheless 1 believe it is an absolute, 
fact that the high price of milk and j 
butter is in a substantial measure due 
to the wholesale manufacture of ice 
cream. There is no reason why butter 
should be selling at up to 50 cents a 
pound when the cows are on the grass 
in August, or why milk should be 9 
cents a quart. For many families this 
is a real hardship. A kindergarten 
teacher stated recently that she had 
noted the effects on the children of the 
advance in prices. The children were not 
looking so well nourished as formerly, 
and she attributed th)s to the fact that 
they were not getting enough milk and 
butter. The workingman on an ordinary 
wage simply cannot afford to supply a 
family of say, five or six, with sufficient 
milk and butter at present prices. Some 
families have not been buying milk at 
all; others. perhaps, a pint a day.

Saves Her Labor.
"When the wife of a farmer who for­

merly has made her own butter can 
make as much or more and save herself 
the labor by selling her cream to an ice 
cream factory, she can’t be blamed. She 
has so much more strength and energy 
for patriotic work. But that isn’t in the 
best interests of the child life. We can’t 
afford to have the children suffer for 
lack of proper nourishment. I believe 
that the housewives have the solution 
of this high cost of living in a large 
measure in their own hands. So far! 
as ice cream is concerned, it is a lux-i 
ury, excepting for invalids and infants,| 
and, as a luxury, it is one of the things 
people can do without in order to bring 
the necessities within reach for those 
in such circumstances they cannot meet 
the present high prices.”

A murmur of approval was heard 
from different parts of the room, and 

, Mrs. R. M. Graham, who, as representa­
tive for London district on the provin­
cial committee, was in the chair, in 
a brief speech dwelt upon the para­
mount importance of conserving child 
life, particularly in view of the wastage 
of war.

When 
he reverts to civilian life again, he must 
do all in his power to help purify the 
Canadian national life and inaugurate 
clean politics throughout the Dominion."

To the Editor of The Advertiser:

I notice that just lately a lot has been 
said about the berry-pickers in your 
paper, but I notice nothing has been 
said regarding the poor pay. Why we 
cannot get enough for our board. ‘One 
day we worked hard and only made 50 
cents, and another day only made 25 
cents. . If it were not because it was 
patriotic work, I am sure a good many 
girls would cease picking. As it is 
they are disgusted with it. The farmers 
are the ones who gain by having girls. 
They are the only ones who are putting 
money in their pockets, and I doubt if 
our soldiers see a berry. The farmers' 
keep on asking for pickers they do not 
need. Advertisements appear in the 
papers urging girls to join the berry- 
pickers. When those here cannot make 
their board. We are quite willing to 
do our bit, and we do not ask for big 
wages, but we expect a living wage 
and to be treated fairly. For instance, 
one man in S------wanted two girls who 
were speedily got, one from Stratford 
and one from London. On arrival this 
man calmly said he did not need them 
Then again, another farmer, supposed 
to he in need of pickers, made arrange­
ments to meet three of us girls at the 
loop at 8 o’clock, and. needless to say. 
he did not turn up. We are not writing 
this because we are tired of our job. 
We are not; we love our work im- 
mensely, but we think the public should 
know what the berry-pickers put up 
with. For our country's sake we are 
willing to put up with doing men's work 
and getting sunburnt and stiff, but we 
do expect a living wage.

The Temiskaming and North Ontario

An unofficial outline of the Pope’s 
communication was reviewed here this 
morning.

Without Paying a Cent.
Hon. William Pugsley maintained

over without paying a cent for the 
equity of redemption. Instead, it pro­
posed to treat it as a solvent concern, 
apparently, so that an enormous value 
could be placed on the stock shares. 
In the arbitration the company would 
be able to contend that it had not asked 
the legislation, and that it had submit­
ted a satisfactory statement to the 
minister of finance. From the Hansard 
of 1914 Dr. Pugsley read statements 
by Premier Borden, Hon. Mr. Meighen 
and Sir Herbert Ames that immediately 
upon default by the Canadian Northern 
to meet obligation the axe would fall 
automatic.

The proposal of Sir Thomas White 
was designed to secure from the Can­
adian treasury money for the financial 
magnates of Toronto who were in­
volved with Mackenzie & Mann, and 
this in war time, when the credit of 
the country was strained. He said the 
Government should carry out the 1914 
pledge and let the axe fall. The system 
would thus be acquired without further 
expense to the country.

Accepts Premier's Words.
J. E. Armstrong of Lambton said that 

in the railway problem the Government 
was up against the greatest difficulty, 
apart from the war, that had confront­
ed it.

Trunk Lines andLONDON, Aug. 14.—Havelock Wilson, 
president of the National Seamen’s 
Union, in a statement prepared for the 
Associated Press today gave the 
"reasons why British’ seamen cannot 
fraternize with Germans at Stockholm, 
or anywhere else." The document is 
an account of recent sinkings of British: 
vessels in which German submarines 
fired upon open boats, or otherwise 
savagely mistreated the hapless crew.

It was explained that no attempt had 
been made to make a complete list, but 
that examples had been selected more 
or less haphazardly to illustrate the 
reasons for the attitude of the seamen’s 
and firemen’s union towards parleys 
with the enemy. The first instance 
picked out was the already familiar case 
of the British steamship Belgian Prince.

The statement says:
"The SS. Belgian Prince was sunk 

by a submarine July 31. The lifeboats 
were broken up by the Germans and the 
survivors were thrown into the sea 
after being deprived of their lifebelts. 
Forty men were drowned.

"The British SS. Kildale was sunk 
April 12. Fifteen shells, fired at the 
boats while they were pulling clear of 
the ship, killed one seaman.

"The British SS. Westminster was 
sunk December 14. The boats were 
severely shelled by the submarine, the 
captain and mate being killed.

"The British SS. Eavestone was sunk 
February 3. The submarine’s guns 
were turned on the boats, firing shrap­
nel shells, fragments of which swept 
both boats, killing the master, steward 
and three others, and seriously injuring 
the second officer.

"The British SS. Addah was sunk 
June 15. The submarine fired on the 
master's boat, killing eight men. After 
the boat had been sunk and the men 
were swimming about in the water, the 
submarine again fired shrapnel shells 
at them."
