Gun Ijayer.—Sights, tubes, tube box, lanyard,
pricker, vent service, and 6 ft. Imndspike, and for drill
purposes a drill tube.

Xo. 2.—Side arms and support, and a 6 ft. hand-
spike.

No. 3.—A 6 ft. handspike.

No. 4.—Elevating screw, 6 ft. handspike, and as-

No. 5.-6 ft. handspike, wedge wads, and assist

No. 6.—Two cartridge cases, bucket filled and
brush, and for drill purposes a drill cartridge.
