The agreement between the manufacturers embraces all 
sales in Canada and Newfoundland, but does not embrace 
paper exported out of the Dominion, with the exception 
of Newfoundland.

The principal provision of the agreement binds the con­
tracted parties not to quote, offer or agree to sell the 
goods covered by the agreement at lower prices or on bet­
ter terms and conditions than those fixed by the schedule 
of prices agreed upon. In order to keep a check upon one 
another the secretary-treasurer of the association is per­
mitted at all times to have access to the books, papers and 
correspondence of any firm belonging to the association. 
The penalty for violation of the agreement is $500; on or 
before the 15th of each month the members, their agents 
and travellers are to send a solemn declaration to the sec­
retary-treasurer that the agreement has not been violat­
ed. The secretary-treasurer is empowered to investigate 
all charges of violation of the agreement, and if proved to 
impose a fine of not less than $50, and no more than $500.

—The efforts of the Canadian Pacific Kailway Company 
to develop interprovincial trade in Western Canada is 
meeting with success. A year ago the farm products, 
eggs and butter, used in large quantities in the mining 
regions of the Kootenays were almost exclusively supplied 
from the United States, which also furnished Manitoba 
and the Northwest Territories with fruit. There is now 
a large and growing interchange of products between 
Manitoba and the Northwest and British Columbia, and 
these districts find excellent markets in each other's ter- 
tory. The appointment of experts to furnish informa­
tion regarding the packing and shipping of fruit, the edu­
cating of the prairie farmer as to the new market in the 
mines, the reduction in freight rates, quick and satisfac­
tory service, and other concessions made by the Canadian 
Pacific have contributed materially to this result. That 
this work of the railway campany is recognized and appre­
ciated by the fruit growers of British Columbia, is evi­
denced by a resolution unanimously adopted at the annual 
meeting of their association, to the effect that the Can­
adian Pacific Kailway Company and the Government ot 
British Columbia are urged to continue the work carried 
on by Mr. K. M. Palmer, in connection with the transpor­
tation and marketing of the fruit and farm products of 
British Columbia.

—It is reported that the Anglo-American Gypsum Com­
pany, which was incorporated recently under the laws 
of New Jersey, with a capital of $2,000, will take over 
a number of valuable gypsum plants in Canada. 
For this purpose, it is said, the capital stock will probably 
be increased before a great while to something like $8,- 
000,000 to $10,000,000. This has promoted an idea in vari­
ous quarters that the United States Gypsum Company, 
otherwise known as the Trust, is to have an important 
rival. The capital stock of the United States Gypsum 
Company, which was incorporated under the laws of New 
Jersey in December last, has been increased to $7,500,000.

—The cabled announcement that a deputation is to wait 
upon the Colonial Secretary in regard to making provision 
for transporting the Welsh settlers in Patagonia to Can­
ada was in keeping with expectations.
