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PARIS BELLE CASE

Corbin’s Title to the Surface, Except
the Zenith, Confirmed.

MINE GETS THE MINERAL

Chief Justice Davie’s Decision Re-
versed in Many Particulars —Rock
in Place, Abandonment and Neces-
sity for a Bond All Dealt With,

[From our Special Correspondent.]

Yicroria, May 3.—Today the full
court delivered judgment in the appeal
of the Nelson & Fort Sheppard railroad
versus Jerry et al, appellants. The
whole province, and the mining men in-
terested in British Columbia in partic-
lar, have looked forward to this with in-
mense interest. The court upsets the
judgment of the chief justice, except in
go far as the surface rightsoutside the

old Zenith claim are concerned. No
costs are awarded, as Jerry et al failed
in so far as they claimed all the surface
rights as well as the mineral. Th€ main
interest in the case is that it established
what “rock in place’’ meansin locating
mineral claims.

This appeal was from the judgment of
Chief Justice Davie, declaring that the
plaintiff, the. Nelson & Fort Sherpard
railway, were entitled to the exclusive
goeaession of the land on which the

aris Belle and Zenith - claims were
located and further declaring that the
location of the Paris Belle was illegal
and void and granting an injunction.

The Land Grant Law.

The plaintiffs in 1892 obtained from
the legislature a land subsidy for the

comstruction of their railway. Section
five of this act compensates the com-
pany for any lands which were taken up
under either the land or minersl laws in
blocks belonging to the railway, the
crown expressly reserving to free miners
the right of locating claims on such
jands. = Subsequently the crown on
March 8, 18958 granted to the railway
company certain of the subsidy lands in
which the defendants’ claim, the Paris
Belle was located, and the grant ex-
cepted all lands held by pre-emption,

 complsted sale or lease or as mineral

claims, prior to March 23, 1893, and al-
lows entry by miners with compenration
for surface rights.
Justice McCOreight’s Opinion.
On June 15, 1892, the Zenith claim

was located by Joe Noel: A portion was

covered by the Paris Belle location on
December 24, 1894 and recorded Janunary
3, '1895. McCreight in his judgment

gives a short resume of the case, which |

states that the Zenith claim was recorded
June 17, 1892, and so in ordinary courts
was a good claim up to June, 1893. The
chief justice had considered the claim
abandonéd in 1892, but McCreight does

not- s 4th this, but considers it a
good.c*%m*n o June 1893. I’%s‘eemtj

lain to him thas'all claims held before
March 23, 1893, would in no way revert
to the railway. .

What Constitutes a Mineral Claim.

On the contention of the railway that
there is nlo mineral in place to justify
the location of the Paris Belle, McCreight
states that the legislature in its acts has
made a definition which states ‘‘a min-
eral claim shall be marked by two legal
ﬁoem laced as near as possible on the

ine of the ledge or vein.; These words
“ledge or vein”’ are disjunctive, and
show that the legislature did not consider
a vein to be necessary, vhough it might
be sufficient for a location. ““Rock in
place” means ‘ valuable depogits of
mineral,” the word ‘““valuable’’ being de-
fined as ‘‘capable of being valued.”
The applicant, therefore, for a claim
need not swear to the value of the min-
eral found in a place, but merely that he
has found it. MeOreight considers it is

ot intended to subject the miner to
finding a ‘“‘substance’” between defined
walls before recording, as the chief jus-
tice had held, because often a large ex-
penditure is' necessary in order to find
the walls and vein between the walls,
and often without success even as to the
walls. :

The land department appearsto have
adopted a rule thatif land is worth more
for agricultural purposes than mining it
is not mineral land, though it may con-
tain some measures of gold and silver.
It has not been shown that the lands
adjacent to the Paris Belle were of value
for agricultural -rather than mineral

lande. .
Paris Belle Location Valid.
Another ground on which the rights of
the Paris Belle locators cannot be ques-
tioned is the suggestion of location

and record. They obtained their certifi-
cate of improvements on November 8,
1895. Plaintiffs’ act provided that the
validity of such a certificate could not
be impeacb& on any other ground than
fraud. The plaintiffs in their pleadings
raised no objection to the validity of the
certificate, and ' this, therefore, acts as
an estoppal on the plaintiffs. The omis-
sion of the defendants to give security
to the gold commissioner can not, the
judge thinks, have g fatal effect on their

title. g
The Judgment.

