Even though English women have
long been , devoted to .out-of-door
sports and athletics — two things
supposed to mak: women somewhat
nolsy—their perfect control of volce
and their belief in it as an essen-
tial mark of good breeding, haa been
a® carefully preserved as though it
were—and ' rightly—their most pre-
clous possession. Even among Eng-
lish women who have become public
speakers, their voices are at once
remarkable and beaatiful to uwe of
the Rew world. Those of us who
had the rare pleasure of hearing
Mre .Annie Bosant when she was
here will not soon forget her mar-
vellous ’cello-like voice, so full, so
rich, ®0 low, uvvery note of it like
music, and with a carrying power
greater than any of the.high-pitch-
ed Ameorican voices of which we hear
80 many in these days of public wo-
men. There are those who contend
that the difference between the
voices is largely attributable to cli-
mate ; but it would surely be nearer
the truth to admit that tho high-
pitched, gasal voices of the women
across the line are the inevitable
result of carelessness—the happy-go-
lucky carelessness to refinement of
a nation so engrossed in the pur-
suit of material things that it has
bhad no time to spend on trifles like
voice cultivation and repression. The
peculiar and unenviable voice which
i’ now characteristic of American
women i8 a part with their oasy
manners, their lively unconven-
tivnality, their cordial lack of cere-
mony with strangers.

Canadian women have much to
learn from the mother country in the
matter of cultlvating and controlling
the speaking voice, and ever thing
to avoid in the American influence
that lies 50 much nearer our door.
The Canadian girl has, as a rule, an
exceadingly pleasant voice, and when
she has been carefully watched by
her teachers in the schools to which
she is sent, her voice leaves little to
be desired.

Night?

Talmage Describes Scenes To Bé Witnessed in Al §
Large Cities During Hours of the Nig

‘Washington, Oct. 13.—In this dis-
course Dr. Talmage describes some of
the scenes to be witnessed late at
night in the great cities and warns the
unwary of many perils; text, Isaiah
xxi, 11, “Watchman, what of the
night?”

‘When night came down on Babylon,
Nineveh and Jerusalem. they needed
careful watching, otherwise the incen-
diary’s torch might have been thrust
into the very heart of the metropolitan
splendor, or enemies, marching from
the hills, might have forced the gates.
All night long, on tep of the wall and
in front of the gates, might be heard
the measured step of the watchman on
his solitary beat; silence hung in air,
save as some passerby raised the ques-
tion, “Watchman, what of the night?”

It i8 to me a deeply suggestive and
solemn thing to see a man standing
guard by night! It thrilled through
me as at the gate of an arsenal in
Charleston the question once smote me,
“Who comes there?”’ followed by the
sharp command, “Advance and give the
countersign.” Every moral teacher
stands on picket or patrols the wall as
watchman., His work is to sound the
alarm, and whether it be in the first
watch, in the second watch, in the
third watch or in the fourth watch to
be vigilant until the daybreak flings its
“morning glories” of blooming cloud

That
light in the window I3 the light of
the watcher, for the medicines must
be administered, and the fever must
be watched, and the restless tossing
off of the coverlid must be resisted,
and the ice must be kept on the not
temples, and the perpetual prayer
must go up from hearts soon to be
broken.

Oh, the third watch of the night!
What a stupendous thought—a whole
city gt rest! Weary arm preparing for
to-nfrrow’s toil. Hot brain being
cooled off. Rigid muscles relaxed. Ex-
cited nerves soothed. The white hair
of the octogenarian in thin drifts acroes
the pillow, fresh fall of flakes on snow
already fallen. Childhood, with its
dimpled hands thrown out on the pil-
low and with every breath taking in a
nev store of fun and frolic, Third
watch of the night! God's slumberless
eyes will look. Let one great wave of
gefreshing slumber roll over the heart
of the great town, submerging care
and anxiety and worriment and pain.
Let the city sleep.

But, my friends, be not deceived.
There will be to-night thousands
who .will not sleep at all. Go up
that dark® alley, and be cautious
where you tread lest you fall over
the prostrate form of a drunkard ly-
ing on his own doorstep.

