Crime of Lese
Majeste
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In all monarchial countries it is ofl ax-
jom, accepted by everybody that the per-
son and character of the ruling sover-
eign are eacred, and even though the
idea may rest upon nothing more tan-
gible than custom or an unwritten law,
it is observed in most counfries in a
loyal spirit, Especially is this the casc
in England, where there could probably
not be found a newspaper, however scur-
rilous, that would speak disrespectful-
ly of King Edward; and one might walk
about in the public places and listen in
vain for an expression of contempt or
o;probrium uttered against any member
of the royal family.

In Germany, on the other hand, where
the laws regarding “lese majeste” are
so strict, scarcely a week passes without
the conviction of some unfortunate per-
son who has dared to infrings one of the
scores of clauses in the law, and suffers
accordingly. “Les majeste,” succinctly
defined, is the crime of uttering an in-
sult to the ruling monarch of the coun-
try. In ¢he German statute book mo
fewer than 125 paragraphs are devoted
to "expounding the law, and 900 books
of reference for the information of law-
vers have been published on the intri-
cate subject,

The law is so worded as to bring with-
in its scope any remark which can by
the exercise of great ingenuity be twist-
ed into something reflecting, be it ever
so remotely, on the character er person
of 'the sovereign, and to make it a
criminal offense. The clauses have been
80 loosely worded that the widest possi-
ble interpretation may be placed on
any remark which falls under suspic-
jon. “Lese majeste” can be committed
by words or by actions, in private con-
versations no less than in public speech-
es, and in personal and confidential let-
ters to friends or relations, as well as
in newspaper articles or books.

If two persons are carrying on a con-
versation alone in a private room, and
one of them should make a remark dis-
respectful to the kaiser, the other may
denounce him to the police, and he prol~
ably 'would be convicted and seutenced
to dmprisonment. It will easily be un-
derstood that under this law, and with
the excessive zeal of the German police
official, the authorities find plenty of
work to do in the direction of securing
convictions for this offense.

‘The latest case occured a few days
ago, when a Berlin butcher was sent-
enced to six months’ imprisonment for
having spoken disrespectfully of the kai-
ser three years ago. Not long ago the
editor of a German newspaper received
@ sentence of three months for remark-
ing in his journal that the kaiser re-
ceived £2,000 daily for appending his
signature to a few state documents.

The law of “lese majeste” is no respee-
ter' of persons; schoolboys or old wo-
men are equally visited with the full
penalties.  An old woman of seventy-
three, living in Dresden, was sentenced
to six mounths’ imprisonment for remark-
ing that the fate of King Alexander of
Bervia ought to befall hing George of
Saxony; and a baker’s boy of fifteen in
Silesia had three weeks’ imprisonment
for insulting the majesty of the kaiser.

If the culprit is a soldier his punish-
ment for “lese majeste” is exceesively
severe. A private was drummed out of
the .army, and sentenced to scven years’
imprisonment for saying to a comrade
that the kaiser might have glowed down
the train in which he was travelling in
order to see the salute of the soldiers
who were lining the route.

Last year the innkeeper of Lichten-
berg was sentenced to three months’ im-
priconment for a somewhat curious form
of “lese majeste.” It was alleged against
him that in his conversations with his
customers he used the German language
in an unworthy fashion, and was not
over mice in his expressions when talk-
ing to a police official. He was a con-
servative, a member of a patriotic club,
and had served in the army, but these
profs of his unquestionable loyalty did
not save him from dire punishment.

One of the most extraordinary prose-
cutions was that against a governess
who was convicted of “lese majeste” tor
having writtes_her name in the visitors’
book of an hotel immediately beneath
the signatures of the King of Saxony
and two princesses, Newspaper editors
are frequent victims of the law in this
connection. Two of them were once
sentenced to four months’ and nine
months’ imprisonment respectively and
to heavy fines for publishing an article
which was held to suggest in some ob-
scure way that the kaiser was afraid
of his own subjects, and a third was
convicted for having publshed a telegram
from a correspondent reporting the death
of an alleged stepbrother of the kaiser.

On another occasion, when a newspa-
per published an incorrect version of a
speech made by the kaiser to his re-
oruits,.ull the persons responsible for the
reporting and publishing of the speech
were prosecuted for “lese majeste.”

