Where To-day “Dwell* Another Race, 
With Other Customs and 

Language”

Next week will be a notable one at 
Grand Pre, when the descendants of 
those who one hundred and sufty-shc 
years ago were dispossessed of their com­
fortable homes and fertile fields and de­
ported to a foreign land will return to 
visit the historic scenes and contem­
plate the days of long ago.

The Acadians who were dispersed along 
the coast of the United States, never re­
turned to their former homes. In after 
years some of them struggled back to 
Nova Scotia and settled in Digby and 
Yarmouth counties where they soon be­
came a happy and prosperous people and 
where they today talk their own language 
and preserve many of the traditions of the 
old days.

On Wednesday of next week the Aca­
dians of the United States and the other 
provinces of Canada will meet in con­
vention at Church Point, Digby county. 
It was the intention first to meet at 
Grand Pre cm the site of the old Acadian 
village, but it was found that the ac­
commodations there were not adequate 
and so Church Point with its fine 
cathedral and St. Anne’s College was 
selected as a place of meeting..

On the following day there will be a 
grand pilgramage of these assembled 
Acadians to Grand Pre where honor will 
be done their ancestors and a regular pro­
gram carried out. There will be a number 
of speakers, including Mr. Justice Arse­
nault, of the Supreme Court of Prince 
Edward Island, a former premier of that 
province. The exercises will be of a most 
interesting character and it is likely that 
a very large number of people will visit 
“the beautiful village of Grand Pre” on 
that day.

It is expected that the pilgrimage wiH 
reach its destination at about 6 o’clcok 
in the afternoon and spend the remainder 
of the day among historic scenes. It is to 
be hoped that the weather may be favor­
able and that the visitors may. be favor­
ably impressed. Needless to say the hos­
pitable people of Grand Pre and all the 
surrounding country will gladly do their 
utmost to make their stay among us en­
joyable.

A special meeting of the Council was 
held at 8 o’clock on Tuesday evening at 
which Mayor Fitch and all the Coun­
cillors were present except Coun. Moore, 
who is out of town.

His worship stated the object of the 
meeting to be to take such steps as will 
regulate automobile traffic in Wolfville 
and prevent the illicit sale of intoxicating 
liquors. He recommended that the proper 
Signs be placed at the entrances of the 
town cautioning drivers not to exceed 
the speed limit, and asked why this im­
portant work, ordered some time ago, 
had not been performed.

The explanation brought out the fact 
that there had been a misunderstanding 
between the Streets and Police Com­
mittees as to which was responsible for 
the erection of the signs, and hence noth­
ing had been done. It was decided that 
the necessary signs be put up at once.

Policeman Crowell, who was present, 
was called upon to explain his attitude 
concerning the enforcement of the Motor 
Vehicle Act in town and stated that be­
cause o! the lack of support or being 
furnished with necessary appliances it had 
m>t been possible unaided to enforce the 
law. He also stated that, given the neces­
sary assistance, he would undertake to 
control the motor traffic on our streets, 
without fear or favor.

It was finally resolved to procure a 
stopwatch for the use of the police de­
partment and have a quarter mile of 
street marked off at intervals so that the 
speed of passing cars might be definitely 
determined.

Mr. Edson Graham, who did efficient 
work the last two years as Chairman of 
the Police Committee, was present and 
called to the attention of the Council the 
difficulty that would be experienced in 
controlling the traffic on our streets with 
the policeman engaged at the school 
buildings during the afternoon. He re­
commended that a regular janitor be en­
gaged for this work so that Policeman 
Crowell might give his whole time to 
police duties.

THE KEEPING OF POULTRY NEWSPAPER COSTS

If resident in either town or country 
and you wish to know how best to keep 
poultry and secure the most satisfactory 
results, consult a pamphlet treating of the 
subject prepared by the Dominion Sul­
try Husbandman, F. C. Elford, and re­
cently issued by the Department of Agri­
culture at Ottawa. The pamphlet can 
be had free on application to the Pub­
lications Branch. It tells of how poultry 
can be made to pay, how the birds should 
be housed and fed, how they should be 
treated in winter and summer, how to 
commence keeping in a small way, the 
equipment that is desirable, how to 
choose a breed, how to hatch and rear, 
and how to gather, keep, or market the 
eggs. In short all the essentials to success 
in poultry keeping for home consumption 
or selling are clearly and explicitly ex­
plained. In the term poultry are in­
cluded turkeys, geese, ducks, guinea 
fowls and pigeons, the raising and care of 
which are fully discussed. Numerous 
illustrations of types of birds, and of 
methods of • housing and feeding con­
tribute to make the pamphlet an in­
valuable compendium on poultry-keeping 
and marketing.

