OTTAWA, March 2.—A Dominion- 
wide co-operative marketing or broker­
age scheme to tare not only for domestic 
but also for export business is being de­
vised at an important conference which 
opened at the Chateau Laurier here this 
morning between representatives of co­
operative fruit growers organizations from 
practically every Province of Canada. 
The movement toward the formulation 
of such a plan had, it is understood, its 
origin amongst the British Columbia 
growers who have quickly enlisted the 
sympathetic support of growers in the 
eastern Provinces.

Another feature of this movement is 
that it has the hearty endorsation of the 
Federal Department of Agriculture, and 
Hon. W. R. Motherwell, the Minister, 
at the morning session and Dr. J. H. 
Grisdale, the Deputy Minister, at the 
afternoon session made it plain to the 
conference that the Federal authorities 
were ready to give them every possible 
assistance in furthering their project.

That the report of Lewis Duncan, who 
was appointed by the Department of 
Labor to investigate under the Combines 
Investigation Act the activities of the 
Nash interests in Western Canada, has 
created deep interest among the con­
ferees is shown by the presence of many 
copies of that report in the conference 
room today.

After considerable discussion at this 
afternoon’s meeting the following resolu­
tion was unanimously adopted:

Whereas the Associated Growers of 
British Columbia Ltd., has now under­
way the organization of a grower-owned 
brokerage company and whereas repre­
sentatives of the larger co-operative, 
fruit and vegetable companies of Eastern 
Canada have discussed with the repre­
sentatives of the Associated Growers the 
possibility of forming a national co-oper­
ative brokerage to provide for the na­
tional distribution of agricultural pro­
ducts: therefore be it resolved that this 
committee approves of the formation 
of a national brokerage company on a 
co-operative basis end further recom­
mends that those in attendance at this 
meeting place and strongly support the 
proposition before their respective com­
panies. ”

Federal Fruit Commissioner Geo. Mc­
Intosh is acting as chairman of the con­
ference and the following are in attend­
ance from the various Provinces: H. B. 
Simpson, E. C. Chambers and D. Mc­
Nair. British Columbia; C W. Baxter 
and W. C. Thompson ot me .Magara 
Peninsula; W. A. Shook Clarkson. Ttggm- 
as Rowley and J. E. Johnson represent­
ing other Ontario firms: J. H. Lavoie 
representing* the co-operative organiza­
tions of Québec; A. G: Turney of the New 
Brunswick Fruit Growers Association, 
and A. E McMahon, of the United 
Fruit Comapnies of Nova Scotia, Ltd.

The mover of the resolution was Mr. 
Baxter and the seconder Mr. Thompson.

Dr. Grisdale, addressing this after­
noon’s meeting, declared that the most 
difficult problem confronting fruit pro­
ducts in Canada was that of marketing. 
Those producers were the objects of 
“very many ravenous middlemen” who 
constituted a serious handicap in effec­
tive and profitable marketing. “1 have. ” 
he added, "seen some extortionate 
charges levied by those middlemen. ” He 
urged that the conference consider not 
hnly the advantages of co-operative mar­
keting in the Dominion hut a'=o m 
Great Britain. “The foreign market

Suggestion, regarding the formation 

of a central examining board for the 
Universities of the Maritime Provinces 
and Newfoundland and the extending 
of the Summer School at Mount Allison 
University to a Co-operative SchooL hav­
ing classes at Dalhousie one year, at 
Acadia the next, and at Mount Allison 
the next, were revived and discussed at 
a Conference of tffe Presidents of Mari­
time Universities held at Halifax last 
Friday afternoon.

Those in attendance included Dr. G. 
J. Trueman, President of Mount Allison 
University; Chancellor C. C. Jones, of 
the University of New Brunswick; Dr. 
A. S. Mackenzie, President of Dalhousie 
University; Dr. Clarence Mackinnon, 
Principal of Pine Hill College; Dr. 
Wheelock, representing Acadia College in 
the absence of the President, Dr. F. W, 
Patterson; Dr. F. H. Sexton, principal 
of the Nova Scotia Technical College; 
Brother Culhane, of St. Mary "s College, 
and Dr. B. C. Borden. ex-President of 
Mt. Allison 'Dr. Vincent P. Burke, 
Deputy Minister of Education in New­
foundland, who was invited to attend 
the Conference, was unable to do so. 
Rev. A. H. Moore, President of King’s 
College, was also unable to attend.

Matters of inter-college importance 
were taken up during the Conference, 
and several important topics were under 
consideration. The chief matter taken 
up by the Conference was the suggestion 
regarding the formation of the Central 
Examining Board, whose standards will 
be accepted by all Eastern Universities. 
At present each college' high school and 
collegiate academy maintains its own 
examining board and the formation of 
the proposed board will relieve them of 
this duty, A special committee was ap­
pointed to deal with this matter and re­
port at another conference to be held in 
the near future.

The next question dealt with was in 
regard to the proposed departments of 
education, as referred to the Conference 
by the Carnegie Corporation, who wish 
to learn an soon an pbsnible the proponed 
location of the depart men tn, if estab­
lished. Those in attendance at the con­
ference did not feel that they had se­
cured enough definite information to 
answer the query, and as a result a 
committee was appointed to look into 
the matter end report back at the next 
meeting of the representatives of tlm 
Maritime Universities.

