THERE is a piece of railway, some five
miles long, in Nova Scotia, which goes
by this name. It connects the properfy
of the Spring Hill Coal Company with
the Intercolonial Railway. It was owned
by the Dominion Government, but they
it, and to give it absolutely and without
reservation of any kind to the Coal Com-
pany.
