This. rate wasn ocrly $1.00
per barrel lower than the best whole-
sale price today, and we would ad-
vise that all eash collected or ralsed
by the diffcre~t mediums throughout
the Provinco bo sent to the Central
Committce, St. Jchn, Mayor James
H. Frink, Tversurer, to be invested
in large wholesele quantitios, as a
dollar would go much further invest-
ed in this way than buying swmall
quantities of gecds from a local deal-
er.
