Vienna, Nov. 23.
The Tagblatt confirms the news I 

sent you on Friday* night anent the 
chances of M. Waloujieff as Prince 
Gortschakoff’s successor and adds the 
following particulars concerning Abe 
representative regime that would be 
established should M. Waloujeff even­
tually7 be appointed Chancellor. 
Early in March a Russian Constitu­
tion would be promulgated, and the 
new Parliament would be opened in 
the course of the spring. The Grand 
Duke Cnstantine Nikoiaievitch, bro­
ther of the Czar, and now president 
of the Council of State, would be ap­
pointed President of the Constitution­
al Ministry. The question as to what 
class of the population, and what pro­
vinces would he called, upon to elect 
representatives, would be regulated 
in accordance with a precedent that 
dates faom last century', during the 
reign of Catherine 11, when repre­
sentatives from ail parts of the Em­
pire were called together, with this 
difference—that the next Legislature 
would have all the character of a na,- 
fcional Parliament. The halt-savage 
tribes existing in certain parts of the 
country would not be represented. 
Tho Russians posesèions in Centrai 
Asia would be separated from the rest 
from the realm, and form a distinct 
Government after the fashion oi 
British India. In that case the Em­
peror would take the additional tith 
of Czar of Central Asia and TufkeL 
tan. Awaiting the realisation oi 
these brilliant plans, it is announced 
that the present ^(ministration iin­
tends to divide' Ifussia iuto twelve 
Stadtholderships, in order to fortify 
the existing system of centralisation.

The Admiralty Court which met 

here on the 12th Must, under the 
presidency of Mr Grattan, the British 
Consul, to inquire into tlve circum­
stances attending the death of a man 
named James Henry who was killed on 
board the English ship Coringa, while 
ou her way from New York to this port 
delivered its decision to day. According 
to the statement of the captain of the 
Coringa,the circumstances of the case 
were as follows :—During the voyage 
several disputes occurred amongst the 
crew, in which the f irst mate, Harry 
Cutting, had continually to interfere 
in older to restore peace. Eventually 
the quarreling rose to euch a pitch that 
the captain himself had to intervene 
and he ordered the chief offender to be 
put in irons. At this a regular muti­
ny arose, which ended in the mate, 
Cutting, striking down the seaman Jas. 
Henry, with an axe. The latter died 
from the effects of tho wound in six days. 
Cn arriving at this port the facts were 
reported to the authorities, and the 
first mate, together with five sailors, 
named respective!wjWillram Cheshire, 
William Roasted^ Michael Kearney, 
Edward Phee and John O’Connell, were 
taken into custody—Cutting, the mate,

“ Not long ago,” says the London 
Daily* Telegraph, “a well known cols 
lector of" curiosities fin Paris, who had 
devoted considerable sums of money 
to the gathering to gethor of bank 
notes ot all countries and all values, 
became possessor of a Bank of Eng­
land five pound note to which an un­
usually7 strange story7 was attached. 
The note was paid in a Liverpool

with whomhe had a permanent con-' 
nection.

Some time having elapsed^sinoe I had 
the pleasure of communicating with you 
and thinking that the numerous readers 
of your deservedly popular and widely 
sead journal, would like at the opening 
of this festive Christmas season, to heai 
something of the sayings and doings o< 
the metropolis, I take my pen to drop 
you a few lines. The weather which 
has been so remarkably mild during the 
month of November and even far int< 
the present month; has within the last 
few days assumed a character of some­
what arctic severity, the thermometei 
through the day of Monday ranging from 
10° to 20° below zero. Notwithstanding 
the present rigorous nature of our cli­
mate, )7ou will|no doubt perceive from 
the St. John’s papers, that the philan­
thropic ardor of the votaries of Temper* 
ence has not cooled, but on the contrary 
has been stimulated to more earnest and 
innereased zeal in the promotion of the 
interests of their giovi ius cause. As a 
striking evidence of this fact,on the evens 
ing of Tuesday the 16th inst. a meeting 
was held at the central school for the 
purpose of inaugurating a Church .of Eng­
land Temperance Association. At thi- 
meeting which was attended by a highly 
respectable audience, the Lord Bishop 
being in the chair, several of the lead­
ing fellow citizens being speakers, the 
groundwork of the association was found­
ed, which there is every reason to be ieve 
will ex tenu over the whole colony. On 
the following Saturday evening a large 
public meeting was held in the Old Ha;l, 
the Hon. J. J, Rogerson in the chair, 
Messrs Killegrew, McNei'y, and Withy* 
combe being the principal speakers. 
Thus you will see that the Temperance 
campaign is fairly opened and a large 
army is taking the field to do battle with 
the forces of the old despotic monarch 
Rum. So much for Temperence move­

Ottawa, the governmental capital of 

the Dominion, is a romantic and beauti» 
fully located city on the southern bank 
of the river from which it derives its name 
and is distant about one huudred and 
sixty miles by rail from Montreal. In 
its earlier Jays some quarter of a century 
since,this unpretentious lumbering settle­
ment, known as Bytovvn, so called from

To this 
last mentioned great variation in the 
political affairs of the sister colonies m iy 
the young and promising city of Ottawa 
attribute its present proud position, its 
site as tbe governmental metropolis of 
the Dominion, being the choice of Her 
Most Gracious Majesty, it* old and meU 
ifiuous Indian name of Ottawa being 
substituted for that of By town. The city 
of Ottawa embraces within its limits a 
population of about forty thousand in- 
nauitants, chief y ot Biitish and F-ench 
extraction, the hitter element beiug prin* 
ci pally located in that section ot the city- 
east of the canal and known as lower* 
town, whilst the British main y occupy 
the upper or western portion of the city. 
Ottawa being an incorporated city, its 
municipal atiairs are directed by a .Viayor 
tnd Town Council selected from the pro 
minent business men ot the city, Next
