Washington, April 2.—The rec­
tory of St. Patrick’s Church, the 
demolition of which bee jeet been 
completed, wee one of Washington’s 
landmark», not by reason of age; 
hut beoeuee the etrong personality 
of Father Walter, who built it end 
whose home It wee for many years; 
made for it a place in the oity’s 
history.

In the stormy days that immed 
lately followed the eloee of the 
civil wer this house wee the cyno­
sure of oountleee eyee. Hie stern 
and fiery yet tender end devoted 
priest wae still on the sunny aide of 
middle life. - A native of Baltimore, 
I* Mji never paraded", yet never 
made any secret of hie sympathy 

ith the South. As pastor, and 
later as the lest spiritual adviser 
Mre. Surratt, he was firmly con­
vinced of her innooenoe, and made 
every possible effort to eave her 
life. When the last terrible hour 
drew near he received from the 
military authorities a suggestion 
that it would be better for him 
not to accompany hie unfortunate 
parishioner to the scaffold. Hie 
reply, which wee characteristic, wae 
ae follows:

Tell the Secretary of War that 
I fear neither man nor devil I 
fear God alone, and I will defend 
with my life the oheraoter of the 
least and lowlieet of my parishion­
ers.” The heroic prieet had heard 
Mrs. Surratt’s last confession early 
in the morning, and at the hour of 
execution he had no duty to per­
form except to sustain her by hie 
presence. The" lower limbs of the 
condemned were bound By soldiers 
designated for that duty. This 
service, if Mrs. Surratt had been 
neglected, Father Welter had pro­
mised to perform for her, though 
he should be shot in the sol .When 
the execution wee over Father 
Walter sought his bed, and for 
a week afterward was prostrated by 
illness.

Father Walter devoutly believed 
that hia sick calls wore not alt 
conveyed by human agency and 
that the old-fashioned bell of the 
rectory, on at least a taw occasions 
had been rung by shadowy hands. 
Among hie favorite reoolleotions 
was the visit to him near a quarter 
of a century ago of two little boys, 
who, having rung the bell, were 
waiting on the stoop when Father 
Walter opened the door.

Sessional Notes.

The wonted monotony of the 
routine proceedings of the Legis­
lature was broken on Tuesday 

* of last week by an occurrence in 
which the Leader of the Govern­
ment took the initiative. For 
several days previously the Gov­
ernment members had been cau­
cusing the greater part of the 
time, and one might have guessed 
they were hatching out some 
little political plot with which 
they intended to surprise the 
Assembly.

To accomplish this the concur­
rence of Mr. Dickieson was neces­
sary ; consequently this obse­

A POLICY FOR ALL CANADIANS. 
Mr. R L. Borden, the leader 

of the * Conservative party, has 
hud down a transportation pol­
icy which means much to the 
people of Canada. He has de 
dared emphatically in favor of 
the extension of the Interc61oniaI 
Railway to Georgian Bay, the 
Northwest Territories and the 
Pacific Ocean, but in doing so 
he has stipulated that independ­
ent and competent advice from 
transportation experts shall gov­
ern the action of the Conserv­
ative party, in carrying out this 
great work. He provides for the 
development of every link in 
the great transportation chain and 
lays down the following objects 
and considerations as in the best 
interests of the country :

(a) To develop and extend the 
government system of railways, 
and to free the management 
thereof from party political con­
trol or interference.

(b) To secure absolute and 
thorough control of rates and 
traffic facilities in return for 
reasonable public aid to railway 
construction or improvement

(c) To improve and extend 
our canal system, develop ogr 
lake and river routes, and to 
equip thoroughly our national 
ports on the Great Lakes, the 
St Lawrence and the seabords.

(d) To perfect a system of 
elevator warehousing and term­
inal facilities.

(e) To secure, under govern­
ment control and direction, or 
where expedient under govern­
ment ownership common haul­
age or running facilities where 
one railway can usefully accomo­
date several systems, and thus to 
ensure to the public more econo­
mic carriage and efficient service.

