Within the past few years this system of | b

farming had created quite an excitement
and had taken a strong root in the cown-
try. He was glad to see this, as he be-
lieved that wheut-_gmiq had been con-
tinued far ton persistently, either forthe
benefit of the farmer or for the lands.
Any ordinary observer, in passing alon?
through the country, must become c'n-
vinced of the necessity of a change. In
many cases, through incessan: wheat-
growing and °"’p"i3’ the lands had be-
come so 1mpoverished and corrupt that
Canada thistles and wild oats grew al-
most as thick as grain. Infact, mmany
places these had almost gained the mas-
tery over the farmer taken the place
of grain. 1t therefore us to look
around to find the cause of this evil, and
then set to work to obtain a remedy.
He maintained that the main cause was
incessant cropping and too little grase-
growing. He also maintained if farmers
would go more into stock-raising and
dairying we would, in the course of time,
get rid of those foul weeds which were
now giving us so much trouble and caus-
ing us somuch loss. Many farmers who
had taken the land inm its virgin state
now have it so impoverished that it will
scarcely grew anything but these weeds.
If this has been the result with us,
getting the land as we did, what can
we expect our sons, and our sons’ sons
will make out of it, unless they adopt
some other mode of farming than that
which has been pursued by us. It is
new a duty dovogving upon us to loek
around and ascertain what is the best
and most profitable mode of husbandry
to take the place of that which has serv-
ed its time. After comsiderable study
and a little experience and observation,
he had come to the conclusion that
cheese-making would be the most prom-
#inent and profitable, and, at the sam2
time, best calculated to recuperate the
exhausted lands, and retain them in fer-
tile condition. In parts of the country
where this has been thoroughlyv tested it
has proved all that was expected of it.
In the County of Oxford, where dairy-
ing and cheese-making has been carried
on extensively for some years, the farm-
ers, instead of becoming tired cf it, are
becoming more and more determined to
continue it, as they find it exceedingly
p ofitable. It was his opinion that
cheese-making was more profitable than
cither stock-raising or butter-making.
He had come to this conclusiog from ex-
perience and observation. To raise cat-
tle and sell them. dees not, at present
7 pay. Three-year old cattle. after being
stall fed for a winter will only bring from
25 to $30 in the market. Mr. Hanil-
ton theu went into a comparison, show-
ing it te be more proiitable to keep say
ten cows and two calves each vear, for
cheese-making, than five calies each
year for stock raising. The cost of keep-
ing each, he showed by tignres would be
about the same, while the former wculd
© yield a revenue of $300 or morein a
season, whilethe latter would not yiel !
over $200. Mr. Hamilton also recom-
mended the sowing of corn for dairy
cows, to be fed either green for snmmer
food or ripe for winter. He also recom-
mended the growing of white clover with
timothy and red ¢lover. The fimt year
the furmer might think his monev had
been lost, but in three years it would
tel!. Red clover was very apt to be
winter killed, bat with white clover
there was not this danger. After the
red clover had died out. the ~hite would
still continne, and would keep fresh and
good for ten years.
‘“The MBreeders of Thorowghbred
Stock, ’ was next proposed by the Vice-

ly advocated a system of rotation of
crops. Farmers generally do not prac-
tice this nearly emough. are too
apt to cultivate and cropa field too
much, and when it is run ont aend it to
grass. This was a bad policy, and the
invariable result would be a

He held that good farming would com-
pletely eradicate the Canada thistle.

If
summer-fallowing, the thistles be not
killed, plow the land agsin deep, assoon
as the crop is off, and sow with clover.
Any few that will come np after this can
eusily be cut in the or dug out,
which is better. Mr. Currie also strong-
ly advocatedd the necessity of oltublug-
ing fairs and markets for the sale and
purchase of stock, where seller and buy-
er would be brought into contset, and
much time sav to the former. HMe
thought that by crossing breeds we could
get stock which would be better adapte d
to our climate than impnrted stock. He
had tried thoroughbred , and
after fair experience had come to the
conclusion that half-bred cattle were
more profitable than thoroughbreds.
