Address of Bir Richard Cartwright, M. P°,,
to his old Constituents in Centre
furon.
To the Electors of Centre Huron.
GeNTLEMEN:—Within a few. days the
Coustituency to which you have belong-
ed for the past ten years: will have ceas-
ed to exist.
I do not knew that you have much
reason to be surprised at this determin-
ation.

You have been guilty during the
whole of the above period of the most
unswerving devotion to the principles
which yeu conscientivusly believed most
likely to advance the true interests of
you cematry, and yeu have further de:
liberately aggravated your offence by
selecting a representative who is person-
ally exceedingly vbnoxious to the faction
now in pewer.

Fer thus presuming to assert your

Bathusinatic Remomimation of €. W. Rouss.

Grexco®, May 16.—To-day witnessed
one of the tinest Reform gatherings ever
assembled in West Middleses. The
prineipal object of the Cenvention was
the nroﬁon of a candidate to cuntest
the Riding in the approaching election
for-the Dominion_House of Cemmons,
At an early hour the Town Hall was
filled with enthusiastic delegates from
all parts of the Riding, in addition to a

number of other prominent mem-

bers of the party. The chair was occu-
ied by Mr. Wiu. Rupley, of Strathroy,
Y’m&dent of the Reforim. Association;
Mr. John 8. 8aul, of Strathroy, acting
as Secretary. Among others upon the
latform were Mesers. Geo. W. Rons,
& P., and John Watterworth, M. P.

The Convention was of the most un-
animous description, and proved to be a
perfect uvation for Mr. Ross, who has
s0 ably and brilliantly represented the
Riding in the House of Commons.

There were present in all about 110
regular delegates.

On motion of Mr. D. M. Cameron the
list of delegates as sent in was regeived
as

Mr. John Watterworth, M, P. P,
sugeested that as no other name had
been mentioned in connection with the
candidature than that of Mr. Ross, his
nomination be made unanimous by the
Convention. he thought an express-
ion of the views of the representatives
of Euphemia and Adelaide, two munici-
palities added to West Middlesex by the
Gerrymander, should be heard. (Ap-

?’lmzh ;
Mr. Roberts, Reeve of Euphemia, felt
that the Convention meant business, and
he could say the same of his municipali-
ty. Amid deafening cheers he then nom-
inated Mr. Ross as the candidate.

Mr. T. O. Currie, Reave of Adelaide,
took great pleasure in seconding the
nomination, feeling confident that Mr,
Ross would be elected by a large major-
ity, and that he would continue in the
future, as he had in the past, te guard
the interests and defend the rights of
vhe Riding.

A. tuis juncture the enthusiasm be-
«amme unhounded, and the eutire Con-
veat o o en to their feet, declaring the
;10 waou unanimously carried.  Cheer
witv.  1eer followed, and it was several
muiscive before the echoes of applause
died away.

Mr. Ross, in rising to accept the nomi-
nation, cordially thanked the delegutes
for the honor they had done him. He
considered it a high honor at the present
crisis to be the standard bearer of Lib-
eral principles in West Midddlesex.
He was glad to be their leader, because
he had feared that the Liberal party in
this riding might have been overawed or
discouraged on account of the recent
actien of the Dominion Government,
but instead ol this he was more than
pleased to see that Sir John had not
gerrymandered the courage of the Re-
formers of West Middlesex. (Cheers.)
He believed that this latest device—the
gerrymander—like all others of the Evil
One, would come to naught. (Laugh-
ter.) He said he would endeavor before
the campaign was over to show what his |
views were of the party that had perpe
trated this great wrong—a wrong which
his opponent, Mr. N. Currie, by his pre-
sence in the Capital, had aided in carry-
ing out in order to best suit his own de-
signs in this riding. But so flagrant
was the outrage that he felt it would yet
work mischief for the very party by
whom it was vriginated.
