years. | Scandalous Revelations Made in

the Senate Chamber.

The Premior's Double-Dealing with Sena-
ter O'Donchuc—Now Sir John Ignered
*‘The Srced” in Which Me Mad No Con-

fidence.
’

Orrawa, May 14. —Sir John Macdon-
ald leoked eut upon the Senate from be-
hind the Speaker's screen when it met
today. A rare sight was seen of an au-
dience in the Senate Chamber. A couple
of scores of members of the Commons
were present, some clergymen of Ottawa
and a sprinkling of general citizens, Ex-
tra seats were brought in on the floor of
the House.

Mr. O’Donohue spoke for about an
shour, conmencing by moving the follow-
ing resolution :

**That an address be presented to the
Governor-General praying that his Ex-
cellency will cause to be laid before this
House the Ftent of appointment era
copy thereof of John O’Donchue te the
Privy Council ; a copy of the letters of
the Right Hon. Sir John Macdonald to
their lordships, certain bishops of the
Province of Untario, and all other letters
and papers, and a copy of all orders ia
Council in reference to said appointment
or the cancellation thereof.”

His subject was the treatment of Irish
Catholics in Ontario by the two political
parties and the treatment of himself by
Sir John Macdonald in 1882. In 1878
the Irish Catholics voted against Mr.
Mackenzie for revenge and partly because
of the National Policy. He himself sup-
ported the Conservatives up to the time
when the general elections of June 20
were coming on. He then proceeded to
reveal the proceedings of the Chestnut
Park compact, by which the lrish Catho-
lic vote of Octario was sold to Sir John
Macdonald. He was offered a seat in
the Cabinet and accepted. This was in
May, 1882. Shortly after Sir John.wrote
him a letter offering him a seat in the
Senate. He did not understand this
change in the Premier’s intention, Then
fellowed iderable correspond
tween him and Sir John. On the 23rd
of May in renly to his letter, Sir John
wired him :

“I will write on the 25th of May.”

Mr. O'Donohue wrote to Sir John :

““Your letter received. Does change
mean that no one from Ontario shall re-
present the Irtsh Catholics in the Cab-
inet? If mo, their protest will be

s L

Then Sir John came to Toronto, invited
him, Smith, Boyle and Shields to meet
at MacPherson's residence. Sir John
then siguitied his full adherence to the
arrangement he had made with O’Dono-
hue, and actually presented the patents
of appointments sigued and executed by
the uis of Lorne. Everything was
done and perfected. In return these
Irish Catholics undertook to do their ut-
most to return Sir John to power. They
desired to communi ate with their bish-
ops, and Sir John wrote the following
letter to the bishops of the Roman Catho-
lic Charch :

**ToroNT0, June 5.—My Dear Lord,—
Mr. O'Donohue will tell you of the tem-
pest that has been raised here in Toronto,
on account of the suppositiou that his
views are extreme as to the Irish ques-
tion. This might destroy his future, and
it has been, therefore, arranged between
Mr. Smith and Mr. O'Donohue that the
former will represens the Irish Cathclics
in the Cabinet, while Mr, O'Donohue
will do so 80 in the Senate. Mr. Smith
is to make way for Mr. O'Donohue when
the time is opportune. Those two gen-
tlemen are acting in perfect accord, and
it is desirable I should explain this to
your lordships. It must, however, be
kept a profound secret for the present.

““JouN A. MAcDONALD."”

That arrangement had been broken by
Sir John Macdonald by reason eof the
pressure of the Orangemen against
O'Donohue, and Smith, having been ap-
pointed to the Cabinet by favor of the
Orangemen, he represented them and
not the Irish Catholics. The Orauge-
men had said to Sir John, *“We will
take Smith but we won’t accept O'Dono-
hue—he’s too Irish.” He asserted that
Smith recognized those he represented
because 80 per cent. of the employes of
the Toronto Street railway were Orange-
men, which accounted, perhaps, for the
strike. It was the Orange body that
Smith represented in the Cabinet. Sir
John leaned upon that body for his main
support. O’Donohue violently attacked
Smith, who, he said, came to Ottawa
when it was necessary to bonus the rail-
way that he was interested in, or when a
change is be made in the tariff or excise
duties, for no man knew better that he
the value of a little information.

This insinuatioz, Mr. Smith after-
wards indignantly denied.

M. O'Donohue proceeded to argue
that those of his creed were not suffi-
ciently represented from Ontario in the
Parliament. They did not share in the
public offces, for the customs and post-
office departments were nothing less than
Orange lodges. Coming back to his own
grievance O’Donohue said Sir John had
comp to his own house and pressed him

to w Smith t» go into the Cabinet in
the meantime to bridge over this Orange
tempest. He did not know what to

make of Sir John’s recent statement re-
garding this matter, for up to the open-
ing of this session Sir John professed
anxiety to carry out the arrangement
with him, and he had done his utmost
to end the matter. But Sir John’s last
word was gospel itself, he would make
you believe. On the 14th of July, 1883,
he wrote Sir John as follows :

“‘I have promised to call a full meet-
ing of the Council with Smith present.
Not hearing from you I met Smith and
Boyle, and Smith said he was no party
to the arrangement mentioned in your
letter. You will easily judge my sur-
prise at his taking such an attitude. He
seemed loth to admit that there was a
telegram from the Governor-General to
you that he had signed my appointment
to the Cabinet even when Boyle told him
he had seen the document signed and
sealed. He answered, ‘I do not want to
be cornered.” It will be useless to ex-
pect the Irish support merely on account
of Smith warming a seat in the Cabinet.
Such a thing would be considered a

sham.”

