carrying.

Now eVery capital in Europe posas­
ses at least one, that belonging to 
London being kept at the Magazine in 
Hyde Park. It is a small hand-cart 
painted red, and is drawn oy two men. 
The last time it was used was. h-. 
connection with the Sydney Street af 
fair, when it was brought out in order 
to take away certain metal cylinders 
found in the ruins of the iionse or 
cupied by the anarchists, and which 
were at first supposed to b= bombs

Bomb carts are somewhat expen 
sive things to build. They are con 
structed of specially tempered steel 
and the springs are of the best and 
very finely balanced. The bomb is 
not carried inside the cart itself, but 
underneath, in a sort of swinging b, x- 
like receptacle, with very strong 
sides and top, but a light bottofh. 
This is so that the forcé of the 
plosion may be directed downwards 
into the ground should one.occur pre­
maturely

“It may be good for the 
baby for Maragaret to half kill her­
self oyer him, and lose all interest in 
anything else, but how is it going to 
be when the baby grows up? Doesn’t 
she owe him something then? You 
all know little Mrs. Harrison.

dropped all contact with the wotiil 
and all intellectual interests, made 
herself a slave to their clothes and 
their meals and their whims, and now 
they are grown up, what kind of a 
companion is she to them" None at 
all.

"She’s buried herself in the home so 
long that she can't understand the 
outside world that they arc naturally 
interested in. And so sh? s bewail- 
tha’t her girls don't seem to need her 
any more and that her son would 
rather confide in his aunt than in her. 
And the girls are saying that they 
wished their mother was l’ke other 
girls' mothers and the boy is saying 
that his mother somehow can't under­
stand . That’s what's going tc happen 
to Margaret some day, if she keeps on 
the way she’s started."

Seems to me that the ’ady-who-al- 
ways-knows-somehow just about hit 
the nail on the head.

Surely a mother does owe something 
'to her grown up child as well as to 
her little baby.

Surely there is some sane middle 
course between insane self extrava­
gance for the baby's sake and neglect.

Someone has said : “The American 
mother is famous for her care of her 
baby and neglect of her child."

It seems to me that is a well deserv­
ed criticism and one which &e moth­
er who is inclined to spend herself 
recklessly for the baby’s sake to the 
detriment of the child's interest, might 
do well to keep in mind.

A postponement of the Coronation 
wotiltl mean a heavy loss to many 
manufacturers and shopkeepers. Al­
ready innumerable warehouses, par­
ticularly City warehouses, are filling 
up with goods a great part of whkhi 
would become practically valueless if 
the Coronation did not take place on 
the appointed date. But it is possible 
to insure againsy such calamities, artel 
this peculiar sort of insurance is, un-' 
derwriters say, being taken advantage 
of this year more than ever.

They are asking a twenty per cent, 
premium, so that for every twenty 
pounds handed over now to the under­
writers at Lloyd’s a hundred will be 
recovered if the Coronation is put off.

Most people know that King Ed­
ward was heavily insured by trades­
people and commercial men. Even 
before the public learned how grave 
bis last illness was the insurance 
premium had jumped to thirty per 
cent. When he died, over a third of 
a million Changed hands. Not only 
Lloyd's, but some fifty insurance com­
panies were interested, though there 
are a few firms which refuse this sort 
of business.

But the insurance people were not 
so heavily hit as one might suppose 
for most of the policies on King Ed­
ward's life had been taken out when 
he was .very young, as was the Duke 
of Cornwall—largely by tenants of 
the Duchy with copyhold leases, or 
leases that expire when the person 
named in them dies. So that the in­
surance firms had already received 
more in premiums than they had to 
nay out.

It is for a similar reason that the 
young Prince of Wales, being Duke of 
Cornwall, is already, heavily insured 
in the districts forming the Duchy.

But neither King Edward, nor King 
George, nor the young Prince of 
Wales has ever had so much money 

Jianging on his life as had Oueen Vic-, 
toria. This sort of insurance was un­
heard of till her accession, but slir 
looked so delicate that it soon became 
popular. The insurance companies 
demanded—as they have always done 
since ih the case of Royalties — a 
premium about half as large again a? 
iin ordinary case, owing tc the fat 
that they could not, of course, havt

her examined by their medical of­
ficers. About half the London thea­
tres insured her. Owing to the 
length of her reign they only recover­
ed in the end about a third of what 
they had paid in premiums.

