The
increase in imports for the first six
months of 1915, excluding Government
‘supplies, not included in. the Cus-
toms returns amounted to £58,500,-
{ 000. The reduction of exports during
the same period to £12,000,000, thus
making an adverse balance of £70,-
000,000. Some relief for this balance
against us may be obtained by the
sale "of American securities held in
this country, Every effort has been
made to obtain relief from this source,
but in itself this will be insufficient.
We should not be doing our duty, con-
tinued McKenna, if we mneglected to
take other means for maintaining the
normal level of exchange. I am sure
this House will desire to express
thanks to the Commission. Its mem-
bers have accomplished their task
with skill and success. The American
people are net accustomed ‘' to large
external loans. I believe this is the
first of any magnitude in the whole
history of the States. We must not
overlook the fact that there are many
cross-currents of opinion in that
country. Adthough the transaction
is purely for the purposes of meeting
liabilities already incurred, no little
opposition was raised by some parties
whose sympathies were not on the
side of the Allies. I hope the exist-
ence of these parties will not be over-
looked during the debate, and that
care will be taken to avoid the use of
any language that might be twisted
by the hostile element to its advan-
tage, and to the detriment of . the
Allies. The loan is a trade transac-
tion, its terms are fair and reason-
able, I confidently recommend its ac-
ceptance by the House.

BRITISH SUCCESS.

LONDON, Oct. 12.
Another success of the British arms

in Kamerun, the German colony in
Western Africa, where the allied
troops have been' fighting the Ger-

! mans for several months, was official-

ly announced to-day. The statement
says: Wumbiagas, in the Kamerun,
was captured by the British forces
after a 30-hours engagement on Oct.
9th. The enemy in considerable num-
bers, is being pursued. The last pre-
vious British report of the campaign
in Kamerun was on Sept. 2nd, when a
German defeat near Gashama was re-
ported. The Geérmrans were then said
to be retreating.

ARMENIAN ATROCITIES.

LONDON, Oct. 12.

The Loan Question

N The House of Commons made

AN ing thé American Loan. All
the stages of the bill authorizing it
were put through at one sitting, and
in all probability the same despatch
will meet it when it is
before the House * of Lords.
The next news we shall get
about it will probably be that the. bill
has received_the royal assent and that
it has become statute law. The not-
able feature on which discussion cen-
tred was the rate of interest. As the
interest offered on the Hundred dollar
bond is five dollars annually, and the
bonds were offered to the underwrit-
ers at a discount of 4 p.c. or at 96 the
British Parliament is authorizing the
payment of Five Dollars a year for the
loan of $96, or at a rate of nearly 5.21
per cent. The moral for us in New-
foundland is that we cannot borrow
abroad, if at all, at less than 5% or 6
per cent. But we have to borrow
(1) to meet our railway building ob-
ligations; (2) to meet the floating
loan effected in London eighteen
months ago by Sir Edward Morris;
(3) to make sure of having money in
hand to avoid defaulting on our de-

* bentures. Newfoundland does not

want to be forced into confederation
by financial embarrassment. The
way out is clear: (1) Curtailment of
expenses; (2) Taxation, and (3) Local
Loans.

To effect these purposes to free us
from the menace of * Confederation,
Newfoundland should drive out the
Morris Government and put in men
who can be trusted to handle the fin-
ancial situation rationally and can
inspire our loc¢al depositors in Sav-

ings Bank to take up loans at 5% per |

cent and save us from Confederation.

WIiLL NOT ABOLISH CENT POST-

This announcement was subsequently
made in the Commons, but Tuck’s ac-
tion indicates the quarter which in-
fluenced the Chancellor. ~ Many trad-
g interests would have undoubtedly
svifered by the abolition of the half-
Jenny stamp. Another modification
promised was in respect to press tele-
gram rates. As this proposal has not
met with much criticism, evidently the
Government prefers not to add to the
burdens of the press. Probably it is
a sop offered-to allay the growing ir-
r.tation in connection with the cen-

sorship.

LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, To-Day.

Serbia is now being attacked from
the north and the east. The Austro-
Germans after their capture of Bel-
grade and Semendria are advancing
southward, while the Bulgarians have
sent forces to endeavor to interrupt
communications north and south of
Nish, the war time capital of Serbia,
and attack the Serbs on the flank if
they are driven back by the Germans
under Field Marshal von MacKenzen.
The situation is admitted to be a very
serious one, not only for Serbia but
for the whole Allied cause. It is as-
serted the Serbians are inflicting very
heavy losses both on the Austro-Ger-
mans and Bulgarians, but with their
army of about a quarter of a million
men they are believed to have little
chance of making any prolonged re-
sistance against three to four hundred
thousand Austro-Germans and prob-
ably two hundred thousand Bulgars.
They already are arranging for the
transfer of the capital to Monastir,
the extreme southwestern corner of
the Kingdom. Greece has apparently
decided to ignore the treaty under
which she is supposed to go to the
assistance of her Serbian ally in case
of an attack, Premier Zaimis having
said, when officially notified of the
Bulgarian attack, that Greece remains
in the position of armed neutrality.
The Quadruple Entente, however,
have decided to take energetic action.
As soon as the news of the Bulgarian
attack on Serbia was received in Lon-
don, the Bulgarian Minister was hand-
ed his passports, and M. Vivani, the
French Prime Minister in the Cham-
ber of Deputies yesterday declared
that France, Britain and Russia have
decided to take joint action and that
to-morrow Russian troops will be
fighting by the side of ours. The An-
glo-French force is known to be land-
ing at Salonika but there is conside;—
able speculation as to where Russia
will enter the Balkan conflict. It is
reported that Grand Duke Nicholas
is in command of the Russian-Balkan
army. which it is believed in military
circles here would make the Bulgar-
jan people less willing to fight agaipst
Russia, there being a deep veneration
among the Bulgarian peasants for the
FEmperor of Russia and his family. It
is understood Italy has decided not
to co-operate with the Allies in the
Jalkans, the Italian Government be-
ing of opinion that troops cannot be
spared for any campaign other tpan
that of Trentine and Trieste. Now
that Austria and Germany have enter-
ed on their Balkan enterprise, which
is interpreted as the first step toward

_flour is most desirable.

