REGULATING HOURS OF WORK.
LONDON, Aug. 20.

(Reuter's.)—The bills regulating the 
hours and wages for employment of 
workers and the minimum rate of 

' wages to be paid, and the appoinv-

ment of a commission to regulate the 
same, which was introduced in the 
House of Commons on Aug. 18th, con­
tains an order that the number of 
working hours shall be exclusive of 
the intervals provided for meals and 
that any working week shall not ex­
ceed 48 hours. Power to grant ex- 
ceptions is given to the Home Sec- 
retary or Minister of Labor when re­
commended by the Joint Industrial 
Council, a Conciliation Board of Trade 
or Board of organizations of employ­
ers. Any hours worked in excess of 
the Statutory working week shall be 
regarded as overtime. The decision 
regarding overtime, under which it 
may be worked, rests with the Home 
Secretary or Minister of Labor, and 
the payment for overtime shall be in 
no case less than 25 per cent, in ex­
cès of normal time rate. The penalty 
for a contravention of the order is 
a maximum fine of ten pounds sterl­
ing for each offence. The measure 
does not apply to domestic and out­
door servants, except those employed 
in connection with trade for purposes 
of gain; to persons holding respon­
sible positions of supervision or man­
agement; to persons employed in a 
confidential capacity not usually em­
ployed in manual labor, to any master 
seaman of apprentice of a seagoing 
ship; to persons regulated by the 

; Coal Mines Act; to any person em­
ployed in agriculture, horticulture and 
forestry. His Majesty in Council may 
in the event of war or imminent na­
tional danger suspend the operation 
of the provisions mentioned. The bill 
authorises the appointment of a com­
mission for the purpose of enquiring 
into and deciding the rates of wages, 
having regard to the cost of living in 
the various districts, and the adopt­
ion of such methods for bringing such 
rates into operation, also for enquire 
ing into and granting exemptions of 
the rates fixed in the rates of infirm or 
incapable workers and other except­
ional cases, and making recommend­
ations with a view of introducing the 
necessary legislation. Both bills are 
the first' fruits of the National Indus­
trial Conference summoned last Feb­
ruary. The hills are to be circulated 
during the Parliamentary recess 
among employers, trade union or­
ganizations, together with a scheme 
for the formation of a National Indus­
trial Council which is hoped will be 
established in the autumn. The hours

bill is regarded as amounting to a 
revolution in the industrial life of the 
country. It is the first legislative 
measure limiting the number of hours 
workmen, except the Miners’ Bill, and 
fixing the minimum wage for them. 
It agrees in every detail with the re­
commendations of the joint industrial 
conference except with regard to ag­
riculture, which the Trade Unionists 
wish to have included. The preamble 
of the Wages Bill recognizes that all 
persons are entitled to an adequate 
living wage, and, like the Hours’ Bill, 
it carries out the points of the Labor 
Charter of the Paris Peace Confer­
ence.

Diplomas for Journalists
“The Senate of the University of 

London has instituted a diploma for 
journalism which will be awarded af­
ter examination to persons who have 
pursued prescribed courses of study 
within the university,” says the Daily 
Telegraph.

“The Senate, has taken this step 
at the suggestion of the Institute of 
Journalists, and after conference 
with representatives of the Board of 
Education and the Appointments De­
partment of the Ministry of Labour, 
largely in the interests of demobil­
ised officers and men and of released 
war-workers who propose to follow, 
on the grounds of special aptitude, 
the profession of journalism.

"At the same time matriculated 
students of the university being not 
less than seventeen years of age, as 
well as non-matriculated students of 
adequate educational proficiency, will 
be admitted to the prescribed univer­
sity course for the diploma. The un­
iversity courses constitute a com­
prehensive and co-ordinated curri­
culum of modern or current know­
ledge together with instruction and 
practice in writing for the Press. 
The main aim is to give a sound in­
tellectual training which is calculât- i 
ed to promote professional efficiency. | 
Shorthand and typewriting will not j 
be included in the university courses, i 
but students will be expected to make 
themselves proficient in these sub­
jects as early as possible. The un- 
versity courses will commence in 
October next and will extend nor­
mally over two consecutive university 
sessions. But in the case of gradu­
ates of the University of London and 
of other universities approved for the 
purpose, the courses may be com­
pleted in a shorter peried.

