SPAIN RECRUITING IN ENGLAND.

No Cause For Alarm.
Lloyd George’s statement in 

the House of Commons on 
Thursday, concerning the Anglo- 
Jnpanese Alliance, recently re 
newed, was made with the one 
purpose of showing that United 
States has nothing whatever 
about which to be alarmed be­
cause of the agreement between 
the two. The alliance was dis­
cussed freely at the Imperial 
Conference of Premiers, and all 
agreed that Japan had loyally 
observed every condition of the 
alliance treaty with Britain, dur­
ing the war. The British Prime 
Minister took particular pains 
to make it clear and beyond the 
shadow of a doubt that it was 
by no means impossible for 
Great Britain to fulfill her ob­
ligations to Japan, while at the 
same time observing and culti 
vating a spirit of fraternity to­
ward United States. One only 
difficulty was in the way of a 
United States^[apanese rap­
prochement, and that was the 
problems of the Pacific, in which 
ocean Japanese interests are 
paramount. But whether it is 
advisable to permit Japanese in­
fluence to be paramount also, 
considering that United States 
has certain claims therein, not 
forgetting those of Britain as 
well, is the question which is 
causing all the controversy. 
Of course, unless a thorough 
understanding between the 
three nations is arrived at, each 
will view the other with possible 
distrust, and where distrust is 
there can be "no confidence. It 
will be a matter for congratula­
tion if the conference to be held 
at Washington reaches a com­
plete basis of agreement on the 
Pacific problem. Should this 
ensue the suspicion created in 
United States tthat Japan has 
designs on absolute control of 
the Pacific Ocean will be dissi­
pated, and a better and more 
confident feeling engendered. 
The future peace of the world 
would thus be guaranteed, for 
the three principal naval pow­
ers would be most concerned in 
preventing warfare and increas­
ing their commercial prestige, 
to the advancement of their 
trade interests and industrial
productivity.

OneImportant Communication Frol 
of Themselves.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—I am much Interested in 

the letters published in the Evening 
Telegram by Mr. Wm. White in refer­
ence to the disposal of our fish to the 
Russian Relief Committees. I think 
that Mr. White has put forward a 
splendid idea, which should be fol­
lowed up at once by the fish trade 
through the Government

Having spent the greater part of 
my life in Russia, and knowing the 
country and habits of the people, I 
can say that Russia is a great fish 
eating country. Every Russian from 
the highest to the lowest is fond of 
fish. Herring from Siberia and Scot­
land Is in great demand. The Rus­
sian is especially fond of fish food, 
pickled or salted dry, and our dry 
codfish would be considered a tasty 
meal which they would eat in an un­
cooked state with bread.

There are two fast days a week, and 
nine weeks fast before Easter, when 
the Russian must eat fish or similar 
foods. If Newfoundland catered to 
Russian requirements, the entire pro­
duct of our fisheries would be only a 
small proportion of Russia’s needs.

If caplin, dog fish, flat fish and 
many other kinds of Newfoundland 
fish which are now turned into man­
ure, were sent to Russia, say via 
Riga, in a pickled state, our shippers 
would be surprised at the ready sale 
and the good prices which would be 
obtained.

Turkish Joan of Arc.
APfiOORA (Associated Press.)— A 

Turkish Joan of Arc,- Aishe Hanum, 
has started a woman’s fighting bri­
gade against the Greeks. Her or­
ganisation, called the Kain brigade, 
has already taken part in active fight­
ing afid she ie constantly enrolling 
new recruits. His is the first time 
In Turkish history that a woman has 
been so militantly active. She has 
been dubbed by the people of the 
Anatolia, “He Conqueror.” Her 
personality is in distinct contrast to 
tile beautiful Halide Edib Hanum, the 
writer and graduate of the American 
Constantinople-College, who has bean 
so active in Nationalist politics for 
for two yçars, sud fled to the interior 
in March, 1920, to escape imprison­
ment By tire Allies.