MeCreight can not agree with the de-
claration that the location and record of
the Paris Belle claim by Jerry was il-

legal, but thinks the plaintifis are en-
titled to an injunction restraining the
defendants from claiming the right to
sell the surface or deal with it as owners
in fee. The appellants partiy fail and
partly succeed, as their conduct in set-
ting up a wrongful claim disentitles
them to costs, the defendants’ appeal be-
ing against the whole decree of the chief
justice. The injunction, which the
plaintiffs were obliged to apply for, and
which is properly limited to intended

- sales, etc., of land, should be continued.

Justice McCreight concludeés by say-
ing: “We all agree that an inquiry shou d
be made asto what compensation’ the
plaintiffs are entitled to receive in re-
spect to their surface rights.” Walkem
agreed verbally. Drake also agreed, ex-
cept ul;& believing that costs should be

McOoll agrees with McCreight "and
Walkem. ‘“As to rock in place,” he
says, ‘‘it appears to be all rock which
has mnot been broken from the main
body. How valuable its deposit of ore
minerals may be may not be discovered
until extensive work has been done.”

COLUMBIA & WESTERN.

It Was Crowded With Ore Last Week.
Best Gold Mine of All.

The capacity of the Columbia & West-
ern railroad has been taxed to the ut-

most during the past week. The Le Roi
sent its entire output, consisting of 825
tons, to - the Trail smelter. The War
Eagle added 300 tons to this and the
Iron Mask shipped two car loads. The
whole amount of ore shipped to the
Trail smelter last week amounted to

five cars each. ™

These figures furnish very convincing
evidence of the profitableness of this
little road. The rate for carriage charged
up against the ore taken from Rossland
to Trail is $2 per ton. As there were
about 1,150 tons of oreshipped last week
the revenue from this source aloné was
$2.300, or at the rate of nearly $120,000
per annum.

It was built especially for the purpose
by the Canadian General Electric com-
pany. Including the” pipe lines which
convey the water used for power, the
plant has cost complete $35,000. It is
located in the big, building close to the
«“golden stairs,”’ at the foot of Smelter
hill.

The Water Power Plant.
Perhaps the most interesting feature
of the plant is the water supply by

which it is operated. The water comes
from Trail, Rock and Stonv creeks,
and is emptied into a reservoir about
s mile from Trail. This big sheet of
water is tapped by two huge iron con-
duits, one 22 inches and the other 16
inches in diameter, that carry the water
to the edge of the smelter flat, directly
above the electric station. Here the 16-
inch pipe divides ]
the contents goes
in disintregating the slag. The rest,
with the contents of the other pipe,
shoots +own the hill to the power house
below through a big rivited steel pipe.
This pipe, which is 22 inches in dia-
meter, falls about 200 feet at an average
of 40 degrees. This gives a standing
pressure of 100 pounds to the square
inch at the botitom.

Just before entering the power house
the pipe divides 80 that it throws its
force against two big Pelton wheels,
which generate 400 horse power.

The Big Dynamo.

From the Pelton wheels the power is

carried by big belts to the electric ma-

chines, which are three in number.
Chief among these is the power genera-
wr of 260° horse power, which is the
Jargest machine of its class in the _prov-
ince. This is to replace the steam on-
gines in the smelter apd consequently
an €normous Saving in fuel will be ef-
fected. The electricity from the genera-
tor. will be transmitted into tangible
power through two motore of 125 horse
power, each of which is already installed
in the smelter. :

The other dynamos in the power house
are an incandescent machine of 1000-
light capacity and a machine for opera-
ting the fifteen arc lights used. The
switch boards are begutiful contrivances
of marble finished in nickle plated trim-
mings.

In the smelter proper there are about
100 incandescent ahd 13 arc lights: The
railway department has about 80 lights,
the general offices of the smelter, 20, the
mess house 30 and the smelter 20. One
arc light is placed on the stairway up the
hill. and another in front of the railroad
ghops. The rest of the supply i8 in use
by the stores and residences of Trail.

NEWINDUSTRY AT NELSON

Portland Firm to Start a Foundry

and Machine Shop.

With Wholesale Houses and a Daily
Paper Promised the Town Is Put-
ting On Metropolitan Airs.