The
clerks of the etore take a hand af-
ter the shutters are put up, and the
officers of the court while away their
time while the jury is out.

In Baden-Baden, when that city
was the greatest of all gambling
places on ecarth, it was no unusual
thing the next morning, in the woods
around about the city, to find the
suspended bodies of euicides. What-
ever be the splendor of surround-
ings,. there is no excuse for this
crime, The thunders of eternal de-
struction roll in the deep rumble of
that = gambling tenpin alley, and as
men come out to join the long pro-
cession of sin all the drums of death
beat the dead march of a thousand
souls.

In the third watch of the night
also drunkenness does its worst. The
drinking will be respectable at 8
o'clock in the evening, a little flushed
at 9, talkative and garrulous at
10, at 11 blasphemous, at 12 the
hat falls off, at 1 the man falls to
the floor, askirg for more drink.
Strewn through the drinking saloons
of the city, fathers, husbands, sons,
as good as you are by nature, per-
haps better. In the high circles of
society it is hushed up. A mer-
chant prince, if he gets noisy and
uncontrollable, is taken by his fel-
low revelers, who try to get him to
bed or take him home, where he falls
flat in the entry. Do not wake up
the children. They have had dis-
grace enough. Do not let them
know it. Hush it up. But some-
times it cannot be hushed up when
the rum touches the brain and the
man becomes thoroughly frenzied.
Such a one came home, having been
absent for some time, and during
his absence his wife died, and she
lay in the next room, prepared for
the obsequies, and he went in and
dragged her by the locks and shook
her out of her shroud and pitched
her out of the window. Oh, when
rum touches the brain you cannot
hush i% up!

My friends, you see all around about
you the need that something radical be
done. You do not see the worst. In
the midnight meetings in London a
great multitude have been saved. We
want a few hundred Christian men and
women to come down from the highest
circles of society to toil amid these
wandering and destitute ones and
kindle up a light in the dark alley,
even the gladness of heaven.

the right way. I said to him, “Why
don’t you give up your bad habits and
become a Christian?” I remember now
just how he looked, leaning over his
counter, as he replied: “I wish I could.

I
close my eyes to this last act of the
tragedy. Quick, quick! Ring the
bell and let the curtain drop. “Re-
joice, O young man, in thy youth,
and let thy heart rejoice in the days
of thy youth, but know thou that
for all these things God will bring
you into judgmert. “There is a
way that seemeth right to a man,
hut the end thereof is death.”

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V.

Death of Joseph.—Gen. 50: 15-26,

Commentary.—Let us study ecare-
fully the intervening history. 1. Jos-
eph sending for his father. 45: 17-
28. Pharaoh and his servants were
well pleased when they knew that
Joseph's brethren had come. The
king: joine with Joseph in sending
for Jacob and their [amiily. Great
provisions were made for their jour-
ney. The journey to Egypt. 46:
1-27. “Immediately the whole fam-
ily prepared to move to Egypt with
their flocks and movable property.
The journey was about 250 miles
along the usual earavan route; but
it was a hard, long journey for an
old man, with* women and children,
and flocks and herds. When they
reached Beer-sheba God sent Jacob
a vision for his encouragment, con-
firming the ancient promises and
bidding him go on to Egypt.” The
number of Jacob’'s children that
went down into Ezypt, including his
sons’ wives, was seventy-five. Acts
7: 14.

3. The meeting of Jacob and Jos-
eph. 46: 28-34. When Jacob reach-
ed the land of Goshen Joseph went
forth in his chariot to meet his fath-
er. Joeeph fell on his father's neck
“and wept on Lis neck a good while.”
It been nearly twenty-three
vears since Joseph had left his fath-
er to go to Shcehem.

4. The meeting of Jacob and Phar-
aoh, 47, 1-10. “First Joseph select-
ed dive of his brethren and intro-
dueced them to Pharaoh, who 'welcom-
ed them, and bade Joseph give offi-
cial positions to any who proved
themselves men of aetivity, energy
and ab'lity. Then Joseph introduced
his father to the king. Here Joseph
shows the ncbleness of his char-
acter in not being ashamed of his
father.