A rman marine while in Kiel on
Jeave had an argument with a comrade
in @ restaurant, and made use of an ex-
pression which was held to have been in-
sulting to the kaiser. He was let off
with eight months’ imprisonment in con-
sideration of the fact that he was not
quite sober at the time.

A forecigner visiting Germany may fall
within the scope of the absurd 1n\'v, al-
though he cannot, of course, be impris-
oned for its infraction. Two Americans
ladies were, however, arrested] and ex-

lled from the country for talking (in

glish) in a manner not flatlering to
the Emperor William. Perhaps, the most
absurd case of all was one that &\d not
end in a conviction; even German
ctaldom was not proof against the hun!
of the situation, When the health
the kaiser wag being drunk at festivi-
ties in honor of his birthday at Schar-
ley, in Silecia, a schoolboy in the crowd
was observed to smile. The public pro-
secutor immediately set on foot an action
for ‘“lese majeste,” but the schoolboy
miraculously escaped the consequénces of
his awful deed.

KEEP THE WATCH CLEAN.

Useful Hint for Automobilists Making
Long Runs.

It frequently happens, especially dur-
ing long tours, that automobilists are
troubled with accumulation of fine dust
and grit that finds its way in some mae-
ner to the working parts of their watch-
es. A good way to avoid this annoy-
ance, says The Automobile, is to open
the front case of the watch, and, with
a match, cut chisel-shaped ,at one end,
apply a thin coat of vaseline all about
the seat of the case where the lid fits.

_When this is done treat the back lid of

the case in the same manner. Only &
small quantity of vaseline is required,
just emough to make an unbroken film
of it all the way round, and it will make
at these points. At the end of a month
or six weeks open the cases and you will
be surprised at the amount of dirt that
has collected at the edges of the case.

While there can be no doubting the in-
tention of the British Government to
henceforth dominate openly the political
control of Egypt as a part of the Brt-
ish empire, the proposals of Lord Crom-
er clearly indicate that there is to be
equal opportunity for all nationalities
and full respect for acquired and vested
rights. In other words, modern Egypt
is to be governed on the open door prin-
ciple so strongly advocate: by the Unit-
ed States in China and the far east gen
erally. While England will rule, she
does not propose to insist upon any mon-
opoly of trade or franchises, but, on the
contrary, extends equal opportunity to
all comers.—New Orleans Picayune.

But m point of magnitude al-
most any of these marine processions
fall short of that unending commercial
parade which is forever steaming down
the great lakes and through the canals.

Assassin in Custody

It is asserted that the assassin was
apprehended in the person of a young
Catalan, who gives his name as
Manuel Duran, He hired a room in
the house from which the bomb was
thrown, nine days ago. The confusion
is too great to be able to speak posi-
tively on this point.

As the royal carriage passed along
Calle Mayor, Queen Victoria was lean-
ing forward, radiantly happy, and
waving her hand to the cheering peo-
ple. The King was leaning back, lazily
waving his hand, but not taking his
eves from his bride’s face. Suddenly
there came what sounded like a solitary

explosion. 1t was then 2.20 o’clock. A
courier soon came dashing past, bring-
ing the terrible news that a diabolical
attempt had been made upon the lives
of the King and Queen. The royal pro-
cession had passed through Calle Alcala,
where the crowd pressed densely and
had crossed the Puerta del Sol and en-
tered Calle Mayor, This street runs al-
most to the threshold of the palace. It
was one of the most beautifully decorat-
ed thoroughfares, its narrowness allow-
ing it to be spanned with garlands and
suspended arches. At the palace end the
street slopes steeply, and opposite the
Civil Governor’s house it grows yet aar-
rower. The would-be assassin had POAt-
ed himself on a balcony overlooking the
road and facing the Governor’s house.

Four of his compan-
ions were arrested after being rescued
from the mob, The bomb struck a
balcony below the one from which it
was thrown, killing Marquesa de Tolosa
and her daughter, and fell into the
street. A captain of the escort and
some other officers fell dead, and the
royal coach was shattered. One of the
mules was killed, and grooms riding on
both sides of the carriage were wounded
but the royal pair were not touched.
The King and Queen alighted and en-
tered the “Coach of Respect” and drove
to the palace.