The reason the newspaper morgue is 

so full is shown by an editor who has 
been investigating the cause of so many 
newspaper demises. He figures out that 
in 1907 wages were at 100. In 1914 they 
had advânced to 178, and in 1921 the 
figure was 393. Newsprint from 100 
jumped to 177 in 1914. and to 623 in 1921. 
Newspaper postage, which cost the nor­
mal of 100 in 1907, was 147 in 1914, 
and 337 in 1921. Editorial expense 
jumped from 100 in 1907 to 120 
in 1914, and 241 in 1921. Miscellaneous 
expenses went from 100 in 1907 to 124 in 
1914. and to 244 in 1921. Taking the 
average of all newspaper costs, it was 
found that while the average in 1907 was 
100. in 1914 it was 159, and in 1921 it 
reached the high mark of 411. It is not 
surprising with such figures that over 
4.000 newspaper publications have gone 
out of existence in the United States and 
a corresponding number in Canada.

BENEFICIAL EFFECTS OF SCHOOL 
FAIRS

School fairs are to the boys and girls 
of the land what the larger fairs are to 
adults. By this time they should be 
thoroughly organized : prize lists published 
and circulated and programmes of pro­
ceedings prepared, the two indeed given 
in one publication. These fairs increase 
in number eveiy year and are proving of 
inestimable value in the agricultural edu­
cation of the young and even in benefic 
ially influencing the more mature. Of 
course boys’ and girls' clubs are the prin­
cipal feeders of the fairs, but entiies are 
usually accepted from children who are 
not members of any such organization. 
Agricultural Representatives all testify 
to the splendid effect the fairs are having 
upon farm life and agricultural pursuits 
generally. One. for instance, writes “I 
do not know of any one thing which is a 
greater factor in improving the farm 
production and the farm industry of the 
country than the school fairs 
addition to bringing direct, practical re­
sults, school fairs have had a very effective 
influence in encouraging teachers to take 
up the teaching of agriculture in the pub­
lic schools.” Another says: “The im­
portance of the school fair cannot be over­
emphasized. It teaches our future farmers 
how they can take the most out of the 
soil. It makes our rural people better 
and happier. ” In recognition of the truth 
of the old adage “All work and no play 
makes Jack a dull boy” a programme of 
sports is usually included in the days 
list of proceedings.

Scenes in Hades, said to rival even the 
most fanciful of Dore’s famous drawings, 
have been reproduced on tjie screen in 
Norma Talmadge's latest First National 
starring vehicle, “The Branded Woman,” 
which will be shown at the Opera House 
Monday and Tuesday August 15-16.

The motorist who drives his 
and is anxious to keep it at its highest 
efficiency and in the best possible 
dition in all respects, will find much help 
towards these ends in occasionally try­
ing out or riding in other cars of the same 
make and model—for instance, the agents 
demonstrating car—and by talking with 
other owners of the identical cars. Noth­
ing assists more in keeping an individual 
car “up to the mark”.

In driving one’s car to the exclusion 
of others, one becomes accustomed to 
and soon takes for granted many pecul­
iarities, often amounting to defects, and 
may finally lose sight of them as such, 
thus preventing the best results from 
being obtained. A ride in a car free from 
the particular idiosyncrasies brings, them 
into prominent notice.

A car becomes “rattly” so gradually 
that one hardly realizes until a like car 
in quiet adjustment is tried. Engines be­
come noisy and lose their “pep” by 
such easy stages that the change is hardly1 
recognized until one has a smoothe- 
running and a snappy one to serve as a 
standard. The “wobble” accumulates in 

steering gear by such imperceptible in­
crements that one may almost forget 
how a properly adjusted steering gear acts.