At the dose of the Conference, a short 
discussion took place over the Summer 
School at present being conducted at 
Mount Allison University. Jt was sug-

As a matter of fact we were among the very first to suggest 
that a tax on gasoline instead of on horse power or style of car would 
furnish a much more equitable method of basing a tnotonst s 
tribution to the up-keep of the roads. Then as now it was not 
intention of advocating a new tax but rather of adjustmg the exist­
ing tax so that the man who kept his car in constant operation would 
pay a larger amount for the privilege than did the car owner who 
kept his vehicle in the garage. It is our conviction that the people 
of Nova Scotia are paying all the taxes they should be asked for, and 
more.

The imposition of a nominal tax on all motor-driven carnages, 
with a tax on gasoline of whatever amount per gallon that would 
provide the necessary amount of revenue would, in our mind, be 
fair to all. One effect of such a tax would be to compel the touring 
motorist to pay something towards the maintenance of the good 
roads which have cost the people of this province so heavily and 
which under existing conditions he enjoys the privilege of without 
charge.

THESE days we are hearing much about the rights of the Mar- 
* itimes” and according to daily newspaper comment one would 

be inclined to suppose that the subject was one of paramount im­
portance throughout the Dominion just now. A most ridiculous pro­
position in this connection, it seems to The Acajpian, was the sug­
gestion that a delegation composed of a thousand business men 
should proceed to Ottawa for the purpose of pressing the claims of 
these provinces by the sea. When it is considered that such an un­
dertaking would probably cost not less than a hundred thousand 
dollars, one cannot but incline to the opinion that such a large amount 
might be much more profitably employed in developing one or more 
of the industries so sadly needed to furnish employment to our sons 
and slaughters who are compelled now to seek this in other lands.

Tf the claims of the Maritime Provinces require to be especially 
presented to the federal authorities why is it that such a work can­
not be entrusted to the men who are elected for that purpose and 
paid generously that they may be able to devote their whole time 
and energy to the task?

THE LEANING TOWER OF PISA IN
SOME DANGER OF FALLING

ROME, Feb. 27.—Thé Tribuna pub­
lishes a despatch from Pisa asserting that 
fear is expressed that the famous lean­
ing tower is in danger of falling. The 
tower was built between the twelfth and 
thirteenth centuries, and from the top 
leans fourteen feet off the perpendicular.

The word “imported” still 
carries with it a suggestion of superior­
ity—so much so that a Canadian manu­
facturer has been known to put an 
English or American label on his own' 
products. Canadian woolen goods, ex­
cellent in quality, have suffered from 
this superstition. Canadians should get 
rid of this false modesty. They should 
at least give the native product a chance- 
ask for it, insist upon getting it, and give 
the article a fair trial.

Manufacturers. might also do more in 
the way of publicity for their own pro­
ducts. We speak now not only of news­
paper advertising, in which we might be 
suspected of a selfish interest, but of 
special exhibitions and various other 
ways of featuring Canadian manufac­
tures. There is not the least reason why 
Canada should not be one of the fore­
most manufacturing nations in the 
world. It has the coal, the water powers 
and other fundamentals of industry. 
Its people are as ingenious, inventive 
and enterprising as any in the world.

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ovieFLAX GROWING IN NOVA SCOTIA

Plans have been completed for a 
demonstration on a fairly extensive scale 
of flax growing and manufacture in 
Lunenburg County. This experiment 
is being inaugurated jointly by the Ex­
perimental Farms Division of the Do­
minion Department of Agriculture and 
the Provincial Department of Agricul­
ture.

It is planned to grow some thirty 
acres of flax on about as many farms, 
all of which will be manufactured into 
fiber in a small plant to be installed near 
the town of Lunenburg The farmers 
participating in this experiment have 
signed agreements to grow their allotted 
quantities and clearly understand that 
while there is every likelihood that they 
will obtain a fair revenue from the land 
involved, yet the whole business is to be 
regarded as an experimental demonstra­
tion.

The county of Lunenburg was chosen 
for this demonstration largely because 
it was one of the largest flax growing 
counties in the days when flax growing 
was carried on throughout the whole 
province of Nova Scotia, and was per-

• NEWS SUPPRESSION

(Editor and Publisher) 
Commenting on the peculiar embar­

rassment a newspaper feels when sup­
pression of news is asked by personal 
riends, the editor of the Ottawa Jour­

nal tells his readers that news is a com­
modity and that it is as absurd to ask 
an editor not to print an item as it is to 
ask a butcher not to dispose of certain 
beefsteaks to customers, or importun­
ing a music store proprietor not to han­
dle certain songs.

News suppression is usually futile, 
benefiting no one and doing positive 
harm in many instances. In Ottawa it 
has bed* discovered, for instance, that 
when the local newspapers yield to the 
pleas of personal friends to “keep it 
out, like a good fellow,” the special 
correspondents of out-of-town papers 
usually get the news and it gradually 
floats back by word of mouth and the 
Ottawa newspapers are suspected of be­
ing either incompetent or cowardly.

Suppression of many news items also 
reacts against those who have sought 
it as a means of escaping supposed dis­
grace or humiliation. It only piles up 
heir troubles.

This angle always reminds us of the 
Boston merchant who told an editor 
that he would withdraw all advertising 
if news of his daughter’s elopement was 
published.

The editor replied: “You can’t scare 
me into doing an injustice to your daugh­
ter and her husband. I shall not be