Mr. Borden proposes to bring 
about these results by the initi­
ation of this system of trans­
portation :

1. The immediate construc­
tion and control by the Dom­
inion of such lines of railway 
in the west to the Pacific as the 
enormous importance and in­
creasing development of the great 
west require.

2. The extension of the Intercolonial 
Railway to the Georgian Bay and 
thence to Winnipeg, and the exteneion 
and improvement in the Province of 
Quebec and in the Maritime Provincee 
of the government system of railways.

8. The development and improve­
ment of oar canals and Inland water­
ways and the thorough and efficient 
equipment of onr national ports and 
terminals on the Atlantic and Pacific 
aa well aa on the St. Lawrence and 
Greet Lakee.

4. The thorough examination, ex­
ploration and survey of the country 
between Quebec and Winnipeg, with a 
view to the future construction of each 
lines of railway as may be found in the 
public Interest.

NOTHING ABOUT IT TO PRAISS.

Sir Wilfrid Lanrier’s speech io de­
fence of the modified Grand Trank 
Pacific contract was one of the most 
empty orations ever delivered by a 
leader of a Canadian party. The Prime 

^Minister was able to shed jaet one new 
ray of light on toe projet, and he dm 
eo by quoting from a report of a survey 
of a portion of the Qnebec-Winnipeg 
section made in 1671 by a Jesuit mis 
aionary. He bed nothing to offsr in 
the way of reporta from officers of hie 
own edminietrstion, however, showing 
that in epite of promisee of reeooneible 
ministère nothing has been done to 
investigate the resources of the country 
lying-between Moncton and Winnipeg. 
Instead of doing eo, the government 
spent several months making arrange­
ments for the "Grand Trunk Railway to 
pat In lie treasury some millions of 
dollars which belong to this country. 
It was not surprising to fled, therefore, 
that the heal of the government should 
find It convenient to eey aa little ae 
possible about the amendments which 
the promoters of the new railway 
scheme have forced on the administr­
ation. Last year Sir Wilfrid delivered 
a speech written for him . by Mr. 
Edward Farrar, who wae specialty 
engaged by the Grand Trank to boom 
the new scheme. In that introductory 
landation of the deal, Sir Wilfrid wae 
made to eay all kinds of dreadful 
thinge about the denger which threat­
ened Canada’s commerce In the event 
of the United States refusing the bond 
ing privileges to onr produce. Mr. 
Ferrer, speaking through the Premier, 
declared that the country could not 
wait a single day for the .completion of 
the proposed road. Bat ae everybody 
knows the Grand Trank refused to 
carry ont their pert of the bargain and 
held np to the ridicule of all classes the 
rediculoos announcements of the Pre­
mier. The amended deed has been 
allowed to go with as little comment 
on it ae possible in order that public 
attention may not be drawn to U. The 
apology offered for the scheme ia the 
severest condemnation that couid be 
directed to it.

It has j net been known that the battle- 
ehip Poltava, several weeks ago had a 
hole rammed in her by 'the battleship 
Sebastopol while the latter wae 
manoenrving in the harbor of Port 
Arthur.

London, April 14.—The Times prints 
a despatch .dated off Port Arthur and 
sent by wireless telegraphy to Wei Hal 
Wei which eaye that the Japanese 
torpedo boats attacked Port Arthur 
early Wednesday morning fl jet are now 
shelling the forte,

Tokio, April 13.—The Japanese Army, 
having driven the Russians from Korea 
and advanced to the Yain, the first im­
portant battle mey be expected there. 
The enemy is reported to be strongly 
fortified and concentrating on the op­
posite bank.

Great importance le attached in Japan j 
to the result of the first battle because 
of thejnoral effect it will hsve on the 
respective armies. It le well under­
stood that Rossis will make a supreme 
effort I o retain her prestige by means 
of a victory on land.

Japan, also, in view of the effect on 
the attitude of the Koreans and the 
Chinese, ae well ae npon its own troops, 
considéra it of vital importance to win 
the first fight.