To that letter reply was made that

there would be a meeting of the Council
immediately. Mr. O'Donohue said he
did not read many of Sir John's letters,
because they were nearly all marked
confidential. On the 20th of October,

, he again wrote Sir John demand-
ln{ an explanation of his views on this
subject, in which he made the following
remark : ‘‘Irish representation you
know was the aim ; the travesty of it has
lasted long enongh.” He did not blame
Sir John for ignoring the breed in which
he had no confidence. Concluding with
an eloquent peroration he said :

“‘Before long this corrupt Government
will have to go to the people, and that
will be the lasi of them. They stand
to day as a stranded old hulk about to
be dashed to pieces by the storm. A
country like this does not want a Goyern-
ment sustained by plunder, bribery,
charter-selling and every sort ci corrup-
tion. Canada will find among her own
sons one to lead them who will not lean
on any secret society, who will not buy
sppport or hold his followers by interest,
but who will do justice to all—a man, a
native of Canada, of an old illustratrious
family ; a man Canada can speal€of with-
out fear of trickery or mean device, Such
a day is coming to end one of the must
corrupt of Governments—one which will
be known as ‘the bloody Administration
of Sir John Macdonald.’ ”

Senator Smith replied, speaking in an
excited® manner with evident hostility to
O'Donohue. He gave his version of the
compact of May, 1882, Sir John sent
for him and offered him a seat in the
Cabinet to represent the Irish Catholics
of Ontario. e declined on the score
of unfitness and want of time, and the
question came who should be recom-
mended, and he recommended O’'Dono-
hoe, which turned out to have been a
great mistake. Irish Catholics, as well
as Protestant and Orange members of
the party, proteated against O'Donohoe’s
appointment,

r O'Donohoe challenged Mr. Smith
to name any Irish:Catholies who protest-
ed against his appointment.

Mr. Smith—It is not necessary. 1 will
call a meeting in Toronto, if necessary,
and show you. Continuing, he said
O'Donohoe was pressed to withdraw and
cousented. Smith was then again offer-
ed the position and he censented to so-
cept, only an condition that O'Donohoe
would get a senatorship. “‘Isaid to Sir
John,” said the speaker, ‘I want not
only & promise of this, but I want the
appointment tonight, and if we don't
bring this Government back to Ottawa
with at least fifteen majority I shall nev-
er return to the Senat r. Macph
son said that is a bold offer. I replied
then, and 1 say now,” Mr. Smith euntin-
ued, excitedly, ““Iam not a bit afraid of
the people in this country.” Alluding
to his interest in the Catholic representa-
tion, he spoke of aiding in drawing u
the Home Rule resolutions of 1882, an
referred to Mr. Costigan as the best
representative Irishman in the couatry.

WHITEWASHING WHITE.

The Tories Shamelessly Igmore the Evi-
dence of His Guilt,

Orrawa, May 18.—The Committee on
Privileges and Elections met this morn-
ing to consider the report they should
submit to Parliament in regard to the
White Bowell affair.

Mr. McCarthy moved that his drafi
whitewashing report should be taken as
the basis of the committee’s report.

Mr. Mills reviewed the evidence and
showed that Mr. Davies’ report simply
stated the facts as they were sworn to by
different witnesses, while Mr. McCarthy
proposed to evade and distort facts in
order to shield one of his political lead-
ers, and one of his Tory confreres, Mr.
Weldon also reviewed the legal aspect of
the case, contending that the charges, as
made by Mr. Edgar, were substantially
proved.

Mr. MacMaster made a speech devot-
ing himself chiefly tv exomerating Mr.
Bowell, leaving John White to take
care of himself.

Mr. Davies pointed out that many of
the statements in Mr. McCarthy’s white-
washing report were directly contradict-
ed by aworn testimony taken befure the
committee.

Mr. McCarthy's motion that this re-
port be made the basis of the commit-
tee’s report was carried by 15 to 10, two
Conservatives — Messrs. Patterson (of
Essex) and Desjardins—veting with the
Liberals.

Mr, Patterson, of Fesex, protested
-glin-t the manner which the majority
of the committee proposed to treat Mr.
Edgar by declaring that he had not good
grounds for making his ‘charges.

Mr. \Voo:lwortg (Conservative) also
objected to the unfair way in which the
majority of the committee proposed te
treat this matter, >

Mr, MacMaster moved that Mr. Mec-
Carthy’s draft report be adopted as the
report of the committee.

Mr. Woodworth refasea to vote for
the motion and left the room,

Mr. Davies said that it was just as
well that the men who declared that John
White had done nothing wreng should
embody their views in a report to the
House.

The motion was carried by 14 to 10—
Messrs. Patterson, of Essex, and Des-
jardins again voting with the minority,
McCa:thy’s untruthful report being too
strong for their conaciences.

Mr. Mulock moved to have John
White's statement as to his having con-
sulted McCarthy before going into the
transaction added to the repors.

Salt Struck in Wiugham.

Wincram, May 14.—The Wingham
salt well has at last proved a decided
saccess. About a year ago the citizens
of Winghaw put down a test well to the
depth of 1,475 feet and got brine, but
not of sufficient quantity and streagth
to warrant its opeftion. They then re-
moved about a mile south, and at the
depth of 1,100 feet struck salt. They
have since penetrated it 30 feet deeper,
and the drill it still working in at the
time of writing. From present indica-
tions it will be one of the best wells in
the province, as there are no injurious
substance overlying the bed. The efforts
of the people of Wingham to find salt
have been the result of their negotiations
with the Canadian Pacitic railway com-
pany to extend their line to Wingham,
one of the conditions being the estab
lishment of salt works, there being no
salt on the main line of the Canadian
Pacific railway or any of its brarches.
One of the main obstructions is now re-
moved, and we expect the speedy exten-
sion of the Canadian Pacific railway to
Wingham.