When the insurance companies have 
taken as much as they care for they 
pass the overflow on to Lloyd's. And 
it is Lloyd’s that do all the Coronation 
insurance. It is all done in that 
famous long low room known all over 
the world as "The Room.' There is 
a line of pews, called “boxes," down 
cither side, each pew containing a 
narrow writing table.

In each sits an underwriter and 
his clerks. An insurance broker’s 
clerk walks round the room. His 
firm may have had a commission to 
insure against the postponement of 
the Coronation for. say. five thousand 
pounds at twenty per cent. He stops 
at one table and shows the "slip." 
The underwriter there jots his name 
down for a thousand of the total.

At the next table the clerk may find 
an underwriter willing to bs respon­
sible for five hundred at the suggested 
premium. And so tho clerk goes from 
box to box till the whole sum is un­
derwritten. AH big responsibilities 
are shared in this way.

All sorts of queer risks can be in­
sured against in “The Room.” Some 
months ago a prominent business man 
who was about to undergo an opera­
tion finder chloroform paid a five per 
cent, premium against the chance of 
a fatal termination.

It is an old joke that an underwrit­
er once got insured by a collègue 
against the risk rtf his wife having 
twins. As far hack as the eighteenth 
ceentury there was a lot of betting 
done at Lloyds on captured highway­
men’s chance of escaping the gallows.

Though underwriters have not the 
guarantee of the wKdle house behind 
them, as have members of the Stock 
Exchange, there is i Bill in Parlia­
ment just now to give it to them. But 
- ven without that an underwriter’s 
financial soundness can be counted 
in, for before he is accepted as a 
member of “The Room,” he has not 
only to undergo a searching examina­
tion into his career, but to make a de- 
uosit. the minimum being L'5,000. So 
the Coronation rtioney is pretty safe.

“The People” on the 
Cold Storage Agree­

ment.
In the February issue of The Pecn 

1)1 e, which we have just received, 
there is an interesting, article on the 
Cold Storage Agreement. It is an 
able, and dispassionate examination 
of the matter and we subjoin the 
major portion of it: —

"The concessions are large: let us 
look at the contemplated advantages. 
First, the export of so much fresh 
and manufactured cod fish to the 
United States that the quantity avail­
able for our foreign markets would 
bi' so lessened that supply to them 
would barely meet the demand, thç 
result being that prices would be 
maintained. Second, the supply of 
cold storage bait to our fishermen 
enabling them to catch more fish. ! 
Thirdly, the exploiting of fish and fish 
products not now . turned to any 
economic value. Now if we were 
sure or had even a reasonable expec­
tation that these results would follow, 
without any contrary influence or bad 
effect in other directions, we think it 
might be granted that the agreement 
was a good one and should go 
through; but then we do not think 
such results can follow, and we fur­
ther believe that even if they did the 
disadvantages to the fish business of 
the country would be greater than 
the advantages. For first consider 
the difficulties in the way of getting 
large quantities of perfectly fresh 
codfish Into the '•old storage plant. It 
\Vould have to be taken from the boats 
practically as it came out of the wat­
er. How is that to be managed over 
large stretches of coast? But assum­
ing that this difficulty is surmounted. 
Is there any assurance of a market 
being• found for it? We understand 
that the Eastern markets are now 
well supplie'd with fresh

cod; will there be room there 
for chilled cod, or will the Middle 
States, now supplied with fine fresh 
water fish from the great lakes and 
somewhat with salt water fish from the 
Pacific open their mouths for cold 
storage cod. We think not. We be­
lieve that it is futile to expect any 
large quantity of chilled cod to find 
market in the United States notwith­
standing the fact there are over 
ninety millions of people there. The 
quantity taken by them will not affect 
the marketable supply of salt cod. 
Indeed >ve will go further and say 
that the company owning the plants 
will not try to ship fresh fish chilled 
to any extent but will use what the} 
take or obtain almost exclusively, for 
boneless fish, shredded fish and fish 
meal. In his case they will relieve 
our markets somewhat but it will be 
by giving foreigners a preference of 
government guarantee and free facil­
ities not allowed our own people; 
and further with the competition o 
Canada we question whether air 
great quantity of our fish can hi 
marketed in the tSates chilled o? 
salted. In a word we think the con 
ditions forbid any hope that the bull 
of salt cod available for our foreigi 
markets will be materially lessener 
by this agreement.