I have twice visited from Cape John

What kind
of a patriot is the man who won’t
sacrifice a needless luxury, say for
one year, for the sake of his Em-
pire?

If the Patriotic Fund would start
a branch fund into which every man
who was really willing was to make
a sacrifice for his country could put
the money saved, Newfoundland
would stand top among the children
of the Motherland for relative finan-
cial aid. It would be yet one further
sacrifice she could afford to make,
she would be far richer instead of
poorer, and for all ages 6 a contri-
bution so significant of real unselfish-
ness, and so large and valuable to
both giver and receiver, it would
shine in our island’s possessions as no
material wealth will shine, when the
actors on our stage of to-ay are
living only a memory of the past. It
would be an imperishable heirloom of
value to our children showing that we
were made of unusual stuff. Is not
such a move possible? Would it not
be a gloriius corollary or colleague
of the splendid effort now being made
for prohibition?

The King Versus Chauneey For Arson.
' (Before F. J. Morris, K. C,, J. P., and
M. A. Devine, J.P.)

The charge in this case’is that the
accused on the 18th day of September
last did wilfully and maliciously set
fire to his dwelling house, situate on
IFreshwater Road, with intent thereby
to ‘defraud a certain Insurance Com-
pany.

To fhis charge of Arson the ac-
cused consented to a summary trial,
and pleaded “Not guilty.”

The following facts were given in
evidence by the . witnesses for the
prosecution.” The accused had a pol-
. icy of insurance on his house for the
sum of $1,000. The house was mort-
gaged for the sum of $850.
* One witness, Littlejohn, swore to
the fact that the accused had been of-
fered $1,500 for the house but he
would not sell it for less than $2,000,
and that he (Littlejohn) believed that
the house was worth that figure. The
furniture, personal and other effects,
in the house at the time of the fire
would be worth about $500 or $600.
If the accused had succeeded in burn-
ing the house and its contents, he
would stand to lose in the neighbour-
hood of $2,000.

The defence set up by Mr. Higgins,
B.L., who appeared for the accused,
was, “That the accused was tem-
“porarily deranged and insane
“through drink, that his mind was
“incapable of reasoning, and in a fit
“of drunken madness he attempted to
“get fire to his house. That the evi-
“dence submitted by the Crown as to
“the accused’s condition on that day
“went to show beyond any question
“of reasonable doubt, that the man
“on that day was so mentally inca-
‘“pacitated, by reason of his drunk-
‘“enness, that he was not able to judge
“the difference between right and
{ “wrong, and that the charge that the

. “accused, burnt his house with intent
“to defraud the insurance company
“was fully answered by the fact that
“had the house been burnt, he would
“have lost all he possessed in the
“world.”

In support of his plea Mr. Higgins
cited from the following authorities:

Lord Halsbury in 'his Treatise on
Criminal Law has this to say on the
plea of drunkenness:—

“A person who becomes drunk as
“the result of his own voluntary Act,
“and while drunk commits a crime, is
“not excused for the crime by reason
“of his drunkenness alone; for a per-
“son although drunk, may be capable
“of forming an intention: and there-
“fore of committing an act. But a
“person may by drunkenness be ren-
“dered entirely-incapable of forming
“an intention, and drunkenness may
“therefore. even though voluntary,
“sometimes be used as a defence for
“the purpose of rebutting the pre-
“sumption of a criminal intention
“which would otherwise arise from
“an act; such presumption is deemed
“to be rebutted, where it is shown
“that the accused’s mind was so af-
“fected by drink that he was incapa-
“ble of knowing what he was doing
“was dangerous or wrongful.”

In the case of the King vs. Meade,
reported in 1 “King’s Bench Division,
1909, and the latest dictum, on this
point, Lord Coleridge, J., says:—“A
“man is taken to intend the natural
“consequencses of his act this pre-
“sumption may be rebutted in the
“case of a man who i8 drunk, by show-
“ing his mind to have been so affected
“by drink he had taken, that he was
“incapable of knowing that what he
“was doing was dangerous, i.e., likely
“to ‘inflict serious injury. If this be
“proved, a presumption that he in-
“tends to do grevious bodily harm is
“rebutted.”

Arson is one of-the offences in Com-
mon Law in which the intent is the
essence of the crime, and in this
case from the facts submitted in evi-
dence by the Prosecution, we un-
hesitatingly come to the conclusion
that the accused (Chauncey’s) mind
wa 80 “affected by the drink he had
taken on the 18th day of September,
that at the time he had set fire to his
house, he was incapable of knowing
that what he was doing was wrong or
dangerous or likely to ‘inflict serious
injury on any person.

It appears to us to be inconceivable
that a sane person will set fire to his
house with intent to defraud the In-
surance Company, When the ‘commis-
sion’ of such an act would entail up-
on himself a loss amounting to twice
the sum covered by his insurance
policy.