courses are divided into two 
sections, of which one is compulsory, 
bull uiie ocher offers a wide choice of 
subjects. The compuLcry courses 
include the English composition and 
practice in writing for the Press as 
well as lecture courses in the gen­
eral history of science, the history of 
political ideas, and principles of 
criticism with practice in their appli­
cation. The students will also choose 
courses of instruction in three out of 
the following branches of knowledge, 
viz., English literature, and criticism, 
history, modern languages (one, or 
in special conditions, two to be sel­
ected out of French, German, Spanish, 
Italian, and Russian,) political sci­
ence, philosophy, and psychology.

“The courses of instructions will 
be pursued at one or more of the 
following colleges of the university: 
University College, King’s College, 
East London College, Bedford Col­
lege, and the London School of Econ­
omics. Students will he admitted to 
full membership (including member­
ship of student’s union) of the in­
stitutions at which they are attending 
the greater number of their lecture 
courses. The examination for the 
diploma for journalism will take place 
once in each academic year, in July; 
and the first examination will be held 
in 1921. The examiners, in determin­
ing the results of the examinations, 
will take into consideration the pro­
ficiency and the progress which the 
candidate has shown 'throughput the 
period of training. The university

courses for the diploma for Journal­
ism, and the general arrangements 
for the admission of students and for 
the examination have been placed by 
the Senate under the supervision of a 
Journalism Committee of the Univer­
sity.

“Professor Sir Sydney Lee, F. B. A., 
has been appointed chairman of the 
committee.

Slates Dirigible Drone.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir:—I noticed a few days ago 
that the gentleman or lady, or what­
ever it might be, that writes that col­
umn which appears in the “Star” 
under the significant title, “The Dir­
igible Drone,” is very much concerned 
about the condition of the harbor. 
This is as it should be. It is a whole­
some sentiment, for our water-ways, 
as well as our roadways and all that 
appertains to us should at all times 
receive the earnest thought of every 
citizen.

But there is a something deplor­
able about the meddling, in such mat­
ters, of a person who is incompetent, 
and who apparently never gave any 
thought to the matter beyond the 
mental effort required to jerk out a 
few sentences that tell us nothing 
worth listening to, about boughs 
being thrown into the harbor, our 
lack of yachts on the waters, and the 
ignorance of his duties which weigh 
down the Harbor Master.

I am not much interested in the 
question of suitable yachts, and 
also confess I am not sitting up 
o’nights worrying over the dumping 
of a few boughs into the water, while 
of course I disapprove of the action 
What I am interested in, however if 
the deplorable fact that an ignorant 
person is permitted to throw asper­
sions right and left upon the ability 
or character of capable and upright 
citizens.

Whilst I profess some ignorance of 
yachts and yachting, I yet would 
point out to the author of “The Dir­
igible Drone,” that the polution of 
our waters, while it might interfere 
with the aquatic sports of the pis 
carotial tribe, is not a deterent to 
either rowing or yachting. 9

Our harbor would have pleasure 
boats on it, even to satisfy the tastes 
of the Drone writer only for one thing 
and that is its limited size, and it is 
rarely pleasant sailing outside.

Our harbor is a snug one for an 
anchorage, but it is not commodious 
enough to offer any inducement to him 
who would delight in sailing a plea­
sure boat. As to the dumping of 
things into the harbor of which com­
plaint is made, and I admit with some 
show of reason, I do not know if the 
writer has any authority for holding 
the Harbor Master responsible for the 
continuance of a time honored custom. 
This matter of throwing waste matter 
into the harbor should I think be dealt 
with by the Board of Trade seeing 
that we have no Harbor Commission.

Whoever should undertake the cor­
rection of this long standing practice 
of using the harbor as a dumping 
place for refuse would have a task 
before him altogether too big to be 
handled by the Harbor Master be he 
ever so capable, even as capable as 
the writer of the Drone who attempts 
to accuse him of dereliction of duty in 
this matter.

There would be a case against the 
Reid Co. for dumping above the Long 
Bridge and for filling in what used 
to be known as the Municipal Basin. 
The Gas Light Co. would also have to 
be dealt with as would also the vari­
ous coopers along the South Side.