Aishe Hanujn is a stern, dark woman 
of the soil, aged 52, who sees visions 
and believes she is Inspired by the Pro­
phet. She wears a veil. but has cast 
aside skirts. She carries a rifle, and 
when not at the front, goes through 
the villages accompanied by her 15- 
year old, son, urging the peasants to 
contribute food and money and their 
able-bodied women to cast out the 
enemy stranger from the homeland. As 
Nationalist soldiers, the uniform of 
the Kadin Brigade corresponds to that 
of its leader.

indirectly, Aishe Hanum is doing as 
much as Halide Hanum to emancipate 
the Turkish woman. When she began 
her work, the Turkish men, who dis­
like to have women interfere in poli­
tics, tried to force her to return te her 
farm. But, By the courage born of her 
visions, Aishe Hanum has continued 
until she Is recognised as an aid to the 
Nationalist cause.

Italy’s White Strike.
' Rome, (Associated Press)—The re­

cent “white strike” of the stfite effi- 
pinyes of Italy produced anothdr series 
Of Iflnoratldns lb labor disputes. He 
workers kept their positions and nomi­
nally did not ceaee to work but all 
“•Oldlerâd ou the job” to such an <t- 
tett that Ih many cases total atten­
tion from work would not have 
wrought greater damage. H# strike 
besides Involving tbe ordinary employ­
ees in the state adminstratlon included 
the post office forces, which In Italy 
comprises both the telephone and tele­
graph. The employees would present 
themselves for work In the morning 
and "soldier” along with their work, 
getting practically nothing done until 
11 O'clock, when afySwould leave the 
various ministries &ed offlcee for a 
labor meeting. The whole of the state's 
administration would then be at a 
Standstill for several hoursf while In 
some cases it extended for the whole 
day. Beside» the maae meetings, there 
would be local meetings held In the 
various departments, all at the expense 
6f thé time Of the government. He 
greatest public inconvenience was 
caesed by the attitude of the postal 
employees, including the telegraph and 
telephone staffs. Dismissal was threat­
ened those who attended the daily 
labor meeting, but that thfeat only 
partially succeeded in restoring dis­
cipline. Telephone service was practic­
ally at a standstill, Persons would at­
tempt to get the centrals for hours and 
would finally give it up in despair. Oc­
casionally. a central operator would 
answer but there was never a guaran­
tee that the connection wanted would 
be given. He letter-carriers also par­
ticipated in the “white strike.” He 
street letter-botes became filled too 
full for another letter. They were only 
emptied when it satisfied the whims 
of the man assigned for the work. The 
service was .completely disorganized. 
Premier Giolitti gave orders that all 
adhering to the “white strike” must be 
punished. Accordingly over 100 were 
discharged in Rome, 400 in Milan, 140 
in Naples and a large number else­
where.

TOKIO.—(Associated Press.)—He 
betrothal Of Prince Yasuhito, the 
second son of the Emperor, and Prin­
cess Naoko, fourth daughter of Prince 
Ichijo, will take place in the near 
future, it is believed here. Prince 
Yasuhito, who was born on June 25, 
1906, ie now attached to the third regi­
ment Of infantry, stationed at Tokio.

I Cyprian then devoted himself to 
1 the study of the great African Chrls- 
1 tlan Father Tertulllan, and almost at 

once became a noted man in the Afri­
can chttTch.

■ I» the tear 346 he waa raised by the 
votes Of the Christian Community to 
the dignity of the priesthood, and it la 
said as early as the next year, was 
placed at the head of thS Church as 
bishop.

The fact that these honors, came to 
Cyprian, unasked, angered a number 
of the priests who formed a party 
against him and proceeded to contest 
the authority of cyprian.

During the Dêfllafl persecution Of the j 
Christians, Cyprian absented himself 
but not Because he lacked courage.