NELsoN, May 4.—[Special.]—The Nel-
son Hydraulic company has given a five-
year lease of the placer ground on Forty
Mile creek to D. W.McVicar. A force
of seven men has been put to work, but
this force will soon be increased to ten,
when two shifts will be run. The lessee
has great hopes that the property
will handsomely remunerate him for
time and labor expended.

The firm of J. A. Honeyman & Sons of
Portland : Oregon, has decided to locatea
foundry and -machine shop in this city,

and has secured a siteon the water front,
east of the city wharf. The machinery

is to be brought from Portland, where

the firm has a large concern of the same
kind. About 12 machinists will be given
employment as soon as+the firm is ready
to receive orders, which it is hoped will
be in about five weeks.

The citv council has asked the govern-
ment to place on the market at as early
4 date as practicable the balance of the
unsold lots within the city limits. This
reasonable request will doubtless be ac-
ceded to, and will be much appreciated
as a step in the up building of the city.!

New Wholesale Houses.
Within a couple of weeks three elab-
orate wholesale firms have made Nelson

their headguarters for the Kootenay
country. They are the George E. Tucker
& Son Company, of Hamilton, Ont., rep-
presented by B. J. Mighton, as sole
agent ; Teronto Type foundry, with J. C.
Crome, of Palmer & Rey, Portland, as
representative; and Smith, Fisher &Co.,
St. Jerome, Que., whose western busi-
ness will be handled by M. MeDonald,
popularly known as “Little Mack.”
These new wholesale housep will add
greatly to Nelson’s commercial prestige,
and with the establisl ment of the new
smelter, Honeyman’s foundry, and a
daily paper, not to mention a number of
lesser enterprises, it would seem that
this city’s ambition to be the business
metropolis of this portion of the province
is on the eve of attainment.

The effect of the threatened passage of
the alien amendment to the new min-
ing law has been that the recorder’s
office did about twice the business in
issuing licenses to those who are not

be deprived of prospecting privileges by
an unwise amendment.

Oampbell to be the mayor’s stenographer
were read. The first application was re-

ferred to the police commissioners and

the last three to the finance committee.
Applications for inspectorshipe from
George Walker, Alex. MeGowan, John
McLaren, W. B. Williamson and A.- G.
Creelman and that of A. L. Anderson to
be timekeeper were referred to the fin-
ance committee. A letter from T. L
Long, eity - engineer, recommending for
his assistant Mr. Harp was referred to
the committee on public works. A com-
munication from Mr. Chipman of To-
ronto stating that he would be glad to
negotiate with the city in regard to

THE LE ROI SM ELTER.

o

While the officers of the Le Roi com-

y decline to make any - statement of

. their plans for the future, this much is
known: Col. I. N. Peyton and James
Breen will leave for the north this morn-
ing. The impression prevails that the
gentlemen are going to select a location
or the new smelter. It is understood
that no definite location for the smelter

has been agreed upon. The Le Roi com-
pany will engage in smelting as & busi-
ness proposition without any sentiment
in the maiter, and the smelter will be
located where it appears, all things being
considered, to the ﬁst interests of the
company.

The above is from yesterday’s Spokes-
man-Review, and we have no doubt
states the factsin connection with the
Le Roi company’s project to build a
smelter of its own, so far as they are
known to the gemeral public. The Le
Roi is understood to have definitely de-
cided to build and operate a 300-ton
plant, and to build it at once. The only
matter which is yet undecided, and it is
a very important one, so far as Rossland
is concerned, is the site for the plant.

The Le Roi ¢company is going into this
smelting business ‘o “strictly ~business

£

principles.. Tt will be run in connection

with the mine with a view to adding to

its profits. The site which assures them
of the lowest raté of treatment, freight
and everything else considered, will
therefore be the one which will most
commend itself to them. The choice ap-
pears to lie between two sites—one in
Canada and one in the United States.
The former is close to Rossland—the lat-
ter is at Northport. ’

Under the present conditions it is
said that the cost of smelting at North-
port would be about 80 cents a ton less
than at Rossland, though it is certain
that once the Crow’s Nest railway is
built the Oanadian site will be prefer-
able. Then again fluxes are believed to
be more immediately available at North-
port, and there would be no duty to pay
on smelter machinery or material to
construct the necessary buildings.

That fluxes can be found close to Ross-
land we think altogether likely. There
is a belt of lime in the mountains lying
along the line of the Red Mopntain rail-
way near Barney’s ranch, and it is said
that much of it is a high grade flux.