. B. Jacob blessing his sons. Cl
tere xliviil, xlix.. The time was ap-
gmulng when Jacob knew he must

@; he i@ sick and pearly blind. Jo-
seph took his two sons, 3
and Ephraim, to his father, who
bleesed them, *In ' this escene we
need bnt. notice the prophetic adop-
tion of Ephraim and Masasseh, as his
own sons and heads of tribas, and the
giving of the chief bledsing to Eph-
raim, the yonuger.” Ephraim be-
came the leading tribs next to Judah.
Just before his death Jacob prophe-
sled concerning his sons and pro-
nounced blessings upon thém.

6. Jacch's death and burial. xlix,
29 to 50; 14. Jacob was 147 years
of age when he died. Belore his
death he secured a solemn ghdco
from Joseph that he would not bury
him In Egypt (xlvii. 20-81), and later
he charged them to bury him in the
cave where Abraham and Isaac were
burled.  These instructions were all
carefully carried out.

15. Baw that their - father was
dead—""1his at once argues both a
sense of ilt in their own coasci-
ences, and a want of confidence in
their brorher.”

16. Thy father did command—Al-
though this is not recorded else-
where, it  was ugndoubtedly trae.
They had probably asked their fa-
ther to help them in their trouble.
Jacob must have advised them to
humble themselves before thair bro-
ther, and obtain a fresh assurance
of his forgiveness. .

17. Forgive, ete. — These words
were wonderfully- well chosen, and
were spoken in a way to appeal
in .the most forcible manner to
Jomseph’s piety and filial =affection.
They cast themselves wholly on his
mercy. Joseph wept—How touching!
“He wept out of sympathy with
their deep sorrow of many years
which nothing but forgiveness and
reconciliation could alleviate.”—Pe-
loubet. NI ) ;

18. Fell dotwwn—Thus again and
again do, we see the fulfllment of
Jogeph's dreams in a remarkable
manner. xxxvil. 5-8.

19 In the place of God—I have
forgiven you and the matter is
pojw between you and God. I am
not your judge to puuish you.

20. Ye meant evil (R. V.j—And
what they did was just as wicked
as ithough the results had been dis-
astrops. They iuntended It for evil,
and God judges according to the
motive which prompts the act. God
meant it for good (R. V.)—God over-
ruled their wickedness and made it
work out good. !

22. Dwelt in,K Egypt—He continued
in Egypt until the time of his déath,
which was fifty-four years after the
death of his father. His father’s house
—All the descendants of Jacob re-
mained in Egypt 144 years after the
death of Joseph. An hundred and ten
yvears—He was seventeen years old
when he came to Egypt, thirteen
years were spent in slavery and
prison and eighty years on the
throne; for it is probable that he
retained his high office to the close
of his life.

28. Upon Joseph's knees—They were
educated by him, or under his direc-
tion ; his sons and their children con-
tinued to acknowledge him as patri-
arch, or head of the family, as long
a® he lived.—Clarke.

24. Will surely visit you—Joseph had
unbounded confidence in the promises
made to his ancestors. The Egyptian
throne had not weaned his affections
from the true God. He died in the
“full assurance of faith.” Bring you
out—"Though you have everything
that can make life comfortable, yet
this is not the land given by coven-
ant, the land which represents the
rest that remains for the people of
God.”

25. Carry up my bones—"“That 1
may finally rest with my ancestors
in the land which God gave to Abra-
ham. and which is a pledge as it is
a type of the kingdom of Heaven.”

£6. They embalmed him—The Egyp-
tians had special phyeicians for each
disease; the embalmers forming a
class by themselves.—Hom.

PRACTICAL SURVEY.

The history of Joseph as recorded
in the Bible reveals the fact that his
Iife was an eventiul<n-. It was what
we might expect of one whose piety
developed so early in 1fe.