It is rumored that 48 hours ago the
King received an anonymous warning.
Some days ago the Italian Government
warned the Spanish euthorities that it
had lost track of a notoripus Anar-
chist.

Alfonso was terribly anxious for his
wife, but he himself was not affected
by the affair.

The bomb, which was concealed in a
bouquet, was of polished steel, half a
centimetre thick. It was thrown from
a third floor window. The house is op-
posite the Church of the Sacrament
and the Captain-General’s residence.
The royal procession had come to a
temporary halt, with the royal carriage
exactly opposite the house, when the
bomb was thrown.

The missile fell to the right of the

The Duke of Sotomayor, who was rid-
ing on the right hand side of the car-
riage, was slightly wounded.

The route of the cortege had been
diverted from Arsenal street to Mayer
street, owing to the popular desire,
The procession had just passed through
Mayer street, and was about to turn into
the esplanade leading to the palace, when
an explosion shook the buildings in the
vicinity, stunning a large number of peo-
ple and throwing the cortege into inex-
tricable confusion,

The royal coach was brought to a
sudden stop by the shock, officers and
soldiers of the escort falling to the
i ground about the equerry and horses
i that had been killed, The screams
of the terrified multitude mingled with
lthc groans of the dying. It was seen
{that the royal coach was intact except
;a8 it had been damaged by flying splin-
iters. King Alfonso immedintely alighted

and assisted Queen Victoria out of the
,carringe. They then entered another
!coach and were driven swiftly to the
+ palace.
! The bodiés were wrapped up in blan-
“kets and removed on litters, while the
wounded werecarried to hospitals in am-
bulances. The pavement literally was
covered with blood and the upper storeys
of the buildings nearest were spattered
with it.

The place frem which the bomb was
thrown is a boardine-house, The
chamber from which the missile was
hurled was taken May 22 by a man
from Darselona, giving the name of
Moral.  \When the police surrounded
the house the man attempted to flea,
but was ecaptured. Anoth man es-
caped over the roofs of houses.

Charity Agent.

Chicago, June 4.—A father and som
fell into a rendering cauldron at atock-
yards and were converted into lard and
sold to the public.

10 years
old and the child’s father. The boy, who
carried his father’s dinner to him every
day, went too near one of the ateam
caldrons, which are not protected in any
way and his father, waiting for him,
heard his death scream as he slipped and
fell headlong into the scalding steam,
carrying his dinner bucket with him.

“The father made frantic eccorts to
get to the boy and his fellow-work-
men did all in their power, but it was
ten minutes before the steam could be
shut off, and an examination made,
and by that time nothing was left of
the boy but the bones.

The Bacon Hog

The hog question is an important
one to the Ontario farmer, and any-
thing that can be done to aid this
industry will be readily acknowledged
by the producers. About a dozen
years ago the hog production of Ontario
was quite different from that of today,
in point of quality of the output.
Then it was the thick, fat hog that was
raised everywhere, and the farmers set
their ideas to the box type—it we can
call it such. And, in view of the
demand from the lumber woods and
fat-eating population of the big cities,
this was a justifiable type for our
iarmers to grow. But an English
Jdemand for bacon, that might be des-
cribed ag “‘streaked,” created a change
in the style of the hog to be produced.
Thus we had the selection of the long-
sided smooth bacon pig, that nearly
every farmer now knows at sight. A
visitor to stock yards in 1890 and again
in 1906 was particularly struck with
this great change in the conformation
of the pig. The lumbermen have
found out the desirability of the bacon
type also, and do not desire 80 much
the thick fat sides of yesterday. Still
there are, some farmers who produce
the fat kind, and these are sent to
supply Montreal and other cities where
fat meats are still 1n some demand.

The hog required for the bacon type
should not be less than 170 pounds and
not more than 220 pounds in weight

' BRITISH POSTAL SAVINGS.

System Started In 18556 With 435 De-
positore—Number Now Reaches
9,403,852 In United Kingdom.

Great Britain’s postal savings basks
to-day hold deposits aggregating near-
ly $1,000,000,000.

The banks were established in 1856
alfter the adisastrous failure of magy pri-
vate bamks. Three hundred stations
were d at the beginni and om
the first day 435 working men @eposit-
ed in al $5,000.