In general, it is common experience 
that, when a motorist tries out someone 
else’s car of the same model, especially 
if it happens to be a pretty good one, 
he is forcibly reminded of things about 
his own car that are not “up to snuff” 
and can profitably be attended to.

Just try it and ask fellow owners about 
their gasoline mileage, and other things. 
Perhaps useful “pointers” may thus be 
dieted.

CODE FOR TIRE USERS
VALVE GRINDING

If the following rules are respected, 
very little tire trouble will^be experienced :

1. Keep tires properly inflated. #
2. Be sure to repair little thread cuts 

regularly.
3. Prevent blowouts by ^voiding se­

vere jolts and by maintaining full air pres­
sure.

4. Have mud boils cleaned out and 
repaired at once.

5. Be careful in applying tubes:
6. Avoid sudden stops, quick starts 

and skidding.
7. Keep front wheels in alignment.
8. Use French Talc in the casing, but 

not too much.
9. Avoid rust and save the side walls.

10. Don’t drive in car tracks.
11. Apply chains properly, if they must 

be used ; chains always injure tires.
12. Avoid sharp obstructions.

In cases where a badly pitted valve 
requires grinding here is a short cut. 
Cut a piece of emery cloth in dimensions 
a little bit wider than the valve seating 
and twice as long and then double it over 
so that both surfaces are cutting surfaces. 
Next cut a hole in the cloth so that the 
valve stem may be passed through and 
the emery cloth brought close up against 
the valve head. The valve is then placed 
in position for grinding under compara­
tively high pressure. Both sides of the 
emery cloth will conform to the valve 
head and the seating and if the valve 
turns and the emery cloth remains sta­
tionary the valve will be ground on the 
upper emery, whereas if the cloth revolves 
the valvje seating will be ground on the 
lower emery.

TER EGG PRODUCTION

(Experimental Farms Note.)
For the greatest ultimate success in 

egg production, pullets, from the time 
they are hatched, should be so handled 
that they will not receive any check. 
From “shell to laying pen” should be one 
period of continuous growth.

A pullet that is stunted at some stage 
in its development is a pullet that is 
ruined so far as heavy continuous pro­
duction is concerned.

HEN HATCHED CHICKS. The big 
danger to hen-hatched chicks is vermin. 
See that “biddy” is treated for lice be­
fore the eggs hatch and then, at regular 
intervales, treat the chicks with a good 
disinfecting powder. Most of the com­
mercial powders will be satisfactory. 
Ordinary road dust with a little flowers 
of sulphur added will serve the purpose.

INCUBATOR HATCHED CHICKS. 
The period when artificial heat is removed 
is one when the chickens require close at­
tention, otherwise they are liable to 
crowd and very little of this will give the 
chicks a serious set back.

Put wire netting across the corners of 
the house so that the chicks cannot 
crowd into them, and trample each other 
to death. Visit the house several times 
in the evening and if there is any crowding 
drive the chicks to the centre of the house 
and stay with them until they settle down, 
The sooner the chicks can be induced to 
roost the better.

During the hot summer weather, be 
ever on the watch for vermin. Spray 
the houses occasionally with a good dis­
infectant and if there are any traces of 
red mites, keep right after them, as it is 
good-bye to healthy growth in the chick­
ens if these pests ever get headway.

As soon after “weaning” as possible, 
get the pullets on to good fresh range. 
Hopper feeding will be found most con­
venient. Keep mixed grain and a good 
dry mash before them where they can 
have free access to it. See that they have 
an abundance of succulent green feed * 
and always a supply of fresh water. If 
buttermilk can be obtained nothing is 
better to produce healthy, vigorous 
growth or to bring the pullets into pro­
duction.

Get the pullets into winter quarters 
before they start to lay, so that they will 
not receive any set back.

On housing them, bear in mind the 
change in conditions. Induce them to 
consume large quantities of green feed 
and to exercise for all the scratch feed.

It is felt that the al­
liance thus established between the agri­
cultural industry and those engaged in 
educational work will tend to a better 
understanding of economic problems which 
affects the welfare of town and country 
alike.