The Russians are greatly handicap­
ped by the difficulty of concentrating 
their troops off the line of railway. 
Considering the condition of the roads 
the Japanese advance has been rapid, 
Rneeia having loet the opportunity of 
opposing the Japanese in Northern 
Korea.

Opinion here is divided npon the 
question whether the Rnesiens can 
make an effective stand on the Yaln, or 
whether a more decisive action will 
occur at the border paeees near Fengh- 
wang.

London, April 13.—A news agency 
despatch from St. Petersburg eaye that 
the Military Administration recently 
despatched to the troops on the Yeln 
River appliances end material, which 
will enable them to obstruct by fire a 
Japanese attempt to croee the River. 
The process is a military secret that 
hae been acquired by the Government 
from its inventor who is e Colonel of 
Engineers.

The first test, which cost 40,000 
rubies, was carried oat years ago daring 
manoeuvres et Tearakoe Sato in the 
presence of the Imperial Family, Sap­
pers threw across a river e pontoon 
bridge. Then a email oily patch ap­
peared in the middle of the stream close 
to the bridge. This gradually grew 
larger and at the end of three minutes 
it was 200 yards in length Flames then 
boret ont and Boon attained an immense 
height, constituting a formidable car- 
tain, which completely hid the bridge.

Tbe flames rapidly reached the 
height of a seven story bniiding, throw­
ing onr each intense heat that onlookers 
near the shore were unable to remain. 
Even the Emperor and hie suite at a 
distance of half a kilometre, were 
incommoded by tbe heet. After work­
ing for eight minutes the apparatne 
wee stopped. The flamee died out in 
two minutes end it wee then seen that 
the bridge had been completely destroy­
ed.

The apparatne which wis invisible to 
spectators, ae ten kilometres from the 
river, to which it transmitted a liquid, 
prepared hy a secret process, though 
tubes buried in the earth.

If the Russians succeed in establish 
ing the apparatne and tabes on the 
banks of the Yeln, a crossing will be 
absolutely impossible eo long aa they 
aie working.

St. Petersburg, April 14.—The Japs 
have sunk a Rnssian torpedo boat 
destroyer with all bande on board.

St. Petersburg, April 16.—A telegram 
from Admiral Aleiiefl from Port Arthur 
to the Emperor eaye from 9.15 o’elook on 
Friday morning to midnight the Japanese 
fleet in two divieiona bombarded the fort- 
reee and town alternatively from Liao Tis- 
han promontory firing 185 projaotilea. 
The Rneaian eqnadron, including the batt le­
ehip Pobieda, replied from anchorage by 
plunging fire. The loues on land were 
•even Chinees killed and five soldier» and 
three Chinese wounded. The Rneaian war- 
•hipa auetained no damage.

Seoul, April 15.— Japaneae advices from 
Northern Korea state that the Russia» 
have strongly fortified Chon Ti Cheng, a 
wailed town on the Manchurian aide of the 
Yaln River, about ten milea north of An- 
tug. It ie estimated that there are 20,000 
Ruuiane of all arma at Antung ready to 
oppose the Japanese oroating.

Webb Hayes hae returned from a jour, 
ney to Anjn thence to the American mines 
at Uneen and thence north to the Yaln 
River. He reporta that he received hos­
pitable treatment from tbe Japaneee and 
he compliments the equipment of the Jap 
anew field foroea, the effectiveness of their 
pontoon bridge at Anjn and their transport 
organization.

Inaide were assembled the Emperor and 
the Imperial Family, high officers of the 
army and navy and the entire diplomatic 
oorps and many widows and families of the 
officers drowned. The galleries were crow­
ded with Russian blue-jackets.

The widow of the late Vice-Admiral 
Makaroff with her mo and daughter took 
a place beside the Imperial party. Every 
one present wore a band of crepe. The 
Emperor entered laat and alone. The 
grief left by Hie Majesty waa written on 
hie face. The Empress wae not present.