Second, as to Bait supply. We ti­
ll ot think that practical fishermen , 
believe that five depots of bait on 
3,000 miles of coast can be of any 
service worth while. Fresh bait is 
generally available where the fisher­
men are fishing and as everyone 
knows fresh bait is much preferred j 
to frozen bait; besides fishermen will 
not pay for bait if they can catch it 
and when it is plenty they see no oc­
casion for paying to put it in a bait 
house. There is lots of experience to 
prove this all over the country. What 
became of all the ice houses for bail 
under Hoyles’ Government. They 
died for want of use. We don’t think 
it worth while to run the risk of hav­
ing to pay $32,000 a year for a few 
bait houses.

Third, the exploiting of new fish | 
business, marketing caplin, making ] 
glue and guano is most desirable, and j 
is quite worthy of Government en­
couragement given to such small 
ventures should be open to our own 
people as well as outsiders and it 
might be considered whether we may 
not even pay too large a price for

such advantages.
There is one outstanding objection 

to the whole agreement which de­
mands most serious consideration 
and that is that the agreement may 
become a -menace to the success oi 
our fishery, that by the supply of 
frozen fish to the Americans, shipped 
to the United States and distributed 
from there to the fishing vessels we 
may increase their catch to our dis­
advantage every way. We know how 
the Reciprocity Treaty of 1854 had 
the effect of lessening our export o. 
codfish to the United States instead 
of increasing it. We don’t want now 
to give facilities which may have the 
same effect. It is our opinion, but­
tressed by the views of well-informed 
fishermen and others that it would b< 
no loss to the Colony if the Agree­
ment were never finalized.”

The Bait Question
HON. J. HARVEY ASKS QUESTION

In the Legislative Council yester­
day Mr. Harvey gave notice that h< 
would ask the leader of the Gdvern 
nent if the Government had informa 
don corroborating a statement pub 
lished in the Halifax Herald that th< 
schr. Ronald G. Smith had arrived 
at Lunenburg, and was baiting cer­
tain schooners with herrings takei 
at Bay of Islands; (2) if frozen her­
rings brought by schr. Juanita wen 
being used for bait purposes; an< 
(3) if the masters of those two ves 
sels, and one a Canadian registered 
schooner, had signed bonds undertak­
ing that their cargoes were for food 
purposes only.

Tried to Drown Himself
Michael Bowdridge, of Bambrick St. 

attempted to drown himself this morn 
ing. He went down on Horwood’i 
wharf, having said to his sister, with 
whom he lives, that he would “put an 
end to it all.” She followed him and 
calling thé assistance of some mer 
who were standing about, they caught 
him on the end of the wharf and 
brought him back to his home. Hie 
face is broken out with erysipelas 
and he is acting like a crazy man. His 
friends applied to the Hospital and tc 
the Lunatic Asylum for admission, but 
were refused. He is in a pitiable state 
and should be looked after by the au­
thorities.

REID’S BOATS.
The Argyle arrived at Placentia at 

9.30 p.m. yesterday and will sail to 
day on the Red Island route.

The Glencoe left Grand Bank at 8.35 
a.m. to-day going west.

The Bruce is broken in two on the 
rocks at Puerto Neuvo and is a total 
wreck.

The Glencoe has been ordered io go 
to Port aux Basques to take up the 
Bruce’s route on Monday next.

The Dundee will go to Fort ang 
Basques direct on Monday to take up 
the Glencoe’s route.

Latest About the Bruce
Mr. Hr D. Reid, Vice-President of 

the R. N. Co., received another mes­
sage from his agfent at Louisburg this 
morning saying:

‘‘Water smooth near the wreck. 
Position of the Bruce is bad. Mr. 
McAlpine, Wreck Commissioner 
and Valuator, gone to wreck. 
Nothing done in recovering wreck 
material yet. Glad to hear that 
A. O. Brown is coming. Leaving 
for wreck at 8 a.m. Will report 
fully on return.”

Mr. Reid also received a cablegram 
from his brother. Mr. W. D. Reid, 
President of the R. N. Co., who is at 
present in New York. He regretted 
deeply the loss of the favourite 
steamer Bruce. He advised his bro­
ther to put the Glencoe on the route 
as quickly as possible and to spare 
no efforts in tfving to recover the 
balance of the mails from the wreck. 
Mr. W. D. Reid expressed deep regret 
at the loss of the two passengers, 
which he said he felt more keenly 
than the loss of the ship, which co Id 
be replaced. The two men lost their 
lives in the attempt to save others, 
and were helping to get a boat out of 
the davits when they fell overboard 
and were drowned. All the second 
class passengers, especially the fish­
ermen going to Vancouver with Mr. 
M. F. Carroll, did noble work in help­
ing to save the rest of the passen­
gers. The Reid Nfld. Co. are deeply 
grieved over the loss of the two pas­
sengers, destroying as it does the 
good record of having never lost a 
passenger or a member of the crews 
of their steamers since the service 
of the R. N. Co. was undertaken, some 
15 years ago. It is believed Mr. W. 
D. Reid, now in New York, will lose 
no time in placing an order for an­
other up to date boat to replace the 
s.s. Bruce. As the steamer was not 
insured the loss will be about $200,- 
000 to the company.