Then when through with those, he 
should have to sue the City itself. We 
have sewers emptying into the various 
coves bringing in their discharge of 
sand and gravel which is a much more 
serious matter than throwing in such 
floatsam as fir boughs.

In conclusion, permit me to offer a 
word of advice to the Drone writer.

I would say to him, in the beginning 
of his career as a writer, don’t write 
till you are sure you are acquainted 
with the subject you would write up­
on.

cent less than $30 a week. Of course 
incomes have gone up since then, hut 
the cost of living has practically nul­
lified this for most of us.

I have a feeling that these figures 
will be startling to a good many 
people. I wish I could know if I am 
right in that feeling.

One of the earlier examples of 

those who would in modern parlance, 
be termed “empire-builders,’’was War­
ren Hastings, whose death occurred 
exactly one hundred years ago. His 
name is generally associated with his 
remarkable impeachment and trial, 
but it is admitted that we owe our 
Indian Empire to his ability and 
statesmanship. When Hastings re­
turned to England in 1786, he was 
received With distinction by George 
III., and had his services acknow*- 
ledged by the East India Company, 
but he was charged with misgovern- 
ment by the Whigs, Burke and Fox 
alleging him tb be guilty of cruelty 
and oppression. The Commons as­
sented to his impeachment, and Hast­
ings was the subject of a notorious 
trial, which lasted more than seven 
years. He was at length acquitted, 
but the proceedings cost him £70,000, 
the bulk of his fortune. The verdict 
of history recognized his great gifts 
as an administrator, and is inclined to 
condone his excesses on the ground

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Trying the Kaiser.
Ever since the cessation of 

hostilities the matter of trying 
the ex-Kaiser of 'the German 
Empire has been thrashed out 
in the press of Great Britain 
and the United States. At first 
the unvarying verdict was in 
favor of the proposition. The 
press of both countries was 
unanimous in demanding the 
trial of the man who, they said 
had caused the war and, conse­
quently, all the suffering and 
horror that resulted therefrom. 
Later the majority of the news­
papers underwent a gradual 
change of opinion, at first guard­
edly expressed but of late stated 
without reserve or reticence. 
To-day the press of the United 
Kingdom and of the United 
States stands against the idea of 
trying William Hohenzollern, 
one-time Emperor of the Ger­
man Empire.

An enquiry into the reasons 
for both conditions of feeling 
will be interesting.

When the war was raging, 
and for a while after, people 
were filled with feelings of re­
venge for the man or men who 
had caused the war. They 
wanted badly to blame someone 
and they blamed Wilhelm. Whe­
ther or not they were right in 
so doing does not concern us 
here.

They wanted to make some­
one suffer for the pain of body 
and the anguish of mind result­
ant from the war. They did not 
particularly care who it was as 
long as someone bore the brunt 
of their over-wrought feelings. 
Hence their desire to try the 
Kaiser. Of course, when the 
word “try” is here used the word 
“Punish” is implied. Under the 
feelings then entertained the 
trial would have been a mock­
ery. He was condemned before 
he was tried, and the only differ­
ence existing was on what the 
nature of the punishment should 
be. Newspapers conducted com­
petitions on, and awarded priz­
es for, the best opinions regard­
ing the nature of the punish­
ment...................

Well known writers in Great 
Britain, bishops, clergymen, and 
men from all classes, wrote let­
ters to the press, demanding the 
trial and suggesting the nature 
of the punishment. Legal ex­
perts gave their opinions and, 
in fact, it would have been im­
possible, and would still be im­
possible, to select a court or a 
jury that would impartially try 
the man for whose head the 
whole country was crying out.

This spirit gradually died out. 
As the time from the ending of 
the war lengthened, the feelings 
of revenge gradually diminish­
ed, so that to-day, as contrasted 
with six months ago, the press 
of Britain and of America is 
opposed to the idea of bringing 
the Kaiser to trial.

It is stated that Lloyd 
George’s decision—in fact, part 
of his election platform—to 
bring the Kaiser'to trial, was 
but a political catch-cry. At 
that time popular opinion fa­
vored the idea. Since then, that 
opinion having changed, the 
British Premier is much less 
anxious to carry out his erst­
while, intention.