“At the beginning of the troubles” 
he writes, “when with furloua out­
cries, the people had repeatedly de­
manded my death. I withdrew for a 
time, not so much out of regard for j 
my OWn safety as for the puBlic peace j 
of thé brethern, that the thmult might : 
not be increased by my presence, 
which was so offensive to the heathen.”

He recommended others to act in the 
same way. "On this account,” aays he, 
our Lord commended us. in times of 
persecution, to give way and fly: He 1 
prescribed tins rule, and followed it1 
Himself, for a* the martyr’s crown 
comes from the grace Of God, and can- ; 
not be gained if the appointed hour 
has not arrived, he who withdraws for j 
a season, while he still remains true 
to Christ, dêflies ndt the faith, but 
bides his time.”

From his retirement, Cyprian kept 
up a constant correspondence with his 
flock, by means of certain ecclesiastics, 
who gladly Braved danger to be his 
messengers.

Before the beginning of the De clan 
persecution, Cyprian had taken the 
view that any who denied Christ 
should for ever remain outside the 
pale of the visible churc^, But when 
he was brought face to fade with the 
persecutors and the broken and COfl- j 
trite hearts of penitents he realized 
that the blood of Christ, Bad been Shed 
for these and begged his brother bis­
hops to deal leniently with them. I 

Eventually those who had suffered 
everything but death for their faith,: 
espoused the cause of the lapsed and 
took upon themselves as martyrs or 
approved witnesses for God to absolve 
them from their Bln*.

Of course this could not be allowed. 
But by his gentleness and firmness,1 
cyprian managed to adjust matters, at-. 
ter prolonged controversy.

in May, A.D. 253, cyprian returned 
to Carthage and two years later, the 
plague broke out with great virulence.
In this affliction the Bishop acted as 
became a true father of hie flock, and 
gave all his means and energies to 
their assistance.

In the year 257, the Emperor, Valer­
ian, banished Cyprian from his flock. 
During his absence, members of his 
diocese as well as multitudes of the 
common people were 'brought before i 
the tribunal charged with the crime of 
professing Christianity.

Cyprian deciding that his place was 
with them returned from his exile, 
and allowed hlmeelf to be taken pri­
soner.

When the news of hie Câpture be- -, 
came known, pagans and Christians 
alike poured into the streets to do him ' 
honor. 0

Sentence of death was passed upon 1 
him by the heathen OOttrts, and 1 
Cyprian said: “God be thankful!” 1 

The whole court crowded with 1 
Christians, resounded with the roar, ® 
“Let us die with him!*

When his hour arrived Cyprian was '

Several years elapsed 
before the value of this invention was 
recognized generally. In the mean­
time the inventor was busy making 
improvements and taking out other 
patents and in 1874 had brought the 
skate practically to its present condi­
tion. The device of “cramping” the 
wheels secured the initial success of 
roller skating. The earlier inventions 
were crude affairs, compared with the 
modern appliances. About 1864 the 
mania for rolling skating appeared in 
England. Two years later the “rinlp- 
ing” fever broke oüt In Australia, and 
spread thence to England and the 
United States. Since that time the 
craze has appeared, at intervals only 
to die out again. During 1884 and 1885 
the sport was at his height in the 
United States.