A very serious addition to the cost of
a smelter in Rossland would be the duty
which would have to be paid on the ma-
terial entering into the construction of
the smelter. The machinery is, of
course, entitled to free admission under

the new tariff, but the brick and other

material is probably not. To seeure for
Canada such a valuable addition to its
industries as this smelter is surely well
worth some concesaions on the part of
the Dominion government. The people
of Rossland should unite in a petition to
Premier Laurier asking him to make it
possible for the Le Roi company to im-
port all the material it needs for the
construction of the plant free of duty.
Could such an assurance be given the
Le Roi company we believe it would

~turn the scale in favor of the Rossland
gite.

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WILL NOT CLOSE UP

Rossland Brokers Will Keep the
Mining Exchange Going.

ONLY ONE CALL EACH DAY

Official Quotations and Sales Will Be
Given Out as Heretofore for the In-
formation of Investors—Spokane’s
Exchange Cuts No Figure.

C. O’Brien Reddin’s resolution to dis-
incorporate the mining exchange and
distribute the assets among the mem-
bers, was tabled at Monday’s business
meeting by a. vote of 21 to 16. Mr.
Reddin will revive the resolution very
goon, so he says, and he claims that by
' the time it comes up again he will suc-
eeed in carrying it, but this does not
seem likely.

The resolution was moved by Mr.
Reddin «fter a motion had been carried,
only those members of the exchange
voting who were British subjects, to wire
Speaker Higgins at Victoria a very

strong protest against the Alien amend-
ment. The American members of the
exchange refrained from voting on the
Erotest motion on the suggestion of Mr.

innard, who stated that the impression
had become prevalent at Victoria that it
was the aliens who were making the
fight on the amendment.

When Mr. Reddin read his motion to
dissolve the exchange, he supported his
action by stating that the exchange was
doing more harm to Rossland than any
other ontc thing. Hesstated that be had
the positive assurance that the old ex-
change in Spokane would close if the
Rossland organization did so. On being
informed by A. E. Smith that the old
exchange was already closed, Mr. Reddin
stated that the new exchange would
also close if the Rossland exchange dis-
incorporated. S S

Speaking further of the local exchange
Mr. Reddin said that the commissions
from the stock sold on the floor since the
opening day would not pay tue office
rent for one firm during the time. He
declared that the exchange interfered
with Rossland’s development, becauae
no treasury stocks were sold, and when
treasury stocks are not sold there is no
monev spent in developing the mines.
He cited as instances a number of mirf®
on Ked mountain and Monte Cristo
mountain which were idle because no
treasury stocks had been sold.

In clogsing Mr. Reddin said it was
purely a business proposition with the
members of the exchange, and that they
would all sooner or later realize that the
exchange was a detriment to the camp.

J. B. Johnson seconded Mr. Reddin’s
motion. :

R. C. Pollett rose to oppose the resolu-
tion. He said that the exchange did not
hurt the camp half as much as the sale
in the east of Rossland stocks at prices
50 per cent lower than the market prices
of the same stocks in Rossland. He de-
elared that before the exchange opened
and stocks were uniformly quoted, a
person could walk down Columbia ave-
nue and see the same stocks marked at
five different prices on brokers’ hoards..
This, Mr. Pollett said, cqused prospec-
tive buyers to fight shy of Rossland
stocks.

A. E. Smith moved, as an amendment
to Mr. Reddin’s motion, that the resolu-
tion he tabled. Ernest Kennedy second-
ed Smith’s motion.

D. D. Birks rose and partially sup-
ported Mr. Reddin’s stand, modifying it
however, by saying that the exchange
ought to be continued, altheugh it was
not wise to publish over the country the
quotations of the Rossland exchange.

Mr. Reddin asked for the roll call on
Mr. Smith’s amendment. Before the
vote was called for, Vice-President F.
W. Rolt, who was presiding, explained
that those voting for Mr. Smith’s mo-
tion intended that the resolugion should
not be discussed further. Those voting
against the motion, he explained, wished
to have the discussion of the resolution
to disincorporate extended. The vote as
called, was 21 for and 16 against Smith’s
motion to table. That ended Mr. Red-
din’s resolution for the time being.