One thing s certain, if his brothers
had not been wicked they would not
have persecuted their younger bro-
ther as they did—lying about him
and selling nim into tlavery. They
meant it for evil, but God turned it
for good, gs He often does such
things. x

Our lesson begins with the death
and burial of his father Jacob. His
removal from the family stems to
furnish fresh occasion for his breth-
ren, to fear, and they s2nt a messen-
ger to Joseph wtih' n fresh lie in his
mouth [(?) Ed.]), that Jacob before he
died had ecounselled forgiveness for
their evil deeds. They furnish a clear
cage of the old adage, “A guilty con-
scicnce needs no accuser.” They  had
nothing to fear from such & man j
cne who had always sought thelr

driving levers and are so nicely ar-
ranged—those on the downward
grade being two-thirds heavier than
those on the upward grade in action
—that & natural falling of the
weights on the former grade insures
perpetual motion.

A cessation of the driving force
can only be effected by preventing
the weights from falling, and this
is done by a very simple contrivance
in the form of a spring which acts
on all the weights simultancously.
Taking a wheel forty feet in diamot~
er and three feet wide, it is estimat-
ed that it will carry 1,050 weights
and that the driving power will be
equal to 1,448% tons from the oen*
tre of the wheel. The cost of con-
struction is about one-sixth the cost
of machinery for steam power, and
it is also claimed that the new mo-
tive poyer will reduce the working
expenses 95 per cent.

The working model has been sub<
jected to continuous tests, as it is
apparently capable, like the ~brooks,
of ‘‘going on forever,” which, of
course, is what is expected of un in¢
vention claiming to constitute a so*
lution of the secret of perpetual mo-
tion.

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It can be molded

A Remarkable Bridge.

An aerial ferry in place of a bridge,
has been constructed and opened
across the Seine at Rouen. To avoid
interfering with the shipping, no
structure was built in the stream
or near its surface. A horizontal
flooring, sustained by steel towers,
and suspension cables, was stretched
across the river at an elevation of
167 feet, and on this flooring run
rollers driven by electricity. From
the rollers is suspended by steel
ropes a car, which moves at the
level of the wharves on ‘the river
banks. The car is 36 feet in width,
and 42 feet in length, and is furnish-
cd like a ferry boat, with accommo-
dations for carriages and foot pas-
sengens. The ropes that carry the
car are interlaced diagonally in such
a way that all swinging motion is
avoided.

A Good Deal of Feeling Over
it in England.

DID THE KING INTERFERE?

London, Oct. 29.—The leaders of
the Liberal organizaiion deny that
any meeting ol the Liberal leaders
has been called, as cabled to the
United States by a news agency, to
consider the advisabllity of issuing
a manifesto to the country calling
on the government to resign or call
a special session of Parliament lo
discuss the Boer war, the dismissal
of Gen. Buller and other matters.

The efforts made by several of the
London daily newspapers 1o create
a feeling In General Buller’s favor are
patently due to thelr desire to make
party capital, as these papers, be-
fore the action of the War Office
could ecarcely say anything bad
enougl: about the general, for whom
they have now taken up the cudgels.
They have succeeded, however, in
working up a certain amount of po-
pular enthusiasm which finds vent in
music hall demonstrations wherever
Gen. Buller’s name is mentioned.

A great meeting of sympathy in
Hyde Park is now uader considera-
tion, and thero is talk of the pre-
sentation to the general of asword
of honor as a natienal tribute. In
the west of England, where tGeneral

. Buller's home is situated, the feel-
Ing runs high. Irequent meetingse
have been helid to denounce the Gov-
‘ernment’s action.

An Unilikely Story.

The men escaped,
and the local constables attempted
to arrest them at their homes. Mel-
ville asked to be allowed to put on
his coat, but threw a large fur coat
over the head of the constable stand-
ing nearest him and jumped from the
window. This was the last seen of
himy. When they reached Luther’s
house and forced open the door they
found that he had jumped from an
upper window «cantily elad, and
joined his brother among the tall
timber. This oceurred in November
inst. Chief Inspector Marray, of the
Provineial force, went down, and
learning that the men had left the
country took out extradition papers.
Nothing further was done at that
time. but Luther returned to Canada,
thinking the storm had blown overy
and Inspector Murray had him ar-
rested.