Penny banks followed, and school!
banks came as a matter of course, find-
ing the children eager to start an ac-
count in their own names.
| To-day there are 14,362 postoffice sav-
| ings banks in the United Kingdom, with
9,403,852 depositors. Takimg the popu-
lation of Great Britain and Ireland at
40,000,000, it proves that one person in
every four and a half has deposits, and
that the average amount per person is
$77.70.

Every class is represented among the
depositors, and the fisherman often el-
‘bows the clerk at the postoffice.

The advantage to the public are:
First, the absolute security from loss;

d, the conveni of making de-
posits; third, the ease of repayment,
which is not affected by change of re-
sidence; fourth, safety against persona-
tion and fraud; fifth, the prevention of
poverty by the development of thrift;
sixth, the ready means where no other
banks exist, of a safe deposit; seventh,
the education of the young and un-
trained to the knowledge of the wse and
Mmanagement of money; eighth, the ten-
dency to discourage reckless and specu-
lative expenditures.

The advantages to the country itselt
group themselves under seven head-
ings: First, the people receive the pro-
fits as interest on their savings whea
these are used as a pablic investment;
second, the country’s wealth is kept
growing within itself; third, by the
wide @istribution of these savings mon-
ey can promptly reach points needing it
suddenly from local causes; fourth, in
Temote places stringency from too lim-
ited banking facilities is prevented or
lessened; fifth, the laboring people feel
a direct personal interest in the sta-
bility of the country; sixth, sectional-
ism among the less imtelligent classes
is lessened by continual and close touch
with a comamon financial institution;
seventh, by special investment, the peo-
ple’s savings may be made the founda-
tion of securities for financial institu-
tions, or loans for munieipal improve-
ments or special national undertakings.

Cruel Elephant Hunters.

A correspondent of The London Tinves
writes of elephant-hunting in Africa:
“The most deadly method of killing ele-
phants, and that most frequently em-
ployed by the matives of East Africa,
is the pit, sufficiently desp—roughly,
20 feet—long and wide to engulf and
hold an elephant. After a period of
frantie struggfng, hunger and exhaus-
tion the wretched animal is done o
death by native spears. If the siwe
and powers of the animal are remmem-
bered, It is difficult to imagine a mowe
vevoiting, brutal picture of torture;
but this is the common practice of the
matives of the country, and is being
enacted dafly throughout British ter-
vitory.

Comemntary.—I. A night of prayer (v.
£28). '28. About an eight days after—
Matthew and Mark say six days. There
were six full days and the fractional
days at the beginning and the end mak-
nig “about” eight.

Before He chose the Twelve, and
after feeding the five thousand, we see
Him praying in the night. This time 1t
was a “prayer-meeting.” He was doubt-
less praying for strength to carry on His
work and for the enlightenment of His
disciples. After the announcement of
Hiis coming sufferings and death, and af-
ter telling them that they must share
a cross instead of a throne, they may
have needed encouragement.

II. Jesus transfigured (v. 29).
He prayed—During His prayer. The
transfiguration was the answer. Coun-
tenance was altered—The original word
is elsewlhere in the New Testament ren-
dered “transformed” (see Rom. xii. 2;
IL Cor. iii. 18), and is used of a spiritual
change.  Matthew says, “His face did
shine as the sun.” “It would appear that
the light shone not upon Him from
without, but that it shone out of Him
from within; it was one blaze of daz-
zling, celestinl glory; it was Himself
glorified.”—Hom. Com. The face of
Moses had shone, bat as the moon, with
a borrowed, reflected light; but Christ’s
shone as tne sun, with an innate, inher-
ent - light.—ITenry. Raiment  became
white and dazzling (R. V.)—Mark says,
“Exceedingly white as snow.” *“His face
shone with divine majesty, and all His
body was so irradiated by it, that His
clothes could not conceal His glory, but
became white and glistening as the very
light, with which He covered Himself
as with a garment.”—Wesley. ‘It was
His inner spirit shining through the veil
of flesh.”