Just before the service began the Dow­
ager Empress embraced Admiral Makar- 
off’s widow, who sank to her knees almost 
at the feet of Her Majesty and remained 
there until the end of the service. The 
beautiful ceremonial of the Orthodox 
Cbnroh left no dry eyes in the boilding.

The Emperor and all othere present held 
lighted tapers. When the Rector prayed 
for Stepan and all the warriors who died 
for their country, the Emperor fell npon 
hie knees. In an instant all present were 
kneeling and sobbing. The Grand Duch­
ess Vladimir, mother of the wounded 
Grand Duke Cyril, broke down completely.

When the aervioe wae finished the Em­
peror raised the etrieken widow, kissed 
her hand and spoke to her consolingly also 
shaking hand» with her daughter and eon.

St. Petersburg, April 15.—It has been 
definitely decided that Vice-Admiral 
Skrydloff, Commander of the Blaok Sea 
Fleet, will enooeed the late Vice-Admiral 
Makarofi as Commander-hi-Cbief of the 
Rneeian Naval forces in the Far East.

Skrydloff to rame to St. Peterburg for 
the purpose of receiving instructions,

the Far East, Skrydloff shared Makar- 
off’e reputation for energy and fighting 
ability and recently visited the Emperor, 
who hesitated between Makaroff and the 
commander of the Black Sea Squadron. 
It le said Admiral Rojee Eveneky will 
probably take the place of Makaroff in St. 
Petersburg.

Admiral Ooktomeky adds : “ I have 
taken command provisionally of the fleet 
since the disaster to the Petropavlovek. 
During some manoenverlng of battleship 
squadron the Pobleda struck against _a 
mine amidships on the starboard side. 
She was all, to iagain port by herself. 
No one on board of her was killed or 
wounded.”

Forty-five officiers and men perished on 
board the torpedo boat destroyed Bez- 
Btrsthni, whose destruction by the Japan­
ese was announced today.

The destroyer and fonr consorts were 
outside scouting during the night. The 
Btzstrsshnl lagged behind and became 
lost in the mist. When day broke she 
tried to creep In along the coast but was 
discovered, ont off, overpowered and ennk, 
only five of her orew escaping. The fate 
of the other members of the orew it un­
known.

That the Petropavlovek was blown up 
by a mite placed at the eotrace to the 
harbor to prevent the blocking of the 
channel, Is the opinion entertained by the 
general staff. It is true that the vessel 
•ank in full view of Vine Admiral Togo’s 
fleet, which was seen on the horison, but 
her lots was not oaused through the 
agency of that fleet.

Some high officials Incline to the opinion 
that the battleship was sunk by a Jadan- 
ese submarine "boat. There is a dispo­
sition, however, to raise a controversy as 
to whether the explosion occurred inside 
or onteide the -battleship, similar to the 
controversy which followed the destruc­
tion of the United States battleship Maine 
in Havana harbor. The fact that many 
of the wounded, including Grand Duke 
Cyril, were badly burned seemed to sup­
port the theory of an internal explosion.

St. Petersburg, April 15.—Rear Admirl 
Prince Ouktomsky wires from Port 
Arthur that the Bezstrashni, one of the 
Russian torpedo boat destroyers sent out 
daring the night to reconnoitre became 
separated from the rest of the fleet, owing 
to the bad weather prevailing, was sur­
rounded by Jipanese torpedo boat destroy­
ers and was sank in the light. Five men 
were saved.

A Kingston, Ont., despatch says : Over 
seven hundred United States- militia from 
varions New York towns will assist in the 
Victoria Day celebration here.

In consequence of the illnees of Speaker 
Reid, the depoty-Speaker Dr. Dongles’ 
occupied the Chair in the Legislature 
Monday and Tuesday.

Word comes from Montreal that nine 
hundred painters, doooraters aad paper 
hangers are on strike. It la believed the 
plumbers, carpenters and marble worker» 
will «trike May 24.