Talks With Great Men.
Flashes of the intimate conversation 

of great personalities are given in 
“Notes From the Life of an Ordinary 
Mortal,” by Mr. A. G. C. Liddell, C. B., 
assistant secretary in the Lord Chan­
cellor’s Department. All his life Mr. 
Liddell has enjoyed a close acquaint­
anceship with famous folk The re­
sult is a bopk overflowing with anec­
dote and glimpses of character. Mr. 
Liddell’s father Hvas the eighth and 
youngest son of the second Lord Ra- 
vensworth. aqjhor of the book
was born in 1&46, and was called to 
the Bar in 1871. Under date March 
17, 1906, Mr. Liddell recounts a con­
versation between Mr. Balfour and 
Mr. Chamberlain: —

Talking to Arthur Balfour about 
speeches, Mr. Chamberlain said that 
all the best speeches must be prepar­
ed, but that he had advised his son to 
use rather less preparation than he. 
himself had been in the -habit of doing. 
Many of the best orators got their 
speeches by heart. Balfour said tha ; 
no speeches were worth reading, not 
even those of Demosthenes, for no 
one could make a speech as good as 
an essay.

There is another criticism by Mr. 
Balfour worth quoting: —

Comparing Mr. Winston Churchill 
with his father. A. B. said that the 
son had a sterner ambition . Lord 
Randolph rode looser to his anchors : 
he could have been drawn aside by 
racing or any other pursuit lie might 
have fancied.

Lord Kitchener’s “Platitudes/’
In 1902 Mr. Liddell had a chat with 

Lord Kitchener, who he says put Bo­
tha first as a general but though: 
De Wet “merely a cute and active 
small farmer.” They discussed the 
South African war: “He (Lord 
Kitchener) went on to say how he 
hated the task which was so unsatis­
factory, because with all. the trouble 
and ânxiety you never felt sure that 
your combinations, even if successful, 
yould lead to any general result, and 
so the end never seemed to be nearer.

Bruce Total
Two of the Passen­

gers Drowned.
The Reid Nfld. Co. received another 

message lgst evening saving that the 
S. à. Bruce had struck at 4 am. en 
Friday on Peurto Neuva Point, near 
Main a Dieu, in a blinding snow storm 
with N. W. wind. There were no par­
ticulars as to how the crew landed 
whether in boats or from the wreck 
direct. Out of the 153 passengers and 
crewr that boarded her at Port aux 
Basques, when an accounting took 
place on shore 151 responded. A mes­
sage from the Purser, Mr. Mitchell, 
gave the names of the missing men. 
It Was as follows: —

"Ashore at Main a Dieu; pas­
sengers all landed safely except 
two second class. Pike, of Sc. Law­
rence, and Shea, of Carbonear, 
both of whom are drowned. The 
ship is broken in two, the chief 
mate and chief officer standing 
by.”
Mr. Spracklin, the R. X. Co. agent, 

also sent another message last even­
ing from Louisburg saying: —

"About 110 passengers brought 
over by steamer Louisbuig, and 
the rest by carriage reached here. 
Two passengers drowned; most of 
the baggage saved: all the mails 
lost: Bruce a total wreck. The 
captain and a few of the crew of 
the Bruce and the tug Bougies 
are standing by the wreck.'

A message from Mr. J. R Mclsnac. 
Louisburg, at 7.30 last evening said: — 

•Passengers landed at Louis­
burg at 4 this evening: the cap­
tain of our steamer reports Pike, 
of St. Lawrence, And Shea, of 
Carbonear, missing: vessel in ex­
posed position, full of water fore 
aud aft; probably will break up 
In heavy sea.'*

A message to the Postmaster Gen­
eral said that: —

“Nine bags and two baskets of 
mail were taken from th? water.” 
As there were 22 bags of mail mat­

ter on the ship there are 13 lost.
The two men who are said to be 

drowned were engaged by Mr. M. F. 
C'arroll to go to the Whale Fishing 
Plant in British Columbia.

Surmises About 
Wreck of the Bruce.

Special to Evening Telegram.
LOUISBURG. To-Day.