People, in their calmer mo­
ments, realize that, to try and

condemn the ex-Kaiser of Ger­
many would not only not serve 
any tangible good, but would 
actually do much harm.

“Majesty in distress” is al­
ways sure to excite pity, even 
from the Germans, and the 
spectacle of their former great­
ly beloved ruler—for he WAS 
beloved and occupied just as 
warm a spot in his people’s 
hearts as does King George in 
his—being tried for his life in 
the midst of his enemies, would 
undoubtedly serve to revive loy­
alty and devotion to him, per­
sonally.

The people of Germany have 
abolished the king system of 
government and the principle 
there has fallen into disrepute. 
But they still have a sneaking 
regard for the unfortunate man 
who was their late master. To 
risk inciting that loyalty and 
devotion to him again were
surely unwise.....................

And, after all, what good end 
will the trial and condemnation 
of Wilhelm serve ?

“This is the season of the year 
when we pay the penalty for that 
widespread ignorance of swimming 
which is puite inexcusable in a nation 
of Islanders. Every day we read ac­
counts of seaside casualties in which 
people are seen to be ‘in difficulties’ 
C(.he ominous phrase recurs perpet- 
uilly,) and are then seen no more 
until their bodies have been recover­
ed. Yet in almost all such cases there 
would be time to save these unfortun­
ate victims, even when carried away 
by some swift unseen current, if they 
only knew how to trust in the buoy­
ancy of the sea waves and keep them­
selves afloat in the right position 
for a short time.

“Every child ought to be taught 
this simple lesson of self-preserva)- 
tion. It is not sinking which is to 
to be feared, but the fear of sinking, 
that deadly delusion which can be 
exorcised in many ways, and in no 
better way than by the use of an 
egg, as prescribed by Benjamin 
Franklin, who rightly thought that 
the art of swimming should be in­
cluded in every educational curricu­
lum. Franklin advised a friend who 
was afraid of the water to wade out 
till it reached his armpits, and turn 
and face the shore and toss his egg 
a few feet in front of him, and 
’Now,” said Franklin, ‘Try to get that 
egg.’ In this way the difficulty of 
deliberately sinking is brought home 
to the beginner, and it is not long be­
fore the proper balance of the body 
in floating is acquired,” says the 
Morning Post.

“It is surprising how very soon 
young children leaVnt the rudiments 
of swimming. That is because swim­
ming is more deeply wrought into 
the fabric and nature of man than 
any form of progression—for he can 
trace his descent, scientists tell us, 
far beyond the Darwinian family tree 
to a mudbank on a much more re­
mote geological horizon. It is not 
necessary, however, to call in the 
theory of man’s descent—or rather 
ascent—from an ambitious mudfish, 
who went in for amphibious living, to 
explain the fact that tiny children 
have a natural bent for the water, and 
as in the Isles of the Southern Pacific, 
learn to swim as soon as they can 
tcddle. Every English child could be 
and should be, taught to swim before 
its years run into double figures. And 
it is not merely as a means of self- 
preservation in case of need that 
swimming should be a universal ac­
complishment. It has other super­
lative merits.

’Swimming is one of the finest 
forms of physical culture, for it de­
velops the muscular system harmon­
iously, necessitates deep breathing 
and teaches the control thereof, and 
is the most exhilarating of tonic ex­
ercises. The man who has not given 
himself wholly to the sun and wind 
and heartening sting of sea waves 
does not know the full, blithe sig­
nificance of his manhood.”

Trinity! Beautiful Trinity!
Such It was, such It la, and such 

It ever will be, for its beauty is 
largely natural, and nature was in a 
bountiful mood when she laid it out 
in the distant past. ,

Doubtless there are harbors with 
more unbroken spaces - and with, per­
haps, greater depths of water; but 
question if there is one to match the 
three beautiful arms of water, each 
distinct from the others, each with 
its own peculiar setting, all united in 
one picturesque sheet of water, which, 
because of this rare combination of 
three in one was given the name of 
Trinity.

Of the three arms the South West 
Arm is the most beautiful, and those 
who during some August or Septem 
ber afternoon have seen its glass 
calm surface, and the South Side 
hills mirrored in its depths, are not 
likely to be unimpressed, or soon to 
forget it.