1914 as a basis, he circularized all the 
blind of whom he had record, number­
ing about five hundred. In his cir­
culars he stated what it was proposed 
to do, who were eligible tor training, 
what classes of training it Was pro­
posed to adopt, etc. Except in the 
cases where it was considered that 
age or physical decay would render 
training unnecessary or unfruitful, 
queetionaires to be completed and re­
turned to Mr. Weir were enclosed to 
each individual. Of the number sent 
out—between two hundred and fifty 
and three hundred—some one hundred 
and seventy-five have been returned. 
On receipt of these, applications for 
admission to the proposed institution 
were forwarded. In each individual 
cue information was sought and in 
the majority of cases obtained, from 
clergymen, doctors, magistrates and 
other prominent citizens throughout 
the island. When received, this in­
formation was filed for reference, and 
Mr. Weir proceeded to divide the ap*- 
plications into two classes, after first 
eliminating these who for various 
causes could not be deemed to be phys­
ically or mentally capable of benefit- 
ting by such training as it was pro­
posed to give. The first class com­
prised those who could be considered 
eligible for admission to training as 
soon as the proposed institution would j 
be in a posittion to care tor them; j 
and the second those to whom it was 
considered advisable to supply certain 
training at home preparatory to their 
entrance to the institution. All of 
this work entailed a great deal of cor­
respondence and care, and while to the ; 
general reader it would not appear to : 
be a work of very great proportion its j 
extent can be guaged by those who are 1 
conversant with statistics and record 
work. Furthermore, the planning of 
the requirements of the institution for 
the .furtherance of its work had-to be 
given consideration. The requisite ma>- 
chinery ter the institution, commensur­
ate with the number of people who 
could be engaged in the various trades, 
had to be decided upon, and a vast 
amount of detail in connection with 
housing, etc., had to he attended to.

The Government promised economy 
during the present year. Unfortun­
ately, however, their idea of econ­
omic administration differs consider­
ably from that of those who are well 
acquainted with financial matters. 
Drastic cuts were made In some de­
partments where they were necessary. 
Other cuts were made where there 
was- no justification whatever, whilst 
votes for unnecessary departments 
did not even feel the edge of the 
knife. The estimated expenditure for 
the fiscal year, 1921-22 is approxi­
mately $11,000,000, when Supplement­
al Supply and expenditures under the 
Audit Act are included. This is an 
abnormally high estimate when our 
financial affairs are in so chaotic a 
state. The estimate for the Finance 
Department is increased by $37,000. 
A slight increase is also noted in the 
Colonial Secretary’s office. The same 
applies to the Department of Justice.

A European correspondent tells the 
story -of an adacious prank played 
upon the ex-Kaiser in the second year 
of-his reign. A party of negroes ar-’ 
rived at Berlin in charge of Herr Karl 
Elijer, who * let it be understood that 
they were princess of the dynasty of 
the high and mighty Sultan of Man­
dera, an African ruler, whose domin­
ions were at least equal in importance 
to those of the Sultan of Morocco. On 
the strength of this they were enter­
tained in the most elaborate manner 
by the Emperor.

It was only several weeks after 
they had left Berlin, on their return to 
Africa loaded with gifts and decorat­
ed with Prussian orders of knight­
hood, that it suddenly became known 
that the negroes thus honored were 
men of absolutely no rank or import­
ance in their own country, and that 
far from being chiefs or dignitaries 
they were quite ordinary natives, who 
had been assigned by the petty chief 
of the wretched Central Africa village 
of Mandara, to which they belonged, 
to act as porters for the conveyance 
of the baggage of Herr Ehler to the 
coast.

Ehler, who was an old classmate of 
the ex-Kaiser at the University <_f 
Bonn, imagined that it would further 
his interests and lend importaance to 
his explorations in the eyes of the au­
thorities. at Berlin if be took four of 
the finest îêoking of his lback porters 
with him back to Germany.

Partly through the ignorance of the 
people on board the steamer and part­
ly owing to the crowded character of 
the steerage and intermediate cabins 
they received saloon passages, and 
thus it happened that by the time 
they reached Europe an exaggerated 
impression had been formed on board 
with regard to their rank and import-' 
ance.

On landing dt Hamburg the local 
authorities took it for granted that the 
r.ergoes must necessarily be dignitar­
ies of the highest grade, and as this 
impression resulted in Herr Ehler 
being trèated with exceptional con­
sideration, gaining all sorts of official 
and diplomatic privileges, he was caro- 
ful not to disabuse the Prussian gov­
ernment or to reveal the true condi­
tion of affairs.