Various other matters of business fol-
lowed. The question of securing more
commodious guarters for the exchange
occupied considerable time, and an ad-
journment was taken until after the
afternoon call. When the meeting was
resumed a motion was made by Mr. Pol-
Jett to the effect that in the future the
names of firms making sales on the ex-
change be not printed, as it was too
much in the nature of a ‘‘free advertise-
ment’’ at the expense of the exchange.
Ernest Kennedy moved as an amend-
ment to the motion, that the names be
printed as heretofore. The amendment
carried.

_ A motion to have but one call on the
exchange daily carried, and as a result
only one call, that at 2 o’clock in the
afternoon, except on Saturdays when it
Xill be at 10:30 a. m., will be taken each

y.

Mr. Reddin, in conclusion, moved a
vote of thanks to Vice-President Rolt for
the impartial manner in which he pre-
sided and ruled on all questions. The
motion was seconded and made unanim-
ous. Mr. Rolt acknowledged the com-
pliment in fitting rerms.

The Mining Members Who -Are Sup-
porting This Infamous Bill—Pro-
vincial Government Pursuing the
Same Policy as in Kootenay.

Eprror Miner: 8Sir,—The house at
present is discussing one of the most
important bills which has ever been

The provi-
sions are that for every mile of railway
that the company constructs they shall
be entitled to 10,240 acres of mineral

ernment states, is to assist the free miner

in entering the country to prospect, and

should the aforesaid free miner succeed
in finding any claim, whether placer or
quartz, or of any other description; he
shall pay over to the company one-half
of what he washes from his pan or ex-
tracts from his claim. He is also forced
to work the claim on half shares with
the company, willingly or unwillingly.
The public, without exception, is furi-
ous over this last fatal giveaway of the
ople. I may have gone too far in say-
img that the government has given the
company the amount of acreage stated,
1 should, to be more correct, have stated
that they have leased ‘the company the
lands, but the time in the lease, 50 years,

Fearful Loss of Life at a Bazaar
in Paris.

Scores of Bodies Burned Past all Recog-
nition—Injured and Missing Reck-
oned by Hundreds—Aristocracy of
Paris Plunge into Mourning.

Paris, May 4.—A frightful disaster,
involving the loss of probably 200 lives
and the serious and maybe fatal injury
of twice us many more, overtook ‘this
city this evening, when * the Grand
Bazaar took fire and was burned to the
ground.

The victims of thie calamity include
many members of the aristocracy. The
others killed and injured are all of the
better class, as the bazaar was attended
on,iy by that element.

he fire occurred at a few minutes
after four o’clock, when the building, a
temporary wooden gtructure, was fast
filling with people. Like lightning the
flames spread.

Suddenly cries of ‘Fire!” “Fire !”’
rang out.
~ords was indescribable. Women
shrieked and fainted, children sqreamed,
strong men grew pale and a wild rush
for the exits began. :

No Rescue Was Possible.

Very soon after the alarm was given
assistance was hurried to the burning
bazaar and effective help was rapidly
organized. The police officers strove en-
ergetically to release the victims from

‘the burning building, butevery door was

jammed with struggling, terror-stricken
women. Although an alarm was sent
out with reasonable promptness the
whole wooden structure was blazing be-
fore the firemen could approach the ba-
zaar, and when tLey were within a short
distance »f it the roof and almost the
whole building collapsed almost imme-
diately, falling upon the unfortunate
people, many of whom are supposed to
have been previously suffocated.

Over 100 Deaths Certain.

“In spite of the efforts of the firemen
some time elapsed before the charred

bodies could be pulled from the burning
mass of debris. The prefect, M. Lepine,
was one of the first officials to reach the
scene. He directed the operations for
the  recovery of the bodies. In the
meanwhile the pumps ‘played on the
burning ruins and as the work progress-
ed and the inquiries became more
numerous it was seen that the death
rate would also be much higher than at
first estimated. ;
inutes the bodies of thirty
dead had been taken from the uilding
and laid on the sidewalk a block istant.
They presented
charred and bloodﬁy, gsome with their
clothes burned off, and others with
hands and feet missing. The reflection
of the flames as it lit up the faces of the
dead, added to the horror of the sight.
The police officials this evening say
they believe it to be certain that the
number of deaths will exceed 100, re-
calling the terrible fire at the Opera
Comique. Among the injured are the
Duchesse de Latorre, the Princess Kotch-
onbout, the Vicomtesse Davinal, and
Mesdames Moreau, Dabreuil, Malezieux,
Fuger Challemel, Hecamier and St.

Hospitals Full of Injured.