At the trial no fewer than fourteen
witnesses swore that on the night
of the outrage Hall was seventeen
miles away from the stick of dyna-
mite.

it on a part of the house in Lan-
caster, where his wife and four chil-
dren were living, and made a delib-
erate attempt to burn the house and
its inmates. He was sent to King-
ston for five years.

o'clock this afternoon Mrs. ‘Laylor
step into a rowboat to which
the barrel had been attached, and
manned by Fred T1ruesdale and Wm.

Be-
fore reaching the brink of the
Horseshoe it had unearly a mile of
will. tempestuous rapids  to navi-
gate. These rapils ponsist of a
series of cascades, and by some are
considered more dangerous and pic-
turesque than the Whirlpool Rapids.
The barrel while going down this
long stretch of tossing walers was
watched by thousands of people who
had come down from Buffalo and
other neighboring towns.

Pluuged Over the Kalls.

1t was Just 4.23 p.m. when the bar-
rel plunged over the Horseshoe Falls,
having taken nearly twenty minutes
to make the trip down. Many bets
were made that the woman was dead
before she reached the falls. The
barrel reappeared inside of a minute
in the bollinft waters below, and then
it commenced to circle around and
gradually eame nearer . the shore,
until it was caught in an eddy and
whirled up tewards some rocks, on
which a party of four men—John
RRoss, engineer of the Maid of the
Mist : Kid Brady, Carlisle D. Graham
and Harry Williams—were waiting
for it. They seized the barrel at
4.40 p.m., pulled it out cf the water,
and ripped off the cover to the man-
hole. They saw Mrs. Taylor move
and speak, and waved thelr hands
to the crowd above. That “was the
signal that the woman was alive,
and a big shout went up from) the
crowds on the banks.

It ‘was impossible to get Mrs. Tay-
lor out in her exhausted condition.
Part of the top of the barrel was
sawed off and the woman lifted out.

MANY JUMP TO DEATH.

Number of Victime Not Yet Known,
But Eleven Bodies Had Early
Been Recovered — Building Full
of Inflammable Material.

. Philadelphia, Oct. 29.—A fierce fire
is raging on Market street, between
12th and 18th streets, and it is
feared heavy loss of life ia in-
volved.

The fire started at 10.30 a. m.,
in the nine-story building owned by
Hunt, Wilkinson & Co., furniture
and ' upholstering manufacturers.
Although the structure was fire-
proof, it was filled from cellar to
roof with highly inflammable ma-
terial, and in a few minutes flames
were bursting from every wiadow,
making it impossible for the fire-
men to assist those in the burning
bullding.

Hundreds of men and women were
employed by the firm, and a great
many were kiiled and injured. Up to
11 co’clock 11 bodies hauve been rve-
moved to the morgue, and it is cer-
tain that others were killed.

Nuvcking deenes.

The flames spread so quickly that
nearly everybody who cowd get vut
was compeied to jump from the fire
escapes W the rear, which fronts on
a narrow strect. When the liremen
renghed the scene this siwreet was
literaly pued up with the bodies of
people wno had jumped. Some were
aead, others were daying. Lying on
the fire escape at the fifth story in
full view of thousands of spectators
wa® a body roasted, to a ewmder, and
other objects on the [fire escape
higher up were believed to be bodies.

ac-Fire U'rap.

Eye-witnesses say the flames
spread witn remarkable rap.dity.
This they say wag due to the fact
that much naphtha, varnish, excel-
gior and other highly inflammable
material were used by the firm. Em-

‘ployees who started, down 2 lire

escape in tne rear I the buil.lug be-
fore the flames were visible from the
street were compelled to jump belore
they had travelled two stories, be-
cause of the flames breaklng through
the windows,

; Jumping for Life.

The first firemen who arrived on-
the scene devoted their energies en-
tirely to the work of rescue. Nets
were spread in the front and rear
of the building, and some who jumped
were saved in this way. One woman
jumped from one of the windows of
the market street front, but the
smoke blinded her and she missed
the net, striking the pavement and
dying instancly. In - the rear, a
young girl who jumped from one of
the top stories caught on the fire
escape at the third story, and the
flames bursting from the window,
burned her body to a grisp in al-
most no time. Two men, one white
and one colored, emerged from the
fourth story, stood on the fire es-
caps witht the flames all around
them. The white man danced up and
down and appeared to be bereft of
his reason. The colored man stood
for a few seconds and then jumped
to’ his death below.