ITI. Heavenly visitants (vs. 30, 31). 30.
Moses and Elias—Elias is the Greek form
for Klijah. This was not a vision. hese
persons were actually present, and the
disciples recognized them, as is evident
from Peter's propositior in verse 33.
“This gives gcod ground for believing
that we shall recognize our friends in
heaven.”—Hurlbut., Moses was a repre-
sentative of the law; he was the found-
er of the Jeavish dispensation, which for
centuries had been preparing the way for
Christ; he was a type of Christ and had
forctold Iis coming (Deut. xvii.

ENGAGEMENT OF BERTHA KRUPP
TO VON BOHLEN UND HALBACH.

He is Secretary of Prussian Legation at the Vatican
and She is One of the Richest Heiresses.

Edden, Prussia, June 4.—The engage-
mest is announced of Bertha Krupp,
owner of the Krup works, to Gustav von
Bohlen und Halbach, secretary of the
Prussian Legation at the Vatican.

Flaurein Krupp, who is 20 years old,
is one of the richest heiresses in the
world. On the decth of her father, Fred-
erick Alfred Krupp, in 1902, she inherited
a fortune estimated at from $125,000,000
to $150,000,000.

In Germany such wealth means far
maewe than a like accumulation in Amer-
fea, for it is four times as great as that

of the mext capitalist of the empire.
Moreover ,as sole owner of the great
Essen steel works, she has absolute con-
trol of a town of 200,000 inhabitants,
and the fortunes of nearly 50,000 employ-
ees,

Gustav von Bohlen und Halbach was
born Aug. 7, 1870, and was a gentleman-
in-waiting at the Court of Baden. He
then entered the German diplomatic ser-
vice and was legal adviser of the German
Embassy at Washington in 1899 and
1900. The next three years he held a
similar position at Pekin, and since then
has been secretary to the Prussian Lega-
tion al'the Vatican.

MICHAEL DAVITT’S V'ILY,

Leaves Property to Wife—His Undying
Prayer to Ireland,

A London despatch says: The will of
Michael Davitt, the Irish leader, who
died yesterday, leaves all his property
to his wife. It concludes: “To all my
friends I leave kind thoughts, and to
my enemies the fullest possible for-
giveness. To Ireland I leave an un-
dying prayer for the absolute freedom
and independence which it was my
life’s ambition to obtain for her.”

The will also provides that should
his death occur in Ireland the burial
was to be at Straide, and if in the
United States, in his mother’s grave
at Manayuank, near Philadelphia. His
diaries must not be published as ‘such,
and in no instance without his wife’s
permission. “But on mno occasion must
anything harsh or censorious about any
person, dead or alive, who ever worked
for Ireland be printed or published, or
used so as to give pain to friend or
relatives.”

, &ivls they marry. It’s the man’s mother
“who does it all,
I *“She makes a tour of the harems that
i scem likely, looking over their eligible
girls, and by and by she picks out one
for her son. It is a mother’s privilege in
. Turkey to select her own daughter-in-
ylaw,
chosen are somehow supplied with hus-
j bands by the bribes of diplomacy of their
fathers.

“Sometimes this system, which seems
to have been devised for the special bene-
i fit of plain girls, and unattractive wo-

men, since the bride is never seen un-

viled 1y the bridegroom till after the
marriage eeremony, results in tragedy.

“I know of a young ravai officer who
i owed his very rapid advancement to the
fovor of his chief. Finally, as a last tok-
en of esteem, his superior said to him:

“I will give you the hand of my daugh-
ter in marriage.”

.The young man was overwhelmed with
gratitude at what he regarded as his
chief’s supreme act of confidence in him.
One day, though, a friend said to him:

“Ias your commander tried to get his
ugly, chicken-eyed daughter off on you?”

“To be ‘chicken-eyed’ is to have an ail-
ment that makes one blind at night.
Nothing could be more preudicial to a
woman’s charms in a Turk’s view than
poor eyesight. Well, the young naval
officer extricated himself from his en-
gagement, leaving his prospective father-
in-law raging and threatening.

“For a time, in his chagrin and disap-
pointment, the young man eschewed all
thought of marriage. After a while, how-
ever, his friends prevailed on him to
contemplate matrimony again, and ar-
ranged for him to wed a young woman
who, thy assured him, was everything
desirable in a wife.
day marriage ceremonies the bridegroom
was at liberty to lift the veil from the

“When at the conclusion of the four
bride’s face, he beheld not a Turkish girl
at all, but a Kurdish woman.