It is expected that the winter steamers, 
Minto and Stanley will continue their 
tripe between here and Plctou for the 
remaining time they may be on service, 
one leaving Pioton and Charlottetown 
each morning.

Ton Steamer Princess of the Steam Na­
vigation Company started from here for 
Pioton Monday morning. After getting 
as far as St. Peter’s Island she encountered 

heavy barrier of ice and was obliged to 
return.

Angel of the Schools

In the course of a brilliant lecture 
at the Catholic University, Washing 
ton, the Rev. Henry A. Brann, D 
D., said:

St. Thomas follows the Aristotelian 
method in all his works. This is 
method of observation, of induction 
and of deduction, not limited or ex­
clusive, but comprehensive and de­
pending on complete premises; just 
the method necessary for scientific 
discoveries as well as for metapysi- 
cal investigation. There are no illo­
gical inferences in this method. He 
uses it in .proving the existence of a 
personal God, His argument is the 
same1 as that implied in the text of 
St. Paul: “ The invisible things of 
Him, from the creation of the world, 
are clearly seen, being understood by 
the things that ate made" ; and when 
the Angelic Doctor has established 
the great fundamental truth of the 
existence of God, he logically deduces 
from it all the propositions of theology. 
When it is proven that there is One, 
Supreme, Omnipotent, Omnipresent 
Being, the Creator of the universe, the 
mysteries of the Incarnation and of 
the Real Presence become easy of 
acceptance. One who realizes thor­
oughly what the existence of a per­
sonal God, the Supreme Owner and 
the Supreme Ruler, implies, will find 
no difficulty in admitting mysteries 
and miracles, rights and obligations, 
personal and social, for all are center 
ed in Him, the Mystery of mysteries, 
the Invisible and Ineffable One in 
Three.

In the psychological order, also, the 
Aristotelian method is followed by 
Aquinas, who derives knowledge pri­
marily from the senses acting on the 
intellect. From the study of mate­
rial things he rises to a knowledge of 
their invisible causes. This method 
stimulates research in the natural 
sciences, and has led to all the great 
modern scientific discoveries, some of 
which were already suspected or in­
dicated in the days when the much- 
decried scholastic philosophy held 
universal sway. The names of Ger 
bert, Albert the Great, Roger Bacon, 
Nicholas von Cues, Trithemius and 
Copernicus, considering their times 
and opportunities, compare favorably 
with those of the greatest scientists of 
modern times.

Iu the works of Thomas Aquinas 
will also be found the arguments 
which overthrow every scientific the­
ory that draws a conclusion from 
imperfect premises, as, for instance, 
does the hypothesis of radical evolu­
tion.

A study of the Angelic Doctor 
would correct the mental delects of 
those scientists who, plunging intelli­
gence completely into the quagmire 
of naturalism, clog its wings and 
render it unable to soar into the 
beautiful regions of the spiritual world. 
Like a bird, the intellect needs both 
Its wings to mount to the sky and to 
look at the sun. An intellect, speci­
alized and bedraggled by the exclusive 
study of interior nature, will often be 
unable to understand the truths of 
the higher order. Hence abl0 writers, 
some non Catholic, have called at­
tention to the fact that since the study 
of scholastic philosophy has been 
neglected the edge of human intellect 
has been dulled, and even educated 
men are unable to understand many 
truths and arguments which the com­
mon intellects of the ages of faith 
easily comprehended The fate of 
the narrow specialist in the material 
order is like that of the sinner imroer 
sed, in sensual vice. His brain be­
comes stunted and clouded.

St. Thomas was not only a meta­
physician and a theologian; his genius 
end hii education were universal.