The Bruce is a total loss. A mes­
sage to Ijonisburg says the steamer 
is Parting in the centre and that an 
effort wàs made to recover some 
mail hags by the officer, who succeed­
ed in securing a number of sacks of 
mail, but was obliged to desist. The 
captain has refused to make a state­
ment (for the press, presumably-Ed.) 
as to the cause of the wreck. There 
are liiany surmises as to the cause 
of the accident, and among them that 
the steamer was 10 miles out of her 
course, that the steamer had been 
making water some hours before she 
ran on the rocks, and it is thought 
that the captain had made for Port 
Nova to beach the steamer safely, if 
possible, before she sank.

WASHINGTON, March 24.

In a final effort to crush sedition 
and prevent the necessity for Ameri­
can intervention, President Diaz max- 
take the field in person, at the head 
of the Mexican army, if his health 
permits. This report was received 
here to-day from Mexico City. Ac­
companying it is a statement from the 
Mexican President that the revolt 
would be effectually crushed in a 
short time. Although Diaz is infirm 
from age, his dominant spirit still 
glows strong. He believes that the 
moral effect of his presence in the 
field would be as great as the pres­
ence of an army. The Maderos fac­
tion has set May 4th as the date when 
the insurgent forces will march into 
Mexico capital.

Rumors that Wall Street interests 
are backing the revolutionists are not 
credited. Meanwhile the situation in 
Chihuahua has received a- grave ele­
ment In the proclamation by General 
Maderoè that he would give no quar­
ter in future to officials of the Gov­
ernment.

After the big snow fall of Sunday 
week the road from the city to Tor- 
bay and the other settlements was 
rendered impassable, and the many 
residents of the settlements who had 
to traverse it did so only under the 
greatest difficulty and with danger to 
life and limb. The Telegram repeat­
edly brought under the notice of the 
powers that be the dangerous condi­
tion of that thoroughfare, and the 
people say they approached the Road 
Inspector but that no satisfactory an­
swer to their requests for attention to 
the road whs forthcoming, so that to 
in some measure rectify this scandal­
ous condition of affairs Rev. M. J.
Clgrke had to call for volunteers, and 
the people themselves had to give 
free labor to clear it and level the 
gulches on the road. Yester­
day from his seàt in the House of 
Assembly Mr. J. M. Kent, one of the 
members for St. John’s East, had to 
move the adjournment of the House 
in order to draw the attention of the 
Government to :jie matter and to ap­
peal to the Minister of Public Works 
to do something to make the road 
passable to the great number who are 
compelled to come to the city over it 
with their produce and to take bad: 
necessaries for their homes. He 
showed that several accidents had oc­
curred to teams and their drivers, by 
which property was lost, people were 
injured-and dangerous accidents bare­
ly averted owing to the gulches on its 
entire length. The road, he declared, 
had never before been left in such à 
neglected condition, and the Minister 
of Public Works admitted this and 
promised to have it attended to.

The conduct of the Government in 
connection with this important road 
is simply outrageous and cannot be 
successfully defended. While ladling 
out money to party supporters for all 
kinds of fads and fancies, the Tory 
patty has given an exhibition of petty 
spite and party prejudice against the 
people of the eastern settlements for 
their adherence to the cause of Liber­
alism and of fealty to the party so 
ably led by Sir Robert Bond.

Municipal Council. ! Taxing the Nickel.

( From the Medical Magazine, Feb. No.)
Medical Approval of Gas for Heating 

and Lighting—Important Tests at
the Lewisham Infirmary.
The tests were conducted under the 

superintendence of Dr. F. S. Toogood. 
Medical Superintendent of the Infirm­
ary, with the following objects :

1. To compare, hygienically, the re­
lative values of the open fire and the 
gas radiator as warming agents.

2. To ascertain if, and to what ex­
tent, the quality of the atmosphere 
of a room is affected by incandescent 
gas burners and lamps.

3. To ascertain the hygienic value 
of the gas fire.

The general conclusions arrived at 
from the results of the experiments 
are as follows :
(1) That in both large and small 

apartments which have normal 
means of ventilation, gas consum­
ed in modern Incandescent gas 
burners call be used for lighting 
without any detriment to health, 
being found, in fact, to assist ven­
tilation by the increased circula­
tion of the air.

(2) That a gas fire, properly con­
structed and fixed, not only does 
not vitiate the air, but is a valu­
able adjunct to the ventilation of 
the room, its advantages in the 
sick room—in respect of its re­
liability, avoidance of noise, free­
dom from dust-producing propen­
sities, and saving of both work 
and anxiety—are obvious to ev­
ery professional man and woman.