Owing to its peculiar formation, it 
is w^ll nigh impossible to get a view 
5f Trinity as a whole. This, how- 
?ver,! is more than atoned for by the 
many picturesque vistas, several of 
srhich are surpassingly beautiful.

The best panoramic view may be 
had from "Gun Hill; but as this hill 
can be climbed only by the young 
and strong, many of our visitors, who 
are singing the praises of beautiful 
Trinity, have come and gone without 
having seen the town and surround­
ing country from this vantage point.

There are also some fine views from 
the South Side hills and From Trinity 
East; whilst a sequence of land and 
water stretching to the north, which 
may be viewed from a bend on the 
high road leading to Trouty, is well 
worth the efforts required to get 
there.

The North West Arm is not without 
its beauty spots, one of which is 
Glen Cove. This was known to the 
old people as Gott's Cove, and Gott’s 
Cove Plain ; and this, together with 
Jenkins’ Farm constituted their fa­
vourite boating and bathing place and 
picnic grounds. Who, I ask, will ever 
forget the Sunday School picnics of 
fifty years ago? Picnics were picnics 
in those days, when all the holidays 
of the year were rolled into one, and 
that one was spent by old and young 
on some delightful August day, either 
at Jenkins’ Farm, or Gott’s Cove 
Plain.

"O for the touch of a vanished 
hand,” the hand that joined with 
yours or mine in the game of “thread- 
the-needle. ran! dan! dan!” or, ‘‘Here 
we go round the mulberry tree.” 
“O for the sound of a voice that is 
stilled,” the voice that came from 'the 
roaring fire place where the tea was 
being made, announcing that “tea is 
ready.”

Like all other good places, Trinity 
is a hard place to get to, one result 
of which is, many people who year 
by year long for a week or two of 
just such rest and enjoyment as it 
alone affords, have to be content with 
less attractive places, because of 
easier access.

Though the Trinity of to-day is not 
the Trinity of fifty years ago, in re­
spect of persons and things that come 
to our mind when we talk of “the 
good old days,” yet in addition to the 
things I have already mentioned 
which are ever calculated to attract 
the visitor and the tourist, there is 
Trouty Brook and Muddy Pond, North 
West Arm Brook, and Salmon 
Cove Brook, Kirby’s Hole, and 
Ponds in abundance, all within a ra­
dius of a few miles, where four- 
pound sea trout, and one pound mud 
trout may be secured in season, all 
through the good old summer time.

Sagona’s Report.
* The Reid-Nfld. Co. received the fol­
lowing report from Capt. Parsons of 
the Sagona, last evening, which shows 
a decided improvement in the cod- 
fishery along the Labrador coast, with 
prospects for a fair voyage: “Ar­
rived at Nain on the 17th; wind from 
W. to S.W., light and fine since the 
16th. Ice from Paul’s Island to Cape 
Harrison interfering with twine. Two 
schooners at Winsor’s Hr. finished 
loading to-day. Tumavic packed with 
ice all the summer. At Illak there 
are 13 schooners with from 600 to 
800 qtls. and still doing well. In 
Makovick Bay there is plenty of fish, 
and several schooners here are do­
ing well. At Stag’s Bay two schrs. 
finished loading to-day; several oth­
ers here doing well. Cape Harrison 
is still blocked with ice, but a num­
ber of schooners have got good catch­
es of cod when the ice slacks off. 
Sign of fish from Illak to Okak. There 
are hundreds of schooners north of 
Nain.”

It is safe to say that ninety per 
cent, of professional blackmailers 
carrying on operations in this coun­
try are foreigners, and most of them 
belong to the Continental gang known 
as the “Black Hundred.’’

Another Untruth 1 
" Exposed.

ADVOCATE AGAIN MISQUOTES MR, 
MORINE.

Editor Daily News:
Dear Sir,—The Advocate on Wed­

nesday contained the following"as its 
chief headline: "Road Boards Safe» 
guards Against Confederation, said 
B. Morine.” On the fourth collumn of 
the same number of the Advocate, the 
following appears:—“Morine said in 
1915: ‘The Local Affairs Act Is New- ' 
foundland’s greatest safeguard against 
Confederation.” It- will not surprise, 
you, nor the sophisticated public, pro-; 
bably, when I say that both statements1 
are absolute falsehoods.