BATTLE OF SANTIAGO.

Admiral Schley Tells the Story,
Clearing Up Important Polnts.

Washington, Oct. 29.—When the
Schley Court of Inquiry adjourned to-
day Admiral Schley had not com-
pleted his testimony in chief.

Dipiomat Kears the Worst.

Two Men Convicted of At-
tempted Murder.

DYNAMITER AND CREMATER,

At the Cornwall Fall Assizes two
very bad men were put out of the
way for terms of seven and five
years. The first was Luther Hall,
ihe head of a gang which has ter-
rorized the neighborhood of Williams-
burg for some time.

One of the gang was brought to
{rial for stealing harness, and a con-
viction was registered against him.
Evidence against him was given, de-
spite threats, by a farmer named
McPhee and members of his family.
The night after the trial McPhee, his
wile, his daughter and her husband
were disturbed by a noisc in an out-
house between 11.30 and 12 o'clock.
On foreing the door they found a man,
who, they sald, was Luther Hall,
carrying off a erock of butter, while
n sccond thief, said to be Melville
Hall, his brother, was stealing other
things.  McPhee shouted to them
that they had stolen from him long
eaough, and he proposed to denounce
them. 3

About an hour later McPhee, who
was on guard, fearing an attack,
saw from an upstairs window the
two brothers light a fuse attached
to n stick of Jdynamite and place
it against the house.  The explosian
that followed broke the windows,
shook the house and stunned a child
who was in it. The men escaped,
and the local constables attempted
to arrest them at their homes. Mel-
ville asked to be allowed to put on
his coat, but threw a large fur coat
over the head of the constable stand-
ing nearest him and jumped from the
window. This was the last secen of
him. When they reached Luther's
house and forced open the door they
found that he had jumped from an
upper window scantily elad, and
joined his brother among the tall
timber. - This oceurred in November
inst. Chief Inspector Marray, of the
Provineial force, went down, and
learning that the men had left the
conntry 1ook ont extradition ‘papers.
Nothing further was done at that
time. but Luther returned to Canada,
thinking the storm had blown overy
and Inspector Murray had. him ar-
rested.

At the trial no fewer than fourteen
witnesses swore that on the night
of the outrage Hall was seventeen
miles away from the stick of dyna-
mite.  The Crown, however, proved
that those witnesses were utterly
uuworthy of credence, and to the
general satisfaction of the commu-
nity, Hall was sent to Kingston Peni-
tentiary for seven years.

Another atrocioits case tried at the
same Assizes was that of Arthur
Cooper. Cooper and his wife had
had some differences and lived apart.
I becane insdnely jealous, and buy-
ing half a gallon of coal oil ponred
it on a part of the house in Lan-
caster, where his wife and four chil-
dren were living, and made a delib-
erate attempt to burn the house and
its inmates. He was sent to King-
ston for five years.

TMhese rapids gonsist of a
series of cascades, and by some are
considered more dangerous and pic-
turesque than the Whiripool Rapids.
Mhe barrel while going down this
long stretch of tossing walers was
watched by thousands of people who
had come down from Buffalo and
other neighboring towns.

Plunged Over the Kalls.

It was Just 4.23 p.m. when the bar-
rel plunged over the Horseshoe Falls,
having taken nearly twenty minutes
to mnke the trip down. Many bets
were made that the woman was dead
before she reached the falls. The
barrel reappeared inside of a minute
in the bollif® waters below, and then
it commenced to circle around and
gradually came nearer the shore,
until it was caught in an eddy and
whirled up tewards some rocks, on
which a party of four men—John
the
Mist ; Kid Brady, Carlisle D. Graham
and Harry Williams—were waiting
for it. They seized the barrel at
1.40 p.m., pulled it out cf the water,
and ripped off the cover to the man-
hole. They saw Mrs. Taylor move
and speak, and waved thelr hands
to the crowd above. That was Lhe
gignal that the woman was alive,
and a big shout went up from) the
crowds on the banks.