““You’re ugly, hideously ugly,’ he
shrieked. ‘I won’t have you.’

“But he already had her. The only
thing left him was to get divorced.

“Not polygamy, but divorece, consti-
tutes the grievance of the Turkish wo-
man. Few houses contain more than
one wife, but divorce is frequent and at-
tended by few legal complications, The
husband can always remarry his wife
three times. If after he divorces her and
wants to remarry her she must go
throught the formality of being married
to another man and then divorced from
him.

“This practice has given rise to a new
profession '.that of proxy husband. The
proxy husband generally blind and a
bear and relinquishes his bride without
regret as soon as the legal pricesses have
been gone through.

“Sometimes, however, he insists on
holding on to her. There was a man liv-
ing on the shores of the Bosphorus who
quarrelled with his wife and divorced her
as many times as he legally could. But
nlthougg he had difficulty in living with
her in peace, he had no sooner lost her
than he found he could not get along
without her. How to remarry her for
the fourth time was the problem.

“At this crisis a friend offered to play
the role of proxy husband. His offer was
accepted. When the legal ceremony had
been performed he refused to relinquish
her. The angry husband raved and
threatened, but the friend asserted his
leg'zal rights, and kept her.

“This story, however, is no more typ-
ical of Turkish life than the 10,000 wife
desertions in Chicago last year and the
1,000 divorce cases now on the docket
in Olvio are typical of American life. The
Turk hae mo statistes, but it hardly
scems as if he needed to tie his knots
much tightar to compete with us.

“The only way a Turkish husband has
of getting even with a teasing or bad-
tempered wife is to threaten her with
divorce or a second wife. While di-
vorce is thus trifled with, there are
checks upon it ,such as the obligatory
return in full of the wife’s dowry.

“In Turkey, it is the prospective hus-
, band, not the bride’s father, who settles
. her dowry upon the bmide and thrifty
" parents see to it that this is commensus-

ate with the bridegroom’s position and
in case of divorce sufficient to secure
i to the woman independence and digmity.

“In Turkey the bride brings mothing,
yet when she leaves her husband’s home
for good she takes with her all her per-
sonal property, even to her shave girls,
bed linen and the kitchen utensils.”

“There i8 no accounting for the Turk-
ish woman, enyhow, according 4o Mrs,
Richards, who says that in @ land of
surprises she is the biggest surprise of
all

“Though supposed to be oppressed and
suppressed, she is pre-eminently a wom-
an’s rights woman, fully aware of her
privileges and insistent on getting them,”
Mrs. Richards said. )“Though at home
she is confined within’barred cages, when
abroad she goes about freely.

“Though supposed to be shy, compli-
ant, without force of will, she is neither
shrinking nor retiring. The Twrkish
woman is not only self-sufficient but self
assertive. A

“Her rights, and especially her legal
rights, are more clearly defined and more
vigorously enforced than the mights of
women in many more advanoed 3oun-
tries. In the first place she enjoys the
right to protection. Everywhere and al-
ways she is under the proetction of soci-
ety.

UNDERMINED LONDON,

The Cross of St. Paul's Cathedral Said
to be Three Feet Qut of Plumb,

From time to time alarming state-
ments have been made about the condi-
tion of St. Paul’s Cathedral. These have
frequently been denied by the cathedral
nuctlorities, but the experts remain in-
sistent. Now, it is declared the danger
has become serious, and urgently Is
for investigation.

The foundations are said to be sinking
a8 a natural and inevitable consequence
of the pumping which accompanies the
work of driving the various tunnels that
have been constructed and others whickh
are still in progress in its immediate
vicinity.

The cross and ball which surmount the
dome are now stated to be three feet
out of the perpendicular. This is the
conclusion arrived at by Mr. Frederick
Hovenden, secretary of "the London In-
stitution, after spending two Yyears in
finding a plumb-line among the adjacent
buildings in order to gauge the deviation.

The experts go further still. This in.
cessant tunneling which is proceeding in
all parts of London is undermining the
metropolis. The Bank of England and
several other buildings have had to be
supported by underpinning.