He studied pagan learning and ap­
propriated its treasures for the defence 
of Christ, as the Hebrews of old 
despoiled the Egyptians who had 
robbed and oppressed ' them. He 
fought the enemies of the true God 
with their own weapons, as David 
killed Goliath with his own sword. 
The intellect of St Thomas Aquinas 
threwpver pagan learning the light 
of faith, and “ faith, " as the Vatican 
Oouncil says, “ frees and protects 
reason from error, and provides it with 
varied knowledge.” He assimilated 
the arguments and imitated the ex­
ample of the great Christian apolog 
ists of early day's of Quadratus, Aris­
tides, Herman and Athenagoras, who 
had studied the philosophers of 
Greece, from Thales to Aristotle. He 
read Irenaeus, the classic authority 
on the Gnostic heresies; Clement of 
Alexandria and Origen, who thor­
oughly understood the systems of the 
Alexandrine school—the Latins, Ter 
tutlian. Atnoblus and Lactantius, 
masters of dialects and models of 
beautiful style—and from this study 
the divine theologian had found and 
exposed the fact that at the basis of 
all error are pride, sensuality or ig­
norance, or all three together, and 
that pride clouds the intellect perhaps 
more effectually than sensuality, and 
that pride, sensuality and ignorance 
are the greatest enemies of the Cat­
holic Church. “Wisdom will not 
enter into a malicious soul nor dwell 
in a body subject to sin. ” No error 
in faith could taint the mind 
Aquinas, because blessed with humi­
lity, he studied at the feet of the 
Crucified God in Whom “ atf bidden 
all the treasures of wisdom and know­
ledge." He has left behind him 
spiritual cathedral, of which the 
" Summa contra gentes " is the vesti­
bule, the “ Summa Theologies" is the 
nove and the apse, and to ' which 
“ De Regimine Principis" is a beauti. 
ful annex. To this intellectual and 
spiritual cathedral none of the great 
material cathedrals of the middle ages 
can be compared in grandeur or 
beauty. Every part of this edifice is 
solid and beautiful, built on eternal 
and universal principles, and em 
bellished in every detail with inspired 
decoration from the top of the soaring 
turrets to the very foundation.

In the death the other day, from 
injuries received in a driving acci­
dent, of Brother J. D. Burke, for 
more than half a century a member 
of the Older of Irish Christian Bro­
thers, and for nearly the whole of 
that period associated with the 
work of the Brotherhood in the city 
of Cork, there passed away one of 
the most esteemed teachers and 
workers in the service of the Ohnroh 
in Ireland. The loss sustained by 
the order of which he wae p member 
and the high place he occupied in the 
affections of the general public have 
been manifested in an extraordinary 
manner. Action on hie death has 
been taken by nearly every public 
body of Cork and vicinity, beginning 
with the Town Council, which met 
under the presidency of the Lord 
Mayor, listened to speeches by the 
principal city cffloials, passed a for­
mal resolution of sympathy and ad­
journed ae a mark of honor to the 
deceased. In the course of bis ad- 
dress the Lord Mayor said it wae a 
matter of history that Brother Burke 
was the real pioneer of that tech­
nical education which bee come to 
be recognized ae a prime necessity 
for the future well-being of Ireland. 
Other speakers paid high tribute to 
Brother Burke's extensive know­
ledge, high scientific attainments 
and genial and kindly manner ibat 
commanded the respect and regard 
of all classes.

Brother Burke’s obsequies were 
of a notable obaraoter. On Friday 
evening, March 25, the remains were 
removed from the North Monastery 
Chapel, where they had lain since 
Wednesday evening. The procession 
made its way from the Monastery 
grounds, through St. Mary’s road 
and on to the Cathedral gates, amidst 
a dense mass of people, and after the 
remains had been placed on a cata­
falque before the high altar thous­
ands pnaeed into the edifice for a last

The Catholic Woman in 
the Business World.

At the present time, when lebor 
questions and the adjustment of dif­
ficulties arising therefrom are ab­
sorbing the attention of many 
thoughtful minds, it may not be in­
opportune to give some little con­
sideration to the influence of the 
Oatholio woman in the business 
world around us. When one thinks 
of the number of Oatholio women 
and girls engaged in mercantile and 
professional pursuits iu this city 
alone, the thought ■ presents itself 
of the boundless possibilities within 
their reach, and the opportunity 
open to them of reflecting credit on 
the Oburob, to which it ought to be 
their proudest boast to belong.