On Friday, April 16th, 1915,, In the, 
House of Assembly, I said : “Mr. Chat*, 
man, I am of the opinion that no fm'» . 
ther attempt to proceed with this Bill 
(The Local Affairs Act) ought to be 
made during the present session. . .,

The law relating to the Government 
of local affairs is most extensive and 
difficult, and will have to be dealt with 
most thoroughly, to have the effect 
desired. . . . The time has ar­
rived when these matters should be 
fully and comprehensively dealt with.

. This elective system, if car­
ried ont on politically impartal lines, 
ought to bring in very much better 
returns for the money spent. . . I
would expect great benefit to accrue 
to this Colony from local incorpora­
tion. ... If we had country, 
town or village councils, the natural 
adaptability of the people to public 
affairs would show itself. . .
The greatest safeguard that you who 
disbelive in confederation can have 
against it is Municipal Incorporation.
. . . . It is better that an effort
should be made for something large 
and tangible than for something small 
and unsatisfactory. . . . The cure
is local incorporation all round the 
country.”

On the same occasion Mr. Coaker 
said: “The plan, as suggested by Mr. 
Morine, is, in my opinion, a very good 
one, and I am sure would eliminate 
many of the difficulties which confront 
the Government to-day.”

Mr. Jennings said: IT hope some ef­
fort will be made to deai with this 
matter (Road Boards) pending the 
consideration of the more elaborate 
Act to meet those other considerations 
which Mr. Morine has referred to.”

At a later date Mr. Halfyard said:’ 
"I think there is a great deal in what 
has been said by Mr. Morine, that each 
locality should be given control of the 
Public Health, Road Money, Marine 
Works, and other local matters like 
that.”

It does not appear in the local Han­
sard Report of the Proceedings of the 
Assembly in 1915, but it is a fact, 
nevertheless, that I refused to be a 
member of the Committee of the whole 
House on the Local Affairs Bill, upon 
the ground that the proposals then be­
fore the House would prove to be un­
satisfactory, and when the report of 
the Committee of the Whole was 
tabled, I said that I considered the 
measure so incomplete that I would 
take no part in putting it through the 
House.

My proposal was that the whole 
Colony should be incorporated in dis­
tricts, or townships, or towns, or vil­
lages, according to the circumstances 
of each locality, and that the powers 
of incorporate bodies should be ex­
tensive and complete; and, as the con­
text of my speech will show, my re­
ference to Confederation, as connected 
with the subject, was that, by com­
plete incorporation, the care of local 
affairs being thrown upon local bodies 
the expense would largely be provided 
for by direct taxation, instead of ont 
of the Customs revenue, and a self- 
supporting country would not need 
to adopt Confederation for financial 
reasons alone. This measure of gen­
eral municipal incorporation, which I 
suggested, is a very different matter 
from the Road Board expedient which 
constitutes what is now called in high- 
sounding words, “The Local Affairs 
Act.’’

There Is one significant phrase in 
my speech, which goes to the very 
root of the difficulty that has arisen, 
when I say that “the elective sys­
tem, if carried out on politically im­
partial lines, ought to bring very much 
better returns for the money spent”. 
It has not been carried out on such 
impartial lines. Conker's notorious 
circular made the election of Road 
Boards a purely party question. I have 
before me at this minute ^ report of 
a case in which certain Union Coun­
cil members were the only persons 
present at a meeting called to elect a 
Road Board, and thy elected them­
selves. In a letter just to hand I find 
the following reference to a person,1 
whose name I cannot give:—“He Is 
a good reliable man; he was Chairman 
of the Road Board until two years agog1 
when the Union men got orders to 
vote in a Union Road Board. Had we 
known it at the time of the meeting; 
they would never have got there, as 
we are in the majority.” This is only 
one of hundreds of intances of that 
same kind.

As I have said before, I now repeat, 
that elective Road Boards where Coake 
eriem prevails are a delusion and à 
snare, being nothing more or less than 
the expression of Boss Coaker’s ruleg, 
The Boards are not representative of 
the people; they are representative 
only of the Kaiserism which is en­
throned at Port Union. Tours truly,