It was impossible to get Mrs. Tay-
lor out in her exhausted condition.
Part of the top of the barrel was
sawed off and the woman lifted out.

MANY JUMP& TO DEATH.

Number of Vlcllﬁlu Not Yet Known,
But Eleven Bodies Had Karly
Been Recovered — Building Full
of Inflammable Material.

Philadelphia, Oct. 29.—A fierce fire
is raging on Market street, between
12th and 18th streets, and it is
feared heavy loss of life ia in-
volved.

The fire started at 10.30 a. m.,
in the nine-story building owned by
Hunt, Wilkinson & Co., furniture
and * upholstering manufacturers.
Although the structure was fire-
proof, it was filled from cellar to
roof with highly inflammable ma-
terial, and in a few minutes fiames
were bursting from every wiadow,
making it impossible for the fire-
men to assist those in the burning
building.

Hundreds of men and women were
employed by the firm, and a great
many were kiiled and injured. Up to
11 co'cloek 11 bodles have been re-
moved to the morgue, and it is cer-
tain that others were killed.

Nuvcking deenes.

The flames spread 8o quickly that
nearly everybody who cowd get vut
was competied to jump from the fire
escapes W the rear, which fronts on
a narrow strect. When the liremen
reaghed the scene this sireet wawy
literaly pued up with the bodies of
people wno had jumped.

fore the flames were visible from the
street were compelled to jump before
they had travelled two stories, be-
cause of the flames breaking through-
the windows,

; Jumping for Life.

The first firemen who arrived on
the scene devoted their energies en-
tirely to the work of rescue. Nets
were spread in the front and rear
of the building, and some who jumped
were saved In this way. One woman
jumped from one of the windows of
the market street front, but the
smoke blinded her aund she missed
the net, striking the pavement and
dying instantly. In the rear, a
young girl who jumped from one of
ihe op stories caught on the fire
escape at the third story, and the
flames bursting from the window,
burned her body to a grisp in al-
most no time. Two men, one white
and ‘one colored, emerged from the
fourth story, stood on the fire es-
capa witlt the flames all around
them. The white man danced up and
down and appeared to be bereft of
his reason. The colored man stood
for a few seconds and then jumped
10’ his death below.

BATTLE OF SANTIAGO.

Admiral Schley Tells the Story,
Clearing Up Important Polints.

Washington, Oct. 29.—When the
Schley Court of Inquiry adjourned to-
day Admiral Schley had not com-
pleted his testimony in chief.

The chief event of the day was
the Admiral’s relation of the events
of July ®cd, when the American fleet
sent Cervera’s squadron to the bot-
tom! of the sea or to the beach. He
told his story of this historical oc-
currence in plain words and in un-
affected style, but the narrative was
straightforward and to the point, in-
dicating close familiarity with all
phases of that event.

He sald that the Brooklyn had for
a time sustained the fire of all four
of the Spanish ships, and also the
fire of the Spanish land batteries.

Explaining the historical turn of
his own flagship, thz Brooklyn, he
sald that she had not approached to
within less than 600 yards of the
Texas, and that he never had consid-
ered that vessel in the least danger:

The big kitch>n of an old country
house Is an ideal place for Hallowe'en
merry making, and a country barn is
a4 Hallowe'en happy hunting ground,
if the weather is not too cold, A big
bonfire must be kindled in front of
the barn, and there all the peering
into the future that needs fire may
be dons. As n matter of fact no Hal-
lowe'en party, wherever held, is the
real thing unless it includes a bonlire.

Apple bob-
bing calls for a complexion and front
hair that will stand water, and the
successgful apple bobber may be con-
sidered to be devold of self-consclous-
ness and vanity, If a girl goes in en-
thusiastically for apple bobbing, it
might be wisgoe for, o, man to lead her
aside and propose to her at onee,
without waliting for any supernat-
ural information or advice. The
chances are th> would make a sen-
sible wife.

8ix applos is the usual allowance
for the tub of water, One or two
may have had cubes cut out and tiny
souvenirs Inserted, the cube thew
being replaced.