This day and age is undeniably 
materialistic. The pernicious in­
fluence of materialism is everywhere 
felt. Suooeas ie the present day God 
and there are few, indeed, who re­
fuse homage to this all-preveding 
deity. To meet people, abstraoi 
reading and the Truth for Truth’» 
sake do not appeal. To the dweller 
below the vision of the heights ia 
not given. And in this busy, work- 
a-day world the theorist, the dream­
er, finde himself alone.

Under these conditions, the only 
way of reaching or influencing the 
multitude ia by force of example; 
and here ia the opportunity of the 
Catholic girl at work.

The effect of association and influ­
ence of personality are among the 
moat interesting studies in practical 
psychology. They are forces which 
the social economist, the practical 
philanthropist, and all who strive to 
better the condition of their fellow- 
men take into account and wisely 
endeavor to apply. The influence 
of personality cannot be over-esti­
mated. More and more is it coming 
to lie realised that, as haa been ably 
said, the greatest benefit one can do 
the world ie to ouhivate his own 
personality, and that “ our influence 
ia infioitely greater than we. " It is 
undoubtedly true that there are 
those to . whom theorizing and 
reasoning are as an unknown 
tongue that there are those to whom 
everything connected with religious 
belief is obnoxious, “old-fashioned 
and tireeome, ” that there are those 
to whoeff everything Catholic ia an 
object of suspicion and aversion; but 
the mao or woman does not live 
who, consciously or unoonsoioualy, 
is not impressed by principles oL 
right-living exemplified and lived 
up to.

There are occasions when to stand 
by one's principles requires fully, as 
much courage as the martyrs of old 
displayed in facing their tormentors ; 
the moral fight ia a hardly oonteetod 
one. But, if euoh occasions are nu­
merous, thé fault lies mostly with 
ouraelvee and bat illustrates the force 
of Montalambert’s saying “ Error is 
bold and aggressive because Truth 
ia timid and shrinking.” Catholics 
know that they are in possession of 
the truth and there ie no reason or 
excuse for their assuming an apolo­
getic attitude towards the world 
about them. Such an attitude is 
not convincing and will never be 
productive of good.

Bishop Spalding speaks of woman 
ae " God’s providence” and '• the 
world's benefao tress." Surely, there 
is inspiration in the noble words, and 
the desire to be worthy of them must 
quicken the pulse and arouse the 
beet impulses of erery right minded 
woman. If every woman had this 
high idea of her dignity, and earn­
estly endeavored to correspond with 
iU responsibilities, this woild woull 
be a more ideal place to live in. 
And if women in general recogniz'd 
tae fact teat to Christ and the 
Church He founded they owe all that 
they have attained in the way ol 
advancement from the ignoble posi­
tion women occupied in pagan coun­
tries, they would assuredly aoknow 
ledge the debt and humbly submit to 
the authority whioh has wrought so 
effectually, in their behalf.

For good or for ill, woman mus' 
forever be a strong controlling force 
in the moral and social world. In 
the peat, it baa been eo; history is 
lull of illustrations of her power; 
and, if it haa not always been ored- 
itably exercised, it will at least be 
freely admitted that on the wilt le 
her influence haa been for good. 
And, sine# women are now moe geor­
erally thrown into public life than 
ever before, being engaged in many

avooations formerly considered ae 
belonging exclusively to men, their 
influence should be more widely felt 
than at any previous period in the 
world’s history. Tnis has been 
called “ Woman’s age." If the title 
be correct, the duty reals upon 
women to make it the Golden Age 
by maintaining high standards cf 
life and conduct; and in this the 
Oatholio woman in the business 
world should be foremost. Her duty 
is clear, and if ehe prove unfaithful 
the shame will rest heavily upon 
her; but ehe will not, and in this 
the Catholic woman in religion ia to 
her what it should be—the main­
spring of her actions and the domin­
ating influence in her life.—Annie 
Elizabeth Bradley in the New 
World, Chicago.
